PubliHliors Auxiliary: A publisher 
in u western stale reeently intimated 
that some of the merchants in his 
town had been nusyiuc tnemselves in 
an attempt to erttanize the business 
men of  the town for the purpose of 
ciittinK out all advertisliiR in the lo­
cal papers by common consent on the 
ground that it is a useless and worth­
less expenditure. While we do not be­
lieve there is the slightest danger of 
anything ever being done it is inter­
esting to speculate on what would 
be the consequences if such a thing 
should come to pass.

The local paper is the index of 
the public spirit, financial and moral 
conditions and the general welfare 
of every community and the criterion 
by which it is judged by all outside 
people. If any difference this story 
Is told more strongly in the advertis­
ing columns of the newspaper than in 
the news columns. A local paper well 
patronized by the local tradesmen 
whose advertisements are newsy, and 
breezy and in season and up to date, 
telling of  their goods and wares — 
the newest things, the beat things, 
and their prices is an infallible indi­
cation of a pood town, public spirit 
c'i^pcople and progressiveness of  the 
hipheaf type and the best kind. On 
the other hand suppose the local mer­
chants do net advertise in the news­
paper. They must have advertising to 
live. It follows as a necessity that 
they tmist tak. any kind of  a cheap 
proposition t ley  can pet— patent 
medicines, whiskey ads, mail order 
displays, gun and bicycle oTers—the 
paper presents a sorry appearance, 
you read poverty in every line ami 
between the lines there is no evidence 
of prosperity (and there is none) 
and no ptibllc spirit and the homeseek 
er who reads the paper will shun the 
town as sure as he would shun the 
bubonic plague.

On the other hand suppose the lo­
cal paper should begin whooping it 
up for the mall order business and 
tell the people how much they would 
save by patronizing thertt.

Austin, Texas, ,May>4.— The abil­

ity to serve ten and fifteen cent meals 
fur six people in an hour and a half 
is tlio final test given girls in one 
domestic scietiee course at the Uni­
versity of Texas to determine whetli- 
er or not they receive a passing grade 
on the laboratory work of the course 
There are twenty two girls in the 
class, and four girls are tested in this 
way each day, two serving a noon 
lunclieun uud two an afternoon meal. 
Other students act as helpers, giving 
the girls in charge an u;)portuuity to 
plan and order the work of  the others. 
The girls invite guests, charging 15 
cents for each guest at the midday 
meal and ten cents for each afternoon 
meal served. The students do their 
own buying and submit the receipted 
bills tothe instructor as proof that 
they stayed within the price limit 
set.

The menus are planned entirely by 
the students and must pass muster 
with the instructor as a "balanced”  
meal, that is a meal containing ap­
proximately the proper proportion of 
various elements that go to make 
wholesome human diet.

One girl who passed this test suc­
cessfully recently had never attempt­
ed to prepare a meal in her life be­
fore coming tothe University last 
fall.

Here is a typical fifteen cent menu 
served to six people by two students; 
Hamburger, creamed potatoes, hot 
rolls, apple and celery salad, straw­
berry short cake. Here is a typical ten 
rent meal served by students In the 
cooking laboratory: Creamed pota­
toes, soup with croutons, meat pie, 
lettuce and cheese salad, orange ice.

Associate Justices, any three of j 
whom shall constitute a quorum, and 
the concurrence of  three Judges shall 
be necessary to the decision o f  a 
case. No person shall be eligible to j 
the office of Chief Justice or Asso­

Be it resolved t)y the Legislature of 
the State of  Texas:
Section 1. That Section 52, of Ar­

ticle 3, of the Constitution of the 
State of  Texas be amended so as 
hereafter to read as followa towlt;

Section 52. The l.,egislatnre shall 
have no power to authorize any coun­
ty, city, town or other political cor­
poration or subdivision of the State, 
to lend its credit or to grant public 
money or thing of  value In aid of  or 
to, any individual, association or cor­

its imposed by otlier provisions of 
this constitution; and levy and col­
lect such taxes to pay the interest 
thereon and provide a sinking; fund 
for the* redemption thereof as the 
I.egislature may authorize and in 
such manner as it may authorize the 
same, the follow'Ing purposes towlt:

(a) The improvement of  rivers, 
creeks and streams to prevent over­
flows, and to permit of navigation 
thereof, or irrigation therefrom, or 
in aid of such purposes.

(b) The eonstnictlon and main­
tenance of pools, lakes, reservoirs, 
dams, canals and waterways for the 
purpose of irrigation, drainage or 
navigation or in aid thereof.

(c )  The construction, maintenance 
and operation of macadamized, grav­
eled or paved roads and turnpikes, 
or in aid thereof.

Provided, however, that under leg­
islative enactment any defined dis­
trict now or hereafter to be describ­
ed and defined within the State of 
Texas, which may be formed for the 
purpose of  reclaiming and improv­
ing overflowed and swamp lands in 
this State, and maintaining the im­
provements thereof, may, upon a vote 
of two-thirds majority of  the res­
ident property tax payers voting 
thereon who are qualified electors 
of such district or territory, in addi­
tion to all other debts, issue bonds 
or otherwise lend Us credit in a«y 
amount not to exceed fifty per cent 
of the assessed valuation of the real 
property in such district or territory.

Provided, further, that where a 
county, district or other political sub­
division has issued bonds for im­
provements for tlie purposes named 
in this Section, the I.,egislature may 
authorize the levy and collection of 
taxes for the maintenance of such 
improvements, not to exceed fifty 
cents on the hundred dollars valua­
tion in any one year.

Section 2. Tlie foregoing amend­
ment of Section 52 of Article 3, of 
the Censtitution of Texas, shall be 
Rubmilted to the qualified •lectors 
of this State for its adoption or re­
jection at a special election hereby 
ordered for the fourth Saturday in 
July, A. D. 1915, the same being tlie 
twenty-fourth day of  said month. All 
voters on this proposed amendment 
at said election who favor Us adop­
tion shall have printed or written on 
their ballots the following; “ For

amendment of Section 52 of Article 
3, o f  the Constitution authorizing the 
issuance of bonds for levee, drainage, 
road and other improvements, and 
for taxes therefor.”

Those voting against its adoption 
shall have printed or written on their 
ballots the following: “ Against the 
amendment of  Section 52 of  Article 
3 of the Constitution, authorizing the 
issuance of bonds for levee, drain­
age, road and other improvements, 
and for taxes therefor.”

Previous to the election the Secre­
tary of State shall cause to be print­
ed and forwarded to the county Judge 
of each county, for use in said elec­
tion, a sufficient number of  ballots 
for the use of voters in each county, 
on which he shall have printed the 
form of liallot hendn prescribed, for 
the convenient use of voters.

Sec. 3. The Governor of this State 
is hereby directed to Issue his neces­
s a r y  proclamation ordering this elec­
tion, and have the same published as 
required by the Constitution and laws 
of  this State. The sum of five thou­
sand dollars ($5,000) or so much 
thereof as may be necessary is hereby 
appropriated out of any funds in the 
State Treasury not otherwise appro­
priated, to defray the expenses of 
publishing said proclamation and 
printing and distributing the neces­
sary tickets and blanks for use in 
raid election.

TRUE DETECTIVE TALES
TH E  MAN W ITH TH E LO N G EST RECORD

By Inspector Joseph H. Faorot, Head of the Detective Bateau of the New York City Police Department
r

T o  THTC police the principal fijrure in 
this case is best known as ilnck 
Slu*[)]>ard. His criminal career cov­
ers a period of tliirty-nine years. He 
wasn’t always known as .Jack Shep­

pard, for shortly after his adv(mt into this 
world, in New York city, lie was christeiunl 
Charles Harrington, and no doubt his fond 
and dotinjf parents had Ki*eat expectations 
of their first honi, who, however, |)lnnj?ed 
early in life into a career of enme which 
earned for him the soubricpiet of .lack Shop 
pard, because of the dariu); of his exploits, 
which in many ways were like those of the 
old-time road a>?cnt who bore that name.

He has so many aliases that it is almost 
impossible to remember all of them, although 
in our records he is listed as Charles Har- 
rin^fton, .Tohn Mahoney, .Jack Sheppard, .John 
Wood, John H. ^^athews, Georp;e Wilson, 
Charles Jones and James Robinson.

I know of no more interesting: subject for 
students of criminolojfv than .Jack Shepjiard. 
He is so well known to the police of this conn- 
trv that his name is a byword. In fact, he has 
often been desijmated as “ the man with the 
worst criminal reconl in the United States.”  ̂
While he has never faced a homicide charge, 
there are so many other nnarks against him 
that in reviewing his career I cannot find 
room for one thought of compassion or one 
extenuatins: circumstance.

His wits are keen as a brier, and when it is 
nec^ssarj' to think quickly and act on im­
pulse Jack can always be depended on to 
come through. Since the first time he was 
arrested he has complained to all who would 
listen to him that he was the victim of po­
lice persecution, and he has succeeded from 
time to time in interesting some \ery influ­
ential persons in his behalf.

Despite his seventy odd vears .Tack Shep­
pard is what one might call well preserved. 
His shock o f snow white hair has tended to 
soften the lines of his face, and at first 
glance one wouldn’t take him for “ the man 
with the worst record,”  It is only when one 
stares him full in the face that the shifty, 
restless eye of the criminal is discovered. His 
features are not regular, neither are they 
rugged, for an exquisitelv chiseled nose, al­
most Grecian in its modeling, is in strong 
contrast to the broad, flat and blunt pro­
boscis so frequently round adorning the 
faces of criminals.

Jack’s nose indicates a refinement and 
delicacy o f breeding inherited from his 
mother, a woman I am told who was gentle, 
refined and highly cultured. His broad, 
square chin and jaw denote a decision of 
character which brooks no interference, and 
a stubbornness of purpose by which he would 
carry through to success any scheme he un­
dertook, even were it necessar}’ to resort to 
brute force.

Charles Harrington, ns he was christened, 
was but 16 years old when he faced his first 
conviction. He had participated in a bur­
glary and went away for two years. While 
in prison he came in contact with many of 
the more hardened offenders of that day and, 
in consequence, when this youngster was lib­
erated he was fired bv an ambition to outdo 
the deeds of daring of which he had been 
told while touching elbows with his fellow 
convicts.

After drifting about the country the few 
months following his liberation, the youth 
returned to New York and launched upon a 
scheme in which he convinced those inter­
ested there was little risked and big profits. 
Harrington, after sauntering around through 
the wholesale district, conceived the idea of 
stealing trucks laden with valuable mer­
chandise, and driving off to some point pre­
viously arranged, where he could dispose of 
his easily acquired loot to advantage.

He handled several of these jol>s so suc­
cessfully that for some years he was the fore­
most truck thief in New York city.

He was locked up in old police headquart­
ers, New York city, in April, 1870, for steal­
ing a truck loaded with merchandise valued 
at $10,000.. "niere was a clear case against 
him and conviction seemed a certainty.

When one of the attendants at headquar­
ters took him to hreakfa-st the morning fol­
lowing his arrest Sheppard felled him with 
a smashing blow on the head just as he en­
tered his cell.

Dashing through the long corridor where 
many policemen and detectives had congre­
gated, he made his way through a rear hall 
to Mott street and thence through an alley 

'to Bleeker street. By this time there was a 
regular procession of pursuers, but Sheppard 
cleverly elue«led them and got away. We 
afterwards learned that he made his way to 
the West and there remained for some time. 
We didn’t hear of him again until we learned 
of a big tnick robbery in Boston, and at once 
surmised that .Tack was up to his old tricks 
and not far away from there,

Sheppard and one o f his pals were in Bos­
ton when they saw a truck start slowly from 
in front of a big wholesale cloth house. The 
two men were carrying a box under the 
weight of which they appeared to stagger. 
When about a block from the point where 
the truck started they hailed the driver and 
asked him to which part of the city he was 
going. The reply seemingly satisfied them, 
for they informed him they would give him 
a dollar to lake the box part of the way .and 
leave it at the address tney gave him. The 
driver readily consented and the two men 
climbed on the truck with the flriver, after 
depositing the box on the tailboard.

Stopping at the house indicated, they of­
fered the driver an additional 2.'i «’cnts if he 
would help one of the men to a room on the 
the third floor o f the building with the box. 
The big husky driver again apeed, and he 
and Sheppard struggled up the steps with 
the box, which was fastened with a padlock

loft the key of the box with his (‘ompanion 
ami reqiu'sted tin* driv(>r to untie the rope 
while he hurried down to gtd the k(“V.

'rile driver was easily taken in and it is 
needU‘ss to say .lack didn’t leturn, nor <lid 
the driver find tlie truck and his two n<*w 
ne(|naintanees waiting for him at the enrli 
when h(> descended to tlie strei't tmi or fif­
teen ininutes latiu*. 'I'liere was lietween 
$ 10,000 and $ir),000 worth of broadcloth on 
that truck and tlu' firm that lost it was lucky 
to g('l its horses and wagon back, 'Fhe goods 
A\<“r<* easily disposed of to a fence and .Jack 
and his comiianion speedily decamped. We 
pick(‘d him up in Yonkers a few w<‘eks later 
and upon his return to Boston he w'as given 
a five year tenn. ,

Sheppard rarely engaged upon any job un­
less big money was in sight. His thoughts all 
turned to thousands, and seemingly $,'i,000 
was the minimum. In Philadelphia he stole 
the entire contents of a clothing store. That 
piece of work netted him about $10,(K)0. He 
rounded up several truck loads of fine mer­
chandise in the same city during a single 
visit and each load was worth upward of 
$,'),000. He always played for high stakes 
and, as with all of his kind, women and law­
yers got it all.

It was in 1896 that Detective O ’Connell 
was walking through Washington street, 
New York (.‘ity, when he saw a well dressed 
and dapper looking man carrying a satchel. 
It was apparent that the satchel was well 
filled, for it was obviously heavy. There

that.lack was not luung “ tailed”  or hounded, 
but was picked up by a man who had never 
seen him before and one, fortunately,who was 
jxissessed of a sixth sense, which all good de­
tectives must have in ord(*r to make good.

Sheppard was such a notorious offender 
that tile warden of tlie Kastern iienitentiarv 
in P(Minsylvania made a close study of tlie 
man during his several slops in that jirison, 
and a report he made is on file there.

In part the warden’s nqiort follows:
“ Arrested in Boston shortly after one of 

his sojourns in the Kastern penitentiary, he 
was sentenc(>d to the new ]u’ison at Concord, 
Mass., which was looked upon as a model of 
its kind. He hadn’t been in that prison a 
week before he was up to his old tricks, caus­
ing dissension and unrest among his fellow 
prisoners, and this he kept at until he had the 
whole institution in a turmoil. But he was 
clever and resourceful, and before long ar­
ticles began to appear in the newspapers 
dealing with the reforniation and reconstruc­
tion of the discipline in that institution. He 
was the author of thoee articles, and in them 
he openly charged that outrageous methods 
were employed to oppress ana persecute the 
prisonen^. So much credence was given to 
these articles that a commission was ap­
pointed to investigate the charges, and as 
politics crept into the probe conditions within 
the prison became almost unbearable, and in 
every case Jack Sheppard was the ring­
leader.

was little or nothing in the man’s appearance 
to arouse suspicion, yet instinctively the de­
tective’s curiosity was aroused, and he 
“ tailed”  his man for a few blocks until he 
disappeared in Smith & McNeil’s hotel. The 
detective waited or him to come out, think­
ing perhaps he had only gone to the restaur­
ant for luncheon.

When his vigil stretched into an hour 
O ’Connell went into the hotel to investigate. 
He met his (piarry just coming down the 
steps from the room he had engaged. O ’Con­
nell interrogated the ministerial looking gen­
tleman and as his replies were not auite to 
his liking ho cut the interxriew short m>y say-
lug:

“ I think ('’aptain O ’Brien at headquarters 
would like to talk to you. Come along with 
me.”

The usual protest followed, the stranger in­
sisting that he was a reputable business man 
and that he was the victim of a “ terrible 
mistake.”  But O ’Connell was firm and the 
result was the stranger arrivt^ at police 
headquarters, where he was instantly rec­
ognized as “ .Tack Sheppard, the man with a 
fast growing record.”

O ’Connell went back to the hotel to look 
through .Jack’s baggage. In tbe satchel, 
which was Hc<*urely locked, were found two 
large sticks of dynamite, weighing several 
pounds and of sufficient power to blow up po­
lice headcpinrters. Primers, cartridges, and 
the customary fuses were there in abundance, 
together with knives and drills such as safe 
blowers use and a bundle of waste such as is 
used for cleaning tools. Kvidentlv there was 
a big orT«^''loffice job in sight and .Tack 
was i*i the citv to ev.tber direct the work of 
the^racksmen or to do Jhe job himself. The
drills were all hand made tend the work of an 
expert. Captain O'Brien elated ov«r the

do over the ‘ revelations’ o f Jack Sheppard; 
yet, strange to say, a veiy few months after 
nis term expired there he was back in 

rison, having been caught redhanded in a 
ig burglary in Philadelphia. Of course his 

old cry of a ‘ police frame-up’ was raised, 
but nevertheless he was put away, and much 
to my disgust it fell to my lot to look after 
him.

“ Many convicts leave the places of their 
incarceration with a new suit o f clothes and 
a few dollars in cash—all that stands be­
tween them and starv’ation. Many of them, 
either through riotous living or hard luck, 
soon find themselves stranded and it is a case 
of beg or steal for them. The great ma.jority 
choose the latter course. But with Sheppard, 
who so blatantly protests that the police 
never gave him a chance, it was different. 
I'pon concluding his last terrn in the East­
ern penitentiary he came in possession of 
several thousand dollars from an estate left 
by one of his relatives. There was hia chance 
had he elected to live honestlv. He had 
ample capital to start in any business he 
might select. What he did with this money 
I don’t know, but in a very few months after 
getting possession of this windfall he was ar­
rested in Boston and given two years in the 
South Boston house of correction.”

One of my men met .Tack in a New York sa­
loon a few years ago. The detective was 
there looking for another criminal. .Tack was 
•the picture of dejection. He was seated at a 
table but there was no drink before him. Pos­
sibly he was out of funds, having failed to 
wipe out a previously contracted score when 
flush times came to Him. Otherwise he could 
have had anything in the house.

The detective posed as a fellow crook and 
engaged 6ld Jack in conversation. A heavy 
cold had settled on the old criminal and ha 
armATHiTttW w s a  m o r t j i l  d r e a d  o f  a b n f f t i n e

.Jack said, “ and I hope the detectives will let 
me alone long enough to die in peace. I was 
told in Dannemora when they turned me out 
that if I ever came J)nck again I would die at 
onc(*. Couldn’t stand the confinement, they 
said. I want to die on the outside and I hope 
it will come soon, for I am down and out and 
I have neither the desire nor energy to turn 
nnother trick.”

The moral of this storv i.s that it does not 
]iay any boy to start out in life thinking he 
can make easy money J)y breaking the laws 
or bv tricks of dishonesty. Had .Tack Shep­
pard used his intellect and energy in some 
one of the many vocations now open to in- 
flustrious workers, he would have become an 
honorable citizen and possibly a man of 
wealth and distinction.

FLYING OVER BATTLE FIELD
Thrilling Voyage in a Military Aeroplane*

1

u PON the broasts of many of the 
German officers mav be seen a black 
and white ribbon, from which hangs 
a white bordered Maltese cross. 
WTien you s»*e this decoration, 

you know that the wearer, by some aohieve- 
inent of gallantry, has been awarded the iron 
cross, and you regard him with new interest. 
From the number I have seen there must have 
been many brilliant deeds performed in the 
course of the pres«*nt war. Often these cov­
eted crosses will be seen on young men and 
when you inquire you wiĴ  find that the 
wearers are members of the flying corps.

>fany of the aviators have been given the 
iron cross. Their work is dangerous at all 
times and the value of their services is e\- 
tremely great, for they fly far into the en­
em y’s country and are often the lofty target 
about which are bursting shells that rack 
the air so violently that only the greatest de­
gree of coolness and skill can prevent the 
overturning of the planes.

An aeroplane mshing through the heavens 
at a height of 6,000 or S,0(K) feet is hard to 
hit. but the concussion of the shells from the 
balloon guns is so violent that the air for 
hundreds of yards about is so disturbed that 
the plane is capsized and brought down.

Near Laon four planes of the allies have 
thus been destroyed, but the aviators, in­
stead of becoming timid, have only become 
more daring. They are learning how' to 
dodge the bursting shells and donhtless are 
fascinated by the grim and tragic ilirills 
which a human target must experience when 
flying a mile high over an alert and watchful 
enemy.

During every instant while an aviator is in 
the sky, he is gambling with death. He is 
a human bird with the hunters below, and as 
he watches the white balls of smoke on all 
sides he shaties his course in such a way that 
the next shell may not strike'him.

As a general thing the balloon gnn on the 
earth, thousands of feet below, must ai)u at 
least eight lengths ahead of him in order to 
bring him down. The avia<^or knows that 
the first sliots are likely to bo ■'vild, but he 
knows that with each sneceeding sliot the 
practice will be truer, and when the gunners 
i elow have correctly foiinfl his altitude he 
must shift his course at once.

If the sky is elondy he steers toward the 
nearest cloud and is screened from view, but 
if he is .sailing across vast e.xpanses of open 
blue sky with the sheltering islands of cloud 
far apart, then he must zig zag bis course so 
that the shell that is aimed eight lengths 
ahead may not meet him when he reaches 
that spot.

The sound of the shells from the balloon 
guns is unmistakable. Invery soldier within 
earshot knows it, and at the first faint boom 
of a bursting shell high in the heavmis. ev 
eryhody instantly scaii.s the sky to find the 
target. People rush to the windows or race 
to points from which they may see the won- 
derful spectacle. And it is a wonderful spec­
tacle, fascinating beyond words. It is l>ig 
game hunting brought to its most thrilling 
development. If one could see the face of flic 
aviator about wlioin death is strih'ng vicioii,- 
blows he wouM he horri'’ied, hut a.s seen from 
tho 1 sands of fe •! below, flip aeroplane is only 
a tiny object about which nothing human is 
\isibie. Voii know that there are prol)ably 
two men in the plane, hut all you see is the 
gray, cloud colored object moving acro.ss the 
immense depths of the heavens, against flic 
blue of which are beautiful white halls of 
smoke unfolding like greal c.lin'sanfheiniims.

The thousands of si)<>ctators below watch 
with feverish interest, heightened by the 
thought that at any in.stant the little gi’ay 
thing in the sky may drop something whicli 
will scatter death among Giein.

When I was at Laon, on the German battle 
front in B’rance, there were at different times 
five French and hmglish fliers who flew in 
over the German lines. Four were shelled 
and one was so screened by clouds that the 
balloon gun had to Ic* him pass W hen last 
seen he was t'aveling swiftly to th'- luuth. 
1 liks within the tbnin.in lines.

I saw two of the shellings and missed the 
first by only an hour. None of the planes 
wa.s destroyed, so that one had the supreme 
thrill of beholding a wonderful spectaele 
without the unt)leasant eonsei(»usnes8 o f hav­
ing been an interest»*d spectator at a tragedy. 
T had all the thrill without the horror.

f^ e  morning when I went to the prefecture, 
formerlv the official residence of the gov­
ernor of the province o f Aisne, but then head

eventful in my experience. 'Phe evening be­
fore, wliile at dinner with the staff, 1 had ex­
pressed the hope that some time I might have 
the privilege of going up in a militaiy areo- 
plane above a battlefield. It was a random 
wish, fired without the faintest hope that it 
would ever be gratified. In mv imagination, 
it was absolutely incomieivahle that a civilian 
would he allowed to go up in a Geiman flier 
in times of war, or even be alloved to ap­
proach the aviation field.

To my surprise, the captain with whom I 
was speaking said he would ask his excel­
lency, the general, if I might be allowed to 
<lo so, I ’m afraid that T construed his remark 
us a polite and considerate way of evading 
the question, but later in the evening he told 
iiic he had spoken to the general and the lat­
ter had referred the re<|uest to the chief of 
the aviation coiqis. FiVen then I had no hope, 
fur I assumed that the aviation corps, with 
immensely more important things to do, 
would hardly find time to carr>’ a civilian on 
a sight-seeing trip. In taking this view, how­
ever, 1 had lost sight o f the tremendously 
comprehensive pass under which two other 
American correspondents and myself were 
traveling.

It was an order from the war office asking 
that we l»e allowed eveiy privilege and that 
all German officers should extend every aid 
and courtesy in helping ns at all times to ob- 
ser\’e conditions at the front. The officer de­
tailed to accompany us canned a personal 
«>ass from the kaiser, and tbe privilege of 
p!i(»t(<graphing within certain reasonable lim- 
ibit'ops was extendiMl. It was a niarvelou.s 
pass of a most sweeping nat'ire, and it open­
ed d'loiN which, to my knowle lg<‘. no foreign 
«i'. ilian yet had entered.

In con.-eqlienee of these credentials tlie 
bars were down and \vc were allowed to pass 
within the sanctuaiw' of militaiy scirets and 
military operations to an extent which ex- 
]iresse(i the flattering degree of tnist the 
army officers were disclosed to venture to 
our sense of honor. We were asked not to 
repeat certain information given us and not 
to publish within a certain period ))hoto- 
grafilis which I w'as allow«>d to make. The 
general assigned two staff officers to go with 
ns, and at h o ’clock we left the prefecture, 
hound for the wireless .station and the avia­
tion camp.

At the wirele.ss station were a couple of 
automobiles with a lofty telescoping mast.
I listened to a message which was being 
pi«-ke<l up from a French station some place. 
It was in code and to me was unintelligible, 
as it doubtless also was to the operator.

The aviation camp lies a cou|)le of thous­
and yards from the great crescent-shaped hill 
upon whicdi the picturesque city of Laon is 
perched. A broad, flat plain streUdies for 
miles in that direction and at one point are 
the flat tents that shelter the many machines 
in use hy that i>art of the anny. A numher 
of aviators wen* then* when we aiTived.

On out* side of the road was a balloon gun 
which only an hour before had shelh*d a 
I'rcnch or Knglish machine that had )>assed 
over.

“  Vou should have been h(*re a little 
earlier,”  said one of the officers. “ We were 
trying to hiing down one of the eucray’s 
niachines, hut it got away.”

On the broad, flat field from which the 
flyers arisi* there was a great, white cross 
niaile of hunting. It was a hundred feet long 
and was used to indicate to tin* flv(*i\s above 
the direction in wlii<*h the wind was blowing 
ai the surface of the ground. Tin* ground 
le\(‘l wind often differs from that higher up 
and is a matter of eonc(*ni to the aviator who 
is sliding down to make a landing.

The wind had shifted and a couple of men 
xu*re «-hangiiig the hunting to a new direc­
tion.

'I'lie fivers were a wonderfully eh'au, in­
telligent lot <if young men. were friendly and 
t'xtr(*mcly kiinl. 'Phey sliow(*d us the ma- 
ehines and e.'^iilained the operations of tlie 
balloon gnn, an upstanding cannon so finely 
balanced that its aim may be adjusted in­
stantly.

“ Wliieli one of yon gentlemen wi.shed to 
go up?”  asked Ca|)tain Walter, chief of the 
tlying eori>s.

I was iinlicatcd as the candidate. “ This 
is the man,”  said (Vinsul Ho.hert d. Thomv>- 
son, American representative at .\aehen, 
vho was one of oui- jiarty. “ He is the only 
OIK* <»f onr partv who is not marri(*d.“

“ We will use this ‘ double d(*eker’ over 
here.”  said ('a|)tain Walter, “ and yon will 
be tak(*n np by oik* of onr greatest flyers. 
Ingold. He has made many reeord.s for Ger- 
I’ lany. For a long time he held the endur- 
ane<* n*eord, having flown for sixteen hours 
vithouf landing. We have now heaten that 
record, however.”

When with German officers one is con­
stantly struck by tbe number of men who 
sp(*ak oxeellent Fiiiglisli. 'Plu* eav>tain leil the 
way across tin* field to when* a great, mas­
sive. gray l)i])lane was standing. I was im­
pressed hy the strength and size of it. No 
American machine that I had ever seen was 
nearly so heax’y  and strong. A crowd of avi­
ators, staff officers and our party of civilian's 
followed and watched the prei)arations for 
the flight.

“ What siz(* is your hat?”  I was asked, 
after which a leather helmet was given me to 
try on. It seemed all right, hut the captain 
s(‘iit for another. Evidently it was important 
that the helmet fit pro|)erly. Two imir of 
goggles were tried on lK*fore a snug and se­
cure pair were found. Tlien a Bavarian staff 
officer gave me his leather coat to slip on 
over my heavy ulster. It came onlv to m,v 
hips, and the effect was such that t looked 
like a tribesman from Central Asia.

“ This coat has my officer’s shoulder 
stiaps,”  sai«i the owner of the coat, “ .so that

Another officer then brouji^t a woolen 
muffler, which was wound ti/fhHy around m j 
neck. The goggles were given a final ad­
justment to see that they were wind tight 
and I was asked to climb on board.

Ingold had already taken his place in the 
rear seat, a sort of cockpit, above which only 
his head and shoalders appeared.

One of the meohanicrians showed me how to 
climb into the forward cockpit, which was 
at least six or seven feet above the ground, 
and was in the forward part of the long and 
heavily built boatlike body o f the “ double- 
decker. ’ ’

Two footholds in the side of tbe body 
showed how to climb my first two steps, and 
from them I stepped on brass plates on the 
lower plane and climbed into my little com­
partment forward. Just above my head was 
a gasoline tank.

“ Be careful not to bump against it,”  I was 
cautioned.

The engine was started, and there was a 
tremendous roar as the speed of the great 
propellor forward was speeded up and slow­
ed nown in a preliminary test.

In another moment the roar rose to a high 
key and the aeroplane moved forward with 
increasing speed and within only a couple 
of hundred feet left the ground.

We climbed swiftly. In an incredibly short 
time the houses and wagons and roads below 
shrunk to toy proportions. A long wagon 
train o f ammunition became tiny objects on 
a white road, which stretched off for miles 
to the north. Railway trains, loaded with 
troops, contracted in size until they were toy 
trains.

I did not know what the pilot’s instruc­
tions were, but at first we flew northward, 
away from the battle front, just to the south 
of Laon. This was a distinct disappointment. 
Hut all the time we were climbing to higher 
altitudes, and I soon realized that the wind 
was fitful and treacherous. The machine 
gave sudden and disquieting lurches and oc- 
easionally would fall for a few feet.

In my fonner flying experiences, one of 
which was over V^ra Cruz and the gulf of 
Mexico, I had never seen such unfavorable 
wind conditions. Not only was the wind 
high, but it was erratic and full of “ holes.”

There was one comforting thought-the 
philosophy of the fatalist. 1 was up and w.is 
obliged to take conditions as they were. N’ o 
degree of anxiety could possibly affect tlie 
outcome of the voyage. Ingold was a great 
flyer, and nowadays the aviators go np in 
almost any kind of a wind, Tlie machine 
was powerful and strong and it was traveling 
so swiftly that its momentum carried it 
through the soft spots in the air.

Below me, like a relief map, stretched tlie 
vast plain, dotted with clusters o f houses, 
with railways and roads and checkered with 
beautiful fields and patches of wood.

Ahead o f me was the propeller, hut so high 
that the blast of air from it passed over my 
head. In my cockpit there were two handles 
of steel to which one might cling, and along 
the forward edge of the pit was a leatlK*r 
padded rim that would break the shock of a 
had landing. There was no altitude gauge in 
my compartment and so I could not deter­
mine how high we were. I was only conscious 
that the thousand-foot flight at Vera Cruz 
was greatly less than my present position. 
Above me the clouds were ver>' close, and 
the expan.se of country unfolding below me 
was vast.

When we swung about we were spv(*ra1 
miles north of Laon. In a wide half circle 
we sheered about until the <*117 lay dead 
ahead. We w(*n* still climhing, ))rohably for 
the serener air h*vels above, and tlie wagon 
trains and long lines of motor trucks below 
were microscopic in size. Soon we passed 
the aviation field and left it behind. This 
meant tliat we were to fly south of Laon and 
thus see the greatest battle front that ha.s 
ever l)(*en known in history.

’Phe town of Laon is perched on a hill 600 
f(*(*t high. 1’he gi-eat cathedral, rising ‘JOO 
feet above the street levels, dominates the 
town as the Cologne cathedral dominates Co­
logne. From its towers one may see Paris, 
and from tlie chateau, or prefecture, where 
the general’s staff is quartered, one may see, 
clay and night, the fierce artillerx" duel that 
is raging six or seven miles to the south.

And yet, notwitlistanding the crowning 
eminence of the town and its cathedral, they 
now looked like toy houses far below. 'Plie 
cathedral had become scpiat and had flatten­
ed out to the altitude of the smaller buildings 
around it. It seemed incredibly small. The 
great normal schools which now are field 
hospitals and which took off from the rim 
of the cre.scent hill across the rolling valleys 
and hills to the south were like miniature 
blocks which seemed hardly to he higher than 
the valleys hel'ow them.

Elevations had flattened, and instead of 
hills the country to the south of Laon was 
like a plain, crisscrossed with roads, spat- 
t<*red with houses and villages, and check­
ered with green and yellow fields. Off to the 
south was the ribbon of the Aisne, along 
which the mightiest battle o f the ages raged 
for weeks. Farther away to the southwest 
were the dim outlines o f Paris, seventy miles 
away.

Far below and to the left hung the German 
observation balloon like a huge sausage in 
the sky. And stretching across the land­
scape, slashes of brown against the green 
fields, were the trenches in which at that mo­
ment men were fighting and dying. Little 
gashes in the earth marked 'where batteries 
were placed, and patches of straw showed 
where they were disguised to deceive the 
enemy’s aviators.

It was a wonderful sight. Human beings 
wore specks, and I could not see the tragi*dy 
of their movements, but the huge clouds of

how savagely the great artillery dnel 
raging and meant that in every moment men 
were being tom  to pieces and others were 
goon to be carried away from the field on 
stretchers.

Of the individual tragedy of the great 
drama 1 could see nothing. At my present 
nearest point to the battle front I was four 
miles from the fighting. But I was high in 
the air, so high that the battle field lay 
stretched out uke a map, on the southwestwn 
edge of which was Pans and in the interven­
ing spaces the tiny rivers and towns and for­
ests that lay between the Gemuins and their 
immediate goal. The opposing trenohes. 
Lazy with smoke, the little dots that marked 
the movements of men behind the trenohes 
and the leaping bursts of the ^ o k e  from 
batteries and the incessant borstinfr p i shells 
above the trenches—these were visible, but 
so small that one had to imagine the grim 
significance o f the picture. I^ e  smoke of 
batteries and tbe explosions o f shrapnel wem 
impressive to the last degree, but tne hnmaa 
element of the tragedy oonld only be sop- 
plied by the imagination.

On this day the artillery duel was Keavtekk 
at Cemy, almost direct^ south o f Laon. T^e 
beet sugar mill that dominates the villaJte 
was the focal point about and over whioh me 
shells o f the allies* artillery were mostlv 
bursting. The spatter of shrapnel on the red­
dish brown of a plowed field oehind the mBl 
raised clonds o f dnst. And o ff to ^ e  le ft  
where there were heaxy intrena!hment& I 
could see the f ib r e s  o f men moving aioout 
behind the eartnworka during a InlT in the 
artillery firing. Long days in the trenches 
were inaking them careless, but at the first 
exploding shrapnel above their position they 
sought tne protection o f the trenches and not 
a human being could be seen. Only the long 
Ted gashes in the field marked the trenohes, 
but of the throngs of tense faced soldien in 
the honeycomb of pits nothing could be seen. 
■\Vith relentless regularity, the shells were 
bursting above the cluster of buildings which 
later in the day I learned was the beet sugar 
mill in Cemy. Some were blackish brown 
when thejr exploded, others were balls o f  
white which suddenly blossomed against the 
green and brown background of field and 
trench.

The noise of the motor in the aeroplane 
was so great that it drowned the sovid of 
the firing. I could not hear the deep growl 
of the guns. And if hy any chance a balloon 
gun of the allies had bombarded us as we 
flew, we could not have known it until we 
saw the white balls of smoke around us or 
felt the sudden and violent convulsion of the 
air. And if a hostile aeroplane had hovered 
over us, as the events of the next hour proved 
to be possible, we could not have heard the 
noise or felt the throb of the proiiellers. Our 
only intimation of its presence would have 
come when a bomb e.xploding near us gave 
the warning of danger from above.

Ingold steered the plane south of Laon. 
passing over the Faubourg d ’ .-Vrdoii at a 
great height and swinging o ff in a wide 
circle as we reached the edge of Bruvere. On 
the higher levels the air was not .so disturbed 
hy fitful gusts and the flying was smoother 
than it had been a thousand feet below. Off 
to the southeast the Aisne traced a silver 
course through beautifully checkered fields 
and woodlands. Rheims lay near the horizon, 
with the t^wns of Maison Honge, Maison 
Bleue, .\mifontaine and Neufchatel between.

In the skies there was no sign of a hostile 
flyer, although at that moment a French ma­
chine was rising into the clouds from some­
where hack of the line of battle. We were to 
s«*e him a few minutes later, but at the time 
we were happily unconscious o f the menace 
of his movements.

As we passed over Laon, northward bound, 
I felt the head of the machine dip and start 
on its long and gradual drop to tne aviation 
field, which at that height was so tiny that 
the long white cross of bunting on the ground 
was a inere mark in the flat plains. The wa­
gon trains still crept in a procession of ants 
and the toy engines were still pulling their 
endless trains of wounded going north and of 
fresh troops coming south.

made a beautiful landing on the white 
hunting and bounded along for a few rods 
until the machine was safely on its wheels. 
Then a wide swing about and in another mo­
ment we were climhing out. The flight was 
over and I had the happy consciousness of 
having safely undergone an experience which 
of all others I would rather have had than 
any other in the battle zone. A crowd gath­
ered about the machine as I got out of my 
leather coat and the helmet of leather.

It was then that we saw for the first time 
the French flyer high in the clouds to the 
south of us.

“ I t ’s a Frenchman!”  shouted one of the 
men, as the glacises were turned on a gray 
object sailing across a bine background be­
tween two great vapory clouds. It was too 
far awav for the balloon gnn to reach and we

atched it with intense interest as it passed 
out of sight behind a cloud, which screened 
its location until there was no further hope 
of shelling it.

Perhaps the Frenchman had risen after 
seeing ns in the air—perhaps not. At any 
rate, for the additional thrill o f the thought, 
I am trj'ing to believe that lie was after us.

Let 
the A\ater flow over the part heinjf cleaiieii 
until tlie mud lia.s become woftened, when it 
yill come olt without any trouble. In wash- 
iiijf, always use cold water, although in win­
ter luke wann water may be usea to loosen 
tlie mud when it is frozen, but at no time use 
hot water, as it has an in.iurious effect on the 
enamel and finish. After the surplus mud 
aiKt gnnie have been washed off, clean the 
body and fenders tliorouejlily with a tejiid so­
lution of Ivory scat) and water, then rub down 
carefully with a chamois skin. Axles and 
ninnint? jrear may he washed with warm 
water and linseed oil soap solution.

An excellent iiolish may be given to ears 
by iisinj? the best quality of auto finisli. It 
has been found to j îve excellent finish and 
IS in no way in.iurious to the enamel.

No car ha.s that snappy new appearance 
unles.s its bra.ss finishings are polished to the 
liiffhest luster. There are many jjood com­
pounds for this use on the market, any of 
whieh will proiluee the desired results. >fetal 
polish is beinjf used very’ satisfactorily in 
cleanins: the brass parts on ears.

By followinc: the above directions in wash- 
injf cal’s, an operation which we would ailvise 
at least once a week, more often if need he, 
we are safe in sayinc: that ownei^i will have 
their cars looking their best all the time.

• • •
Tlie fact that ball bearings have become 

woni does not necessarily mean that a com­
plete new set must be installed. The old ones 
can he repaired and maile almost as good as 
new. Tliis is done by tniing up the races 
and using larger halls of the size demanded. • • •

When putting on nuts and holts, it is an 
excellent preventive of rust to rub on them 
a little graphite. When this i.s done vou 
have taken out an iusuranee policy against 
sticking nuts.

Oil all ears having a rear axle scoured to 
tapered shafts, care should be taken to see 
that the hubs are kept wedged up tightly on 
the taper end of the axle shaft, by means of 
their locking nuts. Once a month the rear 
hub caps should be taken o ff and the lock­
ing nuts he moved up ns snugly ns possible

without in.iuring the threads. I f this is not 
done, the hub will work loose on the shaft 
and by nibbing against the key will certainly 
spread the key-way in a comparatively short 
time. • • •

When the motor heats, the use of too much 
oil for any length of time will cause carbon 
to deposit on the piston and cylinder head and 
thus cause the motor to heat. If misfiring is 
evident and loss of power, then treat the 
motor as one badly carbonized. However, 
the heating may be due to other things be­
sides carbon. The motor should not be op­
erated with the spark retarded too far and 
the brakes should not drag. 'Fhe water sys­
tem must, of course, be free from ohstnictions. 
If the pistons are ])onrlv fitted or the rings 
woni excessively, the oil will work up into 
tlie eomhustion elinrnber. deposit carbon and 
cause heating. Try to do as little interme­
diate and low gear work as possible.

• • •
Probably end play in bearings is more often 

the cause of a weak magneto than any other 
one thing. It is due to wear in the main 
crankshaft hearings, whicli permits the mag­
neto to rotate at a greater «listune.o from the 
stationary* coils than was originally intended. 
The remedy for this is either to put in new 
bearings or take up the end play in the old 
ones so that the proper relation will be main­
tained between the magnets and stationary 
coils, a n #

(rood electrical connections are importAnt. 
Whore the cables are composed of several 
fine wires to get flexibility without break­
age, cut away the insulating material for 
one-half inch and crowd over it a one-ineh- 
long piece of small brass tubing having a lu­
men .just large enough easily to admit the 
wires, forcing the tube half an inch into the 
insulating material. Then, with a pair of 
roiind-iiose pliers bend a loo]> in the half- 
inch end that protrudes. The bending of the 
tube flattens it and binds the contained wires 
to make a permanent tenninnl that is better 
tlian any that can be made bj* soldering.

• • •
To test stationary coils use four or six dry 

I’ells connected up in series. Attach one ter­
minal o f tbe battery’ to the insulated plug in 
lop of magneto and the other tenninal to the 
connection where the last coil i.s grounded to 
the plate. Then with a piece of .soft iron touch 
the iron core of each coil to see if there is a 
good pull. If trouble is found to exist try 
out the coils ono at a time by touching the 
battery terminal on the tei*minal o f the first 
coil and determining the pull. Then on the 
second, repeating the o]ieration until the 
grounded coil is located.

EXPLANATION OF PEANUT GKOWING.

The peauut is beginning to receive llie at­
tention it deserves. It i« niaehine planted, 
niuehine cultivated, inueli less labor tliaii cot­
ton and niueb nuire profitable. A contestant 
of the Texas Industrial Congress for the 11)14 
prizes realized l,J0O pounds of pork from an 
acre of peiuiuts which at HVh cents per pound 
amounts to $1UL*. The hogs gathered the nut.s, 
BO there was no harvo.sting expimses.

The same care should lie used in selecting 
peanut seed as in choosing seed corn. Take 
the best sha])ed pods from the mo.st perfect 
plants producing the largest niimher of ma­
tured pods, (Min* them tiroiierly and keep them 
drx' through winter months.

The man who chooses his si êd M'ilh care 
should, after two or three years, iiroduei* al­
most twice a.s manv husheis per acre as the 
man who jiays no attention to seed seh*etion.

There are se\-eral varieties, lint mo>t of 
the nuts grown in 'I'exas are of Spanish va- 
rietv, used for food. Nuts  i>rown for tlie 
trade are the Virginia runner, the \'irginia 
bunch and the African or .North Carolina.

The peanut grows lufst on a sandy loam 
soil, w(dl drained and warm, with a ela.v sub­
soil. However, loainv black lands will pro­
duce good yields and the darkened color of 
the shells does not in.jure the nuts for stock 
feeding or affect their plant producing pow 
er. Soils that are poorly drained or sour are 
not suited to the peanut. If the soil is acid, 
drain well and apply plenty of lime well har­
rowed in and plant next year. The Spanish 
peanut will mature in ninety days under fav­
orable eonditions, but !!(• to 1*J0 dax̂ s should 
be allowed. 'I'ln' large podded varieties will 
ref|uire a long<*r time for best results.

An,v trash, stalks or stubble remaining on 
the land should he plowed under in time to 
decay before planting the nuts. If the land 
is ill good shape it need be plowed only long 
enough before planting to allow tlie soil to 
settle. If ]ilowed just before planting, how­
ever. it should ho harrowed within a few h(mr.s 
to prevent loss of moisture. On some loose 
sandy lamls it is sometimes possible to dis- 
liense with the plowing and use a disc harrow 
instead. If the soil is very loose it may he 
neeessarv to roll and drag before planting.

The. Drummer Boy.

The man was kneeling in the snow, and 
his hat and his sword lay on the ground bv 
his side. Slowly he turned his hea(l, and the 
hoy saw that his face was white and drawn 
and that there were tears in his eyes.

“ Oh, whatever are you crying fo r? ’ ’ asked 
the sympathetic little drummer. “ And what 
are von praving for? Are vou sad and lone­
ly. too? ’ ’

The soldier shook his head slowly.
“ ^>s,’ ’ he answered. “ T am very lonely; 

lonelier than you, my hoy. T am lonely for 
peace. T am sad for the loneliness, and long­
ing for the happiness of each of my poor, 
ragged, freezing soldiei-s. I am praying for 
them and for you. I am praying that they 
may soon return to their wives and their 
fanns, and that life may not he so harsh with 
them in the future as it has been in the past. 
T w('e]i for their hardships, for all that they 
suffer and bear for the sake of the battle. 
And T am not ashamed of my tears, little 
drummer boy, or of my prayers. Neither must 
you be ashamed of yours. What should we 
do without tears and prayers to comfort us, 
and give us fresh strength to bring our fight­
ing to n glorious end?’ ’

“ Oh. truly, sir, you aren’t ashamr>d?’ ’ ex­
claimed the little drummer hoy, his shoulders 
straightening and his eyes like stars. “ Then 
T shan’t be, either. For T know that you are 
the great, great General Washington, and I 
am proud to do as yon do.’ ’

To My Friend, the American Boy.
(Ry Henr>’̂ Ford, Detroit, Mich.)

While spending some time in Florida with 
Mr. Thomas A. Edison, the noted electrical 
genius, and Mr. John Burroughs, the eminent 
naturalist, the (luestion of cigarette smoking 
and its evil effects, particularly upiin boys 
and young men, came up for discussion.

Mr. Edison advanccc? somi) pronounced 
views in condemnation of the cigarette. For 
several years he had been experimenting with 
combustion of various substances for the 
purpose of discovering a suitable filament for 
use in incandescent lamps, and it was during 
this research that the harmful effects o f ac- 
lolein was obsen’cd. T asked Mr. Edison to 
put his conclusions in writing. He did so, 
and the letter is herewith re])rnduccd.

Following receipt of this letter T author­
ized an interview in whicli T went squarely 
on record as opposed to cigarettf's, making 
it plain that “ T do not fool call(>d upon to 
try to reform any person over 27) vears of 
age because by that time the habit lias been 
formed. Then it is nnlv a qur-stion of the 
strength of will or mind of the smoker which 
will enable liim to stop. He knows tlic in­
jurious effects and controls bis own dcstinv,

“ With the bovs it is a (different matter. 
^Tost bovs are told to refrain from many 
tilings. Seldom are they given a reason, 
Roys must be educated so tbev will know 
whv cigarettes are had for them.

‘ If you will study the history of almost 
any criminal you will find that he is an in­
veterate cigarette smoker. Boys, through 
cigarettes, train with bad company. They 
go with other smokeiTi to the pool rooms and 
saloons. The cigarette drags them down. 
Hence if we can educate them to the dan­
gers of smoking we will perform a service.

“ I do not ask you to accp]it my word alone 
in this matter. 1 want you to read carefully 
Mr. Edison’s letter.

Crew of the Texas Best Shots in the Worl^
The records of the navy show that it is 

rare indeed for a ship to succeed itself as the 
lioldiu’ of the pennant for marksmanship. This 
coveted trophy has gone the rounds of scAires 
of ships and each target practice and per­
centage scoring finds a new claimant for the 
peiuiHiit.

All of which means that another gunner’s 
crew conies into the limelight as having 
sma.slu'd all records, for the most interesting 
phase of the game is that each prize team 
usually breaks the records held by its prede­
cessors, As a result the target shots made 
ten and twenty years ago and which were 
supjiosed to be remarkable, were only child’s 
])lny compared with the records made now­
adays,

Tlie shots made by the crew of the Texas, 
the present champions, were the most re­
markable on record, for the pointers were 
credited with eight straight hits, shooting 
at a moving target twelve miles away. A 14- 
inch gun was used. This rc(*ord was fhade 
at the target practice off the Virginia capes, 
and ever since the lucky tars have been the 
heroes o f the fleet.

The Shark’s Attendants.
It might naturally he supposed that all 

other fishes would keep out oi the way o f so 
dangerous a creature as a shark, for he is 
not only always hungr>-, but not at all par­
ticular on what he dines. Moreover, his capa­
cious .jaws, anned with several rows of sharp 
teeth, are not at all pleasant to fall into. But 
there ore two fishes who are so constantly 
found in company with his sharkship that 
they may quite properly be termed his at­
tendants. and one of them is literally much 
attached to him.

The first of these is the pilot fish, who, if 
he does not—as the name would indicate— 
really sen’e as a guide to the shark, often 
seems to do so. This handsome little fish is 
of a bright color, with darker bands, and 
usually swims ahead of the shark, or a little 
to one side.

Coming up to a baited hook, the pilot fish 
will inspect it carefully, and then take his 
departure. Pretty soon the dark fin o f the 
shark will he seen cutting through the water, 
as, preceded by the pilot, he slowly saunters 
toward the hook; for, as a rule, the shark is 
never in a hurr>', and, unless very hungry, 
takes his time to examine his bait well be­
fore biting.

As he comes swimming along, the chances 
are that one or two dark ob.iects will be seen 
attached to his hodv or one of the larger side 
fins. These are the shark’s other attend­
ants, the remora or sucking-fish; and so tight­
ly do thev" cling that when the shark is cap­
tured an(̂  hauled on board, the sucking-fish 
come with him and can be examined at leis­
ure. t

The fish is a very poor swimmer, but by 
means of the sucking apparatus it fastens te 
ships, turtles and other fishes and is towed 
by them for long distances.

As for the pilot fish, it is thought to ac­
company the shark for the purpose of secur­
ing the scraps which the latter leaves, while 
escaping harm by its small size and great 
agility.
