cent of the amount sued for. He says 
if he is elected attorney general he 
will insist upon collecting the sLitii- 
tory penalties. He charges that I* the 
Brewery cases, the defendants were 
not even required to plead guilty, 
but upon payment of a small per cent- 
age of the amount sued for the cases 

j were dismissed. He charges that his 
opponent said a year ago that he 
would ask for a third term because 
of certain matters demanding atten­
tion, of which he is more familiar 
than any other, but that he has not 
yet attended to such matters. Judge 
Wood believes that the proper way 
to stop anti-trust violations is to 
put the violators in the penitentiary. 
He says when a fine is assessed 
against an oil company that the 
amount is made back to the company 
by increasing the price of oil and the 
people pay it. The same in other trust 
made commodities. Mr. Wood’s 
speech was well received by those 
who heard it.

za county had a mass meeting last 
week and passed resolutions declar­
ing that they don't want any negroes 
in the county and calling upon party 

i or parties who have negroes employ­
ed to get rid of them.

The resolution was signed by more 
than 300 people, including business 
men and county officials. There used 
to be very strong feeling here against 
negroes and the flrst bunch that came 
here were a hard lot, but since those 
were run out, the Snyder negroes are 
very inoffensive. Negroes are a 
people that must he controlled.

I-ouis 1). Branileis of Boston, took 
his seat as associate judge of the 
United States Supreme court on Mon 
day. There was a great fight lasting 
several months against liis appoint­
ment, and his election by the senate 
is a great victory for the president.

Field Headquarters Punitive Ex­
pedition, Namiquipa, June 4, (via 
Wireless to Columbus, N. M.) —  
Pancho Villa died April 10 or there­
abouts, according to the story that 
a .Mexican named Jesus Navarez of 
lias Cruses told General Pershing 
today. Navarez said he drove the wag­
on tliat carried Villa from the battle 
at Guerrero.

Army officers put Navarez through 
a severe questioning, but failed to 
shake his story. In many respects it 
checked up with what Major Robert 
L. Howe’s column learnt^d after tak­
ing Villa’s trail at Guerrero on April 
1, and following it down nearly to 
Parral. A m y officers said Vavarez’ 
tale was interesting but not conclu­
sive.

Navarez said that Villa was shot 
in the knee by some of his own men.

The wound became infected and 
caused Villa terrible pain. After the 
second or third day he became wild­
ly delirious and tried to put himself 
out of misery, it required several men 
to hold the bandit.

At Casa Colorado, Navarez desert­
ed Villa. At that time he was con­
vinced Villa could not live.

Navarez was asked by officers at 
headquarters if he would lead them 
to Villa’s grave but he refused.

Many reports have come to Gen­
eral Pershing from Mexican sources 
that if the Americans leave, the coun­
try will be immediately infested by 
vengeance-seeking bandits.
