LOW GRADE GOTTON
ENT 10 EUROPE

More than 1,600 bales of West Tex
as low grade cotton has been turned
over by the growers for shipment to
Europe by George Finbery, cotton
factor of Abilene, under the so-called
Finbery plan, adopted recently by the
directors of the West Texas Chamber
of Commerce,

This information was brought to
Fort Worth by W. T Wheeler, as-
sistant manager of the West Texas
Chamber who will be in the city for
the next day or so.

The plan of Finbery is to make an
initial shipment of perhaps 15,000
bales to three European ports, there
to be sold to the best advanage, or,
if the market is unsatisfactory, to be
stored until it improves. The farmer
deposits $20 with the nearest bank to
cover expenses, the cotton is shipped
to the nearest compress and then
sent to Galveson for concentration.
The farmer gets back his $20 out of
the sale of the cotton, and is out a
commission of 5 per cent to the Fin-
berg house for handling.

It is pointed out that the ‘“‘bolly”
cotton is unsalable in this country, so
that Europe is the cnly place where
it can be disposed of. It is estimated
that there are 65,000 bales of this
clase in West Texas.

Wheeler staated that West Texas
will have an unrivaled exhibit of ag-
rieu’tural and other products at the
Waeco Cotton Palace. The several ex-
hibits shown during the Summer at
various State fairs have been combin-
ed with those seen at the Dallas Fair
making one great exhibit occupying
a space 75 by 30 feet.
