STATE PRESS MEETING

The writer and Mrs. Smith re­
turned last Saturday from attendance 
on the State Press meetingr at Ama­
rillo. We drove through in our car 
and had a most delightful and suc­
cessful trip. The Press meeting con­
vened Wednesday morning and its in­
itial session was held in Amarillo’s 
new municipal auditorium. After the 
first session the meetings were held 
in the Mission Theatre, just across 
the street from the Amarillo Hotel.

There were some five hundred 
press people in attendance and the 
program as curried out had to do 
with matters pertaining to news­
paper work in Texas.

The entertainment offered by the 
Amarillo people was most elaborate, 
among which was the annual ban­
quet on Wednesday night, given by 
the Amarillo Board of City Develop­
ment. Some five or more hundred 
press people and their friends were 
seated at the banquet board. The 
dinner served was most elaborate, the 
speech-making and other parts of the 
program heartily enjoyed.

On Thursday at noon the Press 
was the guest of the Amarillo citizen­
ry at a barbecue in Palo Duro Can­
yon. The barbecue wae the best 
ever, and was heartily enjoyed by the 
entire press gathering. Registered 
baby beef was furnished by a ranch­
man of Amarillo and the same was 
cooked to a queen’s taste. After the 
dinner was served the Press members 
and visitors were taken to the Devil’s 
Kitchen down the Canyon, where the 
afternoon session was held.

The trip to the canyon was the 
feature entertainment of the press 
gathering. The Texas Press was 
given first hand information as to 
the beauties of Palo Duro Canyon. 
The general expression was that 
Colorado had nothing on Amarillo 
and Palo Duro as a health resort. 
Efforts are being made to make a 
State or National park out of the 
Palo Duro Canyon. Some fifty miles

long by 15 miles wide could be con­
verted in to a park that would be 
the equal of the celebrated Yellow­
stone Park owned and fostered by 
the Federal Government. This park 
could be stocked by wild game and 
made a State or National game re­
serve. There is no use for people to 
go to Colorado for climate and scen­
ery when they have such delightful 
climate and scenery right at home. 
The Press people were emjfressed 
with Palo Duro as a park proposition 
and will doubtless be behind the 
movement from here out. The Times 
editors were the guest of Mr. T. E. 
Durham and son. prominent Amarillo 
banker and former friend and ac­
quaintance of ours, on the Palo Duro 
trip. From the canyon we drove to 
Canyon City and were the guests of 
President Hill and the West Texas 
State Normal College factulty and 
student body. After an inspection 
of the buildings and equipment, and 
a plunge into the swimming pools, 
the editors were assembled at the 
south entrance where President Hill 
delivered a welcome address. The 
response was made by Henry Ed­
wards of the Troupe Banner. After 
the speech making was concluded a 
review of the student body was pre­
sented. There are 1350 students in 
the summer school at Canyon this 
summer. The college band furnished 
the music and the flag was raised 
while the editors enjoyed a plate 
luncheon on the parade grounds.

Returning to Amarillo, after the 
program in the auditorium, we got 
caught in a rain and was soaked. 
The next day, Friday, two sessions 
of the Press were held, concluding at 
the dinner given by the Southwestern 
Bell Telephone Company at the Ama­
rillo Hotel. Leaving Amarillo at 
3:30 ye editors drove to Lockney 
and spent the night and on home the 
following day— Saturday.

The Press meeting goes to Tyler 
next year—away down East, where 
the tail pines and politicians grow’.

SCURRY COUNTY WHEAT
MAKES RECORD YIELD

J. W. Wallis of Rotan was here 
Monday en route to Amarillo.

Meeting of Scurry County
Democratic Executive Committee

The practicability of wheat grow­
ing in Scurry County has been thor­
oughly demonstrated this year in the 
crop of Giles Garner, just west of 
Snyder. He finished threshing Mon­
day and the yield was most gratify­
ing. He had in a fraction over 170 
acres and threshed around 6,000 
bashels of as fine wheat as seen any­
where.

On 12.46 acres he threshed 
1,073 1-2 bushels. Seed planted on 
this twelve acres and fraction was 
government tested seed and came 
from the government experimental 
station at Denton. This 12 acres and 
a fraction averaged 86 1-6 bushels 
to the acre.

The above is possibly the world’s 
record on wheat yield of the govern­
ment seed testing.

The remainder of his crop averaged 
between thirty-five and forty bush­
els to the acre. He will retain all 
his pure seed for planting purposes.

This is Mr. Garner’s sixth year in 
wheat growing In Scurry County, and 
the lowest yield that he hits ever 
made was 12 bushels to the acre, 
which low yield resulted from drouth 
conditions. He summer fallowed the 
land on which this year’s wheat was 
^own, which always brings the maxi­
mum result.

Mr. Garner has a wheat crop that 
will bring him at the present market 
price over $6,000. If every farmer 
in Scurry County had a third of his 
land planted to wheat we would have 
a summer money crop that would put 
this section on its feet in fine shape

The writer has lived in the wheat 
belt on the Plains for 12 years and 
it is our opinion from observations 
and actual tests that we have as good 
wheat country’ here under the cap 
as they have on top. Wheat offers 
a wonder diversified opportunity to 
Scurry County people. Every foot 
of our tight and semi-tight land will 
grow wheat. Wheat should be 
adopted in Scurry County as one of 
our stable crops, and every farmer 
plant at least a third of his land to 
wheat. If we will adopt a diversified 
program of one-third to wheat, one- 
third to feed and one-third to cot­
ton w’e will add much to our wealth 
and resources. Diversified farming 
is the salvation of this and all other 
countries. The trouble with Scurry

The Scurry County Democratic 
executive committee met Monday at 
the courthouse to arrange the pri­
mary election ticket, figure the as­
sessments necessary ot make on the 
county and precinct candidates to 
defray the expenses of holding the 
main primary election on July 26th 
and the second primary on the fourth 
Saturday in August, and to transact 
any other business properly coming 
before the committee.

After carefully es^hnatifig the 
cost of the first and second pri­
maries the committee made the fol­
lowing assessments for the county 
and precinct candidates, with the 
proviso that if there should be any 
funds left after paying these ex­
penses that such excess should be 
prorated back to the candidates after 
the second primary:

Candidates for district clerk, $10; 
candidates for -county judge, county 
clerk, county superintendent, county 
attorney and public weigher in Sny­
der Precinct, each, $25; candidates 
for sheriff and tax collector and for 
tax assessor, each, $40; candidates 
for county treasurer and county sur­
veyor, each, $20; candidates for 
county commissioners, each, $10; 
candidates for justice of the peace, 
and constable, each, $5; candidates 
for public weigher at Hermleigh,

each, $15; candidates for public 
weigher at Fluvanna, each, $12.50; 
candidates for public weigher at Ina- 
dale, each, $7.50.

Each candidate must pay his as­
sessment before the second Monday 
in July to C. R. Buchanan, the coun­
ty chairman, or under the law his 
name cannot be placed on the ticket.

The committee carefully complied 
with the law in drawing the various 
candidates’ names for place on the 
ticket and a sub-committee was ap­
pointed to supervise the printing of 
the ballots.

County today is that we have money 
only at one season of the year in an 
all-cotton farming program- If 
wheat was adopted as one of our 
money crops we would have money 
in the early summer to break the 
long wait between cotton crops. ’The 
effect this would have on business 
generally and the future prosperity 
of our people is inestimable.

Snyder and Scurry County would 
support a number of grain elevators 
if Buffiicent wheat acreage was 
planted to wheat. We have just as 
gcod wheat country as on the Plains 
and all that is needed is for our peo­
ple to go into the w’heat game on • 
reasonably strong acre program. We 
would not suggest that wheat growing 
be done to the neglect of other crops, 
but we do suggest that wheat grow­
ing is too important and too sure o f 
production in Scurry County to be 
neglected altogether. If we raised 
enough wheat in Scurry County to 
bread our people it would prove a 
wonderful resource saving to our 
people. There could be promoted 
here in Snyder a flouring mill, the 
products of which would find a ready 
market among our people. Being on 
the main line of the Santa Fe we 
would not be handicapped in differ­
ential rates in getting our mill prod­
ucts to other towns. Besides our 
skipping facilities we have water and 
cheap fuel from Scurry County oil 
feilds for this and other manufactur­
ing purposes. Snyder can easily be 
made an important manufacturing 
center.

Let’s boost the wheat industry for 
another year, and just as soon as the 
feed will do to cut the ground should 
be turned as deep and thoroughly as 
teams will permit. In conversation 
with Mr. Garner he says that if farm­
ers contemplate planting wheat next 
fall they should begin to prepare 
their ground as early as possigle. 
Summer fallowing is the best plan. 
Summer fallowing is cutivating the 
land one year and planting it the 
next, or in other words, letting the 
land remain idle under thorough cul­
tivation every other year. On the 
Plains the farmers have adopted the 
wide row feed crop plan and in the 
fall wheat is sown in the middles. In 
other words, half of the land plant­
ed to feed in the every other row 
plan.

WHY NOT A COUNTRY CLUB?

In traveling around over West 
Texas and the Panhandle-Plains 
country we find that practically all 
the towns of any size has country 
clubs. Not a town within Snyder’s 
class as to populatioji and import­
ance generally but has their country 
clubs. Then why should we not pro­
vide ourselves with a country club, 
place for town and country people 
to gather for social enjoyment.

Snyder has a number of ideal lo­
cations for a country club. Nature 
has provided us with many beauty 
spots, situated on Deep Creek where 
water and general surroundings 
would make suitable location for an 
enterprise of this kind.

Surely Snyder has civic pride and 
sportsmanship sufficient to cause 
them to want to take their places 
along side of the progressive towns 
of West Texas. Snyder seems to be 
short on constructive leadership along 
the lines of going after things. Sny­
der people are raring to go, but they 
don’t seem to get started.

We have some beautiful golf links.

which has proven a source of much 
enjoyment to many of our citizens. 
A country club in connection with our 
golf links would fit in nievely. In 
order to put over these important en­
terprises there should be org;anized 
in Snyder a Rotary or Kiwanis club. 
These clubs or any one of them 
would prove a neuclus around which 
to work. Why not organize a Ro­
tary Club and get some real spirit in 
Snyder business men of the go-after 
and put-over things kind?

THE CURSE OF THE MODERN 
HIGHWAY.

By Joe B. Preston.
In a recent editorial of the Dallas 

Morning News the automobile is re­
ferred to as “ The Wheels of Death.” 
When we reflect on the situation ex­
isting in our country today with ref­
erence to the number of grade cross­
ing accidents we must perforce real­
ize that soniething more must be 
done to protect man from his own 
wilful— it so seems— destruction.

Hardly a day passes without many 
of or daily papers printing the ac­
count of one or more tragedies at 
grade crosisngs, a car demolished, a 
whole family wiped out, or mainmed 
for life. Surely, no matter what the 
cause, the railroad crossings are to­
day the curse of modern highways, 
and the blot upon our multiplying use 
of automobiles.

AccidcaU In Texas First Quarter 
1924.

In January this year 4hera were 
26 grade crossing accidents in Texas 
in which 8 people were killed and 82

injured. Six of the fatalities ^vere 
caused by auto wrecks, one in which 
the train hit a buggy and one a pedes­
trian. All of the injured were in 
autos when the accident.s occurred.

In February there were 19 acci­
dents in which 13 people were killed 
and 22 injured. Of those killed 11 
 ̂ ere in automobiles aud 2 were pedes­
trians. Of the 22 injured all were 
in automobiles at the time of the 
accident.

In March, 1 peojile were killed and 
22 injured in grade cros.sing acci­
dents. Of those killed 3 were in 
autos and one in a wagon. Of the 
injured 20 were in autos and 2 were 
pedestrians.

It is evident that the large ma­
jority of accidents happen to people 
driving in automobiles and this phase 
of the matter must be given greater 
consideration and something must be 
done to eliminate these useless 
tragedies.

The Causes of Grade Crossing 
Accidents.

The causes for accidents where 
highways cross railroad.s are many. 
People in general may be divided 
into two classes, those who are care­
ful and those who are not. The ac­
cidents which happen to those of the 
first class, those who are careful, re­
sult from their failure to be able to 
perceive or hear an approaching 
train, the failure of brakes to hold, a 
motor stalled on the railroad tracks, 
or to some similar cause. The acci— 
cidents from these causes are few, 
but such happen.

The majority of accidents happen 
to those who are careless. Driving 
at headlong speed and thoughtless of 
impending danger, the careless too 
often drive to destruction. Even 
when a train is seen approaching the 
thoughtless driver believes that he 
will be able to reach the crossing be­
fore the train. In the majority of 
cases the tiriver does win out. Per­
haps the same driver wins out dozens 
of times then finally, the train wins 
once. That is just once too often. 
The latter part of a joy ride becomes 
a funeral.

Another cause for these accidents 
is the desire for excitement, a race 
to be run, and won, possibly, but the 
stakes placed on the race are too 
high. People used to bet their money, 
sometynes their homes, on horse 
races;on these grade crossing car 
races the driver stakes his life and 
the lives of others. An unfair bet, 
especially for innocent women and 
children to pay.

When we take all the causes for 
these accidents and group them to­
gether we find that in their final an­
alysis the large majority may be at­
tributed to one cause and that, stated 
in one word, is “ Speed.” Every 
present day American almost, is in a 
constant hurry to get to his destina­
tion as soon as possible. Those who 
have no particular destination drive 
fast merely for the sake of “ getting 
air,”  so ‘ to speak, and because slow 
driving is contrary to American in­
stincts and training.

The Dallas News editorial referred 
to above, in commenting on a recent 
accident in Dallas brought out this 
fact of the relationship of speed to 
accidents. The unfair thing about 
the accidents caused by the speeding 
motorist, however, is that many times 
the wreck he causes results not in 
1 is death or injury, but in the death 
or injury of innocent occupants of his 
car, of pedestrians, or the careful 
drivers of other motor cars,
Th« Trainman’s Side of the Matter.

In a recent article, by Engineer 
George W. Butler, which appeared 
in the Ennis News, the trainman’s side 
of the matter is stated.

Mr. Butler writes:
“Not a day passes but what I nar­

rowly avert a crossing accident, and 
tha strain is telling otn my nerves. 
Just as it is OB tha nanraa of avery 
engineer who oparataa a passenger 
run. PeopA driving automobiles are

growing more and more reckless; dis­
regarding more and more the various 
warnings erected at heavy expense by 
the railroads, and tha only reason 
there are not more accidents, is due 
to the fact that we often, at the risk 
of the limbs and lives of our passen­
gers, throw our brakes into emer­
gency, thus giving a reckless driver 
the one or two more seconds needed 
to cross ahead of the rapid moving 
Iccomotivel

“ Only a few days ago between 
Ennis and Dallas an automobile was 
running on a road parallel with the 
track. Shortly ahead was a crossing. 
I sounded the crossing whistle three 
times for thi.s point, and was sure 
that the driver was aware of the ap­
proaching train, but just before I 
reached the crossing he suddenly 
turned and passed just in front of 
the engine clearing about twelve 
inches, this being made possible by 
brakes being applied when I realized 
his foolish intentions. This may 
have been a lark for him, or he did 
not realize that he did not beat the 
engine, but that the engineer cheated 
the grave of a victim, and suffered 
a shock to his nerves that he did not 
recover from during the entire trip.

“ A few days after this event a 
Ford cur occupied by a man and a 
woman started across the track ahead 
of my engine, and for some reason 
killed the engine on the track. In this 
case I had more space, and when I 
saw the car stop, divining instantly 
that something was wrong. I applied 
brakes. The man remained seated in 
the edr apparently horror-stricken, 
but the woman with rare presence of 
mind, leaped from-the car and shoved 
it, with the man in it, o ff the track.

“ Only recently in a city on our 
line I was run into by a car con- 
taiining thgee people, which ap­
proached the track at a speed of about 
thirty miles per hour, and it was only 
due to the slow speed of my train, 
that there were no casualties, as the 
car struck fi’ont of engine, careened 
ahead and upturned in front of the 
engine. I had already taken stept* 
to stop the train, and the pilot was 
against the car when the engine came 
to a stop.

“ These are only a few of the many 
instances that occur on my rim, and 
it is being enacteii on every other 
run all over the Uniteil .States and 
do.spite the caution that we are taught 
to exercise, and the slogan that i.s i 
being eternally preached to us to 
‘avoid crossing accidents’ we alone 
cannot do it, the public must assist 
us. The entire burden of preventing 
the. ê accidents seem to be on our | 
shoulders now and we are not equal ' 
to it. Automobilists apparently think | 
they have the absolute right to the 
crosing and proceed under this as­
sumption. . We, pulling a train of 
human souls, hundreds of times in 
excess of those in the automobiles, 
have a right to assume that the au­
tomobile will stop to allow the rapid 
moving train to pass.

‘Tf the public will not realize this 
then in justice to them, and to the 
engineers of this country whose 
nerves they are wrecking, our law­
makers should pass a law compelling 
respect for road crossings, and en­
force it as the cities do their traffic 
laws.” ‘

The Prevention of Accident*.
Jlethods of preventing grade 

crossing accidents may be classified 
under four heads. First, eliminating 
all grade crossings; second, placing 
obstructions of some kind which will 
force the motorist to go very slow 
over the tracks; third, the passing 
of laws forcing people to ‘Stop, Look 
and Listen”  before crossing a rail­
road track, and fourth, an intensive 
civic, state and national educational

I program with a view to making peo­
ple realize the dangers which they I •run.

The first of these plans is ii.ipt)s- 
sible because of the prohibitive cos’ s, 
but many grade crossings can be 
eliminated and in roads to be built no 
piovisioa should be made for them. 
The second method has been tried in 
many places, in certain instances the 
obstructions, such as bumps in the 
road or curving curbs in the center 
and on each side, have proved suc­
cessful; in other places they have 
caused such a storm of protest that 
those in charge of the roads have 
been forced to remove them.

The third method, that of passing 
laws requiring the motorist to stop 
before crossing the track has been 
tried successfully, but of course in 
the majority of cases they could not 
be enforced since it would be im­
possible to have an officer of the 
law at every crossing. Some of the 
States now have such laws and as a 
result accidents therein have de­
creased materially.

The railroads and newspapers are 
today doing a great deal to carry out 
the fourth method of preventing acci­
dents, but certainly a more intensi­
fied education program should be in­
stituted.

Considering the great number of 
accidents which are constantly oc- 
curing it is probable that not one or 
two of these methods should be used, 
but all. Where it is possible, es­
pecially on main highways the grade 
crossings should be eliminated. On 
other roads certain kinds of obstruc­
tion devices should be placed; besides 
this the States should pass laws re­
quiring every car to come to a full 
stop before crossing a railroad track. 
Then there should also be a great 
educational program carried out. As 
a part of this educational program 
humorists have suggested certain 
signs to be placed along the road­
side which although written in a 
lighter vejn have much of value in 
them.

The Columbia State Highway Bul­
letin suggests the following signs for 
grade crossings:

“ Take a chance. Remember you 
can get hit by a train only once I” 

“ Come ahead- You’re unimport­
ant.”

“ Try our engines! They .satisfy!” 
“ Don’t stop! Nobody will miss 

you!”
The following is taken from the 

Grand Faririe Texan:
“ Bugs” Baer, a well know news­

paper humorist, has written and pub­
lished a series of “ road signs,”  prob­
ably merely to entertain. But many 
of them have been erected with ben­
efit to the safety fotraffic.

“ Don’t run up your mileage with

skids,”  contains a lot of real oaution 
in tabloid form.

“ The glass in your windshield is 
the same stuff they put in hospital 
windows. Which will you look 
through?” is a very pertinent query, 
and “ Fifteen miles an hour may be a 
chill but fifty is fever,”  is not too 
medical to be understood.

For towns troubled with too much 
speeding by tourists, Mr. Baer sug­
gests “ Speed limit in this town is 
fifteen miles an hour. One day for 
every mile over that! or “ We have 
seven hotels and one jail, take your 
pick!”

“ Don’t try to scare locomotives 
with your horn.”  “ The minute you 
save may be your last one.”  “ You 
wouldn’t travel on a freight train, 
so don’t try to travel under one,” 
are all good to remember.

Mr. Baer intended to be funny, and 
succeeded; he may not have intended 
to be serious, but many can take his 
cleverness seriously with benefit to 
themselves and the general public.

I nother words (Mr. Baer once 
more), “ Accident insurance is a good 
thing to have without the accident.

A town in Kansas invites tourists 
with this sign at the town’s entrance: 
“This is Lone Wolf. Speed limit 105 
miles an hour. Fords, do your best. 
Watch us grow.”

In Michigan is this one: “ Take 
your time and save a fine.”

New York has this: “ Go slow and 
see our city; speed up and meet our 
jail.”

Vermont: “ No limit to speed, but 
don’t kill the kiddies.”

The Michigan highway commission 
has this along its main highways: 
“ Courtesy makes safety.”

In Colorado on a mountain road, 
this sign is noticed: “Drive slow; 
you may meet a fool.”

A Motorist’* Minute.
There’s no question that time is a 

valuable commodity— but there are 
limits to its value. Do not the way 
some persons drive their cars over 
over city streets intersections, where 
it is impossible to view approaching 
traffic, you would think their time 
was worth a million dollars a minute. 
Did you ever figure what a man 
actually saves in time by risking his 
life and those of others? A speed 
of thirty miles an hour takes three 
minutes for a mile. If you drive a 
mile at the rate t f  thirty miles an 
hour, you save sixty seconds over the 
man who follows you at twenty an 
hour. You have risked your life with 
those of others, and broken the law 
to save sixty seconds. What’s the 
u.se?— St. Paul Pioneer Pre.ss.

WHY NO FUNDS ARE AVAILABLE 
FOR ALLOTMENT.

Newspapers and county officials 
lutve asked the question recently, 
why the highway commisison does 
not have funds to aid every county 
o f  the State in the construction of 
their roads. Some of the county o f­
ficials have intimated that there is 
something wrong, because the high­
way commission has issued a state­
ment to the effect that no more aid 
will be alloted until additional funds, 
either State or Federal, are in sight. 
But they say to the Highway Com­
mission; “ You should have funds. 
The Legislature has increased the 
license fee and imposed a gasoline 
tax. You also receive several million 
a year from the Federal government. 
Why can’t we get aid when we ask 
for it?”

We will all admit that it is a sound 
business policy to refrain from prom­
ising money to a county when the 
money is not in sight. In other words, 
the highway commission has a defin­
ite sum of money to use in aiding 
counties to build State highways 
within their respective borders. When 
this definite sum has been alloted 
and there are no additional funds in 
sight then certainly the highway com­
mission, in fairness to the counties 
which have already received allot­
ments o faid, should not make addi­
tional allotments until they are sure 
that the funds will be forthcoming 
when these allotments come due. If 
this definite sum is over-alloted, then 
some counties will not receive the 
full amount which they have been 
promised.

I suppose the newspapers and coun­
ty officials that have asked “ why are 
no funds available,”  desire to know 
where the funds have gone and to 
whom these funds have been paid.

All right, let’s talk cold facts and 
figures; but first, in order to thor­
oughly understand 1 will define a few 
oT the commoB terms used.

State aid is the monies derived

from the motor vehicle registration 
fees, and the gasoline tax. This fund 
can be used to aid counties in the 
construction of any State highway.

Federal aid is an appropriation 
made by congress from the Federal 
treasury to be used in assisting the 
States in the construction of a sys­
tem of cardinal highways. This aid 
is apportioned to the State, one-third 
according to population, one-third 
according to area and one-third ac­
cording to total road mileage, and can 
be used on any St îte highway 
designated by the State highway com­
mission, and approved by the bureau 
of public roads as eligible for Fed­
eral aid.

An allotment of aid is a promise 
by the commision to pay a certain 
percentage or a certain amount of 
State or Federal aid, toward the cost 
of constructing a definite section of 
road of a suitable type. In making 
these allotments it is necessary for 
the county to take the initiative by 
voting bonds and making applica­
tion for aid.

Texas has been alloted, including 
the 1925 appropriation, $31,724,- 
212.24 B’ederal aid. Since the high­
way department has been in existence 
there has been collected in license 
fees and gasoline tax, including the 
nmount collected to date for 1924, 
an estimated amount for the balance 
cf 1924, $19,989,539.71. Bear in 
mii.d that this figure includes th<' j 
license fees and gasoline tax for 1924 . 
and the Federal appropriation fori 
1125. j

There has been paid to the coun-1 
ties to date $20,471,897.44 Federal 
aid, $11,847,111.81 State aid. total 
of $32,319,009.25 State and Federal 
aid actually paid to the counties. In 
addition there has been paid $1,193,- 
448.38 for maintenance of State 
highways since January 1, making a 
total of $33,512,447 paid out as aid 
and for maintenance. There is in the 
Federal treasury a balance of $11,- 
252,314.80 to our credit, a balance 
of $458,339.33 in the State treas­
ury to date, and an estimated amount 
of $2,557,429 to be collected from 
1924 registration fees, making a to­
tal balance of $18,408,083.13 State 
and Federal aid. Against this total 
there are allotments to conuties to­
taling $17,927,057.15, leaving a bal­
ance of $540,424.98 which has not 
been paid out and is not covered by 
allotments. However, there was set 
aside at the beginning of the year 
$3,900,000 for the maintenance of 
State highways for 1924, adding the 
$1,193,448 which has already been 
paid for maintenance and the $540,- 
424.98 not covered by allotments we 
get $1,733,8773. Therefore, it will 
be seen that after the maintenance 
budget has been taken from the total 
funds available that the highway com­
mission has already over—allotted 
apporximately $1,000,000. This 
over-allotment can be cared for out 
of 1924 registration fees as many 
of the counties will not demand pay­
ment of their allotment until next 
year. It is necessary to make allot­
ments in advance so that counties 
can prepare plans and estimates and 
in order that there will be no delay. 
However, the commission feels that 
it is unwise to make any further al­
lotments until pending litigation in­
volving the highway act has been 
settled or until additional funds from 
other sources are in sight.

In order to give the citizens of 
this State some ideas as to the de­
mands that are being made upon 
the State highway comniiasion by 
the counties of Texas, we give the 
following list of counties which have 
voted bond issues for the purpose of 
building State highways: Archer, 
Austin, Baylor, Bowie, Brazoria, 
Brooks, Callahan* Cameron, Clay, De- 
Witt, Erath, Fayette, Fort Bend, 
Freestone, Galveston, Gonzales, 
Grimes, Harris, Houston, Jack. Jack- 
son, Jim Hogg, Jim Wells, Jones, 
Karnes, Madison, Milam, Shackelford, 
Tayler, Travis, Walker, Waller, Whar­
ton, Wichita, Wilbarger,. Williamson. 
These bond issues total $15,310,000 
and are being held up until State or 
Federal aid becomes available, and 
applications from these counties for 
the sum of $14,9775,950 is now pend­
ing.

These bonds were voted for the 
purpose of constructing links in im­
portant State highways and the high­
way commission is anxious to see 
these roads completed. The com­
mission realizes the importance of 
the Highways in all the counties that 
have voted bonds and would like very 
much to assist them with State or 
Federal aid, but without funds the 
commision feels that it would be poor 
business to over-allot the funds in 
sight to any greater extent than has 
already been done.

The question will probably be 
asked, why funds were not reserved 
for the larger counties that had not 
received their maximum. The rea­
son is this, that the commission de­
sired to complete the system of State 
highways as rapidly as possible and 
as there were many important links 
in the system which counties had 
voted bonds to build, the commission 
thought it best to allot aid to these 
sections in order that construction 
would be started as soon as possible. 
A further reason is that th  ̂ commis­
sion, though required to Auild these 
roads through county coplmissioners’ 
courts, have tried to disrtgard county 
lines, and to loo kuponythe State sys­
tem of highways f r m  a state-wide 
standpoint, taking in|ro consideration 
their relative import/nce to the State 
as a whole.

This is our explanation of, why 
there are no fun«li available, and if

not satisfactory to those who asked 
thi.s question, we would like to ask, 
“ what would you have done, had you 
been the highw’ay commission?”

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POISON MASH FOR GRASS- 

HOPPERS.

By R. R. Rappert, EntomoIogUt.
While the posion mash advised for 

grasshoppers is obtaining generally 
good results, we have several com 
plaints that it was ineffective. In 
every one of these instances we have 
found that directions in mixing and 
applying in some respect or other had 
not been carefully carried out. In 
one case the farmer had allowed the 
druggist to convince him that cal­
cium arsenate would do as a poison 
instead of the white arsenic. Be 
sure that what you get is “ white 
arsenic” or Paris green.

In another instance the bran mash 
had been put out in piles over a small 
part of the field. The poison mash 
we have advised has been used for 
many years in many states and un 
der all conditions and secures the 
best results when sown thinly and 
evenly over the entire infested area. 
Don’t think that you have unusual 
conditions that require a departur.j 
from our recommendations

In still another instance water 
taken from a barrel formerly con 
taining creosote stock dip was used 
to mix the mash. The odor of creo­
sote in this water was so pronounced 
as to repel the graeshoppers. Lemons 
are used to attract the insects to the 
bait, and the use of such water serves 
to neutralize this attraction.

Other mistakes are doubtless be­
ing made on various farms. The 
above instances will give point to our 
statement, expressed in our former 
letter, to “ mix and apply the bran 
mash exactly as directed, leaving out 
no part." We may add “ and putting 
nothing else in.”

Another thing to be said in con­
nection with this formula is that re­
sults, as indicated by dead grass 
hoppers, should not be expected too 
soon. Very few grasshoppers die 
from the effects of the poison the 
first twenty-four hours, and it will 
not be until the second day that a 
great many dead grasshoppers are 
found. They will continue to die 
from the effects of poisoning for a 
week or more.

A. A M. SHORT COURSE IN
POULTRY FOR BEGINNERS.

COLLEGE STATION, June 26.— 
A two weeks’ short course in poul­
try husbandry for the person who 
is just starting in the poultry busi­
ness and who expects to derive a 
profit from his business will be ĝ iv- 
cn by the A. & M. College of Texas 
from July 14 to August 2, by the 
Poultry Husbandry Department. The 
whole resourse of the college will be 
available for the work. The flocks, 
incubating equipment and other vâ  
vied facilities of two large farms. 
1 1  e operated by the teaching and the 
other by the research division of the 
college, will be used in the course.

Now is the time to begin to cull 
out poor layers, particularly in the 
case of the heavy breeds Prices 
for the fowls are still good, but are 
dropping while egg prices in Texas 
will remain low for two or three 
months. A profit table, made up 
from figures secures in the Texas 
National laying contest condilctfed 
by the poultry husbandry department 
the past year shows quite accurately 
how a hen must lay to be profitable 
during the summer. It shows the 
number of eggs a hen of the light or 
heavy breeds must lay each month to 
pay for her upkeep and equalize the 
difference between th evalue of her 
carcas on June 1 and Sept. 1.

July 28 to August 2, is the date 
set for the 1924 Farmers’ Short 
Course at Texas A. & M. College. 
The bu.siness of the Texas A. & M. 
College is to build up Texas. The 
college is doing this in three ways. 
First, by educating a generation of 
better trained citizens to work for 
Texas. Second, by building up Texas 
institutions; and third, by building 
up Texas soil, saving her resources 
rnd multiplying their power and 
value.

Every year the Texas A. & M. Col­
lege tries to do one more thing 
through the Farmers’ Short Course 
to build up all the people. The boys’ 
agricultural clubs, the girls’ home 
making clubs, the women's home 
demon.stration clubs, the county 
home demonstrator’s work, the coun­
ty farm agent’s work, all are out­
growths of our own Agricultural and 
.Mechanical College. To serve the 
people who make its service possible 
is the motive of our Texas A. & M. 
College. .\nd when its mission and 
its services arc better understood 
Texas will be a better State.

Two years ago the college invited 
the agricultural writers of Texas to 
attend the farmers’ short course for 
the purpose of studying the relation 
of the Texas press to the farm people 
of the state. Last year the A. & M. 
College invited the rural ministers of 
Texas to attend the farmers’ short 
course to study the relation of the 
rural church to the life and happi­
ness of the farm people. A meet­
ing of two weeks was devoted to 
the study of the spirtual side of farm 
life and the best methods of service 
for the rural minister to the State 
of Texas.

As a result of that two weeks’ 
school in the interests of the rural 
church, the A. & M. College is this 
year making a survey of the rural 
church in Texas. Going to find out 
what ails the rural church and then 
doctor it in the most intelligent and 
Christ-like way. Is that not a Chris­
tian service to the State? How many 
of us know about it?

There is another thing going on in 
Texas this year. It is the School 
Survey. How many of the people 
arc keeping up with that? How can 
we country folks keep up with all 
the big things that are going on in

Texas? There is only one way to 
reach all the people with all the good 
things and that is through the press. 
Are we doing it? That is the ques­
tion the agricultural writers want to 
settle this year at their annual meet­
ing during the short course.

What is the Texas press doing for 
the farm folk? Is the farmer and 
all his interests as the farmer and 
his family are doing for the Texas 
press. Is it giving as much time and 
thought and space to the rural com­
munity and its interests as it is to 
the city community and its interests? 
Is the agricultural side of the life of 
our State receiving from the State 
press its share of recognition and 
publicity as compared to the service 
it renders the State?

What is the biggest and most essen­
tial business in Texas? It is Texas 
agriculture with all its varied com­
mercial, economic, industrial, educa­
tional, social, spiritual and other hu­
man interests. Isn’t it? Now the 
thing the agricultural writers of 
Texas press is doing for all these in­
terests. Does the Texas press give as 
much time and space to the agricul­
tural interests of Texas as it does 
to society, athletics, oil, automobiles, 
war, foreign affairs, gossip, scandal, 
crime, politics, fashions ,entertain­
ments and the funny page? Does the 
Texas press work as faithfully to re­
veal the advantages of the country a.s 
the city? Is the press in any way 
responsible for the drift of youth 
from the country to the overcrowded 
city? Does the city daily give as 
much back to the farmer for his sub­
scription that is helpful and inspira­
tional to him as it gives back to its 
city subscriber? Where do most of 
the big paper as well as the smaller 
newspaper subscriptions come from? 
Is the Texas press in any way re­
sponsible for the restlessness and dis­
content on the Texas farm?

The farmers of Texas and their 
families produced last year more than 
one billion dollars of wealth for this 
State. They produced almost one- 
eleventh of all the agricultural wealth 
that was produced in the United 

j States last year. What did the 
|Texas press do for the farmers in 
I proportion to what the farmers did

for Texas? The agricultural writers 
I of Texas want to know. They want 
♦o see what is being done for the 
farm people through the press. They 
want to learn how to be better ser­
vants of the State through their work. 
For this reason the agricultural 
writers’ association of Texas is plan­
ning to hold a press exhibit at their 
next session which will convene the 
same w'eek as the Farmers’ Short 
Course at A. & M. College.

Who are the agricultural writers? 
They are everybody who sends a 
newspaper or a magazine out to the 
farpi people. Every paper that goes 
regularly to the country people 
people should carry to them some­
thing of special interest to them and 
their life work. Something that 
would help with their work on the 
farm, their home work, their commu­
nity, their school, their church, their 
roads, their life in the country. How 
many of the editors in Texas give a 
column a week or a page a week to 
this cause? How are you interesting 
the rural people in patronizing and 
reading your publication?

The A. & M. College will give $50 
in prizes to the best county weekly 
newspapers that are exhibited at the 
A. & M. press exhibit. The college 
is planning with the railroads for 
your transportation to the farmers’ 
short course. The agricultural writ­
ers’ association invites every editor 
in Texas to send in one copy of his 
paper to A. D. Jackson, College Sta­
tion, Texas, some time before July 
15, 1924. This invitation is to every 
paper and magazine— daily, weekly 
or monthly. Prizes are offered on 
county weekly and semi-weekly pa­
pers only. We want the others to

study. If you have a good feature 
send it in. Give the State a change 
to know it. And last bat most im­
portant of all come yov.rself and tell 
us how you managed to put over 
such a fine plan. In this way you 
can render a service to your State 
and to your profession. Most of us 
never see more than a half dozen 
different newspapers. We do not 
know what the Texas press is doing 
for Texas. There are 1,180 news­
papers published in Texas. We want 
a copy of every one of them in the 
Texas exhibit. And we want a copy 
of every magazine in the State tha^ 
curries farm futures of any kind.

The A. & M. College invites every 
editor in Texas to attend this meet­
ing. And let us all study together 
how to better serve the farm folk 
of Texas and how to better tell the 
true story of Texas agriculture to the 
world.
