Hits Pay Sand

New Well Near Anson Now 
Standing Over 600  

Feet in Oil

According to the Western-En­
terprise, published at Anson, a 
new and pure oil sand was discov­
ered when the Stebbins Oil and 
Gas Co. G. II. Higgs No. 1, W. T. 
Scott Survey No. 30 twelve miles 
ea.-t and one and one-half miles 
south of Anson struck oil grading 
41.2 degrees Baume, and standing 
600 feet in the precious liquid 
Monday afternoon after the bit 
had penetrated the sand four and 
one-half feet, striking the pay at 
1600 feet.

As the dip westward is figured 
about thirty feet to the mile, it is 
conceded that this is a new dis­
covery, being nearly three hun­
dred feet too shallow for the T. K. 
.Simmons Bernard Harvey produc­
er in west Shackelford County, 8 
miles southea.-t of the new well, 
which is producing from sand 
found S t  1713 to 1726 feet, and 
about four hundred feet to shal­
low for the Richardson-Zoch well 
about five mile.s east, which is pro­
ducing shout forty barrels from a 
little less than 1900 feet. It is 
also a different level from the oil 
showing that attracted so much 
attention recently in the Cowboy 
Evans, Gillet and Hickey test on 
the King Plantation three miles west of Ilowley, which wss un­
covered St 2040 feet. This gives 
the territory east of Anson and 
near the county line three distinct 
oil bearing sands.

Morris Reddy, as-i tant national 
director for di-aster and relief in 
the Red Cross, arrived by airplane 
from San Antonio yesterday tak­
ing active charge of the program.

Reddy said it would be 9 months 
before the town could be rebuilt, 
and that it will cost more than 
$200,000.

The death list still is undeter­
mined because of many duplica­
tions and erroneous identifications 
but it is now expected to exceed 
fifty. The Mexican Blue Cross 
here is aiding its nationals. Hos­
pitals at Del Rio, Kerrville and 
.San Antonio are caring for 125 
injured. Fifty more are receiving 
attention here. A majority of the 
dead is now buried. Some bodies 
are being held pending arrival of 
relatives.

Scurry County resident.- who 
delight in handling a ro<l, or reel, 
or busting off an apple limb to 
woo the finny re.sidents of our 
streams, sljoiild take heed and 
warning of new regulations that 
are going to be stringently en­
forced.

If approached while wielding 
the fishing pole by persons of au­
thority after Juno 14, the person 
fishing must either show a license 
to fish or a bucket, can or other 
container of worms or worms only, 
or be subject to prosecution under 
the laws of Texas.

For after June 14, House Bill 
No. 20 stipulates persons desiring 
to fi.'h must use cither the old- 
fa.shioned baits or obtain an an­
nual licen.se of $1.10. The license 
is required of any fisherman in 
Texas using artificial lures of any 
kind. The law levies a tax of 
$5.25 against non-residents and 
alien.s. The non-resident, how­
ever, may secure a five-day license 
for $1.10.

The licen.se required shows the 
licensee’s name, height, weight, 
color of hair, color of eyes, county 
of residence and where living if 
out of the state. All proceeds from 
the tax are to be deposited in a 
fund known as the special fish 
propagation and protection fund. 
It will be used for maintenance of 
fl.sh hatcheries and to restock 
streams.

Licenses issued under this act 
expire August 81 of each year.
