Dr. J. C. An­
derson, state health officer, de­
clared that "there is grave dan­
ger o f the transmi.fsion o f thi.s 
disease into Texas and other 
states.

“ Children should be safeguard­
ed against infection from infan­
tile paralysis and by all means 
kept out o f the districts where the 
disease is known to exist,’ ’ said 
Dr. Anderson.

The dlseaia was described by 
Dr. Anderson as "an acute infec­
tious disease of children caused 
by a specific organism.”

H. Alvord of the Extension Serv­
ice, under the auspices o f which 
the short course is held, has an­
nounced that the total attendance 
is expected to exceed 3,000 this 
year.

Special group programs have 
been arrange<l fur the boys and 
girls o f the 4-H clubs. Lessons 
and intensive training in livestock 
judging, the judging o f grain and 
fec»l crops, demonstration and les­
sons in canning, cooking, dress 
making and other home improve­
ment project- have been de.-igned 
••specially for the benefit o f the 
club members. In addition to the 
regular instruction, numerous con- 
tc.'ts will be held in which very 
attractive prizes will be awarded.

Farmer Travels 
Many Miles on 

40-Acre Tract
Did you ever stop to figure out 

how far a farmer travels in cul­
tivating a 40-acre field of com  
during one season? The di.stance 
would make a nice vacation trip 
if traveled in the family auto, 
points out the Rc.search Depart­
ment of the National Association 
of Farm Equipment Manufactur­
ers. For example, there are ap­
proximately 400 rows a quarter 
mile long in a 40-acre corn field, 
or 100 miles o f rows. If you live 
in the south and use a one-mule 
walking cultivator, each row mu.st 
be traveled twice, once on each 
side, or 200 miles for each culti­
vation. If a single row riding or 
walking cultivator is used 300 
miles will be covered in covering 
the field three times during the 
summer. Three cultivations with 
a t-row cultivator reduce the dis­
tance to a mere 160 miles, while 
with the new 3 and 4-row cultiva­
tors now being manufactured, the 
distance is 100 to 76 miles res­
pectively.

Scurry County and Snyder are 
all set for the mammoth motor­
cade that gets under way tomor­
row for the Carlsbad Caverns. 
Towns east o f Snyder will get un­
der way tomorrow, and the party 
expects to pa.ss through Snyder 
around two o’clock. Part o f the 
tourists expect to remain over 
night in Snyder; others will go on 
to Lame.sa where the first official 
night’s stop is to be made.

Appealing to all cities and 
towns along the route o f what is 
known as the Dal-Paso Cavern 
route to place representatives in 
the Dal-Paso motorcade to start 
from Brerkenridge Jaly 28 on an 
itinerary covering the territory 
traversed by the route between 
Fort Worth nnd the eastern line 
o f New Mexico, Secretary W. S. 
Cooper of t h e  Breckenridge 
Chamber of Commerce, who has 
been placed in charge of the mo­
torcade, declared that the tour ia 
of supreme importance in selling 
the route to the people of thi.# eec- 
tion through which it passe#.

The .sole purpo.#e of the motor­
cade, Cooper said, is an effort to 
convince the public of the great 
value o f the route and the wisdom 
of improving it in accord with the 
plans advanced by the board of 
directors of the Dal-Paso Cavern 
Highway A'<8oriation.

Cilie# to Holp
Representatives are to be invit­

ed from Fort Worth and Dallas, 
both of which cities are located on 
the route, while nn appeni is being 
sent to all cities and towns be­
tween Dallas and Lamesa to sup­
port the motorcade by sending 
citizens to join the party.

Some other pro­
visions a r e :  tuberculin tested 
cows; sanitary barns and bam 
yards; safe water supplies; stsril- 
ized milk vessels; cooling of milk 
to 60 degrees Fahrenheit within 
one hour after it is milked; and 
health certificates for all milk 
handlers.

The adoption and enforcement 
of the Standard Milk Ordinance 
by municipalities would materially 
reduce the infant mortality and 
morbidity rate In Texas.”

New Proposed j 
Amendment is | 

Being Opposed
------- i

Call attention to the fact that i 
the voters o f Texas will be called | 
upon within two months to pasa  ̂
on an amendment to the Constitu-| 
tion vitally changing our tax sys­
tem, W. A. Black o f San Antonio, 
who is without doubt the best 
posted man in Texa.s on the ques-| 
tion o f taxation, and was so re-j 
garded by the members of the | 
legi.-'lature during his term of i 
service in that body, warns against 
the evil results that will follow its , 
adoption, and, in a remarkable 
communication in the Houston, 
Post-Dispatch, urges its defeat. 
Here is the communication in full:;

It is but two short months until 
the people o f Texas are to pass 
on an amendment very materially 
changing our tax system. This 
amendment should receive more 
attention than has yet been given 
it. Changing our basic law is a 
serious matter. Legislative enact­
ments if found to be unwise arc 
easily repealed. Not so with the ' 
Constitution. The proposed a- 
mendment read.s as follows:

Section 1. That article 8 of 
the Constitution o f the State of 
Texas be amended by inserting la 
therein as follows:

“ Section la. The legislature 
may separate the objects o f taxa­
tion for State purposes from the 
objects o f taxation for the sup­
port o f the counties, districts and 
political subdivisions of the State 
and counties, nnd may provide for 
the levy o f an ad valorem tax, or 
other form o f tax, on certain 
classes of taxable property or 
other objects, for State purposes 
only (including classes o f property 
or other project for county or lo­
cal purposes o n l y  (Including 
school purposes). In no event 
shall the rate of such taxes ex­
ceed the sum of the limits of such 
taxes fixed by the Constitution for 
State, county and other purposes. 
The legi.-lature may provide for 
the clas.siflcation o f objects of

taxation. Taxation shall be equal 
and uniform.”

The true purpose of the amend­
ment is clearly indicated in the 
‘for’ and ‘against’ section, ‘provid­
ing for changing the tax system 
that the State may derive its in­
come in whole or in part from 
other sources than the ad valorem 
tax.”

The general property tax as ad­
ministered has been considered 
unscientific as well as difficult of 
enforcement. In principle it as­
sumes that all property should be 
taxed uniformly and makes no dis­
tinction between personal proper­
ty, land, and improvements on 
land. However, it has the distinct 
merit of being a direct tax that 
can be measured. Wo can know 
the sources of this revenue, and 
naturally watch its expenditure.

This amendment does not abol­
ish the general property tax. It 
may still be used by either the 
State or lesser political divisions 
but cannot be used by both on the 
same property. It merely opens 
the door wider for the taxing au­
thorities both State and local, and 
practically abolishes all revenue 
limitations. The legislature “ may”  
.separate the objects of taxation 
and “ may”  provide for the levy of 
an ad valorem tax. In other words, 
the legislature under thi.s amend­
ment “ may”  exercise a free hand 
as to the sources and amount of 
revenues required.

Until twenty years ago the 
State was supported mainly by ad 
valorem taxes. Since that time 
there has been a steady increase 
of taxes on industry under the 
guise o f occupation taxes. This 
occupation tax made up 64 per 
cent of the revenues reported for 
1926. With a 3-cent gasoline tax 
now in operation these indirect 
taxes will make up at least 60 per 
cent o f State revenues.

If the proposed amendments 
carry and all land and lot values

are exempted from State taxes the 
legislature will have to make up 
the difference by hunting for new 
sources o f revenue in the field of 
industry. It would seem as above 
stated the proposed amendment 
merely confirms the marked ten­
dency o f the past twenty years to 
tax industry in order to relieve 
land values from the burden. Our 
ears are dinned through the press 
and from the stump that land is 
too heavily taxed. Few seem to 
realize the fact that should the 
State not take these values in tax­
es they will be capitalized in the 
selling price. Fewer still realise 
the further fact that these indirect 
taxes finally rest on the back.s of 
the consumers regardless o f abil­
ity to pay. We refuse to see that 
of these consumers in Texas 68 
per cent o f them are farmers and 
.small town people who have no 
possible means of getting out 
from under this load. This amend­
ment will increase the load.

• • •
Twenty-five years ago when 75 

per cent o f State revenues were 
derived from ad valorem taxes and 
nearly 60 per cent of the total 
from real estate the farm lands of 
Texa.s that averaged less than $5 
an acres in value, assessed at |3.-

26, or more than 60 per cent of 
their value. Today with farm 
lands worth more than |30 an 
acre they are on the assessment 
rolls at an average o f $8.40 an 
acre or about 25 per cent o f their 
value. The chief burdens of the 
Texas farmer right now are the 
indirect taxes that ho pays and 
the high price of the land he u.ses.

If all ad valorem taxes are left 
to the counties it will prove an ir­
resistible temptation for local au­
thorities to collect more. One 
county in the State now collects 
$3.05 on the $100 assessed values; 
another $2.60 and another $2.33. 
Many other counties are already 
above the dollar mark for county 
revenues. This amendment will 
open the door still wider.

The greatest evil o f this amend­
ment is the moral effect it will 
have. The business world has a 
right to protect itself again de­
structive taxes so if the legislature 
at every session has to search out 
for new sources o f revenue, every 
worthwhile industry in the State 
will have representatives on hand 
at Austin for protection. We have 
had many examples of this in the 
past. They will multiply if $26,- 
006,000 more must be raised thru 
indirect taxes. The result will be

a corrupt lobby and a corrupt leĝ > 
islature.

One hundred and fifty years ago 
the first general as.sembly of 
France declared that “ ignorance, 
neglect or contempt o f human 
rights are the sole causes o f pub­
lic misfortunes and corruptions of 
government.”  Will we make it 
neces.sary for some revolutionary 
assembly in Texa.s to repeat this 
declaration? Now is the time to 
think straight and avoid that pos- ' 
sibility. ('

Former Snyder 
Attorney Writes 

of Olden Times
We take the following account 

from the Nolan County News, 
which we believe will be of Inter­
est o f our readers.

“ Becau.se he survived his first 
West Texas sand-storm. Judge W. 
B. Ponder o f Sweetwater, for 
nearly .30 years a practicing at­
torney o f thia section, stayed on in 
this territory and learned to sur­
vive— and enjoy— many more of 
the notorious “ West Texas Rains.”  
In describing some of his exper­
iences during the early days of 
Sweetwater, Judge Ponder admits 
that when he saw and felt the 
first sandstorm he was about ready 
to pack his grip and return to his 
old haunts. |

“ It was some 28 years ago th a t ' 
I arrived in the then sandy village | 
of Sweetwater over the T. & P. | 
from Cameron in search o f a loca- j 
tion for the practice of law,”  th e ' 
pioneer West Texas attorney said, • 
“ as 1 had very encouraging re­
ports from this section by letter | 
from an old friend and school j 
nsate, L. H. ItcCrea, now de-1 
ceased, who was located then in j 
the practice at Roby.

“ I remained over in Sweetwater 
for the night, going to the only 
hotel the town then hnd which was 
a wooden structure located where 
the Texas Cafe now stands. In tho 
lobby which was rather small, cat­
tlemen were discussing cattle, 
range, and shipments, and there. 
were many cattle on .several' 
ranches through this section. Good 
old days, these were! There was 
no farming o f importance at this 
time.

Stay* to Roby ^
“ I caught the stage the fol­

lowing morning for Roby. It was 
a rather pretty morning, and I 
felt that we woubi have an enjoy- i 
able ride over to Roby, but along 
about nine o’clock a sandstorm 
struck us, and the perfect day I 
had pictured was soon buried in 
the sand, ami me with it. '

“ On reaching Roby 1 was nb.so-, 
lutely disgusted with the whole j 
.section and wouldn’ t have given 
five dollars for any section o f land 
between Sweetwater and Roby. I 
wa.s ready, and more than willing 
then Judge Ponder declared, *to 
retrace ray route back to Cameron. 
and swear that I had never seen i 
West Texas.’ But my old friend, 
McCren, persuaded me to remain 
over for a day or so, that the sand- j 
storm would soon pass and w e ' 
would have wonderful weather tho 
next day; as predicted by him the | 
next day was a wonderful day. |

“ Aid*”  Proaecution I
“ County court being in session, I 

I was employed in a little misde-. 
meaner case to assist the county  ̂
attorney, A. L. Green, now d e -: 
ceased, in the prosecution. I

“ It w.as the .second case I had I 
ever had, the other being a negro; 
divorce suit. I figured very prom-

ineuky in this Koby trial, th« re­
sult being that with my as.sistance 
to the county attorney, supple­
mented with the defense counsel, 
which was Judge McCrea and I 
think Judge A. It. Yantis, we got 
the poor fellow cleared without 
much trouble.

“ I got my clients $10 and went 
on to Snyder in company with 
Judge McCrea the following day, 
and found it to be a very pretty 
town. We made the trip across 
ranches in a one-horse buggy, tak­
ing the day and part o f the night 
to make the drive. I gues.s, how­
ever, we must have driven 25 
miles out of the way, but distance, 
however, was not troubling us at 
the time like getting something to 
eat, and .some sleep.

‘‘The next morning was also a 
pretty morning. We surveyed the 
town and decitled it would be a 
fair location for a good lawyer, 
which 1 knew myself to be.

A SO-SO Lawyer
“ I had had two coses, gained 

one and lost one. So I was 60-50 
in the guine. 1 met the lawyers 
there the next day, who were C. C. 
Johnson and A. C. Wilmeth. I al­
so met a gou<l many other people, 
hung out my shingle and was 
ready to lead my clients to the 
slaughter house.

“ It was not long until the cow­
boys from the neighboring ranch­
es began to come in and spend the 
Christmas holidays. I soon got ac­
quainted w'th them, and the girls 
o f the town, and had a real time. 
\V(* would go to the dances at 
night, and the next <lay run horse.
I had forgotten whether I was 
trying to practice law or to make a 
real hor.-e jockey.

“ This was a gri-ttt winter for me 
and one o f the most enjoyable I 
ever spent, atid thereafter, aa long 
a.' I liveil in Snyder, I had a good 
time but not much law business. 
In fact, there wa-n’t much there, 
but 1 soon knew all the people in 
and around Snyder, found me I 
three or four girls, and was fixed.

I remained in Snyder for .some 
two years, having been elected 
county attorney, which office paid 
the fabulou.s sum o f about two

huudied dollars a y««r. I hold the
office until I formed a partnership 
with McCrea and Green, and 
moved to Koby where I remained 
for some time. While there, two 
o f the most important law suits 
we figured in were the Barber- 
Gren breach of promise suit and 
the Bostick-McCall land suit. We 
had a great time in these suits, the 
breach o f promise suit being in 
the District Court of Civil appeals 
and Supreme Court for more than 
four years before it was finally 
settled.

Meet* Other Attorney*
“ I was chosen district attorney 

and it was then that I learned 
every road and trail in that sec­
tion. We had some hard nuts in 
Stonewall and Kent Counties, and 
they didn’t all attend prayer meet­
ing in the other counties o f the 
district at that time. It was during 
this time that I got well acquaint­
ed with Judge C. P. Woodruff, 
Beal & Beal, J. F. Cunningham, 
Judge Haraner, Judge McConnell 
of Haskell, W. L. Dalton and oth­
ers who practiced in the district. 
I honestly believed that Judge 
Woodruff in a cattle theft case 
was one o f the greute.st and most 
■successful lawyers that ever went 
into the court room. It was almost 
impossible to convict his client. 
We all had big times and enjoyed 
ihose (lays o f practire.

“ But the country of those days 
as well as Sweetwater has passed 
iiPo history, and the country of 
today is marked with schools, 
farms, churches and evidences of 
gicat progress.

“ Therefore after all,”  Judge 
Ponder said, “ I am glud the sand­
storm did not drive me from West 
'Icxas. It is a great section.”
