At the Lions Club last week 
Miss Ruth Yoder, one of the win­
ners of the “ .My Home Town’’ 
contest, pre.sentcd her story for 
the approval of the members and 
guests. The young lady received 
.such gracious and outspoken 
courtesies that the Times-Signal 
asked to present her essay, which 
was named “Snyder, The Pride of 
the West.’’

It it of Snyder, the beautiful 
little city of ten thousand peemie, 
situated at the old crossing or ^rd 
of Deep Creek, a tributary of the 
Colorado River, that I speak. It 
was built way back in the seven­
ties where Pete Snyder’s camp of 
poles covered with buffalo hides 
once stood.

We are two hundred and thirty 
miles west of Fort Worth on High­
ways No. 7 and 88, No. 7 running 
northwest and southeast, and No, 
8.3 the ea.st and west route, the 
shorte.^t by over one hundred 
miles from Fort Worth to El Paso 
and running near the Carlsbad 
Caverns, the equal if not the eu- 
porior of anything of its kind in 
the world.

The Santa Fe and the Roscoe, 
Snyder and Pacific railways serve 
to transport our rattle, sheep, 
hogs, cotton, chickens, grain and 
other products out, and supplies, 
necessities and luxuries that are 
desired are brought in their place. 
Considerable progress is also be­
ing made toward the building of 
another railroad, a direct east and 
west line that will open up much 
virgin territory to settlemenL

Snyder is tho county seat of 
Scurry County which ha.s an area 
of 882 square miles, mostly till­
able, and with a population of 
20,000. Schools and churches 
serve every community, and a 
number of the smaller towns have 
independent school districts with 
high schools.

DALLAS. JUNE 8.— There ie 
an optimistic tone to May crop 
reports for Texas, compiled by the 
Department of Public Relations of 
the Southland Life Insurance Co.

Two features of the report are 
especially noticeable this month; 
the surprising Increase in pros­
pects for grain crops in the north­
ern part of the state, and the con­
sistently conservative and sober 
attitude taken by farmers over the 
entire state.

Drier and favorable weather, 
except in scattered communities, 
have increased chances for cotton 
sonsiderhaly. While it is true that 
much of the cotton crop had to be 
replanted, this has been done and 
there seems to have been an un­
usual record of growth during 
May. The situation in Central 
and South Central Texas with ref­
erence to the cotton crop appears 
to be especially good. West Tex­
as has been greatly helped by re­
cent rains, that section having 
suffered up to some three weeks 
ago from lack of moisture.

Reports from some sections in­
dicate that the wheat crop, some 
of which is now being harvested, 
may be better than normal instead 
of below normal as earlier pre­
dicted. Other grains appear to 
be coming along well, although 
there It little likelihood that the 
eat crop will be as good as last 
year.
\ The danger from insect infesta­
tion, as far aa the cotton crop is 
concerned, appeared to be less 
than was believed a month ago.

One of the especially encourag­
ing aspects of business conditions 
is that farmers, while optiml.stic, 
are being entirely conservative In 
their predictions and expendi­
tures. This, of course, would 
tend to slow business at the pres­
ent time, but assures extreme 
prosperity in the fall in case the 
crops are are as good as expected.

The Rio Grande Valley, both In 
crop prospects and business condi­
tions, is in unusually excellent 
shape, with the one exceplton of 
districts damaged by hail.

NEW  M EA T ORDINANCE

The City of Sweetwater has 
started a movement there that 
should be followed by the progres­
sive cities and town.' of West Tex­
as a.s regards the hantlling of 
meats. 'The ten butchers of the 
city meeting with the city com­
mission passed an ordinance pre­
scribing the methods for construc­
tion of slaughter houses, the in­
spection of ail animals before and 
after killing, and requiring that 
all animals be killed in such 
buildings as meet the specifica­
tions of the ordinance. A penalty 
of $200 fine is provided for viola­
tion.

Under the ordinance, build­
ings in which animals are to be 
slaughtered must provide ade­
quate and approved facilities for 
each of the following depart­
ments: stuck pens, killing rooms, 
chill rooms, cold storage and re­
frigeration rooms, and a reduction 
department.

A sides the inspection of the 
animals, all employes must be ex­
amined by the city physician, and 
no one infected with tuberculosis 
or other communicable disease is 
to be allowed in the employ of 
the slaughter houses. Animals 
slaughtered must be allowed to 
remain in the chill room at least 
12 hours before they are delivered 
to the owner.

K ILLIN G  JOHNSON C R A SS  NO 
E A SY  T A SK

The eradication of Johnson 
grass in sections of the South and 
of the far West, where it flour- 
tshcB as a weed, entails much hard 
work. Famiers’ Bulletin 1637-F, 
“Johnson Grass as a Weed,’’ just 
published by the United States 
Department of Agriculture, sum­
marizes proved methods which 
have been found most effective in 
various localities and under dif­
ferent conditions of soil, climate 
and culture.

“In attempting to clear fields of 
Johnson grass by any method,” 
says M. W. Talbot, author of the 
bulletin, “the threefold aim should 
be (1) to exhaust existing root­
stocks and to prevent the growth 
of new ones, (2) to kill new seed­
lings, and (3) to prevent the rip­
ening and scattering of seeds. At­
tempts at eradication in fields in 
which the grass is wall established 
are useless unless a thorough job 
can be done.”

The pamphlet explains the way 
in which Johnson grass multiplies 
itself, and general methods of 
control. Close pasturing or mow­
ing, followed by shallow plowing 
and tilled crops, ia the general 
system, subject to local modifica­
tions, which has proved most ef- 
fertive over most of the infested 
territory. In certain arid tenons, 
a combination of methods is ef­
fective. A vigorous stand of 
alfalfa usually thins the stand of 
Johnson grass. In waste places, 
such as fence rows, railroad rights 
of way, and ditch banks the ripen­
ing of seeds should be prevented 
by any practicable means.

The late Chauncey M. Depew 
eounteil among his other services 
to Americans who have become 
famous an act which probably 
saved Houdini, world famous ma­
gician up to the time of his death 
last year, from ignominy at the 
very outset of the magician’s 
career.

Having failed to gain attention 
in the big show palaces of eastern 
American cities, Houdini, in the 
late spring of 1900, sailed for 
Europe to seek in a roundabout 
way to first make himself famous 
in Europe and then return in 
triumph to the United States. The 
first great European tryout came 
in London The American Maga­
zine reveals in its current issue. 
For days had seen the managers 
of music halls and smnll theatres 
seeking to show his prowess with 
the handcuffs, chains and locks.

As soon a.s Houdini’s opening 
began at the Alhambra, a stranger 
calling himself “The Great Cir- 
noc” leaped to the stage, pro­
claiming himself the original 
hun(lcuff king, and denounced the 
American us u fraud. The man 
even declared that Houdini was 
not an American and had never 
been in the United States.

But the so-called “Great Cir- 
noc” reckoned without Chauncey 
M. Depew, who was in the au­
dience.

“That is not true.” said Depew, 
as he stood up by his chair in the 

' orchestra. ‘'I know that young 
' man is an American. I also am 
! an American, and I saw him sev- 
i eral years ago doing his handcuff 
j  act.” He resumed his .«eat amid 
I applause.
I That was the beginning of Hou- 
I dini’s European triumphs which 
I took him to the leading capitals of 
I the continent, and caused him to 
i go home a wealthy man, drawing 
i a salary of $750 a week, whereas 
he had, at the beginning of his 
Europemn venture, been as^ured 
of no guarantee whatever.
