Two events are beUig esi>eclally 
featured on opening day—Press 
Day, at which some 6(X) Texas 
newsi>aper men and women are ex­
pected; and the opening game ol 
the season which will be played in 
the new $350,000 stadium. The 
opening game will be played be­
tween Texas A&M College and Tu- 
laiie University.

During the first a-eek, Oct. 11 to 
18. beef cattle, sheep, goats, Jacks, 
mules and heavy horses, will be 
.xhowa The Texas Breeder-Feeder 
A.ssoclation will hold Its second 
annual feeder .show and auction 
sale during Beef Cattle Week.

New Course of 
“Voc” Training 
Added in School

R. P. Tull, Head o f “ Voc- 
A g r ”  Dept. Now A d d ­

ing Grade School

Heretofore all-day instruction In 
■Vocational Agricultural activity has 
been given only to high school grad­
es, but thl.s year It was decided to 
enlarge the scope of the work 
somewhat and offer a course in the 
high seventh grade of the Snyder 
schools, according to R. P, Tull, 
Vocational Agricultural teacher.

The course Is merely pre-voca- 
tlonal and may well be described as 
a broadening, finding and apprecia­
tion course devoted to the study of 
local farm problems wherein the 
boys may become better acquaint­
ed with farming and farm condi­
tions, and which will serve as a 
basis for their high school agricul­
ture should they elect to continue 
the work. Nineteen boys are now 
taking the new course.

So far as Ls known this Is the 
second class of Its kind ever to be 
attempted In Texas, the first being 
taught at Bryan during the last 
school year, by W. E. Leverkum, 
teacher of vocational agriculture In 
that system.

Textbook Plea  
W ill Be Heard 

On October 13
W est Texans to Lay Com­

plaints Against G eogra­
phies Before Education 
Board

The state board of education ts 
to hear West Texas' complaint 
agaln-st textbook publLshres on Mon­
day, October 13. On that date a 
committee from the West Texas 
chamber of commerce will present 
a protest that descrtptlon.s of the 
West Ty*xa.s territory, contained In 
geographies studied In the public 
Schools of Texas arc "scandalously 
and damagingly untrue,” says The 
Abilene Reporter-Nosvs.

Geographies In use In Texas 
schools have been printed for this 
year, but the state board will be 
asked to demand ''substantial re- 
vlslon-s and corrections” In new 
editions.

The commiitee win be headed by 
Charles E. Coombe.s, president of 
the West Texas chamber He will 
be accompanied by D. A. Bandeen, 
manager; Max Bentley, Abilene, 
chairman of the organization pub­
licity committee, and other mem­
bers of that committee. On the same 
day. In Austin, Coombes and Ban- 
decn will attend a conference of 
the All-State Regional council, com- 
I>06ed of the presidents and man 
agers of the West Texas. East Tex­
as and South Texas chambers of 
commerce. Coombes Is chairman and 
Bandeen secretary of the council.

A  Two Dollar Dinner 
for Six

To m a t o e s , onions, shrimps,

It seems 
impossible that one could serve 
such a dinner as this to six people 
at a cost of only two dollars, but 
here are the menu and the recipes 
(or the main dishes:

Tomato and Onion Soup.........28#
Shrimp and Pineapple Salad..
Lima Beans in Cream.............27#
Baking Powder Biscuits........ 15#
Fresh Peach Shortcake with

Whipped Cream..................47#
Coffee .................................... 15#

Tomato and Onion Soup: Put 
three tablespoons butter, one cup 
thinly sliced onions and one tea­
spoon sugar in a skillet, and aaute

till pale yellow. Add two cups 
water, and boil till onions are 
tender. Press the contents of one 
No. 3 can tomatoes through a 
sieve, and add to the onions with 
one bouillon cube. Season with 
salt and pepper. Boll (or a mo­
ment and serve.

Shrimp and Pineapple Salad: 
Have the contents of one 5%- 
ounre ran of shrimps, six slic^ 
of pineapple (three-fourths of 
can) diced, and one cnp of diced 
celery well cMlIed. “rhen toss 
lightly together, and pile into a 
large lettuce-lined salad bowl or 
on individual plates on leaves of 
lettuce.

Sterling's w'illingiies.s to back his own judgment tu the limit, 
u well at Sour laike was imshed to a deeiier level after It 
had failed to show production at the exiM*ctiHi dp|>th. It prov­
ed to be one of the most profitable producers ever drilled on 
the Texas gulf coast.

Out of the Humble Oil Company grew the Humble OH 
Jk Refliilr^f Company. Under Mr. Sterling's leadership It be­
came one of the major concerns of its kind In the Southwest.

Baytown, where a huge Humble Company refinery now Ls 
located, hud no rail connections with the outside world. Nei­
ther did its neighbor. Goose Creek. Mr. Sterling decided to 
build a railroad. Witli cros.sties cut from neighboring forests, 
workers recruited from the vicinity and rails purchased sec­
ond hand, he con.structed the Dayton and Goose Creek Rail­
road. running a distance of 23 miles.

It proved profitable from the start. It was improved 
rapidly, to meet the demand of growing tonnage. In 1926 it 
was sold to the Southern Pacific Lines. It had achieved not on­
ly a reputation us one of the most profitable short lines in the 
United States, but it also boasted an unusual ofierating record; 
Tliere had never bei'n a fatal acedent to an employe, a strike 
or any laljor trouble and not a single person had left the road s 
employ becau.se of dissatislaction over the treatment accorded 
him.

Bui He Is Only Just Beginning
III 1925 Ross Sterling decided to retire from the oil 

industry New visions of accomplishment were forming on the 
liorizon. He had been a member of the Houston Port Coni- 
iiiLssion since its Inception and the ixjsKlbllltles of the port 
and the city presented an ever-increasiiig challenge to hLs 
.spirit of enterprise. He severed his pleasant connect ion.s with 
the company and disixised of all his stock in it.

It 1s noteworthy that for the same year that Mr. Sterling 
retired from the oil industry to devote much of hLs time to 
civic work the Hou.ston Rotary Club warded him the annual 
distinguished service medal—as the citizen performing the 
greate.st distinguished (lublic service during the year. But he 
was then just warming up.

One of the national sen.sution.s of the 1930 ceivsus was the 
revelation that Houston's |x>i>uIatloii in the last decade had 
.swelled from 138.276 to 298.428, an increase of about 110 per­
cent, making it the largest city in Texas and the second larg­
est in the South. Now. ask any informed citizen of Houston 
wliat one of the chief factors wa.s in this tremendous growth 
and he will likely tell you it wa.s "the Port of Houston.” And 
he will name Ross Sterling as one of the leaders in the develop­
ment of the port.

Invests Heavily In Houston.
Demon.stratlng his faith in the vision that had lured 

him away from the petroleum indu.stry, Mr. Sterling has Invest­
ed heavily in Houston's future and contributed much to its 
growth By the way of helping along with publicity and editor­
ial encouragement, he and a few associates bought two news- 
ttaiiers. the old Post and the Dispatch, and consolidated them 
into the Houston Post-Dispatch, now an important newspaper 
property.

For tile downtown home of the Post-DLsiiatch Mr. Ster­
ling erected u 22-story structure. Then he butit a modern print­
ing and o|ierating plant for the paper away from the con­
gestion of the city, where almost solidly glazed sides afford 
employes abundant fresh air and sunlight. La.st year he con­
.structed a broadcasting plant for Radio Station KPRC near 
Sugar Land He is now building a 21-story office building op- 
IKisite the Pnst-Di.spatch building in downtown Hou.ston.

Ross Sterling shares tlie (iroblems. the hopes and the 
vlow|)olnt of the cattle raLser. He owns a large ranch in South­
west Tex.is and Ls a.s mucli of a stockman as many men who 
are prominent In that line alone.

It Ls said that the busiest men have the most time to 
do thiiig.s. Mr. Sterling has not been too busy for charity and 
philanthruiiy. They are Inuiortant phases of his public en­
deavors. As chairman of tlie Herrinan Hospital e.state, he gives 
regularly and freely of his time and efforts in the adminls- 
tra''.un of the $1,500,000 charity hospital built a few years ago 
ui.dcr his su|iervisiuii.

For several years he wa.s president of the Houston Y. 
M. C. A. He still Ls a director and takes a .eading part in 
plans for its greater development.

A .voung Ross Shaw. Jr., died In !924. and In memory 
of him Mr. Sterling gave the Y. M. C. A. of South Texas a 
wooded camp on Oalveston Bay, which bears the name of the 
boy. It has become a (lopular vacation and outing resort lor 
Y  boys, newsboys and Scouts of that section.

Some of His Philanthropies
A few years ago Mr. Sterling purch^ied, for donation to 

the state as a park, approximately 100 acres of sylvan bayshore 
land, a part of the old Sain Houston homeslte. adjoining 
Camp Ross Sterling. Jr. Its Idyllic charm, and historic as­
sociations render the park an outstanding contribution to the 
state. '

He gave a library to Goose Creek; he made Important 
gifts to churches, lodges and other civic Interests; his .share in 
community chest, and kindred subacriptlon projMts is gener­
ous, and he has helped many a deserving young friend to a 
start in the world. Such activities as these afford Insight into 
the character oi  the man.

Ross Sterling never speaks oi  these charities and phil­
anthropies any more than he talks of the fact that he donates 
a large part of his $2500 annual salary as highway commis­
sioner to state eleemosynary institutions. It Is understood he 
never submits an expen.se account for all his highway travel­
ings. Yet these items constitute only a small part of what he 
gives to the state.

FOR A M O N G  CALVES

Scours Is The Most Prevalent .\nd 
Should Be Treated 

Promptly

Editor'.s Note—ThLs Ls another 
story In a .series of articles on dairy­
ing wTltten by the well known na­
tional dairy and iwultry autlior- 
Ity, Dr. L D LeOear, V S., of St 
LouLs, Mo The entire scrle.s will ap­
pear in this pa|>er.

Medical .science has made mar­
velous strides during the present 
century In the field of human life 
but when we come to live .stock we 
are still deep in study and research 
for method.s to combat .some of the 
more common ailments. This Is es­
pecially true of calf dlsease.s. The 
nature of some of the diseases which 
aRect the young calf and succe.ss- 
ful metheds of combatting them are 
still a matter of grave concern. In 
the meantime there Is a great ec­
onomic loss the country over be­
cause of the high percentage of 
mortality.

TaiW'ahe matter of abortion which 
is Just now receiving comlderable 
attention. Some states are carrying 
on a determined fight against con­
tagious abortion Owners are com- 
bintac with livestock sanitary auth­
orities in stamping it out. For In-

tion. It is very much In the exper­
imental .stage.

Rur. in this article we shall deal 
with the calf after it has been 
born. Of course the best way to in-> 
■sure health In the new born calf Is 
to .see that the mother Is free of 
disca.-e In the reproductive organs..

When the conception Is about to 
occur the dam should be given more 
or le.s.s attention. A clean stall and 
fre.sh, dry bedding will go a long 
way toward helping the newcomer 
to get a good start. It Is not always 
nece,s,sary to have .someone pre.sent, 
unle.ss you anticipate dlRlculty in 
the conception or unle.ss the mother 
.should refuse to claim the arrival. 
The first thing that needs to be 
done Is to remove the membrane 
from nostrils and mouth and dry 
the body. The mother does this by 
licking the newly born all over os 
her first maternal act. It Is well, 
too, ns .soon as possible to treat the 
naval cord with tincture of iodine. 
It hardly seems necessary to odd 
that the calf should be put Into a 
clean, dry, well-ventUated place at 
once, and that frCih 4lr, exercise 
and sunohlne mean a lot to Its suc­
cessful growth.

The disease you t u f t  to  look <mt 
for In young eolres Is scours, which

is looseness of the bowels. It cor- 
re.sponds in Its frequency, and in 
some respects In its causes, to colic 
among children. Scours often occur 
among calves that are taken from 
the cow and fed from a pall. There 
are many causes for it, such as over­
feeding. Irregular feeding, dirty 
feeding pails, milk that is old or 
.sour or too rich. Anything which 
disturbs the digestion, be It dirty 
palL'i or dirty mangers, may cause 
scours. The eRects are a diarrheal 
condition, bloating, loss of appetite 
and a dark-colored, semi-fluid dis­
charge. The first thing to do Is cut 
down the rations about one-half. A 
remedy consisting of 1-2 ounce of 
formaline in about IS ounces of wa­
ter may be used as follows; Put one 
teaspoonful of this mixture Into 
each pint of milk fed. Do this for 
two or three days and then grad­
ually resume the normal feeding. 
That ought to take care of a mild 
case of scours. In more severe cas­
es castor oil Is u.sed and the for­
maline mixture Is continued sev­
eral days. Sometimes two or three 
tea.spoonfuls of lime water are add­
ed to the milk if the dLscharge U 
sour in odor. Scours .should not be 
neglected for it may become chronic 
and then it will take month.s to cure 
it. Although the dlsea.se is not con­
tagious the calves .should be separ­
ated from the herd In order to give 
careful treatment.

If  the discharge.s from the bowels 
show traces of blood, it Is serious 
and more drastic treatment should 
be given. ThLs Indicates a contag­
ious disease and it occurs In very 
young calves, from three to five 
weeks Sometimes calves die from It 
In a few days. They should be seg­
regated at once and all bedding des­
troyed and stalU disinfected. One 
remedy recommended Is fluid ex­
tract of gelaemlum administered in 
doaos of two teospoonfuls three or 
four times a day.
