Excess Moisture Driven 
Out by Means of Blower.

At a conference held nt Purdue 
university, Indiiinii, the matter o f 
drying hay or grain urtlHcially was 
discussed hy W. O. Altkenheml o f 
the department o f ngrlculturnJ en­
gineering. He exidalned that a 
stark o f liny or grain can he nrtl- 
tlclally dried In from Hve to ten 
liours. depending upon the size o f 
the stack nnd the amount o f mois­
ture contained In the material, by 
means o f a tractor-driven blower 
forcing air, heated by an oil burn­
ing furnace. Into a hollow centered 
stack o f hay or grain. He told o f 
having driven out excess moisture 
from stacks at a tiomiiinl cost. The 
heat was generated hy the liurncr 
nnd forced through the stacks to­
gether with nil the gases o f com- 
hiistlon. This was made possible 
hyplacing a simrk arrester between 
the furnace and the blower.

While only 2 per cent o f the dairy 
cows In New A'ork state belong to 
nieiiiliers o f dairy herd Itiiproveiiieiit 
nssoclatloiis, these cows iirodnce ,8!l 
jier cent more milk than the typical 
New York state cow, says O. W, 
Tallhy o f the New York Slate Col­
lege o f Agriculture. The typical 
cow Is gaining, for in 1!»22 the av­
erage was .'i.OdO pnmids o f milk for 
each cow nml In 1028 Hie flgure was 
.̂ ,.'■|:!4 pounds for each cow. The 
cows In the Hairy Improvement as- 
soclnlion average 7,7<I7 pounds. The 
return for a cow giving,'"i,.')00 pounds 
Is about S70 above feed co s t : for 
the 7 ,7 (Hi pound cow It Is .8P20, while 
for a lO.iKH) pound row the return 
nliove feed cost Is $l.'’i8. The big 
return above feed cost Is the best 
argument for culling out low pro­
ducing cows, .says Mr. Talley.

The dry 
rendered tankage made hy this 
process has a pleasing rather than 
a disagreeable odor, nnd Is lighter 
In color than Hie ordinary steam 
rendered tankage. I’ p to the pres­
ent time praclIcnlJy all the dry 
rendered tankage produced has 
been mixed with lione in Hie mnmi- 
factnre o f meat and tione scraps for 
Iionitry, tint It Is claimed In time 
all hilt nlionf f> per cent o f the 
tankage will tie made by the new 
method. Since water, which 
washes out some of Hie ammonia. 
Is not used In dry rendering, the 
tankage produced confalns more 
protein than does steam rendered 
tankage.

Destroy Objectionable 
Weeds by Use of Salt

One o f  the most practical meth­
ods o f killing undesinihle perennial 
weeds along fences nnd ditches on 
the farms o f the state Is to pour 
rock salt over them, thereby pre­
venting them from spreading.

This Information comes from the 
botany department o f the ('(dorado 
Agricultural college. If this work 
Is done In the fall o f  the year, It 
will be especially effective, It Is 
stated.

Bock salt may be purchased for 
nhout $14 a ton, and from KX) to 
*2(K) pounds, deiiending upon the 
thickness o f the weeds. Is siilllclent 
to kill a sipinre rod o f the worst 
weed pests, the wild morning glory 
nnd poverty weeds, the botany de- 
Iiurtmcnt workers sn.v.

This salt shniild not he spread 
over land that Is to he used for 
raising crops, hccnu.se It will kill 
vegetation and ruin the land.

Jeeled to sci’uliii.v and iiraetieal tests 
till 1 SH7 , wl.eii he iiuhlished his 
’ ’Lingvo luteniaeia" under tli(’ psc’u- 
(lonyin o f ’ ’ lioeior Espeninlo." .since 
that Hiiip the tis<> o f Esperanto has 
spread rapidly, and Esperanto iisso- 
eiations have lieeii formed iu every 
country.

T h e  most "iinspollint" savage 
country In the world today 
pnihnbljr Is In the bilge Is­

land o f New riiilnoa. llolbiiid, flreiit 
Hritnin and (ierinnny, who divideil 
the Island among them— on fiaper— 
in 1SS5 did little more Hum place 
a tenuous fringe o f  out|iostg and 
inissiuns Hliuig the coast. The sjia- 
clous intt'rior has heen left large­
ly to the nuiiieroiis wild tribes 
whose chief oiitdiMir sport Is col­
lecting hiinmn beads and wlio not 
Infrequently make cniinllml feasts 
off tlie remainder o f  their enemies’ 
anatomy.

This out-of-the-way island, with 
Its tbou.sands o f square mill's o f  uii- 
exiilori'd territory, has been and 
continues to be an Interesting flelil 
to the geographer, the naturalist 
and anthropologist ns well ns 
to politicians, statesmen nnd 
traders. Counting Australia ns n 
continent. New Hulnen Is exoi'eileil 
In size among the Islmids only by 
Icy Ort'eiiland; nnd it may there­
fore bo said to be the largest Island 
In the world which supimrts a con- 
sldeniblo popubitinii. 'I'he nmiiher 
o f the liiliahltiints is not detlnltely 
known, hut Is believed to be close 
to one million. The Island is fkM) 
miles soiitlienst o f the I*liill[>|iines 
nnd In the latitude o f  the eastern 
bulge o f  Hrnzil. The equator lies 
about twenty miles off Us northern­
most point.

This bilge Island o f the tropic 
sens covers a greater area than 
half a dozen or more common- 
wealtlis o f the Cnlted States. If It 
could be laid down with Its south­
ernmost iMilnt at Norfolk, Vn.. It 
would extend across Virginia, West 
Virginia, Ohio, Indiana, Michigan. 
AVlsconsIn, Minnesota, and most of 
North Dakota, Its northernmost 
point resting near the Cnnndimi 
border not far from the Montana 
line. And at Its greatest width It 
would extend from near the north­
ern end o f Lake Michigan to a point 
Just south o f Terre Iliiiite, Ind. 
The area Is close to .‘100 square 
miles.

New Oiilnen was first discovered 
by I'ortiigiiese and Spaiilsb ndven- 
tiirors o f  the Sixteenth century. 
The old sen cn|)talns nre said to 
have given the Island Ils name hi^ 
cause o f the fnncli'd re.sembbince 
o f It* jieople to the natives o f 
Guinea on the African coast.

Australia Has More Than Half.
I.nter Dutch and English succeed­

ed to the claims o f the first comers. 
.M iiresent New (•iilnen Is roughly 
divided Into two political halves by 
Hip one hundred forty-first ine- 
ridiiiii o f longitude. The part fac­
ing Horneo nnd Java Is under Dutch 
ndnilnlstrntlon, while the rest Is 
governed liy Its soiitlierii neighbor, 
Austriilla. Anstrnliii has n keen In­
terest In New (iiiinea, for It lies 
bnrdly n hundred miles to the north, 
nnd Ibe strait separating the two 
lands Is dottisl with small Islands 
Since loot) the soiitlnvestern quar­
ter o f the Island has hei'n a terri­
tory o f the federal government o f 
AiiKtriilln, nnd after the World war 
Australia was given n niaiidate for 
Hie former German territory. Tims 
Amttralia now has JiirlsdlcHoa over 
more than half o f the Island.

Hritisli nnd Diilrb portions o f the 
Island are alike la having a little 
known and comparatively unta|ipi'i1 
Interior. High iiionntain ranges 
rise fo the reign o f  perpetual snow 
nnd great rivers How to the coast. 
Although New liiilriea lies close to 
the equator a variety o f teuipera- 
fiires Is alTorded by her range In al­
titude. 'I'liere Is very little change 
from month to iiioiitli. however, at 
a particular nltlluile, giving a nio- 
notoiioiis rllimite to any one place 
on Hie Isbitid.

A few I’ lipitans who have mingled 
with Dutch and English settlers 
and missionaries have been taught 
that the skulls o f neighboring 
tribesmen nre not attractive orna­
ments for Hii'lr bats, and In Hie 
coast si'IHements Kiiropemi clothes 
have dlslpaced Hie loin cloth and 
string o f sliell tu'ails, Imt I’npuaiis 
in tlie forests still destroy one an­
other at siglit. Many o f them have 
never seen a white man.

Papuans nre pagans. The Papuan 
cautiously nppniaches the rock* on 
the shores o f the ocean nnd inland 
streams lest s  spirit that abides 
tbers stir up a storm. A spirit In

the clouds destroys their children, 
hut the strongest spirit lurks In Hie 
forest. For this reason tribesmen 
seldom venture out at night.

Native* Always Fighting.
Papuan villngi's are built more 

for pniteetioii Hiau com fort. Near 
Hie si'a ciMist nnd rivers nmny o f 
Hii'in nre built over Hie w;iter, 
while III Hie Interior they occupy 
Ibe bills where Ibe trlliesineii can 
survey Hie neigbliorbiMid for eiieniy 
Invaders. If a village is In a vtille.v, 
it Is usually proti'cii'il by ii lilgli 
stockade or Hie lints nre In the 
tri'e tops, 'fri'e  ])bitfuriiis arc the 
tribal wafctitowers.

( ’oiistiiat llgblliig among Hie 
Papuans lias eaused a sliortage of 
men, so woiiii'ii do Hie courting. 
When a tribi'sman Is ciiptlvatiMl by 
a Ptipiinii lass be gives his pros- 
IMM'tlve ftiHier-ln-biw a pig or a dog 
and takes his bride to bis hut. Thu 
wisldlng cereniiiny over. Hie bride 
Joins the other wives in taking rare 
o f the but nnd working Hie garden 
while the liiisband goes fighting, 
hunting and tishing.

Yams, sweet potatiM'S, birds, liz­
ards, fish, and all kinds o f lii.sect.s 
nre eaten by Hi-) imtlves. Turtles 
nre a luxury to Hiem, but Hie fa ­
vorite tidbit Is n fat grub about 
Hirw' liK’bes long.

Paiiiiaiis dilTer ns to the disiiosnl 
o f their dead. They bi'lleve that 
each tribesman has two spirits. One 
dies with the bialy while Hie oHier 
remains with It to haunt Hie rela­
tives. Soiiietliiii's n body Is burled 
for n short time. Later It is dis­
interred, and bones cleaned and 
taken to the village.

.'4ome tribes dry the t>ody on a 
platform nnd keep It n few years. 
Tlieii It Is hurled and a lioiise hiillt 
over the grave for the spirit. A 
path Is cut from the hut to the 
nearest stream so Hint the spirit 
may linthe, nnd food Is brought 
to the dead for a time so Hint Hie 
Joiiniey to the spirit world will 
not tie made on nn eni[)ty stom­
ach. Papuan women keep Hielr 
buslinnils alive ns long ns possllite, 
for will'll one tribesman dies, all bis 
wives nre tabu. Wearing ’ ’wldoxv’s 
weeds”  In New Giilni'n Is literally 
true, for I’apiuiii widows doff Hielr 
sliort, knee-lenglli grass dresses and 
strings o f beads for gms.s ’’gowns’’ 
Hint rover their IhmIIi'S from their 
shoulders to Hielr fi>et.

The coastal regions o f New 
Guinea—iiractlcally the niily por- 
Hons well known—nre typli'iil tro|i- 
Iciil lands and, as might bo exiii'ct- 
ed, are not partIciilarly lioaltbfiil. 
The iniiiuitalas o f Ibe Interior roacli 
a eiinsIdoriHile lielglif, one peak In 
the Duteb portion o f Hie Nbiiid be­
ing more than .'iisi feet lilglicr Hain 
Mt. Wbllney, the highest peak In 
tlie United Stnte.s proper.

Their Origin a Puzzle.
Where Hie I'apmins, trie natives 

o f New Guinea, originati'd Is nn iiii- 
settli'd point among etlmnlogists. 
’I’ lio Inlialiltants o f most o f Ihe ad­
jacent Islands are relatlvel.v fair, 
siriilglit-lmired Malays, tait the 
Papuans are libiek, woully-hnired 
negroes like those o f the far-away 
Guillen coast of .■\frlrn. It was Iie- 
eniise o f this simibirity that the 
iiami'. New Giiliii'ii, was given to 
Hie Island. Some o f the I’niuiniis 
have become mixed with Alalnys 
so Halt iiumeriius racial gradations 
exist.

The Papuan seems to demand nn 
elevated home, 'riiroiiglioiit Hie 
iiortliern and eastern [lorlliin o f Hie 
Islands the houses— many o f them 
vast ciininiumil dwi'llings — are 
eri'cted on piles. In Hie souHi- 
wi'.sfeni si'cHon inauy o f Hie na­
tive tribes live In rude lints built In 
trees.

Tbiiugti on the wtiole ns savage 
as any people In Hie world. Hie 
I'apiians are not ilovnld o f good 
traits. Some o f Ibe trilies have n 
inissliin for cloaiillnoss and bellevo 
Hiiit Hie spirits o f Hielr departed 
trlliesmeiylove to bathe. They Hiere- 
fiire earefiilly eonstnict piiHn 
leading froin each grave to the sen. 
Slime o f the cntiunualHi's near Hie 
northeast coast are lili'r."'!v ’ ’ \||. 
luges beautiful.” 'I'liey m e clc.ia 
swept, with streets sanded and 
planted with ornnnientat shrubs. In 
the center nre little ’ ’ jilazas”  or 
"palaver spots’* where conferences 
are held. These are paved with 
flat stones beside which are ereot- 
eil stone pillars to serve ns back­
rests.

Chairman Payne Says Disaster 
Relief and War Veterans 
Make Heavy Demands.

Demanda upon the public eervlcea 
that the American Red Croea Is or­
ganized to give are Increasingly 
heavy, and will continue to be so 
in the future, John Barton Payne, 
chairman, has announced.

The two major services of tho 
society— service to war veterana 
and their depeudente, and relief In 
disasters— show each year a great­
er number o f persona helped by the 
Red Cross.

Pension legislation passed recent­
ly for World War Veterans, and in­
creased allotments to all Spanlah- 
Amerlcan War Veterans, have given 
to Chapters and the national so­
ciety many thousands of additional 
cases to handle. Judge Payne said.

In the past year help was given 
in 108 disasters. Ninety of these 
were in the United States, twelve 
In foreign possessions and six war* 
in foreign countries.

Health activities o f the Red Crocs 
also are being extended, especially 
in the rural communities where all 
health authorities agree the great­
est need exists. Red Cross, with 
794 nurses in Its employ, la the 
greatest employer of public health 
nurses in rural areas In the United 
States.

In Its campaign against accident­
al deaths, begun twenty years sgo 
with its life saving and flrat aid 
programs, the Red Cross now has 
adopted an additional prograqi—  
that of combating the huge toll o t 
life from automobile accidents <« 
the highways.

Kxpeiidltures o f tho Red Croos 
in the past year were |4,254,79tl.S4, 
o f which 11,108,151.09 waa spent 
In disaster relief, the ohairman
pointed ou t

“The Red Croas depends upon 
the publlo for ita anpport, through 
their memberehipa anrolird ono# 
aach yaar In the period from Armla- 
ttce Day to Thanksgiving Oar.** 
Judge Payne said.

“ We do not receive any support 
from the Goverament, or through 
other taxation, although as the 
President of the United States le 
president of the society, and one- 
third of its governing members Vrb 
representatives ot U. 3: Depart­
ments, it ranks as s  seml-govern- 
raentai agency.
