Second Fire For
June Takes Toll

Snyder's second June fire resulted
in the complete destruction Monday
morning between 2:00 and 3:00
o'clock of the G. A. Vaughn rent
house in east Snyder.

No one was in the Vaughn house
at the time of the fire. It had been
vacated, with the exception of a few
pieces of furniture, on Monday
morning by Sam Craig and family,
and was to have been re-occupied
Tuesday morning. No cause for
the fire has been determined. In-
surance to the extent of $1,600 was
carried on the house and windmill.

The alarm was sounded after more
than one half the house had been
burned, so the fire trucks arrived
on the scene too late to be of much
benefit except in preventing spread
