Mr. Mooar lives on a ranch to the 
northwest of Snyder, where he and 
his brother were oriidnators of the 
lucrative buffalo bide trade. He be­
came widely known because be killed 
two of the seven white buffalo 
known to have been In existence. 
One of the animals was killed In 
Oklahoma and the other on the 
ranch near Snyder. A robe from 
one of the animals has been ex­
hibited In many parts of the United 
States.

The jutni legislative c jmmiUee on efficiency and 
organization, undertaking a reorganization of tht 
Slate syst* in of colleges dlspiays a suigular lai'k of 
appreciation of certain very fundani"ntal lactors vhe 
oia'iatioii would lie irremvdlal > difJia-aUd in .-.ich 
ruthlto^ scheme of reonuunzation as that which it h. 
r. connitended. I' n.ay be a fact, as dec’ar'':i by t’u' 
commiUee, certain sUte schools, notably the teach­
ers’ colleges, may be dropiH-d from the state system 
without serious loss. The Texas State Teachers’ As­
sociation, which met recently in Port Worth, gave 
much attention to an asserted oversupply of teachers, 
so It may be accepted as fact that there Is no great 
m-ed In the state now for colleges designed esitecially 
lor producing teachers, and there Is sui>i>ort for the 
argument that the plants of tliese schools might ren­
der adequate service with their functioning limited 
to the status of Junior colleges, operated t Uc by the 
idate or by the communities in which iney are lo­
cated. But when the coinmitte- ual rccc.nine...'.t- 
tions regarding Texas Tcchno.o, ica College whith 
alter the whole plan of that Institution, and which 
would destroy the values which guided the state to 
the dccl.'iion to establish the college. It is carrying 
•econoiiiy’' too lar without a better set-up of sup­
porting argument than the committee has provided.

rii" committeescheme would remove from Texas 
Tech all the technological courses which are so em­
bedded In the life of that institution that they slve 
It Us name. What would lx left. In the words of tli<* 
committee. Is a ’’liberal arts college." The entire 
ionc«'|)tion of a .special service lo be rendered to West 
I ’c-Viis for the fundamental reason that its needs in 
technological education are fiindanienlully different 
lioin those of other sections of the state served by 
tile University of Texas and the Agricultural and Me- 
rhuiiical College would be thus denied. The question 
may well be a.sked how the committee, under Its policy 
of corusolidation aflecting other "liberal arts” col­
leges, could justify the retention of Texas Tech as 
well as those respecting the College of Industrial .ArUs, 
at Denton, appears to be olfering a sop lo the many 
fneuds of these institutions who would oppose such 
cavalier treatment of them. But friends of Texas 
Tech as well as C. I. A. will like the disestablishment 
plan Uttle better than one which would lump theso 
Institutions along with others proposed to be aban­
doned. Both of these colleges render a .si'icclal serv­
ice, one which Is not duiilicated In the present eda- 
eatlonal system of the state, and one which could not 
be rendered adequately by any other Institution now 
in existence

In the case of Ti-xas Tech the special service Is to 
the agriculture and Industry of a great and growing 
portion 0 ) the stu c, comprising more Ilian half its 
geographical area where conditions are unlike those 
prevailing elsewhere. Such service as might be ren- 
''ered by the A. At M. College, or the University 6f 
Texas, In replacement of the special services now 
rendered by Texu.s Tech, would be of tlie absentee type 
whi''h uiexoiobly v ould be marked with failure.

The growth ol lexas Tech establishes beyond ques- 
:t'.n the vital natuie of the need for it. Handicapped
