Foreclosures on Farms.

Farm foreclosures are being headlined far beyond
their seriousness. An article in Sunday's Dallas News
by the agricultural editor reveals that only two per
sent of the total loans closed by Federal Reserve
Banks have been foreclosed in Texas. It is interest-
mg to learn that a much smaller proportion of fore-
closures have become necessary in this state than in
Oklahoma, Arkansas and other states of the South-
west. Not one of the 500 farms offered by the Houston
