The United States of America 

has “gone off the gold standard.” 
That sounds shockl'ng to people who 
fear all change, and it takes some 
mental adjusting on the part of the 
rest of us who have not yet become 
accustomed to the rapidity with 
which everything is changing today.

W hat does It mean, this going off 
gold? W liat Is the purpose? W hat 
will the effect b"? W hat has It to 
do with this talk about inflation? 
W hat Is inflation, anyway? Who 
wl’l it benefit and who will it hurt? 
Those are the questions on the tip 
of everybody’s tongue.

The United States went off the 
gold standard on March 4 wlv’n 
President Roosevelt declared an em­
bargo on shipments of gold abroad 
and called all hoarded gold back 
Into the Federal Reserve Banks. 
Since then we have shipped no gold 

.abroad except on contracts already 
entered Into. Since then nobodt

holding a gold certificate or other 
paper money calling for payment In 
gold had been able to get gold for 
it. We still have the gold, nearly

The day this is being written the 
president has l.*«;ucd a statem ent In 
which he announces his determ ina­
tion to  change the ba.<!ls of our 
money in such a way as to incr ase 
the general price level. I believe 
th a t the carrying cu t of such a 
program will bo in the intereai of 
the entire countrj'.

If It seems to 
be wnrranted. to nxluce the amount 
of gold In the gold dollar Mr a 
much a* rue-half. T hat wouM not 
be tb^ first time we have done Just 
th a t In our national htettory, rather 
the fourth or fifth time.

We sUtl have nearly half o( all 
ttie world’* gold behind otir money, 
whatever pirlM we put 00 the dollar.

Collections 
from fines and penaltkss. and reve­
nues from taxes on lawful and dis­
tilled and fermented liquors amount 
to $548,588,884 for the same period. 
This loaves a net balance of $264,- 
432.260 in favor of th? government. 
Thr.<ie fiwruri's arc given by Colonel 
Amos W. Wixxlcock, fidt-rol direc­
tor of pruliibitlun.

H.epi aliiig prohibition will put 
put l.liOO.OOO men to work, we are 
told. How this is gomg to t«  d in  
is Indeed hard to see, for m 1914 
when tlie brewing Indu.stry wn.s at 
Its height. It employed only 75,000 
people. In  1919 when additional 
states had adofited sta tc-w ld ' p ro­
hibition there were only 42,686 per­
sons employed In the brewing In­
dustry. Here Is what the Burem  
of Business Research of the Corege 
of the City of New York says: " In ­
creased employment in the brewery 
liidustry would take tlia t much 
;iwmy from th:> soft drink trade and 
there would be no net gain In total 
employees of all industne.s ”

Kconomists tell us th a t .1 million 
dollars Invested in the br^-ving in ­
dustry will give employment to only 
73 people, while the same sum in ­
vested in other industries will give 
employment to an average of 318 
people. If booze makes for pros­
perity, It would be interrsthig to 
know why Oem iany and England. 
where the largest Ureweries In the 
world are running full blast, have 
to come to dry United States for 
financial aid. In  thi.s connection 
Judge satirically .say ,̂ ‘’Let's legal­
ize beer and be happy and prosper­
ous like Germany.” In an article 
In the August 6, 1932. ls.sue cl 
Colliers, Henry Ford comes out ab- 
.solutely against the return  of beer. 
He points out th a t modern liidu.stry 
and booze do not mix.

I.ittle Grain Is Used.
’There are perhaps intelligent peo­

ple who honestly believe th a t legal­
izing beer would practically »olve 
the farmer's pi'otiem by giving him 
a tremendous mark’̂ t for his grain. 
W liat arc the facts? We’ll let a 
brewer aiuwi r  tliLs in his own 
words. According to the sworn tes- j 
tiinony of Gustav Pabst of M’lwau- ; 
kee, wlien he renp'’sented the liquor I 
interests In Waslungloii in 1917,1

W ith our 36 000,000 cars and 
truck on the highways of the United 
States, the return  of beer would be 
dangerous to life and limb Accord­
ing to the National Safety Council. 
Australia, with the least liquor reg­
ulation. has the laigest num ber of 
automobile deaths and Uie 'United 
States, under i>n>iiloition. has the 
fewest auto fatalities In proportion 
to the nuinlk'r of motor ours and 
tiucks
