Of Loan Cotton
Says C 0-0p Head

The government has rescinded
its order taking over all seed loan
cotton at nine and one-half cents
a pound, and will leave it up to the
borrower to order the cotton sold
at his own time, according to in-
formation received from C. O.
Moser, vice president of the Ameri-
can Cotton Cooperative Association.

In a telegram to the West Texas
Cotton Growers Mr.
Moser said: “Ruling to pay nine
and one-half cents for 1931-32 seed
loan cotton rescinded. Borrowers
have been given right to call their
cotton when they wish to do so. If
cotton does not bring enough lo
completely pay off all unpaid bal-
ances, borrowers will owe balance,
but if there is surplus, this will be
remitted. Borrowers musl give
written authority to association to
sell, or if given by telegram, con-
firm with letter.”

During Mr., Moser's recent speak-
ing tour of West Texas, a great deal
of inquiry was received on these
points, and Mr. Moser answered in
the light of the government's orig-
inal decision; he said in his tele-
gram that he was especially desir-
ous, therefore, of getting the new
facts before the growers, now that
the decision has been changed.
