Elfforts of city and county lead-
ers to secure a rural rehabilitation
supervisor for Scurry County bore
fruit late last week, with appoint-
ment of David C. Fawcett, Tulia,
#o fill the place

Mr. Fawcelt made a preliminary
visit to his new field last week, re-
surning this week with his family.
He has been associated with the re-
mabilitation program since August

of last year. He was assistant su-
pervisor of Swisher and Briscoe
Counties before coming to this
county.

Scurry County was formerly in

the rehabilitation area that center-
ed in Colorado, Mitchell County.
Punds that go through the su-
pervisor's hands are strictly loans
0 farmers who are on relief rolls,
Mr. Fawcett pointed out early this
week, Most of the loans go Lo rent-
ers, but landowners, in some cases,
have also been stricken by depres-
siom and drouth to such an extent
what they are securing the loans

The loans carry with them a plan
of farm management that must be
followed by borrowers. “The gov-
ernment expeets farmers to put in
more time in working their crops
than they have in the past, if they
secure these loans,” Mr. Fawcell
said

Loans are of two general classi-
fications—{for capital goods and for
subsistence, The first includes farm
equipment, work stock and similar
necessities The latter includes
focd and clothing for the family

Mr. Fawcett makes it clear that
only a first lien on the client’s por-
tion of the crop is required in mak-
ing a rehabilitatigh loan. The land-
lord’s share of the crop is not al-
fected

More than 100 applications for
rehabilitation loans had been re-

ceived through the office of Joe
Monroe, county relief administrator,
prior to Mr. Fawcett’s coming. A
