ilou Gin Started.
In the following article prepared 

lor The Times, C. N. von Boeder, a 
member of the new cooperative 
group, gives details of the organi­
sation, flnancmg and operation 
plans:

“On May 27 a number of Scurry 
and Bord' n County farmers held a 
nu-etlng In the di.-trict c« urt room 
at Snyder to discuss the practica­
bility of organizing a cooperative 
gin company. After the plans, as 
well as rules and regulations for 
cooperative giru prescribed by our 
cooperative marketing laws and our 
bank.s for cooperatives, were pre­
sented by Clyde Daniels of South­
western Cotton Growers Association, 
as well as by staff members of the 
cooperative gin of Abilene, and 
after further discussions by local 
farmers. It was decided to launch 
a campaign to organize a cooper­
ative gin at Snyder.

Decide to Buy Gin.
"We were advised to buy out an 

existing gin rather than to build 
a new one, because we would there­
by buy an established trade, buy off 
Ju.H so much competition, cause less 
friction in the ginning busine.ss, and 
possibly be able to give better serv- 
Ux. with a gin properly tunc d up 
or conditioned than a newly a.sscm- 
bled plant would give. Upon re-

EDITORIAL OF THE W EEK
Peter Moiyucaux, editor of The Texas Weekly, has 

been more or less opposed to the AAA program of 
crop control since its Inception. In the following 
editorial In his magazine, the authority on economics 
views one side of the cotton program:

Tlie cotton crop is estimated by the goveiiuneiit 
to be ll,798.(K)a balea This is 484.(M)0 bales more 
than world consumption of American cotton during 
tlie past year, which was reported by the New York 
cotton exchange service lost Satuiday as 11,314,(XX) 
bales. It nuans that if the government's estimate is 
borne out by tlie amount of cotton glruied the world 
.supply of American cotton during the next 12 months 
will be approximately 500,0<X) bales more than that 
ol the past year. The world carry-over of American 
cotton Is slightly more than 9,000,000 bales, so the 
•supply for the coming year on the basis of the gov­
ernment’s estimate of the new crop will be 30,8(X),000 
bales, as compared with 20,3(X),000 bales during the 
p.ost year.

Dnlass there is an Increase In the consumption 
of American cotton during the coming year there 
will be a larger carry-over next August, and the six: 
ol Uic carry-over will fluctuate to a degree cor- 
re.siKMidlng to the relation to the consumption during 
the coming j-ear to that of the past year and the 
relation of the amount of cotton ginned to the gov- 
eniinriit's present estimate. La.st year about 500,000 
bales more cotton was ginned than the amount esti­
mated by the viovcrninent in August, but tlie esti­
mate was mode in the mld.st of the drouth and there 
was Improvement later In the season.

The Agri.iiltural AdJustnjent Administration has 
finally reuclied the barrier of the blind-alley toward 
which it has been headed all the time. It has reached 
the limits of it«i ability to reduce the carry-over with­
out materially increasing world con^Ulnptlon of 
Amct'can cotton. And that carry-over is the ^nor- 
mou,  ̂ amount of 9,(X)0,(X)0 bales. It cannot be materi­
ally reduced hi the near future without a materia! 
increase in consumption, and a big per acre yield in 
any fufure .seaison, due to favorable weather and 
growing conditions, could easily increase it.

Last January. Henry A. Wallace, United States 
secretary of agriculture, told the senate committee on 
agriculture that the objective of the AAA program 
was to reduce tlie carry-over to 7.5(X),000 bales by 
Augii.sl 1, 1930 The cotton control program already 
announced for 1935,” said Mr. Wallace, “Is In llhe 
with the programs that were in operation In 1933 
and 1934 and alms at a further reduction In the ,sur- 
plu.s. With average yields and a continuation of 
modernte improvement in demand conditions, it is 
expected that th' present program should bring the 
woild cr.rry-ovcr of Amerltan cotton down to alX'Ut 
7,500,000 tales by the end of the 1935’s marketing 
year. The carry-over would still be above average, 
carry-over exlstmg on August 1. 1932, before th '̂se 
but It would repfe'ent a material reduction from the 
programs were undertaken.” Well, In order to bring 
the carry-over down to 7„500,000 bales by next August 
there niu.st be an increase of 2,0(XI.000 bales In world 
consumption of American cotton. If the government’s 
estimate of the new crop is approximately correct.

Mr. Wallace's calculations went wrong becau.^' 
con.'umptlon of American cotton out.side the Unltid  
States fell off 2.2(X),000 bales during the post year. 
Any reduction of the carry-over now must dejiend 
on Increased consumption outside the United States. 
And the AAA program Is not calculated to promote 
this.
