A source of good copy is always found in the
deaths in watch and clock factories by radium poi-
soning, for once in the system, it has been quite
difficult until recently to rid bones of body of radium
particles. . . . Women workers at U, 8. Radium Corp.’s
Orange, N. J, plant, for instance, got the habit of
wetting radium paint brushes on their tongues, hence
conveyance of particles to blood stream through the
stomach; eventually settlement of witsy radium bits
in bones.

Now Dr. Robley D. Evans of M. I. T. announces
a “screen cathode quantum counter” which is most
sensitive device yet found for detecting the very
minute particles of radium, where present in human
body. . . . But how to rid the system of radium par-
ticles, once they became infiltered in blood streamn
proved a tough nut to crack on first analysis, . . .
This clinical problem was handed Dr. Joseph C. Aub,
chief physician at Huntington Memorial Hospital
(Harvard),

Long since noted by Dr. Aub was the fact that
radium, once in the body, became mixed with the
calclum stored in bone structure of anatomy. . . .
Why not give radium patlents a calclum-starving
diet he reasoned, draw minute traces of radium into
blood stream again, hence excretion with body wastes.

At first cautiously Dr. Aub tried this new idea
out, noticing that a ealcium minus diet gave patients
rickety bones, but ridded the body of death dealing
radium particles. . . ., Not in laboratory test tubes,
or in technical topheavy pages of Journal of Ameri-
can Medical Association did Dr. Aub find his answer,
but in the wonderful mechanism that is the human
body did he discover a truth so new, and so simple
researchers were astonished. . . .
