Bernard Longbotham, county tax
assessor-collector, says figures com-
piled by Deputy Herman Darby in-
dicate that delinquent tax payments
are on a decided upgrade.

Delinquent tax payments in June
of 1937 totaled $3,488.75, in contrast
with $554.50 for the same month last
year—an increase of almost 600 per
cent., Similar increases are noted
in the five months of 1937 prior to
June.
