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$173,859 Is Spent
By WPA In This
County 1935 - 37

Scurry County's dividends from
WPA during the past two fiscal years
totaled $173,859, according to a re-
port just released by J. O. Jones, ad~
ministrative officer of the Lubbock
district office.

Scurry ranks fifth in total ex-
penditures among the 23 counties of
the district. Lubbock County is far
in the lead, with $551,330 furnished
by WPA, $152,493 by sponsors. Scur-
ry County political subdivisions fur-
nished $49.518 to match the govern-
ment's $173,859,

The three other counties ahead of
Scurry were: Hale, $233,536 by WPA,
$103,208 by sponsors; Jones, $195,045
by WPA, $79,412 by sponsors; Crosby,
$1900,091 by WPA, $47342 by spon-
sors.

Other county receipts from WPA
included Pisher $191,354, Borden $9,-
536 (sponsors $3,.821), Dawson $108,-
458, Dickens $102,632, Garza $69,545,
Kent $35045, Lamb $165,465, Lynn
$87,100.

Local political subdivisions in the
district have expended $1,061,901 or
29 per cent of the total of WPA
projects, said Jones, The federal
government has contributed $2,756,-
365 in the 23 counties.

Jones explained that the amount
of money expended by WPA in each
locality depends upon the number
of available certified workers and
upon the amount of money which
can be provided by the sponsors of
projects.

In counties
where the pink boll worm quarantine
has been placed, each bale that is
ginned must be fumigated, and the
cost of $3 must be borne by the
farmer.

Bailey, Lamb, Hockley, Terry, Ec-
tor, Dawson, Gaines, Martin, Yoa-
kum, Andrews, Midland and Glass-
cock counties have been entirely
quarantined, and the cotton on the
yards at O'Donnell, Lynn County, is
under quarantine.

Rural Cemeteries.

Contrasting pictures of old and new ideas in ceme-
teries are given by T. D. Gray in an article in The Pro-
gressive Farmer, from which we quote: |

My first impression of a country graveyard was in
an old parish in southern Maryland. It had high
monuments, large headstones, smaller footstones, and
mounded graves. Surrounding it was a beautiful bit
of natural woodland, but the two were as separate as
day and night. Because of the mounded graves, lawn-
mowing was well nigh impossible, so the weeds grew
until someone cut them with a sickle,

“The description fits all too many of our rural
cemeteries. It is encouraging to note, however, that
many rural communities are showing interest in im-
proving their cemeteries. Effective organizations have
a board of trustees or directors to formulate rules and
regulations; rural cemeteries should follow their ex-
ample.

“More modern cemeteries are doing away with large
monuments and many headstones and footstones, and
prohibiting mounding the graves. The graves are
marked, but the markers are set flush with the surface
of the ground., and the mower goes over them. This
permits the development of more parklike effects. It
may not be possible to obtain permission to abolish
mounding and monument-building all at once. It
smight be tried first in one part of the cemetery; the
rest will almost surely follow, since that part will look
80 much better.

“There is little excuse for rural cemeteries not
having trees and shrubs within their boundaries; native
trees and shrubs are plentiful and appropriate and
can be had for the collecting. Groups of trees may be
used at the entrance, at the triangles formed by road
intersections, on top of a hill, or at other strategic
places. The cemetery should look natural and restful,
and nothing else creates this appearance quite so well
as trees.”

SKILL OF HAND

State Teachers Warned That
Schools Must Strike Down
Propaganda in Curricula.

Importance of vocational ana in-
dustrial training to meet the needs
of the charging educational world,
was stressed by Dr. Bradford Knapp,
president of Texas Technological
College, Lubbock, in an address be-
fore the Texas State Teachers As-
sociation convention at Houston last
week-end. °

“More youngsters must be given
an opportunity to work with their
hands, with machinery, with tools,
which will give them skill of hand
with confidence that this skill will
be readily adapted to any job which
may be theirs,” he said.

Hits at Propaganda.

Dr. Sams H. Witley, president of
the East Texas Teachers College at
Commerce, warned the 15,000 Texas
school teachers in annual convention
that state schools must strike down
propaganda which is gradually creep-
ing into curriculums. “The schools
should never be used by the govern
ment as an agency of propaganda,”
was the ominous note he sounded.

Dr. L. A. Woods, state superinten-
dent, said there is a definite trend
toward the 12-year system in the
schools. “There is a trend,” he
sald, “toward more state support.”

The delegates urged by resolytion
an active campaign for teacher ten-
ure, making the state superinten-
dent’s job appointive instead of elec-
tive, keeping the $22 per capita ap-
portionment as a minimum, and a
number of other widely discussed
measures.

The Cop Is Getting Closer

Safety Hints for
Gas Users Given

By Officials Here

Hazards to health from careless
use of natural gas and also fires and
accidents can be avoided by observ-
ing a few simple precautions, accord-
ing to gas company officials. They
explain that natural gas, with all
the safeguards the gas companies
have placed around it through their
modern service, is perfectly safe un-
der any reasonable handling.

Several gas company officials
were here last week to test, with
Local Manager B. G. Johnson, the
presence of the new odorant that
has been placed in gas mains to help
detect leaks more readily. Several
witnesses to the test discovered that
a small fraction of the amount of
gas that would be dangerous is easily
discovered through its unusual smell,

Open flame heaters can give ex-
cellent heating service when prop-
erly adjusted and protected, but
they can also cause unhealthful con-
ditions as well as accidents. Families
who huddle in one overheated room
lay themselves liable to colds and
even more serious diseases. If the
open flame heater is turned up too
high it will cause bad air in the room.
Such heaters also should be pro-
tected with screen guards to pre-
vent clothing from swinging into
the flame and to protect small chil-
dren.

Keep curtains, draperies, and sim-
flar inflammable materials away
from heaters and do not dry cloth-
ing near the heater. Wind may blow
the material into the flame, or it may
become overheated and ignite. Do
not use gasoline, naphtha or ben-
zine for cleaning. Use some of the
safer solutions now obtainable and
these out of doors during the day.

All heating equipment should be
inspected and adjusted by reliable
firms or individuals known to be
qualified experts. No one but li-
censed plumbers and gas experts
should connect gas appliances,
