The new Texas rural aid law for 
the coming biennium that faces 
county school officials this week Is 
described by Roy O. Irvin, county 
sujjerintendent, as the ‘'best meas­
ure yet originated for the benelil 
of rural school children.”

Since rural students will be af­
fected by the new measure, high­
lights of the law are given herewith.

Parents and trustees should pay 
particular attention to the tran.'tfer 
of students that wlU be made In 
the county this month. Trans­
ferring alone Is not all to be con­
sidered, since transportation and 
tuition charges can be paid by die 
state only under specified comll- 
tlons.

Teacher-Pupil Load.
“Section 4, Teacher-Pupil Load — 

There shall be one teacher for any 
number of scholastics from 20 to 
35, and one additional teadher for 
each 30 scholastics or fractional 
part thereof residing In the dis­
trict. I t  Is provided that In the 
event pupils are transferred Into 
the district, the excess fracttoruvl 
part shall not be less than two 
scholastics.

"A district mu.st have 36 resident 
scholastics to employ two teachers 
of 37 sehola.<rtlcs. where transfers 
are made into the district.

“Section 5, Average Dally Attend­
ance — Average dally attendanr* 
must be at least 65 per cent of the 
.scholastic oensas enrollment, except

Transportation aid is not to 
exceed $2 per month per pupil for 
tho.sc attending the most convenient 
accredited high school, and not 
more than >1 per month per pupil 
for those attending elementary 
schools;

"Provided that all school districts 
containing 100 square mUes of ter­
ritory or more may receive >2 per 
month per pupil on all pupils In 
no instance may aid be granted

'Provided further that only stu- 
(’(•nls eligible for transportation aid 
shall lie permitted ro ride .school 
buses, and the county board shall 
inniiediateJy discharge any operator 
of any .school bus who permits any 
inssengcr other than the operator 
and Uir students eligible to receive 
tian.sportatlon aid to ride said 
buses.

Perfect Costume for Summertime Gayety

Fifteen women representing the 
Scurry County Home Demonstration 
Clubs attended Ute training school 
for testing pressure cooker gauges 
Saturday afternoon, 3:00 o’clock, in 
the office of the home agent. Other 
phases of home canning methods 
were dlscu&»d at the gathering.

Cheek PreiMire Gangea

Check the gauges on pressure 
cookers with a maximum thermom­
eter a t least once a year; oftener 
would be better. This thermometer 
should be enclosed In a metal ca.se 
to prevent breaking so easily.

Before using check the maximum 
thermometer by holding the bu'b 
end well under boUl||g water. Boil 
for a few minutes and If the reading 
remains 212 degrees F. or 100 de­
grees C. then the thermometer is 
correct for these tests, unless the 
altitude is higher than 2.000 feet.

Shake the mercury down in the 
thermometer each time after uslnq 
it; and each time before using see 
tha t the mercury Is below 228 de­
gees P.

For cliecklng the gauges prepare 
the pressure cooker as for can­
ning. Place the metal Jacketed 
maximum thermometer in an empty 
Jar and set it in the center of the 
pressure cooker on the rack, or sus­
pend in the pressure cooker. Close 
the cooker, place It on the fire, ex­
haust the air by letting the steam 
e'cape for seven minutes In a stcady 
stream or until the reading on the 
dial reads one-half to one-pound 
pressure before closing the petcock 
Close the petcock. and when the 
gauge reads 10 poimds or 240 de­
grees P. hold at this temperature 
for five minutes, remove at once 
fiom the heat. Let the gauge re­
turn to five pounds pressure; after 
which open the petcock slowly. 
Wlien the dial registers zero, open 
the codker carefully. The ther­
mometer reading should be 240 de­
grees P. Repeat this test for 15 
pounds of pressure, which would be 
2V) degrees F. and five pounds 
which would be 228 degrees F.

'’’'land, well cultivated and chopped, 
and should develop favorably with 
continued warm weather, the regu­
lar monthly repoit of Banta Fe 
Railway shows, as of July 1. So 
far very little Insect danvage has 
been reported.

Weather conditions during June In 
most portions of Texas served by 
the Santa Pe generally was cloudy 
and hot, with several good rains 
falling over the territory early In 
the month, followed by showers, 
with the resuH that crop oonditlons 
are very favorable.

Small grain harve.st continues 
and with favorable weather should 
be completed within another week.
With yields turning out slightly 
better than was eiqiected a tnonTh 
ago, the Texas wheat crop should 
reach and possibly exceed the 30,- 
860.000 bushels, eotlmsted officially 
at that time. By July 1, harvest vir­
tually will be completed along the 
Orient line of the Santa Fe and on 
the South Plains, with yields of from 
five to 15 bushels on about 50 per 
cent of the acreage sown, the bal­
ance having been abarvdorved.

Determined that their acres shall produce fruit 

fer the harvert, fanners are getting into the swing of 
weed mowing season with such a rim that county 
fields will probably be cleaned out and In good shape 
two weeks from now, although In some aectora of the 
county ground has been “too wet to jrfow" until the 
past few days.. .  We hardly ever think of calling weeds 
by any other name out here In Wert Texas where the 
outlaws of the vegetable kingdom can cause farmers 
some anxiou.s moments a t a  crucial time; but state 
officials In California and eight Northern states, who 
helped enact new type weed laws last year, are rack­
ing their brains for a high-sounding name to replace 
that of weeds In order that farmers wlU care to get

THEY HARNESS VOLCANOES 

Volcanoes In Italy’s 30-8quare'mlle “Valley of 
Hell” area In Tuscany are brtng hame&sed by Ingeni­
ous Italian scientists to provide electricity for railroads 
and factories In Northern Italy, since the entire nation 
it sadly handicapped by lack of coal reserves. Almost 
2.(X)0, Mving In perhaps the most dangerous land on 
earth, are engaged In digging the l,(K)0-f«ot-dcep steam 
wells and running huge turbines that in turn provide 
electricity for over 800 northern Italian Industrial 
plants.

Live steam for what is doubtless the world’s most 
unique electrification project is piped from the vol­
cano wells to tanks that in turn convert water already 
stored Into steam for turbine power. By-products In 
the “Valley of Hell'" turbine plants obtained from the 
live steam surging from the earth’s bosom include 
8.000.000 tons of borax, carbonic acid and other chem- 
Ica’is. Workers In the Tuscany Valley electrification 
project last only a few years, but the entire set-up Is 
one of Mu.ssollnl’s prized "self sufficiency" industrlall- 
tlon projects.

Old Mexico this week of Ambassador Najera new hope 
for settling the dispute over expropriated American 
oil lands In the near future, since Najera intends to 
arrange for some type of agreement with President 
Cardenas before returning to the United tates. . . .

Najera can exert plenty of pressure with 
Cardenas, since General Porfirlo, who Is backing Avila
