A REPORT TO THE PRESIDENT.

Twenty cents of every dollar spent by the Ameri-
can people for “current consumption” represents
taxes. ‘This is revealed in a report Just made to
President Roosevelt by the National Resources Plan-
ning Board. The report is the result of a compre-
hensive and detailed survey of the expenditures of the
people during the 12 months ending June 30, 1936

The letter transmitting it to the president describes
the report as “a more accurate and comprehensive
pleture of national consumption than was ever before
possible.”

The experts who made the survey for the board,
let it be understood, were not investigating taxes.
They were seeking rather to get a true picture of the
spending of the people for consumption,

Their survey included such items as the total ex-
penditures for food, for housing, for household fur-
nishing and operation, for clothing, for automobile
operation and upkeep, for amusements and for every-
thing else of that kind.

But in order to be absolutely accurate they had to
include taxes in the cost of all these things. They
found the people paid $10500,000,000 in local, state
and federal taxes that year. But they listed only
$900,000,000, or less than nine per cent of the total,
separately as “taxes.” The remainder, or $9,000,600,000
was “included in the general consumption outlays.”

In other words, more than 91 per cent of all the

ministrator, has lost much of his personal popularity
in Congress during the past few weeks, a growing de-
mand for an audit of his lending firm's books, together
with virtually all federal lending agencies, will prob-
ably result in congressonal action before this session
ends .

During the
last week Finland has purchased 12,000,000 pounds
of lard from American meat packers, almost 10 times
Finland's annual lard purchases here the past few
years. . . . Since the British Shipping Ministry several
weeks ago advised British ship lines to handle 12,000,-
000 pounds of lard in the near future, obvious deduc-
tion is that most of the “grease” goes to Britain. . . 7
The British in turn buy munitions here and elsewhere
for shipment to hard-pressed Finland—the little na-
tion that has gained the world’s admiration with its
heroic defenders.

Writing in the current issue of the Canadian Medi-
cal Association Journal, Dr. J. B. Collip, head of the
Biochemistry Department at McGill University, gives
a graphic summary of experiments he hopes will re-
sult in diabetics being able in the near future to take
insulin by mouth rather than by the conventional
hypodermic heedle route. . . . Cautious to point out
that his findings are yet in the experimenta] stage,
Dr, Collip states an extract prepared from the tissue
of the pituitary gland has in experiments on rabbits
and a few diabetic patients reduced the excessive
blood sugar from which diabetic people suffer.

Although not yet determined how the pituitary ex-
tract works to reduce blood sugar, Dr. Collip says
“results that have been obtained in these early stages
of this investigation are very encouraging.” ., .. Lest
the laymans memory slip a cog or two, it will be re-
called that Dr. F. G. Banting of the University of
Toronto first announced the discovery of insulin as a
“startling new treatment” for diabetes in 1923, . .
No other medicine has been discovered during the
past 16 years that can replace insulin as a relief ob-
tainer from the dreaded ailment. . . . Once the buga-
boo of using insulin with a needle is overcome, suffer-
ers from diabetes will find the road to recovery paved
with medicine that is exceptionally easy to take

. Explains Allotment
. Program for Texas

1! Secretary Henry A. Wallace of the
United States Department of Agri-
| culture replied this week to critics
whe have been harping the past
month that Texas and the South-
west apparently had been discrimi-
nated against in the allocating of
cotton acreage for the 1940 crop
year.

Scurry county's cotton acreage of
76,409 for 1939 was cut to 75,610 acres
for the 1940 crop year under the new
allotment. General acreage allot-
ments were 80,000 acres in 1839, and
were trimmed to 73,488 for 1940,

Secretary Wallace says: “Summing
up the situation, it is seen that the
Texas allotment under the 1940 pro-
gram is less than the allotment un-
der the 1939 program due to (1) A
smaller share of the 10,000,000-bale
allotment for the nation and (2) re-
vision in the 1937 diverted acreage
used in arriving at the state and
county allotments.

“Texas received a smaller share
of the 10,000,000-bale allotment be-
cause the five-year (1934-1938) nor-
mal production represented a smal~
er per cent of the total than did the
five-year (1933-1937) normai pro-
duction.”

Wallace said Texas' normal prc-
duction for the 1933-1937 period
represented 275 per cent of the
United States average, giving it an
allotment of 2,755,389 bales under
last year’s program. Under he t1940
program, the state’s allolment can
be only 2,593,953 bales.
