SyOOO Acres to Be 
Put in Cotton as 
Most Feed Saved

Indications at mid-week ixilnted 
to the fact Scurry County fanners 
this week and next will plant at 
least 3,000 acres of cotton.

Scarcity of cottonseed, as predict­
ed by The Times and other prior to 
January 1, wa.s indicated Wednesday 
by the fact some farmers were buy­
ing one and two bushels of seed 
wherever they could be found.

Considerable replanting of cotton 
Is necessary in purt-s of Scurry 
County, following a record seven to 
eight bichcs of May rainfall. Old- 
timers go back to 1911 to llnd a 
like amount of May moisture.

Small grain producers are almost 
holding their breath over the coun­
ty's 1947 grain crop. With wheat 
hovering above $2 a bushel, and 
with rains saving patches that were 
becoming spotted, gram men fore­
see at least a $250,000 small grain 
harvest—barring a hall or other 
disaster.

A preliminary check over the 
county reveals approximately 10,000 
acres of fine feed stuff that will not 
need replanting.

Scattered over the county, much 
like a crazy quilt bed.sprcad, are 
patches of early cotton that will not 
need replanting. Just what the ac­
tual acreage is would be difficult 
to say, observers declare.

Conlllctlng reports have been In 
circulation on the county’s 1947 fruit 
and berry crop, but average of opm- 
ioiis reveals at least a 65 per cent 
normal fruit and b«rry crop.

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Eggs Lose, Feeds Show Price Jump 
In Market Southwest Review of Week

 ̂ Xggs averaged 36 cents a dozen, 
trading in spot cotton increased, and 
bran and siiorts jumped from $9 to 
$12 per ton, the latest Weekly Swing 
of ^uthwcst Farm Markets reveals. 
The report, prepared for The Times 
by the Production and Marketing 
Administration, follows;

Light offerings of wheat and sor­
ghums pushed prices up several cents 
early last week, and com and barley 
followed, but later losses erased all 
gahts, except on barley and sor­
ghums. Wheat closed Friday at $3.78 
per bushel for No. 1 hard; and corn 
$196 for white, and $191 for yellow. 
No. 2 mUo biXJUght $3.15 per 100 
pounds.

Moderate quantities of milled rice 
moved to Cuba and domestic mar­
kets this week. Planting of the new 
crop made good progress. Down­
ward trend in feed prices hailed 
abruptly, as bran and shorts Jumped 
$9 to $12 per ton, and other feed.s 
held steady to strong. Alfalfa had 
not fully adjusted to the new crop 
basis; but prairie liay remained in 
urgent demand. New Mexico grow­
ers sold some well grown fine wools 
direct to mills.

Egg prices droirped a cent or two 
In some areas last week, and mature 
poultry showed a slightly weaker I 
undertone. Eggs averaged 36 cents | 
per dozen at Fort Smith; 37 cents .

at Denver, Amarillo and San An­
tonio; 374 rents at Dallas. Fort 
Worth and New Orleans; 38 cents 
at Topeka and Oklahoma City; 44 
cents at Shreveport; and 45 cents 
at Houston and Corpus ChrlsU.

Diminished strawberry shipments 
from Louisiana brought, lower prices 
last week and auction sales discon­
tinued operation. Heavy supplies of 
snap beams at New Orleans sold 
lower.

Trading in spot cotton Increased 
last week in some markets. Higher 
grades sold freelv, but lower classes 
met slow demand. After rather wide 
fluctuations. Friday's prices stood at 
$2.75 to $4.75 lower lot the pe>1od.

Butcher hogs clo'-ed last Frldav 
about the same es a week earlier at 
most Southwest markett. but some 
sows and feeder pigs we?kenet'.

Prompt diagnosis, isolation, good 
medical and nursing care give the 
patient the best (h i r.ce for a sa is- 
factocy recovery without the serious 
cumpllcatlons that 6<nretimes ac­
company even the mild forms of 
communicable disease.'. Dr. Cox 
emphasized that obeying the public 
health laws regarding isolation an i 
quarantine of comi. vnlcable dis­
eases protects not only the patient, 
hit' helps prevent cMcrs from co'i- 
tractlng the illness.

"The State health Uepartmen*,," 
Dr. Cox said, “ is doing everything 
in its power to {lotect the health of 
the people of Texas. The coopera­
tion of every liidlvidual in protect­
ing his own he.i’ tti, and that of his 
conuminity, will do more than any- | 
thing else to help check the spread 
of communicable duea.'^es.'*

Saturday marked an Important 
milepost in the memory of old-time 
Fluvanna community residents, for 
exactly 35 j'ears ago Saturday—on 
May 17. 1912--a tornado smote the 
growing northwest county town at 
nightfall, destroyed resldenoes In 
town, turned a three-story hotel 
over on Its side, swept churches o ff 
their blocks and raised havoc In 
general.

Pioneer Fluvanna community cltl- 
rens recall some homes were de- 
molielieo in the storm, and the 
Methodist par.sonage was swept from 

' the blocks.
Although no fatalities resulted,

; three persons. It will be recalled, re­
ceived painful injuries.

On the afternoon of May 17, 1912, 
Fluvanna folks well remember the 
Ihunderheads that plied up like 
bales of cotton In the sky.

Throughout the day a dismal cloud 
bank kept hanglnj in the north­
west. Along about good dusk, when 
several hundred church delegates 
and visitors had assembled In the 
church, the tornado lashed Flu­
vanna. Occasion for the gathering 

. was a district conference of the 
I Methodist Church of the Sweet­
water area.

Terrific power of the tornado, 
some old-timers say, is shown by 
the fact a three-story concrete block 

j  business house i.’eni down like a 
I child's toy.

Heavy oak pews were piled against 
front doors of the church—a build­
ing that was struck next. A big 
concrete girder above the choir loft 
broke as the district superintendent 
was upon his knees praying for "an 
easy death."

Where one of (he richest chap­
ters in early day West Texas his­
tory was woven around the Fluvanna 
lay In the fact the rntn makers for 
the C. W. Post Irtcrests, then de­
veloping the “Rag Town" area on 

' the Plains above Post, had been ex­
ploding large "doses’* of dynamite 
whose detonations could be heard 
regularly almost every 30 or 40 min­
utes.

Although the rain makers hired 
by the C. W. Post interests had 
premised unusual results from their 

> “ cloud drawing" experiments, ex­
penditure of several hundred dollars 
brought only t  light shower at Post.

I Whether or not the Post shower 
 ̂fell os a result of the scientific 
; bombardment of the heavens and 
whether or not Poet was satisfied 

I with his “million dollar" shower has 
1 not been discerned yet by pioneer 
! citizens of the Fluvanna community.

Rev. Cal C. Wright, a former 
, superintendent of the Abilene Dls- 
, trlct, former Snyder pastor and now 
at Lamesa, was making his exit 
from a back door to a possible storm 
cellar. Rev. Wright was lifted bod­
ily, carried a couple of hundred 
yards and pitched against a wire 
fence without sustaining serious in­
juries. He lost his eye glasses in 
the involuntary flight and could not 
find the "artificial eyes” after the 
tragedy of a tornado passed through.

Some of the Snyder area folks 
who were at the Fluvanna conclave 
remember women and children were 
trampled in the mad rush, but none 
suffered broken limbs. Those dclc- 

! eates who had been assigned sleep­
ing places were reassigned.

The Fluvanna tornado, strangely 
enough, passed away in the soft 

, glow of moonlit skies—the odd, ter- 
: rifying funnel of the cloud beUig

witnessed by a number of people. 
Not a single drop of rain fell.

Straiigcly enough the following 
night the district Methodist con­
ference was going along in full sway 
when another terrifyln? cloud ap­
peared about dusk in the western 
skies. People who previously had 
declared they would never seek safe­
ty in a dugout broke resolutions by 
the score.

In fact, folks who had storm 
cellars found a considerable number 
of “converts” when the second cloud 
appeared.

Kansas City, Mo., May 16.—Many 

young Job hunters today are not be­
ing received too cordially by employ­
ment managers. There are two rea­
sons for this: tU During the past 
decade our yom.g people have ac­
quired the very curious Job attitude 
o f "anything that goes Is good 
enough;” and (2> too mai\y are too 
poorly prepared In the basic tools 
of learning—fimdamentals of good 
speech, writing, spelling, self expres­
sion and simple arltlunetlc—to be 
good risks for the employer.

Get All You Can.
Personnel men tell me that post­

war lawlessness, lack o f respect for 
authority and disregard for the 
rlghu of others are too common 
with Job hunters today. The atti­
tude to "get all you can for as little 
as you can" is the chief cause of 
the Increasing cost of living. Young 
people who have this atttiude are 
reported by busine.'ismen to be In­
different toward their work and 
poor In attendance. They also fail 
to recognize the importance of good 
health and living habits. These 
young people make the mistake of 
expecting raises and promotions sim­
ply on the basis of time sened. 
These would-be workers liave yet to 
recognize that every little assign­
ment well done is the best way to 
earn promotions and salary in­
creases.

These young people are not wholly 
to blame. Our 16-17-year-olds have 
yet to live in a normal economic era. 
They were born into "tlie world owes 
us a living" political age and ma­
tured in an unnatural war-time 
economy. The fact remains, how­
ever, that too often both schools 
and parents have failed in their 
attempts to build healthy attitudes 
toward life and work. Character and 
personality traits can be developed 
by our schools with proper educa­
tional exiierience and wise counsel­
ing. This task is paramount today 
in the training of our youth, and 
should cease to be considered out­
side the realm of teaching. What 
good is a trained Intellect without 
those personal and spiritual quali­
ties which make for competence?

Teach Them the Three Rs.
Just before Everett W. Stephens, 

personnel director of the Babson 
Institute, recently came to us from 
Bo.ston University, where he com­
pleted a three-year study of some 
100 secondary schools throughout 
New England. He and his staff ad­
ministered "achievement and apti­
tude" lesU to more than 30,000 pupils 
in grades nine through 12. The 
appallbig revelation is that the av­
erage New England school boy can 
not read well; furthermore the fur­
ther he goes in school the slower 
his progress becomes!

Because t h e s e  New England 
youngsters can not read and under­
stand what they read, many high 
school graduates today cannot svlve 
a simple arithmetic problem. They 
can add and subtract, but they can­
not make their addition and sub­
traction do anything for them. Em­
ployers out here In the Central West 
a-ssure me that this applies only to 
children from the large cities, not 
to those from the .small rural com­
munities.

<)uulities Business In Looking for.
Business and Industry arc clam­

oring for young people who show 
some creative ability, who can com­
prehend what they read, and who 
can make simple arithmetic calcu­
lations. They are also searching for 
emotionally stable young people fill­
ed with vim, who arc also sincere, 
loyal, dependable, reseourccful, but 
still willing to learn. Business needs 
young people who have not only the 
W’illinsrness but the ability to assume 
responsibility and to cooperate w’ith 
and inspire others.

Business also sorely needs young 
people who can think and pray. The 
ability to make correct decisions 
cannot be learned by merely mem­
orizing facts. I t  cannot be "mas.- 
produced” in large classes with busy 
work and soundies. We need small­
er classes, taught by more seasoned 
teachers who themselves know how 
to recognize problems and determine 
Issues, seek pertinent facts, develop 
alternatives and reach reasoned de­
cisions.

Business and Education.
I  am .sometimes criticized for writ­

ing about education and religion in 
these columns instead of writing 
about business. To such criticisms 
I  can but reply that good bu.slness 
must be preceded by good education 
and good religion. Higher standards 
of living do not come from wishful 
thinking. They come from blood, 
sweat and tears. The gaps between 
education, religion and business 
must b» bridged.

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Snyder Will Get 5% More Fire Rate Credit
Slight Survival 
Of Cotton Insects 

Shown for Texas
When one speaks of the cotton In­

sect situation In Texas one immedi­
ately captures the Interest of Scurry 
County's 1,140 farmers. Latest re­
port on the cotton Insect situation 
In Texas, prepared for county farm­
ers by the U. S. Department of Ag­
riculture, follows;

Emergence of boll weevils con­
tinues to be very low In Central 
Texas. At College Station .14 per 
cent have emerged to date as com­
pared w'ith 3.54 per cent to the mid­
dle of May in 1946 and 5.84 per cent 
foi the total seasonal survival over 
the 'past 10-year period.

During the past week three wee­
vils were found In two of 13 fields 
inspected at Waco.

No weevils or any punctured 
squares were noted In Cameron, Hl- 
dali’o or Willacy Counties of the 
U'wer Rio Qrande Valley during In- 
s|xction of 75 fields to determine 
the flea hoprvT Infestation. ^

Flea hoppers are not as abundant 
as last year In tlie Valley counties 
at this time. Only two of the 75 
fields Inspected had sufficient In­
festation to Ju.stlfy control meas­
ures. Both of these fields are In 
Willacy County. Although the flea 
hoppers are In comparatively small 
numbers in most fields, considerable 
dusting Is being done to control 
them. Since plant lice have cau-sed 
more damage than usual and flea 
hopper Infestations are generally 
low, sulphur or .sulphur mixtures 
should be used rather than DDT 
alone. The use of DDT alone Is 
quite likely to result In Increase of 
aphids or plant lice because It re­
duces the number of beneficial In- 
»ects which usually prey upon the 
aphids.

Figures recently released by the 
Bureau of Agricultural Economics 
show that insects in 1946 caused a 
reduction of 15 per cent from full 
yield per acre o f cotton in Texas as 
compared with 18 per cent in 1945. 
Last year boll weevils were respon­
sible for 10 per cent of the reduc­
tion and other Insects for five pvr 
cent.

Removal of Loss 
At Cotton Yard . 

Effects Satiing
Snyder will have a 20-per cent 

credit In the new fire rate book that 
will be out in the near future. Fire 
Chief N. W. Autry and J. M. New­
ton, city fire marshal, learned Mon­
day in Austin.

Chief Autry says the added five 
per cent credit for Snyder means 
the city will save approximately 
$1,800 a year In fire premium pay­
ments. Snyder property owners at 
present are paying approximately 
$35,000 a year In fire Insurance pre­
miums.

A letter from Bayne Satterfield, 
commissioner of the Texas Fire­
men's Pepsion As.soclation, to Autry 
follows:

“ I railed on George Hawley today 
with reference to your 1946 losses 
and explained the Snyder Bonded 
Warehouse loss to him.

‘‘On the matter of the Snyder 
Bonded Warehouse fire loss of 

{$10,690.89, explanation has been 
[made to the Insurance Checking 
Bureau that this loss was outside 
the city limits of Snyder and the 
lo.ss will be taken off.

“ According to your figures, aftev 
you have taken this warehouse loss 
off your present figures, it w*ll re­
duce your losses to $47,501.95. This 
will bring your loss ratio for the 
five-year period down to 30.2 per 
cent and will give your city a credit 
of 20 per cent for this year instead 
of the 15 per cent credit.

"The loss." Satterfield continues, 
"must be less than 31 per cent .i\ 
order to "Ive you the TO 
good lire record credit, artu If they 
were btiwo-'gg per cent It would give 
you a 25 ptr cent good lire record

‘‘Anyway, th's will give Snyder a 
five per ci-nt better credit than you 
have been getting. Sorry this did 
not get }ou down below the 24 per 
cent, but this will help, and It will 
likely ncip for five years by five 
per ccin." Satterfield concludes.

Scurry County housewives may 
wLsh to clip the following recipes ■ 
for use during the weeks ahead, says 
Mr.'. Estella Ste.-iyhorn, county home 
demonstration agent:

Berry Juice
Berry Juice canned with a little 

sugar makes good drinks and ices. 
Crush and heat berries nearly to 
boiling. Add a cup of sugar to a 
gallon of Juice. Heat the juice to 
boiling, pour into hot Jars, seal and 
process In water bath 15 minutes. 
Remove from water bath to cool.

Strawberries.
Strawberries are not as good can­

ned as pre.servecl. You might like 
to u.se this standard strawberry pre- 
.serve recipe:

Boil two cups sugar and one cup 
water together until It begins to 
form a thread. Add one pint of 
.'•Irawbcrries and cook 10 minutes. 
Add another pint of strawberries and 
one cup of sugar sprinkled over the 
top. One I abli'.';poon lemon juice 
added at this ilme helps retain color. 
B'jp 10 nilnuics, or until it reaches 
a jelly stage, liemove them from 
the fire and shake the kettle gently 
until the foam collects In the center 
and can be easily removed. Then 
pour Into a flat pan or bowl and let 
cool before putting Into hot. clean 
containers. Cover with paraffin and 
seal at once. Label and .store in dry, 
cool, dark place.

Freezing Berries. ■
Frozen berries have more food 

value than when preserved in other 
ways. B ’rrirs make a fine frozen 
nroduct It yo i start w ith good fresh 
berries, prop.arc flu m careful'y, 
package and store them correctly.

Leave all small berries whole. 
Large strawberries should be sliced. 
Use about one cup sugar to six cups 
berries. They may vary some with 
different varieties of berries. Sift 
the sugar over the prepared berries. 
The sugar will draw Juice from the 
berries and make thcrl own syrup. '

Pack into containers which are 
moisture-proof and liquid tight. You 
may use glns.s Jars. R  enamel tin 
cans or regular frozen food carton*. 
When packing food, leave head- 
space of about one-half Inch. Glass 
Jars and tin cans will be sealed the 
same ns when running. Frozen food 
cartons should be sealed by direc­
tions given for each type carton.

T h e r e  was once a wom­
an who felt that her life 
had m oyed into very  

drab and dull grooves.
She had a nice, good hus­

band who never would make 
much money, or much of a 
success. Through all her loy­
alty and affection she knew 
that.

She had a nice little girl, 
with front teeth missing and 
•tringy fair hair; »he adored thii 
little girl, with her good achool 
marks and her eager friendships. 
But she realized that her little girl 
wasn't exactly exciting.

And she read magazines, this 
woman. She saw movies. She knew 
o f other women to whom constant 
excitements and pleasures and lux­
uries appeared to come as naturally 
as dishwashing and economizing 
and the commonplaces of existence 
In a small American town came to 
her.

A sort of gray resignation held 
her for piost of the time, broken by 
occasional wild, secret fits of hate, 
despair, longing, envy, bewilder­
ment, resentment. All these emo­
tions work like poisons, of course, 
not only on the spirit but actually 
On the body. This woman’s eyes lost 
their brightness and her complexion 
Its glow; she tired easily, she got 
the blues, she didn’t sleep well. 
When anyone told her of a good 
book or a good picture or a way to 
cook onions, she w-ent into a secret 
Interior rage. That wasn’t what she 
wanted! She didn't want any more 
reflections, articles, pictures about 
glamour living; she wanted to live 
glamorously!

Series of Dissatisfactions.
She wouldn’ t have given up Hor­

ace and little Diana for anything or 
anybody In the world. But why 
wasn’t Horace a vice president of 
aomething, and why weren't the 
talent scouts bidding for Diana?

Not everyone in Myrtle’ s position 
feels this way, natura'ly. There are 
many women of whom the old say­
ing, "Home-keeping hearts are hap­
piest,’ ’ actually is true. The pleas­
ant events of home and children, 
eccasional outings, occasional new 
clothes, are enough for them. And 
they are fortunate women. But 
Myrtle wasn't one of them.

Just how it occurred to her to 
dramatize her most undramatic ex­
istence I don’t know. She thinks it 
was a suggestion from an older 
women, but the older woman, to 
whom she wrote the other day, 
doesn’t remember making it. Any­
way, she took the materials she had 
and she made a play of them. 

Plays Lead Role.
Naturally she took the leading 

part in this play. It was the play of 
a small, mouse-like woman who 
dressed herself for her part. She 
wore washable cottons for morning 
work, and for all other occasions 
she wore corduroy velvets. Wher­
ever Myrtle McRae went she wore 
brown corduroy velvet, made in her 
own very simple pattern. She wore 
her brown hair brushed up and 
pinned in back and curled in a mat 
lOver her eyes. From looking a drab 
40 she came to look her actual 35 
and then 25.

She built a back porch out of her 
kitchen at a cost, then, of $40 and

article, serves as a lesson to all 
women who feel that they have 
become enmeshed in the cogs 
of a dull and lifeless existence.

BRA ZIL:
Outlaws Communists

The Communist party In Brazil— 
one of the largest in the western 
hemisphere—has been outlawed by 
the supreme electoral tribunal by 
a three to two deciiion. Immedi­
ately after the ruling police rushed 
forth to close the party's 44S clubs.

By its decision, the high court 
approved a government petition 
which asked that the Communiat 
party be declared Illegal and closed. 
Some Communists predicted that 
the national congress toon would 
pass a law expelling "extremists" 
from the armed forces and all gov­
ernment agencies. These same 
sources said that the same act prob­
ably would close all Communist 
newspapers and publishing houses.

The party showed remarkable 
strength in the last elections, polling 
800.(X)0 votes, and electing a gover­
nor and two senators in the impor­
tant state of Sao Paulo. They have 
17 deputies and one senator in the 
national congress. In the capital 
city. R iode Janeiro, the largest par­
ty group in the city council is the 
Communist. Oflicially, the party 
claims 180,000 members.

There are three possibilities now 
for Brazilian Communists, accord­
ing to expert observers:

They could turn their well-organ- 
ixed party over to some other group.

They rould organize a new party 
under a different name and seek 
apparently different obJecUvr*.

Or they rould go underground as 
they did between 1973 and 1915.

OKLAHOMA:
Shooting in Senate

A hometown feud exploded Into 
gunplay on the door of the Okla­
homa senate house in Oklahoma 
City. When the smoke cleared, eld­
erly Sen. Thomas Anglin was lying 
wounded, shot through the hip. 
His assailant. Rep. James Scott, a 
marine veteran, was arrested a few 
minutes later in a washroom.

PHO-NL STRIKK K M )S;
If 'orkers Accept $ L  U)

Long distance telephone opera­
tors agreed to accept a compro­
mise pay increase of $4 40 a week, 
thereby ending the month-old strike 
that has been tying up the nation's 
communications. Quick settlements 
of 28 other disputes followed the ac­
quiescence of the long lines workers 
to the new terms. The increase 
means about 11 cents per hour pay 
boost, vacation benefits and certain 
other concessions, such as seniority 
rights. About 22,000 workers in 42 
states are affected.

The agreement was announced by 
Asst. Secy, of Labor John Gibson 
and Conciliation Director Edgar 
Warren, after a 7H hour night ses­
sion with representatives of the 
unions and the American Telegraph 
and Telephone company. Strikes 
against local companies of the Bell 
system were settled on substantial­
ly the same terms.

Besides the wage hikes and other 
benefits the contract with the long dis­
tance workers was practically a re­
newal of old terms, which were ex­
tended for one year. A clause per­
mits either the union or the com­
pany to begin negotiationa, after 
September 1, for reclassification of 
towms to readjust wage schedules.

Officials of the long lines workers’ 
union indicated the members would 
not cross picket lines of striking lo­
cal telephone workers.

FOOD PR IC ES:
Drop Held Unlikely

At least throughout May average 
prices of foods will remain at about 
the same figure, according to a spe­
cial report on farm Income by the 
department of agriculture. Farm 
income for the month is expected 
to reach two billion dollars. If so. 
this will bring cash receipts for the 
first five months of the year to $9,- 
600,000.000, or about 25 per cent 
above last year.

Prices farmers have been receiv­
ing have averaged about 30 per cent 
higher than for the comparable 
period of 1946, but total returns have 
not been up that much because 
some government payments have 
been discontinued.

Politics Charged

The post office is reducing its mall 
service in a "brazen" attempt to 
discredit the congressional economy 
drive, Senator Bridges charged in 
a recent interview. Actually, de­
clared the chairman of the senate 
appropriation committee, the post 
office department's funds have not 
been up for consideration yet.

The ' 
deficiency appropriation which we 
will have to ask for extra clerk 
hire and substitute carriers has 
not even been submitted to congress 
y*t."

GERMANY:
U. S. to End Army Rule

Control of the U. S. zone of Ger­
many soon will be transferred from 
the American military government 
to civil authority. Secretary of 
State Marshall is preparing to take 
this long-delayed step as soon as 
possible. The move will reverse the 
itate department’ s 158-ycar-old tra- 
lition. Heretofore the department 
has vigorously resisted taking on 

' any functions except formulation of 
policy.

Former Secretary Byrnes wanted 
administration of Germany left with 
the war department, but Marshall, 
himself a veteran of the war depart- , 
ment, is willing to change that. He 
has not revealed any details of the 
civil government setup that he has 
in mind. Obviously a considerable 
military force will be needed in Ger­
many for some time, in case of out­
breaks.

Marshall denied that American 
and British officials had run into 
difficulties over basic policy in plans 
for merging the American and Brit­
ish zones, as reported from Berlin.

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Will of People Is Final 
Sanction fox All Laws

AMID the turmoil and uncer­
tainty which is obvious in the de­
liberations of congress and the 
hurly-burly of the vast government 
scene in Washington, your home 
Unvn reporter attended three eventa 
here which impressed him with the 
oft-repeated but little-heeded truism 
that “ you cannot legislate faith or 
morals."

One event was the annual dinner 
of the Southern States Industrial 
council, representing tome 8.(X)0 
leaders in business and industry 
from the 16 southern states. At that 
dinner at the swank Statler hotel, 
5(X) more or less self-satisfied repre­
sentatives of southern industry, 
with senators, congressmen and 
other “ distinguished southerners" 
as guests, heard an excellent ad­
dress by one of them. T. Russ Hill 
of Kentucky, president of the 
Martin-Parry corporation of De­
troit. Hill, a forceful after-dinner 
speaker, damned the lack of faith 
and the “ what's the use" attitude of 
many business men and others 
about the future of this nation. He 
castigated labor leaders and labor 
"monopoly," deplored a defeatist 
attitude and our present tax system 
and then he said this in discussing 
labor-management dilTlcuIties and 
th* labor bill now before congress: 

"Law  alone will not auffirr. 
Our congress has been much 
roneernrd about a labor law. > 
‘Tcogh’ and ‘mild’ are the two 
types mentioned. No labor law 
alone can solve this problem 
any more than prohibition and 
controls solved those prcblems.
. . . The will of the people, not 
law. Is the remedy."

Prayer and Good Will
The following afternoon, in one of 

the most beautiful settings Imagi­
nable, with the shaft of towering 
Washington monument as a back­
drop. the dome of the national capl- 
tol gleaming in the afternoon sun 
and the mall a picture of lovely 
velvet greensward, some 30,(XX) peo­
ple gathered In a public demonstra­
tion of prayer. . . prayer for a last­
ing peace, prayer for the Russian 
people and prayer for America.

It was both dramatic and sym­
bolic, and the lesson those 30,(XX) 
people carried away was that 
prayer, not laws alone, would bring 
lasting peace.

On the same day. Pres. Miguel 
Aleman of Mexico, addressing a 
cheering, whistling joint session of 
congress, said. " ,  . . we have 
learned that the most powerful 
force to uphold democracy lies not 
in tanks and ordnance, but in the 
conviction in the hearts of men who, 
when conflict finally breaks out, will 
drive the tanks and fire the can­
non. . . .’ ’

And there we have it—from Hill, 
an industrial leader: "The will ol 
the people, not law, is the remedy. 
You cannot legislate will In tlie 
minds of the people."

From Rt. Rev. Msgr. Fulton J. 
Sheen of Catholic University ol 
America: "Prayer, not laws, and 
good will in the hearts of men. not 
assembly deliberations, is the rem­
edy. You cannot legislate prayer 
and good will in the hearts of men.’ ’ 

From the President of Mexico: 
"Conviction in the hearts of men. 
not tanks and ordnance, is the pow­
erful force which must uphold de­
mocracy. You cannot legislate con­
viction in the hearts of men.’ ’

’Morally RighF Law
So from these three sources 

we have the same answer: 
"You cannot legislate faith or 
morals". . . Faith in God, faith 
In American democracy, faith 
in the dignity of man. Good will 
in the hearts of men is a moral 
question; tolerance and convic­
tions and prayer are moral 
forces. Whether It be a labor 
law, a tax law, a housing law, 
a health law or whatnot, the 
basic question is whether or not 
the law is morally right. Is it 
fair and Just? Is it tolerant of 
the rights of men? Does that 
law protect and defend the In­
tegrity and the dignity of men 
and of the individual?
It was Eric Johnston, former 

president of the U. S. chamber of 
commerce, 'Who only recently said 
that our capitalistic system must 
change its process of thinking for 
the privileged few to recognize its 
responsibility to the public Interest 
and that the primacy and dignity of 
man come first

Which brings us to wonder, tn the 
midst of the kaleidoscopic Washing­
ton picture, what is the will of the 
people? Is it being carried out? 
What are the convicUoni in the 
hearts of the American people? Do 
we recognize the primacy and in­
tegrity of the individual? Do we 
legislate for the public interest or 
for the privileged few? Are we mo­
tivated by hate for other men and 
other nations? Is intolerance a part 
of our national backdrop? Where is 
our good will manifest? Above all, 
as a Christian nation, do we pray. . , 
and for what?

Bank t n  D tp r tis itn
WASHINGTON.—One of the most 

significant things General Marshall 
reported to President Truman fol­
lowing hia return from Moscow was 
hii impression that the Russians 
are italling for time, banking on a 
depression in the United States.

Stalin didn’ t tell thli to Marshall, 
although he did emphasize that the 
Russians were quite willing to have 
the peace talks continue for some 
lime. However, the secretary of 
state is convinced that an American 
economic depression it the chief 
thing the Russians are waiting for.

An A m er ica n  d ep ress ion  
would mean three things: (1) 
Cenverts for the Commnnist 
system In the U. 8.; (2) weaken­
ing the United States In the eyes 
of Europe, snd (3) strengthen­
ing the Communist system— 
now none too strong—In Russia. 
All this is one reason why Truman 

has been getting many report! from 
his council of economic advisers 
and has made repeated appeals for 
price reduction.

Marshall has impressed listeners 
with one important thing—his own 
increased assurance. Before going 
to Moscow he seemed unsure of 
himself in his new role of diplomat. 
But those who listened to him at the 
White House and over the radio felt 
that the Moscow conference had 
given the military - man - turned - 
peacemaker a new self-confidence.

Marshall felt he had been psycho­
logically wise in waiting until 
nearly the end of the conference be­
fore seeking an audience with Gen­
eralissimo Stalin. Other foreign 
ministers had asked for an inter­
view early in the conference, but 
Marshall said he deliberately held 
back.

"It  kept the Russians guessing," 
he explained.

Marshall said he himself had 
done most of the talking during his 
Stalin interview. He had outlined 
the American position not to aban­
don our interest in Europe and ex­
plained’ that American objectives 
were "a matter of determined prin­
ciple”  upon which we are not pre­
pared to yield. Russian disregard 
for earlier commitments, he said, 
was seriously straining relations be­
tween the two countries.

Stalin. Marshall reported, listened 
quietly and gravely, at po point re­
sentful of the American’s blunt lan­
guage. Stalin said little, beyond 
elaborating on the belief that "a 
possible area of agreement" can be 
reached after both sides had ex­
hausted their arguments.

Allman and 'Harrito'
The exchange of visits between 

President Trurtian and Mexico’s 
Pres. Miguel Aleman is the greatest 
shot in the arm to the good-neighbor 
policy since Sumner Welles left the 
state department.

President Aleman is convinced 
that Mexico must solve its economic 
headaches or be swept up in the 
rising tide of extremism now 
sweeping much of the world. To 
keep Mexican employment high, the 
Mexicans want loans from the 
United States, but on a partnership 
basis, not with Wall Street motives 
behind them. These points were 
quietly discussed during closed-door 
talks between Truman and Aleman 
in Mexico City. That’s why Truman 
arranged for Aleman lo talk to top 
bankers and industrialists as well 
as to key government economic ex­
perts while he was a guest of the 
United States. Truman wants to 
make sure the plan gets oil to a 
solid start.

Freshman Sen. Herbert O’Conor 

of Maryland Is still hanging onto 
his seat by an eyelash, pending his 
election recount. But meanwhile 
O'Conor has seen to it that posterity 
won't lose out on the high spots of 
his career—even if he later has to 
leave the senate.

O'Conor has the longest biog­
raphy (sometimes called "brag- 
raphy” ) ol any senator or represen­
tative in the Congressional Direc­
tory. It runs 53 lines—all written by 
the senator himself. This tops by 
five lines GOP Cong. James Van 
Zandt of Pennsylvania, who also 
thinks a lot ol himself.

Freshman O’Conor is not as 
realistic as GOP Sen. Bill 
Langcr of North Dakota, who 
lists among his various attain­
ments that he once went to jail. 
Langer's biographical sketch in 
the directory states that he is 
the "only person ever to be 
arrested in an English-speaking 
country for filing an affidavit of 
prejudice against a Jndge." 
Shortest senate biography in the 

directory it that of Califomla’s 
Sheridan Downey—less than five 
lines. Seven house members go too 
far and appear afraid to tell their 
constituents anything about them­
selves.

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Conservation Program Conducted on 
' Harrell Ranch Raising Stock Ratios

Thursday, May 22, 1947

I L«avlng a portion of grass on the 
pasture each year In Scurry County 
Is a paying proposition!

Misses Faye and Myrtle Harrell, 
ranchers operating with the Upper 
Colprado ^oU Conservation District, 
have definitely proven this point.

In 1934 Faye and Myrtle acquired 
a six-section ranch grazed with 
sheep for two years previously and 
leased out for years before that. 
The Harrells put 80 head of stock on 
the six sections.

Oradually they increased the herd 
to 100 head over a period of four 
years. At that time three more sec­
tions were aaded to the ranch. This 
gave a stocking rate of 11 to 13 head 
per section lor the first four to five 
years of operation. The herd was 
gradually built up to around 20 head 
to the sectkm In 1941—and Is the 
present stocking rate.

In seven vcar.-'. by proper utiliza­

tion of native grasses, Faye and 
Myrtle have been able to practi­
cally double the pounds of beef pro- 
ouced par acre.

Today the better grasses such as 
blue gTsma, side oats grama and 
buffalo grass are vigorous, produc­
ing large seed crops and slowly kill­
ing out the needle grass. There is 
a . good supply of litter on the 
ground, report officials of the Soil 
Con.servation Service. This litter Is 
very necessary to keep the water 
where It belongs and can do the 
mo.«t good.

By leaving a reserve of grass each 
year the Harrell Ranch can even­
tually be built up to handle as high 
as 30 head to tlie section of land.

Abused pastures do not heal over­
night. The Harrell Ranch is no ex­
ception. say 8CS officials.
