Car Inspection 
Deadline Near

Austin — Colonel Wilson 
E. Speir, director of the Texas 
Department of Public Safety, 
today reminded motorists that 
only one month remains be­
fore the 1969 motor vehicle 
inspection deadline.

To date, an estimated 2.8

million vehicles have received 
the inspection required by 
state law. The Department of 
Public Safety said some 3.2 
million additional vehicles re­
main to be inspected prior to 
midnight, April 15.

Speir said 42.2 per cent of 
the vehicles inspected so far 
required mechanical adjust­
ments prior to issuance of an 
inspection sticker. The defect

found most often has been 
misalignment of headlights.

The Department of Public 
Safety urged motorists to get 
the inspectionq soon to avoid 
long lines which will develop 
at inspection stations as the 
April 15 deadline approaches.

Texas has 5,466 licensed 
inspection stations. The re­
required inspection fee is
$1.75.

The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture has developed 
new dairy drinks using 
cheese whey reports Gwen- 
dolyne Clyatt, Extension con­
sumer marketing specialist.

Mrs. Mary Louetta Jones 
(J. M.) Smith celebrated her 
94th birthday on February 
4th at Westminister Manor 
Hospital in Austin. Daugh­
ter of the late Solomon B. 
and Eliza Herd Jones of 
West, she came to the Ross 
community, 11 miles north 
of Waco in August of 1875.

After her marriage in 18- 
95, the Smiths engaged in 
farming and Mr. Smith work­
ed part time for Solomon 
Jones in his general store at 
Ross. In 1900 the Smiths 
moved to West where they 
formed a partnership with 
the late Bert Boone in a liv­
ery stable and frieghting bus­
iness. They freighted 
goods and materials in com­
petition with the railroads 
from Waco to West and 
Hillsboro, rented saddle hor­
ses and horse drawn vehicles 
to the public and operated a 
hearse for the then “ funeral 
parlors.”

Mrs. Smith’s husband ac­
quired farm land near the 
newly organized town of Ro­
tan, in Fisher County, Texas 
in 1909, and followed with 
her family in January 1910 
where she lived until moving 
in Austin in 1946. Mr. Smith 
died in Austin in 1947.

Having been promised a 
gift of one hundred dollars 
on her one hundredth birth­
day, Mrs. Smith says she 
will collect it.

The J. M. Smiths lived in 
the Dowell community 
where they reared their chil­
dren to maturity; all five 
children graduated from Ro­
tan High School.

Mr. Smith engaged in 
farming, was a real estate 
broker, a director of the First 
Natonal Bank of Rotan, a 
County Commissioner, mem­
ber of the school board and 
was associated with most of 
the county’s progressive ef­
forts during his 36 years, 
1909-1946, in the Rotan com­
munity.

He was always a sports en­
thusiast, starred as pitcher 
for the early day baseball 
“ fats”  team; almost never de-

Miss Delila Baird, Regent 
of Nancy Harper Chapter of 
the Texas Society of Daugh­
ters; of the American Revolu­
tion, and Mrs. Wade E. For­
ester, chapter Historian, were 
among the 427 delegates who 
attended the 70th State Con­
ference of the Texas Society. 
Mrs. Buck Wynn Wooley of 
Dallas, State Regent, presid­
ed at the general assemblies 
of the three-day meeting.

The final business meet­
ing was held at 2:00 p.m. 
Wednesday followed by the 
Banquet honoring chapter re­
gents at 8:00 p.m. Speaker 
for the banquet was Judge 
Wilson King Barnes of Balti­
more, Maryland. Judge 
Barnes discussed the dangers 
to our constitutional form of 
government and the infringe­
ments of the Supreme Court 
on the rights of states and 
individuals. He traced the his­
tory of the gradual changes 
in practice as Congress has 
permitted the supreme court 
to take jurisdiction over mat­
ters that were never delegat­
ed to them under he constitu­
tion. He urged reform in the 
method of selection of the 
.Justices of the Supreme 
Court and action by Congress 
to curb their power.

The Texas Society endors­
ed Resolutions concerning re­
ligious freedoms in the Unit­
ed States; reform, but not eli­
mination, of the electoral col­
lege; tax reform including a 
fair deduction for the educa­
tion of children elimination 
of chaos on college campus: 
opposition to elemination of 
the requirement to teach Tex­
as and American History and 
Government in state support­
ed colleges and Universities; 
support of local law enforce­
ment officers.

During reports of state of­
fice® and state committee 
chairmen Nancy Harper 
Chapter received awards for 
outstanding achievement in 
the following; third in the 
state for American History 
for observance of special his­
torical events and publicity, 
Mrs Wade E. Forester, chap­
ter historian; public relations 
and publicity, outstanding 
and meritorious work, Mrs. 
L. T. Nelson, chairman; a first 
in conservation, Mrs. C. L. 
Kendrick, third on service for 
veteran-patients, Mrs. James 
B. Day; observation of con­
stitution week. Mrs. Kirbv 
Kinsey. Miss Baird received 
a citation from the state re­
gent. Other awards will be 
announced at Continental 
Congress which convenes in 
Washington, D.C. in April.

Austin — “ Flowers of Tex­
as”—a spectacle of bloom 
and blossom —  introduces 
some 60 species of Texas’ 
most beautiful flowers, shrubs 
and trees in all seasons.

The Texas Highway Depart­
ment, which released the lav­
ish new color folder today, 
expects it to be one of the 
moftt popular items among 
the family of recreational and 
travel literature produced by 
the Depanment.

The new folder was design­
ed for two purposes — to 
erase any notion held by out- 
of-State residents that Texas 
is anarid. barren wasteland 
—and to enhance the pleasure 
of both Texans and visitors 
by identifying some of the 
State’s most common and 
colorful plants.

Far from being a waste­
land, the folder points out 
that Texas leads the nation 
with an abundance of bloom­
ing plants—more than 5,000 
species of wild flowers alone. 
Closeup color photographs il­
lustrate tropical plants of the 
Lower Rio Grande Valley, 
wild orchids from the Big 
Thicket, bright plains flow­
ers, and vivid blooms of 
thorny cacti.

Ffower fanciers and garden 
clubs have frequently asked 
that such a publication be 
added to the family of travel 
literature produced by the 
Texas Highway Department. 
In response to that demand, 
the new folder lists 56 species 
by common and botanical 
names, including facts about 
blooming season and where 
they are usually found. Other 
species are illustrated in 
landscape views.

Free copies of the new 
“ Flowers of Texas”  folder 
may be obtained at all High­
way Department offices and 
Tourist Bureaus. They are 
available upon request, and 
in limited quantities to gar­
den clubs and similar organi­
zations.

'T e Shall Know 
The Truth

John 8:32

PRIVATE INTERPRETATION
Question: “ What is the meaning of the passage ‘no 

prophecy of scripture is of any private interpretation?’ 
(2 Peter 1:20). Does this mean that I cannot understand it 
and must rely upon someone else or some group to interpret 
for me?’ ’

Many views are erroneously held regarding this passage. 
Some conclude that we must depend upon the scholars for 
interpretation, but in as much as scholars differ, we ask 
“ Which scholars?” Others say that the church is the custod­
ian of the word and the only dependable interpreter, but if 
God tried to tell us something through inspired men (as 
Peter and Paul) and failed, why should we put more confi­
dence in a pope? Still others say that only under the direc­
tive of the Holy Spirit can we understand what the words 
of the Holy Spirit mean, but this makes God responsible if 
we do not understand.

Many passages teach that the common people can un­
derstand the Bible. Jesus said to the Jews, “ Search the 
scriptures;—they are they which testify of me” (John 5:39). 
The noble Bereans (not professional theologians) “ received 
the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scrip­
tures daily, whether those things were so” (Acts 17:11). 
Paul said, “Understand what the will of the Lord is” 
(Ephesians 5:17 ASV), and again, “ How that by revelation 
he made known unto me the mystery; (as I wrote afore in 
a few words, whereby, WHEN YE READ, YE MAY UN­
DERSTAND my knowledge in the mystery of Christ” 
(Ephesians 3:3-4). “ Study to show thyself approved unto 
God—rightly dividing the word of truth” (2 Tim. 2:15).

What then does Peter mean? Peter is affirming that 
the scripture is not the product of those who delivered it; 
the truths which the prophets communicated did not origi­
nate with them and were not of their own invention. The 
best commentary on the passage in question is verse 21.
No phophecy of scripture is of any private interpreta­

tion?” Why? “ FOR no prophecy ever came by the WILL 
of MAN: but men spake FROM GOD, being MOVED by the 
Holy Spirit” (2 Peter 1:21). Since the scripture was a rev­
elation from God and not an interpretation of man, Peter 
says that ye would “ do well that ye take heed, as unto a 
light that shineth in a dark place” (2 Peter 1:19).

Soil Survey Is 
Available

The Fisher County Soil 
Survey completed in the 
early 1960’s contains vari­
ous information on soils and 
related items.

In making the survey soil 
scientists looked at soils in 
all parts of the country. They 
dug holes and examined sur­
face soils and subsoils; mea­
sured slopes with hand levels; 
noted differences in growth 
of crops, trees, grasses, 
weeds, and in fact recorded 
everything about the soils 
that they believed might af-

, feet their suitability for farm- 
' ing, ranching, wildlife, and 
related uses.

Soil scientists plotted the 
boundaries of soils on aerial 
photographs. Then cartogra­
phers made detailed soil maps 
of these.

The survey has sections 
on soil management for crops 
and range, predicted yields 
engineering use of the soils, 
factors of soil formation and 
classification, and the gener­
al nature of the area, plus a 
brief history of the country.

Copies of the Fisher Coun­
ty Soil Survey can be obtain­
ed free from the Soil Con­
servation Service in Rotan.
