Suggested Date
Set For Planting

The target date for start-
ing cotton planting this year
is the week beginning May
19, according to Charles
Bragg, executive vice-presi-
dent of the Rolling Plains
Cotton Growers, Inc,

“We have taken a survey
of farmers in a 60-mile radius
of our headquarters”, Bragg
said, “And the concensus
seems to be that May 19-23
should be the optimum plant-
ing date. Many farmers would
have preferred to begin plant-
ing on May 26, but felt coop-
eration will be better on the
earlier date.”

Bragg emphasized that this
period is only a target date.
Every community should
base its decision on soil tem-
perature, local moisture con-
ditions, five day weather
forecasts, and, probably most
important, what the majority
of farmers in the community
want.

Selection of the planting
date is one of the most im-
portant managerial decisions
a farmer makes each year,
Bragg stated. After the selec-
tion, uniform planting within
a short period of time is of
tremendous economic impor-
tance to the community. Boll
weevils depend almost en-
tirely on the fruit of the cot-
ton plant for their food sup-
ply.

Washington, D.C, — How
do you arrive at a decision
affecting vital aspects of our
National defense—decisions
which could make the differ-
ence between our survival
and our annihilation, This is
the issue involved in the de-
bate now gaining momentum
on the Anti-Ballistic Missile
System which will become
better known by the name
“Safeguard ”

It seems one must start
with three simple proposi-
tions into which must be
stirred many Other ingredi-
ents to produce sound judge-
ments.

The first of these consider-
ations is a conclusion as to
the kind of world in which
we live. The second it what it
takes to be stronger than any
potential enemy, to either
deter attack from an enemy
or to overcome him should
he attack. The third is how to
go about reaching this desir-
ed stirength in terms of nu-
clear weapons, tanks, planes
ships, guns and what ever
other material necessary,

This last of the three prop-
ositions has a subhead re-
lated to dollars and cents—
not particularly whether we
can afford it, because we
must, but to make as certain
as possible we are getting
cur money’s worth.

Strangely enough the very
first of these three proposi-
tions encounters widely di-
vergent opinions even among
the experts. Fundamentally,
the differences of opinion oc-
cur between two words—cap-
ubility and intention. These
two words seem to be the
key to arriving at a judge-
ment in the kind of a world
on which we are living. Our
sources of information give
us a fairly good estimate of
the capability of the Soviet
Union and Red China. The
real rub comes in appraising
their intentions What might
be intent teday ~ould be
something else tomorrow un-
der the totalitarian system
of governments. In whatever
way one may iudge intentions
of the moment, these inten-
tions can change and quite
suddenly. If capability is rea-
sonably established, it fol-
lows, therefore, that we must
assume the worst of inten-
tions,

This essentially is the posi-
tion of those favoring the
ABM System. The dispute
will mount in intensity in the
weeks and months ahead.

The previous administra-
‘ion advocated the deploy-
ment of defenses against en-
emy ballistic missiles around
our large cities. The theory
was to reduce an estimated
loss of 120 some odd million
people to around 40 million
by a first strike attack. The
price—loosely ektimated at
$40 billion,

The present administration
«bandoned this idea favoring
the theory of protecting our
«bility to retaliate on a first
strike by protecting our of-
fensive miseciles and other of-
fensive capabilitiee—the cost
involved estimated at about
$6 billion.

Up to this point, the decis-
ion remains relatively simple.
Next comes the technical as-
pects and the differences of
opinion of the experts grow.
There is disagreement on the
effectiveness of such a de-
fense system as well as the
offensive capabilities of the
enem:, When all testimony
is ended, we are faced with
the problem of what the non-
experts should do when the
experts disagree. The argu-
ments grow that as we con-
tinue to build defenses
against the enemy’s capabili-
ty, the enemy increases its
offensive power that that dis-
armament agréeements are
less likely. The other is that
our principal potential en-

ready on the way to estab-
lishing a defense of its own
against our offensive wea-
pons.

The final decision on this
whole issue may not depend
so much on technical argu-
ments as it does on the first
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and most important of all
considerations—that is the
assumption that there is no
room for miscalculation; no
room or misplaced trust; no
room to be disillusioned into
thinking that there is no pos-
sibility of unprovoked nu-
clear weapon attack or that
a potential enemy could not
hold us up to blackmail.

The only course to free us
from such an intolerable di-
lemma is the development of
the ABM System Negotia-
tions should remain a goal
but to “wait and see” is a
danger we cannot afford.

Perhaps the resolution of
the issue may depend largely
on a suggestion posed by
former Deputy Defense Sec-
retary Paul Nitze:

“Under our constitution,
the President is charged with
conduct of foreign affairs.
I strongly urge the legislative
branch to put him in the po-
sition he believes to be best
to conduct these negotia-
tions.”

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER EIGHT ON THE BALLOT (HJIR50)

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article III,
Constitution of the State of
Texas, be amended by adding
a new Section 50b-1 to read as
follows:

“Section 50b-1, (a) The Leg-
islature may provide that the
Coordinating Board, Texas
College and University Sys-
tem, or its successor or suc-
cessors, shall have authority to
provide for, issue and sell gen-
eral obligation bonds of the
State of Texas in an amount
not to exceed Two Hundred
Million Deollars ($200,000,000)
in addition to those heretofore
authorized to be issued pur-
suant to Section 50b of the
Constitution. The bonds auth-
orized herein shall be executed
in such form, upon such terms
and be in such denomination
as may be prescribed by law
and shall bear interest, and be
issued in such installments as
shall be prescribed by .the
Board provided that the max-
imum net effective interest
rate to be borne by such bonds
may be fixed by law.

“(b) The moneys received
from the sale of such bonds
shall be deposited to the credit
of the Texas ngortunity Plan
Fund created by Section 50b
of the Constitution and shall
otherwise be handled as pro-

Constitution and the laws en-
acted pursuant thereto.

“{e¢) The said bonds shall be
general obligations of the state
and shall be payable in the
same manner and from the
same sources as bonds here-
tofore authorized pursuant to
Section 50b.

“(d) All bonds issued here-
under shall, after approval by
the Attorney General, regis-
tration by the Comptroller of
Public Accounts of the State
of Texas, and delivery to the
purchasers, be incontestable
and shall constitute general
obligaticns of the State of
Texas under this Constitution.

“(e) Should the Legislature
enact enabling laws in antici-
pation of the adoption of this
Amendment such acts shall not
be void because of their antici-
patory nature.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing con-
stitutional amendment shall be
submitted to a vote of the
qualified electors of this state
at an election to be held on
the first Tuesday after the
first Monday in August, 1969,
at which election the ballots
shall be printed to provide for
voting for or against the prop-
osition: “The Constitutional
amendment authorizing the
Legislature to provide for ad-
ditional loans to students at
institutions of higher educa-

Error Correction

T'ime For IRS

This is error correction
iime down at the old Inter-
ral Revenue Service. Of
course many taxpayers get
a nice little letter from the
computer asking them to
correct some little error such
as wrong social security num-
ber, no W-2's or not enough
W-2's or missing signatures.
In most cases you simply fili
out the form that the comput-
er folks send to you and send
it back and the computer
does the rest. However, com-
munication is a two-way pro-
cess—Internal Revenue also
hears from thousands of tax-
payers who forget to include
some item of income or who
forgot to take a very impor-
tant deduction or tax credit
that is worth money to the
taxpayer.

The good tax folks are al-
ways happy to have taxpay-
ers correct their errors, but
they insist that “X marks the
spot.” If you are going to
amend vyour return, please
csend in a 1040X. This raises
the red flag to the tax folks
who feed the information te
the computer, that you have
already filed a return that is
incorrect, but here is the cor-
rect information. When the
computer gets the 1040X in-
formation it usualy takes a
few thousandths o a second
{0 realign all the wrong infor-
mation, send you a refund
check, give you credit for the
extra tax, or even send you
a bill. The thing to remember
—put it on a 1040X. when
you amend or correct your
tax return,

Mrs. Doris Myers, Exten-
sion home management spec-
ialist at Texas A&M, gives
these tips which may warn
you of. phonies.

* The caller gives no iden-
tification.

* He says he is making a
survey and requests a per-
sonal interview,

* He assures you he is not
selling anything—just wants
to interview you as a part of
an advertising campaign.

* He describes a “special
offer” that your common
sense tells you is too good to
be true.

* He reels off prices, costs,
offers and questions so fast
that you cannot follow what
he is telling you.

What should you do? Mrs.
Myers says the Better Busi-
ness Bureau suggests reply-
ing: “Please send me a letter
about the matter. T'll consid-
er your offer after I've had
a chance to investigate.
Thank you for calling Good-
bye.”

This way you discourage a
gyp artist while not cutting
yourself off from someone
whose business is perfectly
legitimate.

Legitimate callers also can
be a nuisance, if they call at
an inconvenient time or they
refuse to take no for an an-
swer, Mrs. Myers says, if
you aren’t interested — just
say good-bye and hang up.

WHY SHOULD ¥?

I fail to see why I should become a member of the
church when my life now is better than some who call them-
selves Christians—Querist.

It is tragic that some who call themselves Christians
do not bear the fruit that would identify them as such. The
apostle Paul spoke of some as “having a form of godliness,
but denying the power thereof” (2 Tim.

We do not try to justify
their lives of ungodliness.

Such must not, however, be interpreted as nulifying the
obligation to become a child of God, nor does it nulify the
blessings and privileges of one who continues to be a faith-
ful child of God. God promises, “Come ye out from among
them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, And touch no nu-
clean thing; And I will receive you, And will be to you a
Father, And ye shall be to me sons and daughters, saith the
Lord Almighty” (2 Cor. 6:17-18). Unto those of the church
at Smyrna He said, “Be thou faithful unto death and I will
give thee the crown of life” (Rev. 2:10). He says of the
unfaithful, “Cast ye the unprofitable servant into outerdark-
ness: there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth” (Mat-
thew 25:30).

The Bible teaches individual responsibility and that
“each one of us must give account of himself to God” (Rom.
14:12). If everyone in the church goes to hell for neglect of
duty, is that any reason why you should want to go there?
The wickedness of others does not excuse you from responsi-
bility. You will not be called to give account for them and
their conduct. You MUST give account for YOURSELF. To
fail to obey the gospel is certain doom (I Pet, 4:16-18; 2
Thess. 1:7-9). Yet if every other man in the church goes to
hell, you may, by continuing faithful in your service to
Him, he saved.

Why not obey Him (Acts 2:36-38) and let Him add you
to His church (Acts 2:47).
