ies and getting at unfit and 
indecent publications on the 
newsstands. It is understood 
that our State legislators are 
now working on plugging up 
loopholes through which ob­
scenity is flooding the State.

To reach thiis most press­
ing problem is not simple. 
Whatever is done by legisla­
tion must meet the legal test 
of censorship or it will be 
thrown out by the courts. A 
number of cases coming be­
fore the Supreme Court al­
ready been dismissed for not 
meeting the test of freedom 
of the pres.«. There is, howev­
er, some encouragement in 
the fact that the Court has 
just upheld the conviction in 
Boston of eight smut ped­
dlers.

Law was enacted in 1968, 
giving each mail patron the 
means to prevent the repeat­
ed mailing to him of adver 
lisements which he considers 
offensive. By submitting the 
advertising material anc 
mailing envelope to his local 
postmaster with a statement 
that it is considered offen- 
.cive, the sender is ordered to 
refrain from making further 
mailings. This, however, is 
somewhat ineffective since 
many of these mailings are 
“one-shot.” In addition, the 
companies can change their 
names overnight and contin 
ue to use their original mail­
ing lists.

During the last session of 
the Congress, A Commission 
on Obscenity and Pornog­
raphy was established whose 
primary duly is to analyze 

âws pertaining to these mat­
ters. Not later than July 31, 
1970, they are to report to 
the Congress on what they 
find to be necessary to effec­
tively regulate the flow of 
traffic in this type material, 
without interfering with con­
stitutional rights.

Be this as it may, the most 
immediate remedy is local 
action such as that started by 
the young people in Austin.

This is a democracy where 
sentiment can be expressed 
and the demand for a clean­
up in an orderly way will 
be clearly heard. The vast 
maiority of people are against 
indecency and the crass ap­
peal to the depraved mind, 
but silence will not get the 
job done.

It is often said that nowa­
days young people are bored; 
that they have no opportun 
Hy of doing things. It is giv­
en as one reason for unrest 
in our schools. Well, in this 
action in Austin, it seems 
young people can do things 
and get results. From re 
ports, films in Austin have 
been seized and a grand jury 
is investigating charges for 
indecent showings.

It is reported that students 
are visiting neighborhood 
newsstands and grocery 
stores to protest the lewd 
and obscene magazines found 
on the racks. There are 
marches, protests and take­
overs of all sorts and kinds 
in the name of about every 
sort of cause to be imagined 
but in a few places there are 
protests and marches for dec­
ency. It is an encouraging 
sign. What could be more ef­
fective than young people 
openly and clearly insisting 
that we clean uj) newsstands, 
moving picture theaters and 
other public media. Event­
ually, it might be extended 
to the stage where indecency 
on eidiibition is at its rawest.

While snakebite is not com­
mon in this area, it does oc­
cur, and everyone who has 
outdoor activity during sum­
mer months has certain 
amount of danger.

The only commercial phase 
of this article is the aerosol 
can of ethylene chloride may 
be purchased at Summers 
Drug at nominal cost, which 
is recommended if good sup­
ply of ice is not available 
when snakebite occurs. If 
you are subject to exposure 
in the slightest, a can of this 
aerosol should always be 
kept handy.

A NEW SNAKEBITE 
TREATMENT — 
CRYOTHERAPY

“Mention the word snake­
bite and the mind races to 
pictures of agony and death. 
But, thanks to a new method 
of treatment, these thoughts 
need not become a reality. 
Known as cryotherapy, the 
treatment is much more ef­
fective than old methods us­
ing multiple incisions and 
suction cups all around the 
bitten area.

Snakebite can occur in 
many situations — while 
cleaning up a fence row, ad 
justing a machine out in the 
field or even in vour owm 
hen house while doing some 
repairs or even on fishing 
trip. The first thing for 
you to do after a snake bites 
is to determine whether the 
reptile is poisonous. Many 
people have suffered need­
less anxiety and pain of 
treatment when the “rattle­
snake” that bit them turned 
out to be a bullsnake in a pile 
of dry leaves.

In studying cryotheraphy 
treatment you will see that 
many aspects of the new 
method are similar to the 
old. The same procedures 
are used to slow the travel 
of the venom through the 
body and to remove as much 
as possible. The major 
differences are that only one 
incision is made at the site 
of the fangmarks to extract 
the venom and that cold is 
used to fend off the venoms 
effects.

The first step in the treat­
ment is to tie something 
around the affected limb be­
tween the bite and the body. 
This ligature should not be 
so tight as to stop circula­
tion completely but merely 
to slow it down. Tie it about 
as ti,ght as you vmuld pui 
pressure on the limb with 
your hand. Or, if no string 
is available, you can grip 
the area above the bite with 
one hand and maintain suf­
ficient pressure until you can 
get help. In addition, re­
lease the pressure about ev- 
erv 20 minutes.

Next, its time to try to get 
rid of as much venom as 
possible. As a snake bites, 
it injects its venom into the 
flesh slightly behind the site 
of the bite due to the curva­
ture of the fangs. There­
fore, make a small, shallow 
incision slightly lower than 
the fang marks.

The incision should be 
carefully done so as not to 
cut any arteries, veins or ten­
dons. Now remove the 
venom by sucking with your 
mouth or with a suction cup. 
Don’t worry about the poison 
in your mouth, since it will 
not do any harm either in the 
mouth or In the stomach 
should you swallow any.

Apply suction to the area 
for only about two minutes. 
After tl’at long, no further 
good can be done. Make 
only one incision for each 
fang mark. Multiple incis- 
ons will do no good and, in 

fact, they create problems of 
their own. Venom reacts on 
issue more easily around 

cuts than healthy tissue and 
in effect each additional cut 
develops like another bite. 
After this emergency treat­
ment. call a doctor as soon 
as possible.

Antivenin serum should be 
used only if the snake is 
quite tefie with psepect tô
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its victim. If you are 6 
feet tall and weigh 200 lbs., 
for example, you should not 
use antivenin for snakes less 
than 6 to 7 feet long. On 
the other hand, a child 
should receive the serum for 
snakes even under 3 feet.

However, a small snake 
that has not ejected its ven­
om recently is more danger­
ous than a large one that has 
bitten something else an hour 
before. Also, if swelling is al 
ready well advanced, there is 
no point in using the serum 
—in fact, it might do even 
more harm by introducing ad­
ditional foreign proteins into 
the body. -y'

The serum will effectively 
combat only one aspect of 
the snakebite, its effect on 
the nervous sy ŝtem. If an 
injection cannot be given 
soon after the bite the dam­
age will already have been 
done In addition to the dam­
age done to the nervous sys­
tem, venom causes deterori- 
ftion of tissue due to protein 
breakdown, and interferes 
with normal clotting of the 
blood. Therefore, if the snake 
is not extremely large, the 
serum will be of little use 
against the neurotoxic effect 
of the bite.

The next step in the treat­
ment is the application of 
cold. Cryotherapy, in fact, 
means treatment with cold. In 
case of snakebite, the bitten 
limb is submerged in a water 
and ice mixture. Tliis chilling 
of the tissues slows the ac 
lion of the venom in the 
blood by reducing the activity 
of the enzymes which break 
down the protein of the cells.

After the limb has been 
chilled in this way (10 to 15 
minutes in the ice-water mix­
ture), you can remove the 
ligature. Treatment in the ice 
may be needed from 2 hours 
to 2 days, depending on the 
severity of the bite as mea­
sured by the size of the 
snake. If necessary to con­
tinue for more than 2 hours, 
wrap the limb in a plastic 
bag and then keep it in crush 
ed ice. The plastic bag will 
prevent freezing of the tis­
sues and moisture damage. 
As the ice melts around the 
limb, remove the water to 
maintain a constant tempera­
ture.

Continue ice treatment un­
til the peak of the snakebite 
effect has been reached. The 
region of the bite will first 
take on a flushed red appear­
ance like that of a bee sting. 
Then the area will swell and 
the skin will tighten. When 
this swelling begins to sub­
side, you can remove the ice. 
A physician can best tell 
when the venom effect is 
wearing off by the patient’

observ­
ing the respiration.

The advantages of cryoth­
erapy are: (1) It lessens tis­
sue damage so there is less 
maiming of the bitten are. 
Probably the worst aspect of 
snakebite is the detonation of 
tissue which can result in the 
loss of a finger or the use of 
the hand (2) Cryotherapy 
makes less use of suction 
which could cause additional 
damage. (3) It is more easily 
applied than multiple suction. 
(4) It reduces the time of 
treatment.

Cryotherapy has been 
known for years but its use 
for snakebite is rather recent. 
In areas of greater snakebite 
incidence such as the south­
west U.S., it has become the 
accepted method of treat­
ment. You can demonstrate 
its benefit to yourself in com­
bating the effect of toxins 
from injuries other than 
snakebite. In cases of bee 
sting, other insect bites and 
bullhead stings when fishing, 
place an ice cube on the in­
jury for a few minutes and 
the pain will soon go away.

Ice is not always available 
for use in treatment. For this 
reason, equip your first aid 
kit with an aerosol can of 
ethvlene chloride.

To use the chemical, which

acts as a refrigerant, wrap 
the bitten area with a damp 
cloth and then spray onto the 
i.loih. Spraying direct.iy onto 
the skin will c.ause fro.stbite, 
A  can of ethylene chloride or 
Freon will last several years 
if not used.

If you have the misfortune 
of being bitten by a poison­
ous snake, cryotherapy can 
save you hours and days of 
pain and can eliminate per­
manent damage such as the 
loss of a finger. Of course, 
the best measure against 
snakebite is still prevention 
and so be extra careful when 
you’re working anywhere 
poisonous snakes are found.

Tax Man Sam sez
One of the popular quet- 

tions at Internal Revenue 
Service this year has been 
“Who must file an estimate?” 
The tax instructions spell out 
the rules quite clearly. If you 
don’t have tax withheld from 
your salary you are usually 
liable for filing an estimate, 
since this is the way Congress 
set up the pay-as-you-go sys­
tem for you. If your with­

holding is not enough to pay 
all the tax you owe then you 
may need to file an estimate. 
If you are not going to owe 
more than $40 you don’t 
have to file an estimate in 
any case. Since a large part 
of our Nation’s taxpayers do 
have a salary or wages and 
do pay withholding, they 
simply drop exemptions by 
changing their Form W-4, or 
request their employer to 
withhold additional amounts 
to assure that they have paid

enough through withholding 
to cover their tax bill for the
vear.

Jane Draft Call 
Is Lower

Austin — The June draft 
call for Texas is 1,366, down 
from 1,453 for May, Colonel 
Morris S. Schwartz, state Se­
lective Service director, said 
Tuesday.

This is the state’s share of 
a national quota of 25,900 
men, 23,900 for the Army and 
2,000 for the Marine Corps.

A total of 8,202 men is 
scheduled to be forwarded for 
armed forces pre-induction 
physical and mental examina­
tion in June to prepare for 
future calls. Colonel Sch­
wartz said. This compares 
A v ith  a total of 8,234 in May.

State monthly draft calls 
for the first four months of 
1969 have been as follows: 
January, 1,363; February, 
1,564; ‘ March 1,572; and 
April 1,737.

The order of selection to 
fill draft calls through June 
may be from among examin­
ed and acceptable men who 
are (1) delinquents 19 years 
old and older, (2) volunteers 
unoer age 26 in the sequence 
in which they have volunteer­
ed, and (3) nonvolunteers 19 
through 25 years old, single 
and married, oldest first, with 
those married after August 
26, 1965, being selected ahead 
of those married on or before 
that date.

The value of accurate and 
complete records on all farm 
enterprises is a well estab­
lished fact. Records of pesti 
cide applications can be al­
most as valuable.

They should be maintained 
as a permanent record to pro­
vide a history of pestcide use 
on each field. They can have 
an important bearing on sub­
sequent use of the field for 
present as well as future 
owners of the land.

Records of pesticide use 
should include dates, chemi­
cals and formulations pur­
chased, dates of application, 
type of equipment used, cali­
bration date, pest population 
such as scouting reports, 
weather conditions, other per­
tinent information and final­
ly an appraisal of the re­
sults.

In conclusion, one needs 
only to consider the value of 
accurate and properly timed 
pesticide application, the pre­
sent regulations regarding 
residues and the varying sus­
ceptibilities of certain crops 
to certain pests and pesticide 
residues in soils to recognize 
the value of such records.
