Dallas — A “compliance
survey” of many Rotan busi-

ness firms to determine if
they are filing all required
Federal tax returns wili begin
seon, the Intermal Revenue
Service said today.

District Director Ellis
Campbell, Jr.,, said the sur-
vey will take about three

months to complete and will
be conducted by Revenue Of

f'cers. A cross sectior of non
farm businesses will bhe
checked to see if all requir

ed tax returns are being fil
ed.

Mr. Campbell said the cur
rent survey is not designed tc
determine whether returns
are accurate but only wieth
er all required returns are
filed. The survey will also be
used to check the complete
ress of the IRS Master File of
business taxpayers.

Most businesses comply
conscientiously with the tax
lows, Mr. Campbell said
Hewever, he added,
laws are complex and some
business taxpavers may not
be fully aware of all the tax
returns which apply to their

Year-round manegement of
plant residues when harvest-
ing tilling, planting, and culti-
vating 1s called stubble mul
ching by USDA-SCS employ-
ees,

Stubble mulching provides
soil nrotection from wind and
water erosion, improves rain
fall intake, catches and hoids
snow, and reduces the rate
of decline of organic mat-
ler,

The need for intensive
year-round use of residues on
ropland in Fisher County
makes stubble mulching
necessary part of effective
wind erosion control.

Stubble mulching may sat-
isfactorily be substituted, on
relatively flat land, in lieu of
mechanical practices such as

Why are some soils pro-
ductive while others are not?
Why is erosion a serious
problem on some soils and
not on others? Tke answer to

these and similar questions
is found within the soil it-
self, and herein lies one of

the fundamental reasons for
making a soil survey.

A soil survey is an inven-
tory of the soil resources of
:n area. This inventory
groups soils that are alike,
placing them in Land Capabil-
ity classes .The procedure is
called soil classification. Soil
surveys not only classify all
the soils in the surveyed area
but it also delineates and

shows on maps the distribu-
fion of the different <oiis in
the survey area.

Soils with like characteris-
tics have similar responses
to management. In other
words, soils with like charac-
teristics, will respond the
same to cropping sequcnce,
fertilizer and tillage methods.
They will require the same
conservation practices and
wiil be adapted to silimar
crops. They will also have
about the same productive
capacity under similar man-
agement.

Weré it not for the soil sur-
vey, workers in the various
restarch agencies would be
confronted with the impossi-
ble task of carrying out ev-
ery research experiment on
every field. However, with
the aid of the soil map, the
results of research done on
a particular soil can be ex-
tended to other areas where
that same soil occurs, and
where there are similar cli-
matic conditions.

Soil surveys furnish con-
nections between the experi-
mental plots, the laboratory,
and the fields of every form-
er in counties where there is
a completed soil survey. Pub-
lished soil surveys are avail-
able for many Texas counties
and additional county sur-
veys are in the process of
being published.

The soil survey is carried
out by the National Coopera-
tive Soil Survey program con-
ducted joirtly by the Soil
Conservation Service and

Cattle and calf marketings
in Texas for 1968 totaled over
four million cattle and over
one million calves, Hogs and
pigs marketed numbered
more than a million, while to-
tal sheep and lambs were
about two million.

The total calf crop for 1968
was nearly five million head,
and total lambs born number-

ed about 2.4 million. Pigs
born during the year totaled
1.6 million,

Cash receipts is a figure
that is widely quoted and
gives some idea of the mag-
nitude of the livestock indus-
try in the state. Cash receipts
for 1968 totaled over $900
million for cattle and calves,
$52.3 million for hogs and
pigs, and more than $34 mil-
lion for sheep and lambs.

Texas cattle and calf popu-

i lation showed an increasé of
549,000 head during 1968.
Hogs and pigs remained the
same, while sheep and lambs
decreased slightly in popula-
tion.

In shipments included 1.5
million cattle and calves,
11,000 hogs and pigs, and

89,000 sheep and lambs

Farm slaughter, excluding
custom slaughter for farm
use, totaled 29,000 head of
cattle and calves, 40,000 hogs
and pigs, and 8,000 sheep and
lambs.

Numbers attributed to
death loss were about 350,000
cattle and calves, 124,000
hogs and pigs, and about
650,000 sheep and lambs

He presents to all human-
ity the model of obedience to be rendered to Him and
through Him to the Father., Now the apostle declares, “Let
this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus” (Phil.

2:5).
If this attitude of mind

prevailed among the religious

world, denominationalism would die and men would become
united upon the Rock that shall endure forever( Matt. 7:24-
25). Barriers that have divided the religious world will not,
and cannot, stand where men are disposed to do the WILL
OF GOD rather than their own will. When men seek those
names and practices not found in the word of God, they have
sought their own will and NOT THE WILL OF THE FATH-
ER in heaven. The apostle Paul speaks of ‘‘will-worship”
(Col. 2:23), which means “worshipping according to one’s
own will rather than the will of God.” When one introduces
into worship that which is not taught in God’s word, then
it becomes “will-worship” and is empty of profit,

The greater part of the divisive elements in the religious
world arise from MAN’S OWN STUBBORN WILL standing
in opposition to GOD’S DIVINE WILL. How wonderful it
would be, it patterning after the Son of God, men could say,
“I come to do thy will O God” (Heb. 10:7). Speak, Lord,
and I will hear; command and 1 will obey.

When Jesus was told, “Behold, thy mother and thy
brethren without seek for thee,” He answered ‘“Whosoever
shall do the WILL OF GOD, the same is my brother” (Mk.
3:31-35). In obeying the SAME WILL AS JESUS, we become
brothers with Him and share the one Father. If we walk the
streets of gold with the redeemed of the ages, it will be
because we have sought above all else to do “the WILL OF
THE FATHER who is in Heaven” (Matt. 7:21).
