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City Officials Announce

City officials have adopted an 
ordinance approved by the state 
which will govern connections and 
operation of,the City sewer sysjem 
to be put in operation in the near 
future. The ordinance, known as 
City Ordinance No. 113 follows;

OF STRATFORD:

Section 1. There is hereby creat­
ed the office of Plumbing Inspect­
or for ^he City of Stratford, Texa,s.

Section 2. That the Mayor shah, 
by and with the consent of 
Council, appoint a plumbing 
spector for the City of 
T?0X3<S

Sec jon  3. It shall be the duty 
of the Plumbing Inspector to in­
spect all the jobs of plumbing here­
after done in the City of Stratford, 
Texas, for the purpose of seeing 
whether they comply in every re- 
speci, with provisions of this Ord­
inance, as hereafter fully feet forth, 
and such rules and regulations 
concerning the health and sanita­
tion as may be made and promul­
gated from time to time by the 
Governing Body of said Cijy and 
State Board of Health of rhe 
'Stave of Texas. He shall keep a 
record of all inspections made by 
him, issue certificates to parties 
completing jobs of plumbing, in_ 
specj in all buildlings being erect­
ed, altered or repaired, with re­
gard to plumbing therein, and 
shall see that all plumbing, drain­
age and sewer work is done in first 
class workmanship like manner 
and shall see that the rules and 
regulations for plumbing and 
drainage set forth in this ordnance 
are complied with and obeyed. He 
shall have the power to reject any 
job whicR is not done in accord­
ance with the provisions of the 
Ordinance, and for accomplishing 
the purpose set forth, he shall 
have the right to enter upon any 
premises containing plumbing or 
drains to ascertain whether the 
provisions of this ordinance have 
and are being complied with: 
PROVIDED ?hat any owner of a 
building, the plumbing of which 
has been rejected by said inspec. 
tor, who may feel aggrieved at 
the decision of such inspector may 
personally appeal to the Mayor 
and Council and have such order 
of rejection reviewed by said May­
or and Council and the decision of 
said Mayor and Council shall be 
final in the matter.

Section 4. The Plumbing In­
spector shall make two inspections 
o f the plumbing done in every 
buil^ng hereafter constructed in 
the City of Stratford, Texas, one 
of which inspections shall be made 
when the roughing-in work is 
conipleted and the other when 
such job of plumbing is fully com­
pleted, and he shall issue his cer­
tificate showing such inspection to 
have been made by him.

Section 5. Every person engaged 
in or working at the business of 
plumbing in the City of Stratford, 
Texas, either as a master plumber, 
employing plumbers or journey­
men, shall register his name and 
address at the office of the Inspec­
tor of Plumbing, and the master 
plumber and the employing 
plumber shall file with the City 
Clerk a good and sufficient bond, 
running to the City of Stratford, 
Texas, in the sum of $1,000.00 to be 
approved by the Mayor, condition­
ed that such plumber will save and 
hold the City harmless from any 
Injury to persons or damages to 
property which the said plumber 
or his servants or employees or 
agents do, in the prosecution of 
his work in said City, and condi­
tioned further that all work done 
by such master and employing 
plumber shall be done in accord­
ance with the provisions of this 
Ordinance.

Permits
Section 6. Whenever the owner

of any property or his “agent de 
sires to install any plumbing or I noon has quieted

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connect to the mains or laterals of 
the Sewer system, he shall make 
application to the City Clerk for 
a permit and no construction shall 
be done until such permit is grant­
ed and countersigned by the 
Plumbing Inspector. It shall be 
unlawful for any persons or per_ 
son or firm or corporation to un­
cover a public sewer or make or 
cause to be made any connections 
with the mains or laterals of the 
public sewers of the City of Strat­
ford, Texas, or to build any sewer 
connections without first having 
received a written plumbers per­
mit from the plumbing inspector 
of said City, granted upon a writ­
ten application describing the con_ 
templated work, -Jhe premises to be 
sewered, and the plumbing fix­
tures to be put in. No permit shall 
be issued to any one not holding 
an annual plumbers license. The 
fee for such license shall be $10.00.

Plumbing
Section 7. Plumbing as herein 

regulated is hereby defined to in­
clude fhe use of all pipe, fixtures 
and appurtenences thereto, and all 
connections therewith and laying 
of same under ground and placing 
the same in buildings or structures 
for the purpose of conducting and 
distributing water in any premises 
or building or conducting and car­
rying off any water, gases, vapors, 
sewage, or waste into drains or 
sewers, or ventilating drains, fix­
tures or traps (in any building, 
and all connections made for such 
purposes with the water pipes) laid 
in the streets, alleys, and public 
places in said City, or with public 
places or private sewers or drains.

Joints
Section 8. All points between 

lead pipes shall be wiped solder 
joints, or equal, no? bolted. Those 
between lead and iron pipes 2 
inches and smaller, shall be made 
by means of a brass ferrule and 
wiped out or equal. All joints in 
drain and soil pipes in the house 
and to a point five (5) feet out­
side of foundation shall be lead and 
oakum; and shall be thoroughly 
calked, the same to be in at one 
pouring. Joints in the house 
sewer from a point five (5) feet 
outside the foundation to the Main 
or Lateral, shall be made with ce­
ment mixed one part Portland Ce­
ment to one part clean sharp sand, 
and shall have one ring of oakum 
rammed in place before cement is 
put in. CaSt pipe joints are to be 
of lead and oakum. All joints in 
the soil and drain pipes are to be 
made air tight.

Pipe
Section 9. All soil or drain pip­

ing placed under any house or 
building and to a point within five 
(5) feet of the foundation of the 
building, shall be of the quality of 
cast iron pipe known as “Stand­
ard” or “Extra Heavy.”

Open Plumbing
Section 10. All plumbing, as far 

as possible, shall be of the open 
type. All systems are to be in­
stalled so as to give easy access jo 
all traps to enable cleaning out if 
desired.

Connections
Section 11. No connections are 

to be made without proper fittings. 
Elbows and Y connections are to 
be used in all cases where it is 
possible. In no case shall a tee 
junction be used in a drain or 
waste pipe unless it be of the type 
known as sanitary tee.

Traps
Siection 12. Each fixture is to 

have a trap which is to be placed 
as near to each particular fixture 
as possible. In no case shall 
traps be placed at or near the foot 
of a vertical drain or wash basin, 
kitchen sink, or wash -,,!ubs. A 
drum, trap may be used, the screw 
covering being at least three in­
ches in diameter. The cover shall 
be put flush with the floor when 
used for a bath butt.

Garages
Section 13. All garages with a 

drain connection with the sewer 
must have a sand and mud trap, 
and under no conditions whatso­
ever shall gasoline or oil be allow­
ed to get into the wa^er.

Vents
Section 14. Vent pipes are to be 

vertical or as nearly so as possible.

winds and given wheat farmers 
another lease on the wheat crop 
which has twice this year looked as 
though it was doomed.

Although the one-half inch rain 
was far from the amount needed, it 
has extended the life of the pres­
ent crop to a great extent.

Veterans May Re­
instate Lapsed Life 
Insurance Policies
.. Veterans who have allowed Na­

tional Service Life Insurance poli­
cies to lapse may re-instate these 
policies without physical examina­
tion, if they submit a signed state­
ment that they are in as good 
health as at the time the policy 
lapsed. The announcement was 
made this week by General Omar 
N. Bradley.

This liberalization of reinstate­
ment privileges will remain in ef­
fect until January of 1947, and will 
also apply to any NSLI policies 
which lapse between now and that 
date.

The liberalization does not af­
fect the requirements regarding 
payment of premiums upon rein­
statement of lapsed policies. In 
the case of National Service Life 
Insurance which has not been con­
verted tO a permanent form, only 
two monthly premiums must ac­
company the application for rein_ 
statement. In the case of policies 
which have been converted, pay_ 
mentS which have been missed 
must be repaid with interest.

used.

Hear Ye Him
(Matthew 17:5)

When God’s voice from the 

Glory world above shouted the 
language of our text, “Hear Ye 
Him” concerning Christ, his “be­
loved Son”, and our Savior, the 
need of no longer regarding Elijah 
or Moses as leaders of God’s people 
was being made plain, yes, unmis- 
tably plain, to fair and honest 
hearts.

Because we are noj hearing 
Christ today many of our sins are 
disturbing the peace and content­
ment of ones who do wish to love 
and follow Christ. “Be not de­
ceived, God is not mocked; For 
whatsoever a man soweth, vTiat 
shall he also reap.” Again, “But 
be ye doers of the word and not 
hearers only, deceiving yourselves.” 
(James 1:22). Have we forgotten 
that Jesus teaches in Matthew 
7:21, this wonderful lesson? “Noo 
everyone that saith unto me Lord, 
Lord, shall enter into the King­
dom of Heaven, but he that doeth 
the will of my Fa,.her which is in 
Heaven.” Yes, this is precisely 
what Christ says. “Hear ye Him.” 
Again, Christ teaches in John 14:6, 
“I am the way, the truth and the 
life, no man cometh unto ihe 
Father but by me.” What is our 
conclusion then? Here it is. No 
man (that is any accountable 
soul) can come to God, viz, be 
saved except he does the “Will of 
ChriSo” (Matt.

Now 
do we ask Paul why?* Well, Paul 
will tell us quickly in II. Thes. 1:7, 
8, and 9, “And to you who are 
troubled, rest with us, when the 
Lord Jesus shall be revealed from 
heaven in flaming fire taking ven­
geance upon them, that know not 
God, and— and, yes, “ obey not the 
gospel of Christ,” who shall be 
punished with everlasting destruc_ 
tion from the;̂  presence of the Lord 
and from the glory of his power.”

“Be not wise in your own con­
ceits” is good advice given by the 
peerless apostle Paul and we need 
cO heed that today. Who is the 
man with faithlessness enough to 
deny what Paul says in I. Cor. 15: 
1, 2, 3, and 4. “Moreover, brethren, 
I declare unto you the Gospel 
which I preached unto you, which 
also ye have received, and where­
in ye stand; by which also ye are 
saved if ye keep in memory what 
I have preached unto you, unless 
ye have believed in vain. For I

Development of Sherman Coun­
ty’s wqalth in natural gas may 
take place much faster than the 
casual observer is inclined to be­
lieve.

Sealed bids are being accepted 
by the Eastern Pipeline Company 
at the present time for a 
drilling program in Sherman 
C!ounty. Present proposed activ­
ity is explained by action of the 
Federal Power Commission.

In conducting a natural gas 
hearing, the Federal Power Com­
mission was told t)hat ample facil­
ities would be provided for moving 
natural gas from Texas oil fields 
to the terminus of the proposed 
pipe line in Southern California.

Robert B. Stewart, staff director 
of the natural gas division of Phil­
lips Petroleum Co., made this 
statement in testimony before the 
commission.

The PTC also was told by C. C. 
Cragin, vice president and general 
manager of the El Paso, Texas Na­
tural Gas Co., that his company 
would invest approximately $54,- 
000,000 in the project. Cragin’s 
company would control the field to 
pipe line operation.

Two California gas companies. 
Southern California Gas Co., and 
Southern Counties Gas Co., seek 
approval for construction of the 
pipeline.

Gas officials estimate that some 
305,000,000 cubic feet of gas would 
be delivered daily to the Los An_ 
geles area.

A driver or a pedestrian who had 
been drinking is involved in one 
out of every four fatal motor ve­
hicle accidents.
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TWO FRIENDS TALK  
j WITH CHRIST

LESSON TEXT—Luke 24:13-21, 25-31.
MEMORY SELECTION—They said one 

to another. Did not our heart bum within 
us, while he talked with us by the way, and 
while he opened to us the scriptures?— 
Luke 24:32.

Fellowship with the risen living 
Lord is the unfailing source of faith 
and courage. Such certainty is the 
very essence of our observance of 
Easter.

We declare with Paul, “ Now is 
Christ risen from the dead” (I Cor. 
15:20), and that He is “ declared to 
be the Son of God with power . . .  by 
the resurrection from the dead” 
(Rom. 1:4). We would join the 
apostles who “ with great power 
gave . . . witness of the resurrec­
tion of the Lord Jesus”  (Acts 4:33).

Come with us as we join two men 
who had become bewildered, who 
felt that all their hopes had been 
crushed.

We join them as they walk wearily 
along the road from Jerusalem to 
Emmaus. Suddenly there is An­
other with the little group. Let us 
listen to their conversation.

Something is obviously wrong 
here. These two men are disheart­
ened and discouraged. They are 
men with . . .

I. Chilled Hearts and Sad Unbelief 
(w . 13-26).

Teachers will observe that we are 
using the full story in Luke 24:13-35.

The two sad men, who had left 
Jerusalem to go to Emmaus were 
disciples of our Lord, and they had 
just been through the crushing ex­
perience of seeing Him crucified.

True, there had been some re­
ports on the morning of this third 
day, that the women had seen Jesus 
alive (vv. 23, 24), But their hope 
and faith were at such low ebb that 
they could not—or did not—believe.

Their hearts had been chilled by 
the dreadful things which had taken 
place.

Eyes closed by unbelief; faith 
hindered by doubt and fear; a de­
spondent heart slow to believe God 
—how very effectively these shut 
out the blessing of God and of His 
Word even to the believer. Even 
deeper is the darkness in which the 
unbeliever finds himself.

II. Warmed Hearts and Renewed 
Faith (vv. 27-32).

Although they did not realize it 
(how slow we are to appreciate our 
blessings!) until after Jesus was 
gone (v. 32), their hearts burned 
within them as soon as He began to 
expound the Scriptures to them.

What a Bible exposition that was, 
as Christ Himself opened all that the 
Scriptures taught concerning Him! 
Bible teachers have talked about 
this and it makes one’s heart burn 
just to read their suggestions (see, 
for example, G. Campbell Morgan 
on Luke, p. 278).

The way to have a burning heart 
is to read God’s Word, or to haye it 
expounded by a Spirit-filled teacher 
or preacher.

When the heart has been warmed 
by the written Word and by fellow­
ship with the living Word, our Lord 
Himself, the opened eye of renewed 
faith follows as day follows night. 
Now they knew the Stranger who 
was with them— and He was gone.

How did they know Him? We read 
that they knew Him in the breaking 
of the bread (v, 32).

Paul declared that same truth 
when he said, “ The natural man 
receiveth not the things of the 
Spirit of God: for they are foolish­
ness unto him: neither can he 
know them, because they are spirit­
ually discerned” (I. Cor. 2:14).

III. Quickened Hearts and Glad 
Testimony (w . 33-35).

The seven miles (sixty furlongs), 
(v. 13) which had passed so slowly 
as they came over were now quick­
ly retraced. They had glorious 
good news to bring to the disciples 
at Jerusalem. How swift are the 
feet of the one who has good tid­
ings to bear (see Rom. 10:15)!

One wonders why so many pro­
fessed Christians are so slow about 
carrying His message. Can it be 
that they do not yet know the risen 
Christ? For if we know Him, we 
will realize that “ we do not well”  
to keep silent in a day of good tid­
ings (II Kings 7:9).

Note in verse 34 that before they 
could speak, the others gave them 
the good news of the resurrection. 
It is proper and delightful that be­
lievers share spiritual blessings 
(Rom. 1:11, 12). That’s why we 
come together in God’s house.

Brother in the Lord, Christian sis­
ter, how long is it since you had a 
new and stirring experience of the 
presence of Christ? Not necessarily 
something spectacular or exciting, 
but a real deep, stirring spiritual 
experience.

God is the same. Our need is 
the same, yes, even deeper and 
greater. Why should not we seek 
out our Lord and let Him warm 
and quicken our hearts. We would 
then have a revival in our own 
hearts. Let’s ask Him for it this 
Easter day.

fequent moisture to soften the
soil crust will hasten it. Then a 
sudden frost or freeze mighv’ kill 
out large numbers in May, the
entomologists say. There is po­
tentially a bad situation in store 
for farmers along the Brazos, 
Colorado and Trinity rivers this 
summer.

This early, entomologisjs are
unable to predict extent of infes­
tation next fall when the migra­
tory hopper of the Great Plains 
produces a second generation for 
the year. Lasi year 55 counties 
distributed 1,208 tons of grass­
hopper bait (dry basis) in combat­
ting the worst infestation since 
1927. ' In all about 7,000 farmers
used bait in 1945 in treating nearly 
a million acres of crop and pas­
ture land.

Federal, state and county gov­
ernments, as well as farmers and 
ranchers, cooperated in the 1945 
control program. Nineteen coun­
ty governments purchased $3,500 
worth of poison maoferials, 
farmers in 19 contributed 
$8,500 to the campaign.

Most of the counties in 
which entered the fight had one 
mixing station, and in all 69 were 
reported for the state. County 
leaders supervised the mixing sta­
tions.

Tips For Spring 
Furniture Repair

The warm, dry heat of houses 
during the winter ofjen is hard no 
furniture. It shrinks the wood 
causing the glue to dry out, and 
chairs often begin coming to 
pieces. They can be repaired at 
home with regular cabinet glue.

Since xtie glue comes in fjakes 
or cakes, it must be soaked over 
njght and then heated until it be­
comes liquid. The inner vessel of 
a double boiler will serve as a con­
tainer for heating. For best re­
sults it should be used while com­
paratively thin and applied hov.

All old glue should be removed 
before fresh glue is applied. Lar­
ger pieces can be chipped off with 
a knife and the rest can be dis­
solved with a warm vinegar solu­
tion.

When the parts to he glued are 
clean and thoroughly dry, it is 
suggested thaj they be puj^togeth- 
er to test for proper fit. The best 
guide for this is to make sure 
that all surfaces touch each oth­
er. After i-this apply the glue. 
When putting in a chair rung or 
dowel-pin it should be applied 
both to the end of the rung or 
pin and to the hole.

Final step in the repair job is to 
apply pressure tha^ will make the 
glue stick. For a chair, a tourni­
quet of rope or stout cord will 
make satisfactory pressure. Thick 
pads under the rope will protect 
the wood and finish from the rope. 
This should be lef? on until the 
glue is dry, usually about 24 horus.

A S YOU probably know, it isn’t 
an easy job to get baseoall 

nianagers to give out personal inter­
views concerning the comparative 

strength of certain 
stars or certain po­
sitions. It so hap­
pens that one of the 
m o s t  important 
sectors in baseball, 
especially winning 
b a s e b a ll, is that  
spot of the diamond 
guarded  by the  
shortstop and the 
second baseman.

W h ile  no d ire c t  
quotes were  avail­
able we have run 

across seven managers and scouts 
quite willing to give out their pri­
vate opinions.

Here is the way the concensus 
came out—

No. 1. Rizzuto and Gordon, 
Yankees.

No. 2. Pesky and Doerr, Red 
Sox.

No. 3. Reese and Rojek,
Dodgers.

No. 4. Boudreau and Mack, 
Indians.

No. 5. Marion and Verban, 
Cardinals.

This ranking or rating included 
all-around quality, hitting, fielding 
and double-play results. TTiere was 
a close finish between the Rizzuto- 
Gordon and the Pesky-Doerr com­
binations. It was generally agreed 
that the Red Sox pair carried the 
higher-hitting average, but the de­
fensive play of Rizzuto and Gordon 
gave the Yankees a slight lead.

In the work they have shown be­
fore and what they have turned out 
this spring, it would be difficult to 
find a more brilliant pair of infield 
workmen than Rizzuto and Gordon. 
Both are all over the lot. And both 
can get the ball away quicker than 
you can discard a burning package 
of paper matches. They keep you 
dizzy attempting to follow their dou­
ble-play actions or their work on 
some slow grounder that has to be 
handled in split-second time.

Pesky and Doerr are good and 
they are likely to rate higher on 
the hitting side. But certainly on 
defense the Yankees have the edge 
over any other combination in ei­
ther league.

The Dodger Ranking
I was surprised to see Pewee 

Reese and Stan Rojek rated over 
some of the others. But these votes 
came from scouts who had talked 
with National League managers. 
They figured that Reese would be 
good enough to give either Marion 
or Miller a stretch run at shortstop 
and that Rojek would be a big sur­
prise. Oddly enough they figured 
that while Marion and Boudreau 
were two of baseball’s best short­
stops, their second-base support 
couldn’t match Gordon or Doerr. 
And Rojek, with all his bright pos- 
sibilties, is still something of a 
guess when planted in this able 
company.

This shortstop-second base com­
bination means a lot to any winning 
club. Suppose we look back a few 
years—there were the old Cubs, 
winner of four championships in five 
years—and their entry was Tinker 
and Evers. How about the Athletics 
from 1910 through 1914 when they 
also won four pennants? Their an­
swer is Jack Barry and Eddie Col­
lins. Cleveland once had Tuck Tur­
ner and Larry Lajoie. One of Mc- 
Graw’s greatest teams had Dave 
Bancroft and Frank Frisch. They 
were factors in winning four pen­
nants in a row.

It might be noted that the clubs 
more favorably mentioned in the 
two pennant races are strong at this 
essential fortress. They are the 
Yankees, the Red Sox and the Car­
dinals. • • *

Two-Sport Stars
A while ago we attempted a rat­

ing of the best baseball-football 
combinations such as Frank Frisch, 
Snuffy Stirnweiss, Lou Gehrig, Ma- 
thewson. Overall, etc. Ray Farnham 
from Philadelphia writes that we 
have left out the star bet of the lot.

“ His name is Mickey Cochrane,”  
says Ray. “ Cochrane is still re­
membered as one of the great catch­
ers of all time— one of the best hit­
ters— a winning manager. But few 
remember that at Boston university 
in the early twenties, Mickey was 
also one of the best backs of many 
seasons. He was a star triple 
threater--one who could pass, run 
and kick with any All-America 
named that season. He was also a 
magnificent tackier and blocker. 
Cochrane was also the strongest 
part of the offense used by the 
Providence Steam Rollers.”

In addition to this baseball-foot­
ball argument we have already lo­
cated the best combined tennis and 
golf player known to sport. His name 
is Ellsworth Vines. In his day tennis 
never knew a harder hitter. He 
was one of the best. Vines is now 
to be listed among the better pros, 
good enough to break 70 here and 
there, and usually in the low 70s.

The tall and willowy Ellsworth 
can belt the ball a long way, is a 
first class iron player and a pretty 
good putter. His long game is good 
all the way. Vines has always beer 
a fine competitor.

All 
grease traps must be cleaned out 
every six months or oftener if pro­
prietor or tenants are notified by 
Plumbing Inspector to do so.

Sand Traps
Section 18. Ail stables, barns, 

garages or carriage houses, having 
a wash rack on which wagons, car­
riages, automobiles, hacks, buggies, 
buses or other vehicles are washed, 
and which rack is connected with 
the sewer, shall be provided with a 
sand and mud trap which shall 
have a Capacity of at least twenty 
cubic feet of space for sediment 
below inlet and outlet pipes. The 
trap shall have a partition be_ 
tween inlet and outlet pipes, 
which shall extend at’ least six 
inches below the bottom of the in­
let pipe. The trap may be con­
structed of concrete, brick or tile. 
When brick is used, the walls are 
to be made eight inches thick and 
all sides are to be plastered with 
mortar mixed with one part Port­
land cement and one part sharp 
clean sand. All sand and mud 
traps must be cleaned out once 
every six months, or more often if 
notified by the plumbing inspec­
tor to do so.

Strainers
Section 19. All sinks, basins, 

bath tubs, tubs, wash traps or sets 
of trays and all urinals must have 
waste pipes provided with a strong 
metallic strainer.

Section 20. Under no condition

No 
surface water or cistern overflow 
shall under any circumstances be 
allowed to enter the sewer.

Cellar Drains
Section 21. Drains from cellar 

or basement floors may be con­
nected with Jie sewer, if same is 
properly tapped. The trap for 
cellar drains must have a special 
seal of not less than four inches, 
and must be kept primed. In 
case there is danger of back water 
from the sewer, a back waStb trap 
shall be used. ^

House Drains
Section 22. The House drain is 

to be carried at least five feet 
oujside the cellar wall, where it 
will connect with the house sewer, 
li  shall be constructed of cast iron 
pipe and shall not be larger than 
four inches in diameter for all re­
sidences, and shall be increased in 
size for other buildings only when 
necessary. In no case shall the 
house drain be covered up or con­
cealed until it has been accepted 
by the Plumbing Inspector.

House Sewer
Section 23. The house sewer 

shall lead from the end of ^̂ e 
house drain which is five feet out­
side the cellar! wall, to the main or 
lateral and shall be constructed of 
four or six inch V.C. pipe, or same 
size cast pipe, excepl; when plumb­
ing inspector may deem larger size 
necessary, and shall be laid on a 
grade of not less than one-eighth 
inch and not more than one-half 
inch to the foot. In no case shall 
the house sewer be covered up be­
fore it has been inspected and ac­
cepted by Jhe Plumbing Inspector.

Connections Barred
Section 24. No steam exhaust,

blow off or drip pipe shall connect 
with the sewer or with any house 
drain, soil or waste pipe. Such 
pipes must discharge into a , chnk 
or condenser from which a suit­
able outlet to the house sewer may 
be provided, which outlet must be 
properly trapped.

Cess Polls
Section 25. Hereafter no cess 

pool or vault shall be built within 
the corporate limits on property 
with sewer and water mains ad­
jacent there Jo and all vaults, sep_ 
tic tanks and cess pools located in 
sewer district shall be discontinued 
when ordered to be discontinued 
by the City, or State Health Depart­
ment, and no septic tank or cess 
pool can be connected to the sew­
er.

Garbage, Etc.
Section 26. No garbage, butch­

er’s offal, dead animal or obstruc- 
uons of any kind whatsoever shall 
be placed, thrown or deposited in 
any catch basin, manhole, sewer or 
drain and no person shall injure, 
break or remove any portion of 
any catch basin, manhole, lamp 
hole or flush tank or any part of 
sewer drain.

Back Filling
Section 27. No back filling shall 

be done until the work has been ac­
cepted by the Plumbing Inspector. 
Af,,er the earth has been tamped 
around the pipe, and to a depth of 
one foot, over the same, the top 
part of this trench may be filled in 
and settled with wa^cr from a hose 
or some other source. During the 
time the trench is left open bar_ 
riers must be maintained and lan­
terns with red lighjs displayed as 
danger signals at night. In case 
the excavation is under some pav­
ing, the material in the trench is 
to be thoroughly tamped and set­
tled and the paving replaced in as 
good shape as before being torn 
up.

Section 28. A thorough test of 
the entire system shall be made by 
Jhe plumber at the time of the 
final inspection by the plumbing 
inspector. The test shall be a 
water test whicji shall be made by 
filling the system with water, or 
such other ?ests as the plumbing 
Inspector will approve -and in­
specting each and every joint. If 
any defects in the joints or any 
place are found the same shall be 
repaired or replaced before the 
system is finally accepted.

Permanent Records
Section 29. Af jer any system 

of plumbing or addition to an old 
system has been fnished, the 
plumber doing the work shall file 
an accurate description of same 
with the Plumbing Inspector. The 
description should give exact lo- 
cajion of all pipes, traps and like, 
together with the size of same, and 
also give the date of installation. 

Releases
Section 30. No person or Com­

pany shall be allowed to connect 
to the Cljy Sewer system until 
such person or company shall have 
executed and signed a written re­
lease to the City of &.ratford. 
leasing it from all damages that 
may resulj in defects in plumbing 
or otherwise upon the property 
connected to the sewer, or on ad­
joining property which release 
shall be filed with the City Secre­
tary

Penalty
Section 31. Any owner, agent, 

architect, plumber, drain layer, 
superintendent, contractor, or oth-

er persons failing, neglecting, 
omitting, resisting, or refusing to 
comply wijh any of the conditions 
of the requirements of this ord­
inance, shall be deemed guilty of a 
misdemeanor and upon conviction 
thereof shall be fined the sum of 
not less than $1.00 nor more than 
$100.00 for each offense; and each 
days failure, neglect and refusal to 
comply with Jie conditions of this 
ordinance shall be deemed a sep­
arate and distinct offense and

shall be fined as in other cases.
Section 32. This Ordinance shall 

take effect and be in force from 
and after its publication once in 
the Strafford Star, the Official 
City paper.
