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Following conferences with city 
officials, reductions in residential 
and commercial electric rates in 
Stratford, effective impiediately,, 
have been announced by A. C. 
Hallmark, division manager, and 
by Chester Guthrie, manager at 
Stratford. The new revised rates 
will be used in figuring the next 
bills received by customers of the 
Southwestern Public Service Com­
pany in Stratford.

When the Public Service Com­
pany took over the operation of 
the  electric system at Stratford a- 
bout September 1, 1946, it promis­
ed that electric rates would be 
brought in line with those in the 
remainder of the company’s ser­
vice area as soon as figures could 
be compiled. The necessary cal­
culations have been made and the 
new reduced rates are already in 
effect. Meters are read commencing 
about the 10th of each month, 
which means that the lower rates 
actually became effective about 
the 10th of September.

The new residential rate is as 
lollows: First 50 KWH used per 
month at 6c per KWH; next 50 
KWH used at 41/2 cents; excess 
KWH used at 2c; with a minimum 
charge of $1.50 per month.

The foregoing rate will apply to 
all residential customers whether 
or not the customer has an electric 
range. The former rates were as 
follows: first 25 KWH at 10 cents, 
next 25 KWH at 6 cents, and the 
excess KWH at 4 cents, with a 
mimimum charge of $3.50.

With electric range: the first 25 
KWH are at 9 cents per KWH; 
next 25 KWH at 6 cents; with ex­
cess KWH at 3 cents, and a mini­
mum charge of $3.50 a month.

The effect of the rate reductions 
on the bills of residential custom­
ers not having electric ranges is as 
follows: Customers using 25 kilo­
watt hours per month, old rate 
$2.50, new rate $1.50; 50 kilowatt 
hours per month, old rate $4.00, 
new rate $3.00; 100 killowatt hours 
per month, old $6.00, new rate 
$5.25; 150 killowatt hours per 
month, old rate ^8.00, new rate 
$6.25; 200 kilowatt hours per 
month, old rate $10.00, new rate 
$7.25.

Corresponding reductions, bnt of 
somewhat lower percentage will 
accrue the residential customers 
having electric ranges and the 
commercial customers.

In commencing upon the * rate 
reduction, J. E. Cunningham, Pres­
ident of the company, stated, 
“‘While we know that all custom­
ers will be happy to receive a re- 

‘duction in monthly electric bills, 
and while we are happy to bring 
rates in Stratford, Dalhart, Dumas 
areas in line with those in effect 
throughout our system, we feel 
tha t the citizens in the territory 
are even more interested in seeing 
tha t an adequate supply of elec­
tric power is made available for 
all users, including industrial ex­
pansion and rural use. We have 
underway a $12,000,000 program for 
the expansion and betterment of 
our power plants and transmission 
lines, and the program is designed 
to provide for the increased use of 
electricity which is bound to come. 
It will be our policy to cooperate 
actively on all worthy civic move­
ments for the upbuEding of the 
territory.”

The next electric bills received 
by residential and commercial 
customers in Dalhart, Dumas, 
Stratford, Chamberlain, Hartley 
and Conlen will be figured on new 
reduced electric rates. These 
rate reductions are in line with 
the long established policy of 
Southwestern Public Service Com­
pany of reducing rates as rapidly 
as possible, consistent with the 
maintenance of good service. The 
reductions will bring the electric 
rates in the area in line with 
those in effect in other cities and 
communities served by Southwest­
ern Public Service CompaJiy.

The reductions on individual 
bills will vary with the amount of 
electricity used and will average 
approximately 18 percent for resi­
dential customers. Reductions in 
commercial rates will range from 
approximately 71/2 percent in the 
larger communities to 22 percent 
in  the smaller communities.

Highway Delegation 
To Austin Hearing 
Monday Morning

County Commissioners W. T. 
Crabtree, E. E. Hamilton, and 
County Judge L. P. Hunter will ap­
pear before the Texas Highway 
Commission in Austin Monday 
morning in the interest of secur­
ing 5 more miles of paving on the 
1947 paving project of the Strat- 
ford-Gruver farm-to-market road.

Present plans of the highway 
commisison authorize 8.5 miie^ of 
paving on this road from Strat­
ford east. The delegation will seek 
the extension of this paving for 
a distance of approximately five 
miles, which would pave the road 
to the intersection of the Sunray- 
Texhoma road.

In the first announced program 
planned by the Texas State High­
way Commission, Sherman Coun­
ty was allowed 10 miles of paving 
on the Stratford-Gruver highway. 
The Federal Bureau of Roads, who 
match funds of state expenditures, 
cut off one and one-half miles of 
the approved paving project, to 
the nearest intersecting road.

Right-of-way for the highway 
has been secured, and a grade 
which will be acceptable by the 
highway commission has been 
built. The Commissioners’ Court 
bases its case before the State 
Highway Commission on grounds 
that in the preparation of this 
grade, only farm-to-market ex­
penditures needed will be used for 
caliche base and black topping of 
the road which should provide suf­
ficient funds to extend the paving 
approximately 5 miles to the pro­
posed intersection. Paving of 
farm-to-market roads costs ap­
proximately $5,700 a mile.

If action of the State Highway 
Commission is favorable to the 
proposed extension of the approv­
ed paving project, the proposition 
will 'be sent to the Federal Bureau 
of Roads in Washington for ap­
proval.

Philip went down to Samaria and 
preached Christ to them xxx and 
when they heard Philip preaching 
the things concerning the kingdom 
of God and the name of Jesus 
Christ, they were baptized both 
men and women.—Acts 8:5-12. 
Again, Philip preached Jesus to the 
Eunoch.— Acts 8:35. So to preach 
Christ, preach Jesus, was to preach 
the things concerning the kingdom 
of God and the name of Jesus 
Christ. The Eunoch was reading 
the prophecy of Isaiah which said, 
he was led as a sheep to the 
slaughter, and like a lamb dumb 
before his shearer so opened he 
not his mouth.

PAUL MAKES A NEW START

LESSON TEXT—Acts 26:9-18; I  Corinthi­
ans 15:8-10.

MEMORY SELECTION—This Is a faith­
ful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, 
th a t Christ Jesus cam e Into the world to 
save sinners.—I Timothy 1:15.

All that a man has by nature is 
not enough. We saw last week the 
preparation by heredity, education 
and environment which Paul had 
for a place of leadership. But it 
was not enough. The capable, well­
born, well-trained young Jewish 
aristocrat had to be born again 
spiritually before he could do God’s 
work.

Careful Bible students regard the 
conversion of Paul and the resur­
rection of Christ as the two out­
standing events of the New Testa­
ment. Without the resurrection of 
Jesus, the conversioh of Saul of 
Tarsus (whom we know as Paul the 
apostle) would not have been pos­
sible, and at the same time his 
conversion is one of the strongest 
proofs of the resurrection.

We find him in three relation­
ships.

I. By Nature—Contrary to Christ
(Acts 26:9-12).

It is not enough, as some of us 
suppose, that a man be sincere. 
Paul was entirely sincere in his 
conviction that he ought to perse­
cute the Christians. He did it with 
a good conscience (Acts 23:1), for 
a man’s cohscience commends him 
for doing what he believes to be 
right, even though he may be wrong 
in his thinking.

He was sincere, but he was anti- 
Christian. By nature man is at en­
mity with God. No good thihg 
dwells in the fiesh apart from the 
redeeming grace of God (Rom. 8:7; 
James 4:4; Rom. 7:18).

Stirred, probably by the faithful 
testimony of Stephen, to even great­
er zeal against the followers of 
Christ, Paul had to find new worlds 
to conquer, so he set out “breath­
ing out threatenings and slaughter 
to destroy the church in Damascus’’ 
as he had sought to do in Jerusalem.

He was a bold persecutor, doing 
all he could “contrary to the name 
of Jesus’’ (v. 9), until he met the 
Lord himself on the Damascus road. 
Ah, that meeting made him a differ­
ent man and he became

II. By Faith—Converted to Christ
(Acts 26:13-18). '

Stricken down by a brillia'nt heav­
enly light, he found himself talking 
to the Lord Jesus. He heard from 
his holy lips the solemn indictment 
of those who persecute God’s people 
—“Why persecutest thou me?’’ He 
who lays unkind hands upon, or 
brings uhtrue accusation against, 
God’s children had better beware, 
for so closely is our Lord identi­
fied with his people that when they 
suffer, it is he who bears the hurt.

In a single sentence the Lord dis­
posed of the persecuting zeal and 
the sinful skepticism of this proud 
young Pharisee, and Saul entered 
into Damascus not as the haughty 
persecutor, but as a man trembling 
and astonished. He spent three 
days shut in with his own soul and 
God; not seeihg, not caring to eat, 
but entering into communion with 
God. By God’s grace the old life 
was pulled up by the roots as it 
was displaced by the new life in 
Christ Jesus.

God had a great commission 
awaiting Paul as soon as he was 
ready for it (vv. 16-18). He was to 
be the apostle to the Gentiles, and 
that includes so many of us. The 
gospel which had come first to the 
Jews, was now to go out into all the 
world and to all people.

The change in Paul was a drastic 
one. He was as one who was alive 
from the dead. It was not a case of 
adjusting or refurbishing the old 
persecutor Saul—here was a new 
creature in Christ, ordained to good 
works (Eph. 2:8-10).

III. By Grace—Confessing Christ 
(I Cor. 15:8-10).

Twenty years had passed since 
Paul’s conversion. He had been out 
serving Christ, in season and out of 
season. He had known persecution, 
suffering and opposition. Now he 
was writing, by inspiration of the 
Holy Spirit, about the resurrection, 
telling of those who had seen the 
risen Christ. He included himself 
as one born out of his time.

It is a personal vision of the liv­
ing Saviour which vitalizes the spir­
it of a witness and makes his tes­
timony ring true. Paul saw Christ. 
We too may see Him with the eye of 
faith, and by His grace become wit­
nesses.

Effort and labor are involved. 
This matter of witnessing is not 
something which automatically does 
itself. “I labored more abundant­
ly,’’ said Paul, and yet he knew 
that it was the grace of God in him 
which accomplished the result (see 
V . 10 and Phil. 2:13).

That is it! The grace of God 
working on and in and through a 
man. And at the same time, that 
man laboring diligently that the 
grace bestowed upon him should not 
be found vain. It is in this manner 
God’s work gets done on earthi

the Texas A. and M. College Exten­
sion Service, the answer to the 
President’s request must come to a 
great extent from the rural peo­
ple. Last year, fire destroyed 
$200,000,000 in rural property, al­
most half of the total fire losses in 
the United States. Fire also took 
3,500 lives on farms last year and 
30,000,000 acres of forest land were 
destroyed by fire. These losses 
are now at a 16-year high and are 
climbing steadily. ’

For every week as well as Fire 
Prevention Week, the Department 
of Agriculture has made these sug­
gestions to rural people for stop­
ping fire losses:

Keep handy at all times at least 
a few fire-fighting tools, such as 
water pails, tall ladders and fire 
extinguishers. Establish fire
breaks around haystacks, farm
buildings and maturing crops of 
high fire hazard and go over the 
farm carefully looking for fire haz­
ards and getting rid of them. En­
list the aid of local fire officials in 
making frequent inspections of the 
premises; install proper lightning 
rods; and try to make new build­
ings fire-safe. Remember that
the best way to fight fire is to keep 
it from starting.
