West Coke County Ambulance 
Service passed another milestone 
recently when Lou Wright compl­
eted all the work toward becom­
ing an Emergency Medical Tech- 
nician/Paramedic. She was certi­
fied during state examinations 
the last of June.

Her many hours of work give 
her the distinction of being the 
first paramedic for Coke County 
and the Hrst female paramedic in 
the 13-county Concho Valley 
area.

The addition of a paramedic to 
the Robert Lee service will allow 
it to provide advanced life sup­
port at this time, and when the 
new ambulance is purchased and 
special equipment is provided for 
it, the service will have a quali­
fied person to operate a mobile 
intensive care unit.

All these purchases, like the 
ambulance, are very expensive. 
Training costs money, equipment 
costs money, and “ sometimes it 
seems as if everything we get 
involved in costs money,” Miss 
Wright said. She did point out 
one asset of the service that is 
provided at a good price, noting 
that it “ is important to remember 
that not one of the volunteers is 
paid for his or her service on the 
ambulance.

Lou asked the Observer to 
thank all those who have had a 
part in helping her get the 
paramedic certification. She 
especially mentioned that her 
carpool drove extra days to free 
her, her family did all the chores, 
ambulance service members cov­
ered many of her “ on call” days 
and various organizations includ­
ing the Lions Club and Coke 
County Commissioners’ Court 
made contributions toward the 
expensive endeavor.

As she phrased it, “This 
paramedic belongs to the whole 
county, not just to me.”

Bridge Repair

Coke County commissioners 
met Monday and accepted a bid 
of Armco, Inc., of Amarillo to 
supply the steel pipe to construct 
a permanent crossing over San 
Creek south of Silver.

The price was $22.31 per linear 
foot for a total cost of $5,354.40.
