With supplies in Chicago today over­

running estimates and prices sharply 
lower, the trade hare broke in sympathy 
but was quite active at the lower range 
ol prices. Local receipts were quite 
large and Included some ol as choice 
steers ottered this season, but as a rule 
the supply consisted ol lair to good 
medium ol export and shipping 
grades anil cummon to fair light weight 
butcher steers. Borne big thick 1st steers 
suitable for the eas'ern dressed beel 
trade sold at 90.50, which Would proba­
bly bavo brought 16.76 on the high point 
ol last Wednesday, and on the styles that 
ranged from 98.00biti.3S bids were weak 
to 10c lower than tHe trade on this clast of 
steers yesterday, but on the offerings 
selling Irom 95.06iir6.9S prices were gen­
erally around lOu lower, while buy­
ers took occasion to again hammer the 
light and medium grades of butcher and 
dressed beet steers selling at 15.60 and 
below. These grades predominated in 
th# supply and prices were fully 10fS15c 
lower, and In extreme cases 20r»25c low­
er for styles that would have sold at 
16.36 and under yesterday.

Traders had Tarlous experiences as 
some of the sellers wh* got out to good 
advantage yeoteVHay considered tbs 
market worse than - it Teatly was and 
some who hit tbs low spot* yesterday 
thought their salsa looked about steady 
today, but neither reflected the actual 
tone ol the geQeftl' IV rka*.

There was a^l^p^sTtlon on the part of 
the buyers to purchase freely and when 
sellers were bid theJpLl strength of the 
market selling was B r c f i  id  ..the yards 
were well cleared b|pb4 f t *  noon hour.

Over nearly the Whel* country th* week ending April 17 was abnormally 
and unfavorableBttfg*coasting and growth.

In westers Berth Dacota th* temperature 1*11 atarly to tsro os th* 16th. and 
ea this sad th* MUswiur date exceptionally lew temperatures lor the season os- 
curred throughout the country east ol th* Rocky mountains, treating temperatures 
occurring as far snath as the northern portions el Alabama sad Georgia, and cen­
tral Bouth Carolina, with light to heavy frost at Jacksonville.

Heavy rains wert nr.isvosabl* la th* sooth Atlantic and central gull ststss, 
while need ol rain is be:rinnia( to b* felt ia portions of th* lower Mississippi valley 
and *n the txtresM aorta Pacific coast. Tsmpsratar* condition* on the Pacilie 
coast ar* unfavorable.

While eons p fan tin 1' ties continued ia Kansas. Missouri and southern Illinois, 
none has bean planted farther north, nor In th* upper Ohio valley and middle states. 
Preparations lor floating hav* been active la the central valley.

Winter wheat esotiunes ia a promising condition generally throughout th* 
country, but is beginning to need rain ia portions ol Eansa* sad Michigan. Very 
slow progress was made with spring wheat seeding over th* northern portion of 
the spring wheat region, as this work eould be prosecuted only in the afternoons, 
*0 account of the lew temperatures. Early sows spring wheat doss not appear to 
have sustained injury from Ihi recent cold except in Nebraska, where some fields 
were slightly damaged

It took buyers and sellers nearly all 
forenoon to get together on a business 
basis in the hog house today and, even 
then, th* prices obtainable were un­
satisfactory to tbs selling interest. 
Hupply on th* local yards was not 
quits as large as one week ago but the 
total hoga In sight at five leading points 
shows a small increas* over the num­
ber at aam* points on* week ago. 
Quality of hogs was quite good, notably 
better than yesterday and about back 
to the standard ol last week. Trade 
had vsry alow tone during the entire 
forenoon-in fact, up to 11:30 o’clock 
there bad been but small volume of 
business accomplished Buyers set their 
pegs for a 2 V «6 c  lower market but with 
receipts lighter than a week ago sellers 
generally held out and would not meet 
declines demanded. A lew trades were 
effected during early hours ol the ses­
sion st a weak to 5c lower basis and 
around the noon hour the market got 
to going in fair volume at the weak to 
5c lower level with bulk of sales show­
ing around a 24c decline though on 
quality th* hogs will show more than 
this decline on the hooks in coolers. 
There was a liberal ahowing of smooth, 
well finished medium and heavy bogs 
but (he supply of tbs day carried a long 
mixed middle with a good many unfin­
ished light and regulation pack*.- qual­
ity. In the line ol pigs and underweight 
light there was no change,'Aha-supply 
was very small and prices unchanged.

Prices ranged from S5.26ia6.40, with 
bulk selling at 95 32V46.40. Bulk yes­
terday sold at 15.86 45.42H, week ago at 
I6.35 d5.46, a month ago at H.15rd6.25, a 
year ago at S4.80(44.86, two years ago 
st J7.06-a7.174, three years ago at $0.85 a 
7.15 and lour years ago at $5.77406.85.

W ide Aren o f  M idd le West Bafflers 
F rom  Recen t Freese.

Bp*Mat dispatches to the daily press 
coveri.ig a wide area ol country in the 
middle west and southwest indicate ex- 
tsnsive damage to Iruit and garden crops, 
though it is yet too soon alter the freez­
ing nights to estimate the extent ol 
damage. In Indian Territory the truck 
farmers and fruit growers seem to have 
suffered very heavy losses. Kansas re- 

j ports the entire peach crop killed, ex- 
! cept in the Extreme southern counties, 
while the loss in fruit in Indiana will be 
large. Oklahoma was storm swept, and 
reports state that tornadoes and cloud­
bursts which have played havoc with 

| much of the present crops, also menace 
the spring planting.

Missouri, Illinois, Iowa and Texas re­
ports indicate that the fruit crop may be 
saved. Reports from Nebraska indicate 
that in the opinion of grain men very 
little damage haa resulted Irom the wint­
ry weather that visited that section Bat- 
urday and Sunday. On the contrary it 

j fa thought that the heavy snow will be 
j beneficial.

Qreat apprehension ia felt by truck 
farmers and fruit growers in several 
states south of the Ohio river, and cur­
rent dispatches say that only cloudy 
weather will save these crops from great 
damage. This ia particularly true in 
Bouth Carolina, where the crops are well 
advanced and where a killing frost would 
mean a loss of hundred* - thousands of 
dollars.

Royal Show.

Kansas City, Ido., April 19.—A festura 
ot the American Hoys! Live Stock show, 
to be held in Kansas City, October 9 
to 14, which Is expected to create much 
interest, is the elimination ol the divid­
ing line heretofore drawn between car

cat-| load lots of range bred and native 
tie. Bines the institution of the Amer­
ican Hoyai show a tule has been in 
force that all beel < attic west ol a cer­
tain line in Kansas must be classed a* 
range bred. This rule was established 
at a time when the cattle west of the 
line referred to were far the most part 
really range bred. The country was 
undeveloped and the cattle were rais­
ed on hay and grass rather than corn 
and feed. Now it is different and the 
rule has been deemed to be an injualica 
to stockmen west of the line who ar* 
now raising the choicest kind of native 
cattle.

At the show this year the cattle will
be judged solely on their merits, as 
either range or native stock, regard­
less of what part of the country they 
ccme from. The officials of the show 
expect the new ruling to be productive 
of more entries than ever before ol the*« 
grades of cattle.

BL Petersburg, April 19.—Gradually 
many interesting details surrounding 
the recent arrest of a band of about a 
dozen toiTorisis are leaking ouL The 
capture which is regarded by the 
authorities as being of immense im­
portance was accomplished by Kas- 
hovsky, the Russian Uecoe, who was 
dismissed from the secret police several 
years ago on account of his connection 
with Philippe the spiritualist who 
created such a stir at court several 
years ago and who too went to Paris 
to live.

Governor General Trepoff upon his 
appointment as governor general of 
St. Petersburg Induced Kashovsky to 
return to 8t. Petersburg and within 
two weeks the detective captured the 
entire band which had been operating 
here under the direction o f the central 
organisation which apparently has its 
headquarters In Switzerland Alfred 
Henry McCullough, the man killed 
March 11. by the accidental explosion 
of a bcuuti at the hotel Bristol whose 
real name was Bauman, was one of 
the chiefs at the terrorists having 
charge of the manufacture of bomba 
and Kalleff who killed Grand Duks 
Serguis also belonged to the group. 
After Bauman's death Kalieff’s duties 
devolved upon Mile. Leontleff, daughter 
o f Geu. Leontleff. who recently was 
appointed governor o f Yakutsk, east­
ern Siberia. M ila Leontleff became a 
convert to terrorism during her stay 
at Lucreae. Switzerland. Kalleff • 
identity was established through the 
discovery of a photograph belonging to 
Savtnkoff who has been his comrade 
both at the Uuniversity and in exlln 
When Kalteff was charged with hie 
Identity he admltedt It saying Immedi­
ately: "Bavtnkoff has been arrested *'

The police later thought they had 
captured flavlnkoff and ao aaounced 
publicly, but It turns out that the man 
held under that name was another and 
that Savtnkoff to whom Kalleff evi­
dently had confided his intention of 
killing grand duks Serguis Is still sat# 
abroad.

Among the others captured was Ma­
dams Ivanovttska a sister-in-law of 
Korolenko, the Russian author. She 

Involved In the nihilist plot to 
ate Emperor Alexander 11 for 

which she was sentenced to 18 years 
In Siberia, but at the end o f seven 
years she esc*[Wed to America.

Perhaps the most romantic feature 
Is the feet that Mile. Leontleff con­
verted two nieces o f Governor General 
Trepoff, Mile. Trepoff and Princess 
Denisheff to the doctrine o f assassina­
tion and that after the arrest of her 
mentor. Mile. Trepoff actually at­
tempted the life of her uncle, firing 
two shots at him both o f which missed. 
Thereupon the two girls become panic- 
stricken and attempted suicide, Mile 
Trepoff throwing herself under a train 
and Princess Denisheff shooting her­
self. Neither o f them succeeded in kill 
Ing herself. The family has since 
tried to make It appear that the girls' 
acts were the reenlt o f a mutual pact 
for self destruction both being In lore 
with the same man. an officer o f the 
guards.

About 100 mala and female students 
of the conservatory of music who hare 
been connected with the agitation In 
favor o f Rimsky Korsakoff, who' was 
removed from his professorship in the 
Conservatory because o f his attitude 
toward the striking students, have 
been arrested and sentenced to a 
month's imprisonment.

St Petersburg, April 19.—The first 
official business taken up by the
new American ambassador, Mr. Moyer, 
with the foreign office, was the reopeu- 
lug of the important question of the 
removal o f the countervailing duty 
levlad in Russia against American 
manufactured goods in retaliation for 
the countervailing duty in the Gutted 
States on Russian sugar The levying 
o f the Russian countervailing duty 
which Is heavy, has practically resulted 
In the complete suspension of the im­
portation of certain classes o f Amer­
ican goods which were being brought 
here on a large scale. Germany prov­
ed to be the chief beneficiary for the 
same goods, many cases being Import­
ed through Germany and the Russian 
consumers being obliged to pay an in­
crease price. At Mr Meyer's request. 
Foreign Minister Lamsdorff has agreed 
to arrange that the ambassador be 
allowed to conduct the negotiation di­
rectly with the ministry of flnam-e, 
where. It is believed, there is a dispo­
sition to favorably adjust this trouble­
some question.

Big Staff Engaged ia Preparing Pood 

for Russia's Ru ling 
Fam ily.

The most extra vacant housekeeping 
In Europe is that practiced at the czar'a 
court. Tae sums apeat in eating, drink­
ing and servants « r e  simply colossal. 
The kitchen ia French lu all its details, 
and more than one eminent Parisian 
restaurateur first made his pile in the 
( zar s employ before be started business 
at home. In fact, the heaos of these 
household departments rapioly be«om» 
wealthy men.

The kitchen, pantry and housekeeping 
arrangements are all under the charge 

j of the court marshal, Count Beuken- 
I dorll, but the real general in command 

is a court “ forager,”  es he is called, 
once a chef, now an official, with the 
rank o f colonel, with a court uniform, 
a cocked hat, spurs, sword, etc., while 
his breast is decorated with stars aud 
orders.

This awe-inspiring individual must 
take a special oath of allegiance and 
fidelity in view o f the risk that he might 
otherwise arrange for poisoning his im­
perial master.

in this man's chancellery there are 12 
secretaries and four under foragers. 24 
upper lackeys, 34 lackejs, 18 under lack­
eys, and 54 lackey ar.-istants. At the 
head of the kitchen are two chefs, each 
with a >slary of *  cabinet mlnister.be- 
sides perquisites. They are both French­
men. They in turn are assisted by four 
under chefs. 38 ordinary men cooks, 20 
apprentices and 32 kitchen boys.

A department in itself is the pastry 
cooks, presided over by a chief baker and 
two dozen assistants And yet the czar 
eat* the simplest foods, preferring above 
all else native Russian soups. like 
bersch and sechi. The cellars are burst­
ing with 25,000 dozen of wine of all sorts. 
The czar himself takes a glass of claret 
and a nip of champagne— nothing more.

Fabulous sums are spent on rare fruit 
at a season when they can only be forced.
