CATTLE.

Prl-Tratling Was R ather Blow W ith  
ocs Steady to lOo Lower.

Supplies of cattle at the principal mar­
kets today weiT larger than anticipated 
and considerably in excess of the aggre­
gate receipts a weekago. The increased 
marketing had a bearish effect on the 
market and buyers were extremely cau­
tious in placing sarly bids sharply lower, 
but as the session advanced sellers 
worked to a little higher level and suc­
ceeded in making a pretty good clear­
ance at prices steady to lCfi lower than 
the close ol Friday. Offerings included 
quite a percentage hf good thick fleshed 
steers suitable for the eastern dressed 
meat trade and good well fatted kinds on 
the export order. Buying orders for 
these grades seemed to be quite liberal 
and some lots that sold around 35,705. 
6.00 were considered steady, but the bulk 
of such offerings were weak and in some 
instances 10c lower. Light butcher and 
medium shipping Kinds selling from 35.50 
down were weak to 10? lower, with sell­
ers quoting more ltht lower than other­
wise. Trading was more or less slow 
during the early hours, but became fair­
ly activo later, the tone of the market 
being a little better at the close than at 
the opening. QuMe a string of bay-fed 
westerns, of fairly good flesh and quali­
ty. were on the yards, and met a rather 
dull demand.

Although reports of tho eastern dressed 
beef situation were not of an encourag­
ing nature, buyers seomed a little more 
disposed to purchus? freely than on last 
Monday, which w ni indicative of a little 
broader demand for carcass meats, but 
tho fact that values showed a deprecia­
tion today indicated that tho supply in 
the aggregate waa in.excess ol the actual 
wants ol the trade, and heavy supplies 
In Chicago Wednesday, following tho 
big run of today, will probably have the 
•Meet ol further depreciating the market.

HARVEST NEAR, HELP SCARCE
Hannas W ill Need Much Outside 

H elp  For W heat Ftelda.
Topeka, May 8.—The director of the 

tree employment bureau May 1 sent to 
thirty-nine counties in the wheat belt in 
Kansan the following inquiries respect­
ing the wheat crop:

What wan the acreage of winter wheat 
planted in your county? What ia it* 
present condition? From present indi­
cation* how much greater will this year’s 
crop be than that ot last year? Aretarm 
hands in your county plenty or scarce?

Regarding the answers received to 
these questions, T. H. Gerow, director ot 
tbe bureau, said:

“ Information received from thirty-four 
counties out of tbe thirty-nine shows 
that the crop at this time is in excellent 
condition and that with favorable 
weather a very large yield may be ex­
pected. In some counties, whore the 
assessors have not yet completed tbeir 
returns, it has been impossible to exact­
ly ascertain the acreage.

‘ ‘The supply ot labor appears to be 
scarce and as there are comparatively 
few idle men in the state at the present 
time, it will be necessary to coil for a 
large number of men front outside sour­
ces, provided the crop matures as it now- 
promises. As to the rumor w*hich has 
pr.-vailed that the harvest will be earlier 
than usual, only two countiea report that 
such twill be the case. 1 have, however, 
sent out further inquiries in order to as­
certain whether this rumor is true or not 
as applying to all counties in the wheat 
belt.

EGOS BY THE MILLION.
The western part of Virginia has been 

known for yearn as a great aaction lor 
raising poultry, and the mduatry ia in­
creasing at a rapid rate. The shipment 
ol Thanksgiving turkeys and chickens 
fur all seaeons brings In a considerable 
revenue. The Harrisonburg “ News”  
has just compiled the figures ol the pro­
duction of Boeaingham county for last 
year. It finds tha» 90.090 crates w« rS 
shipped to market, a total ol 10,800,000 
eggs sold from on# county in a single 
year. This does not include many 
thousands consumed on the farms where 
they are laid. The lowest price ol the 
year was 14 to 15 cents a dosen, and In 
December 32 cents was paid. The aver­
age lor the last year wa* 22 cents. Th* 
profit irom eggs alone to Rockir.gham 
county termer* wa* nearly 8200,000. Vir­
ginia is able to put aside a very tred li­
able “ nest egg" Irom tbe profit ol a year’s 
work c4 hyr industrious hens.

Hometime during the summer weather 
two milk cans were selected; one thor­
oughly cleaned in tbe ordinary way by 
scrubbing with hot water, the other 
subjected to tbe action ol steam for halt 
an hour or so. Milk in the first can 
soured in 23 hours, in the second in 28H 
hours, and the contents of the first can 
were found to contain twenty-six times 
as many bacteria as the other. A rep­
etition ot the test in winter kept the 
milk in the second can sweet nine hour* 
longer than that in the other. The first 
method ol cleaning is the one most gen­
erally practiced in this country, but is 
the degree ot thoroughness with which 
it is done that makes it more or less 
profitable. The steam beat simply 
reaches snd cleans more of the surface 
ol can than can be done by the scrubbing 
process. The hot water and brush 
method is sufficient for all practical pur­
poses if don* thoroughly. Keep your 
dairy utensils elean!

The conclusions reached by Prof 
Chittenden are interesting, but prove 
nothing definitely. If he is o f the 
opinion that the deductions to be 
drawn from the investigation are that 
the daily rations of the average per­
son should be cut down, experience 
would seem to t»e against his point ot 
view. Underfed nations have never 
been in ths forefront o f civilisation 
but have always been the easy prey 
of those peoples who have been able 
to satisfy thoroughly the cravings ol 
their stomachs. The matter Is ptf lit­
tle concern to the average person, but 
touches closely the well-to-do individ­
ual.

The problem ot what to eat and bow 
to cook food Is Of greater moment 
than the question o f overeating. An 
editorial In the British Medical Jour­

On the other hand, 
from those nearest him, those who 
ought to know and yet would not allow 
an exaggerated estimate to be given 
out, the estimate was between $25,000,- 
and $-10 <100.000. giving him an easy lead 
in the Colorado list.

There are 108 millionaires, and if  to 
these could be added the names of those 
who have left Colorado after making 
fortunes. It could be easily doubled. The 
total wealth of the 108 millionaires r.* 
Colorado aggregates about $200,000,000. 
There Is probably no sect ion of the world 
with a population o f less than 600,000 
that can show such home produeUon of 
wealth.
