l*rlccH Continue Downward, Trade 
Slow to Get Starlctl.

Buyers again started out to force 
another 10 cent cut In prices today, 
but were not able to make any head­
way during early part o f the forenoon. 
There was some early buying at 
around 5 cents under yesterday, but 
during middle hours there was a lull 
during which the pine fence-boards 
suffered severely, buyers stood pat on 
a demand for a full 10 reduction, and 
sellers would not loosen up. Later 
In the day the opposing forces got 
together on a 5 #10  eent lower basis 
and It was at this decline that bulk of 
business for the day was done.

Total receipts for the week to date 
at this point are 55.400 and show an 
Increase of 14,000 over last week, 
while at five points the total o f .190,- 
000 la 70,600 larger than for the same 
tlma last week and with a moderate 
Saturday run tomorrow will put the 
week's aggregate total up among the 
big recorilA o f lost winter. With this 
big run the quality of hogs has ruled 
seasonably good and haa not been 
suggestive of any hurry to cash hold­
ings and get out of the hog business. 
It is likely, however, that with 
weather favorable to corn planting, 
tha next week will see lighter sup­
plies. as farmers have been delayed 
with planting.

loads per acre, then seeds his clover 
with w-heat to w;hlch has been added 
160 Ibt. o f bone meal per acre, a 
clover crop Is usually assured. The 
neglect of manuring, however, and 
the presistent cropping o f land to 
corn Is sure to make clover grow-ing 
on many of the soils of Missouri more 
difficult. CIo\-er Is far to valuable a 
crop both as a feed and as a soil 
renovator for the farmer to neglect, 
and the wise man w-lll seek through 
a crop rotation and a systematic use 
o f barnyard manure and phosphates, 
to make clover growing successful.

Following tbe settlement of the pre­
liminary legal points, which included 
1  ruling by the court that tbe quee- 
tton of Thaw's aaalty and of the con- 
ttitailonalily o f his cooimltment wocid 
he prooeeded wtth stmnlieneonsly. At­
torney James O. Graham of Thaw's 
'onnsel opened the presentation of hla 
case by calliag several physicians, 
tnzong them Dr. Frank H McGuire, | 
.uperlntenJeot of tbe Tombs prison in 1 
N'ew York City, and Dr C^harles E. | 
l.ane, a physician of I ’oughkeepele,! 
who teetiiled as to Thaw's apparent 
rationality during bis confinement tn 
[trison and tn the Matteawan aaylum. 
Dr McGuire waa the only one of the 
relators wltaeaaee who qualifled as 
in expert. A ll the medical witnesses 
were shorplT c»i>ssj(>xamlned by Dis- 
irtet Attorney Jerome of New York, 
who appeared to opimse Thaw'a re- 
'ease.

During Ihe afternoon seasion Thaw's 
ounssl rested their case without hav­

ing placed 7'haw on the stand or har­
ing presented their expert testimony. 
District Attorney Jerome then proceed­
'd with bis case on Ihe understand­
ing that the relators counsel were 
holding their expor' witnesses for re­
buttal.

Mr. Jerome's one witness of tbe day 
waa Dr. Austin Flint of .New York, an 
expert on mental diseases. Dr. Flint 
waa on the stand almost continuously 
from the middle of tbe afternoon ses­
sion until court adjourned. He re- 
poated his testimony at the second 
Thaw trial to a great extent, charac­
terizing Thaw as a paranoiac, the vic­
tim of a dUeasa from which, he de­
clared, tha patieat never recoverst 
Thaw'a general behavior, his lettera, 
bla will, hla alleged hallucinationa, 
were all described by the physician as 
emphatic ayraptoms of paranoia.
