Another Strung .AdvaiM-e Noted in Live 
Pork i*rleee.

It may be only temporary but it Is 
noted that the packers have suddenly 
ehowm a change of front with refer­
ence to the hog market Prices have 
taken a sudden upward shoot and ad­
vances are about as rapid aa were 
recent declines.

Today there was a lively demand 
that soon put prices 1 0 *  t ic  above 
bulk sales o f Wednesday and 16*30 
cents higher than low time of the 
week. At this price the market was 
active enough to clear the yards at 
an early hour o f the day. While the 
market for hogs shows the advance 
noted the trade In pigs remaliia 
stationary with the tendency today 
toward lower prices.

Weight and quality o f hogs are 
somewhat better than earlier In the 
week and this may have something 
to do with putting the packers In 
better humor, but It la considered ad­
visable for the country to take this 
advance with caution.

Receipts at the local point fall oft 
shout 3,000 compared with last week 
and the total o f 230.000 at five points 
for four days la 16.000 leas than a 
Week ago, but 32,000 ahead of corra- 
apondlng time bist year.

The annual pr' lutUoii of sweet p d.i- 
toes In the south Atlantic and Gulf 
*tjitc# I #  ahtiut €0,000.0011 binshels, but 
this might be easily Increased tenfold. 
The theoretical amount of starch pro­
duced per acre from a good crop of 
sweet p<itatoe# Is from one and one- 
half to four times as much a* from 
corn, wheat or Irish potatives jam acre.

The variety most In demand for a 
table potato Is not necessarily the one 
best suited for the mariufaeture of 
starch In fact, we can say alm'vst 
conclusively that It Is not. as the va­
riety containing the largtjst perient- 
age of starch Is apt to be dry and In­
sipid. Then. too. for starch produc- 
tlonwe want a pnditlc potato, and as 
a rule the heavhst yielders are not of 
the best quality for the table. It has 
not l>een fully determined as yet what 
varietiea are beet aulted for the man­
ufacture of atarch. These are the 
most essential requirements: (1 )
High atari h content. (2 i prolinctiese; 
( :i) flesh light, or white In color. The 
following come nearer posseaalng 
these requirements than any we have 
thus far examined: Providence,
Poulhern Queen, and Triumph. Fur­
ther work may show that there are 
other varietiea Ixtter aulted for thi* 
work than any of mentioned.

The machinery used in the station 
experiments waa similar to that used 
In making atarch from Irish imtatoes.

Four varieties were used— .Southern 
Queen, Providence, Triumph, and Red 
Nansemond. The flrst three were 
chosen for their high starch content 
and light color, and one test was made 
of the Red Nansemond t> tee If the 
c'dor would Interfere srlth aucccaeful 
starch making.

The results of experiments carried 
eut fur two years in aucesaaiun ahow 
the entire practirahlllty of tha manu­
facture of starch from aweet potatoss. 
but "tha data accumulated Is yet In- 
siirttclent to make any positive etate- 
ment as to whether engacing ia this

enterprise will prove a paying invest­
ment."

At the price at which eweet pota- I
 ̂toes are sold at the present time their 
, manufacture Into starch alone would 
not be prottrable It must be remem­
bered, however, th-ut, grown on the 
veals which would be necessary to 
run one ur more starch factories, 
there are a number of eaper. es which 
could lie eliminated.

In the conducing o f a factory the 
following plan suggests Itself as a 
feasible one: The factory to take 
over all potatoes from th* farmer, se­
lect the best and even-slie ones to be 
-hipi>ed to market fur table use. and 

: make starch from the smalL over-sise 
i and 111-shaped ones- All op< rations 
lielng c<>ntrolhd In this way by th* 
factory on a large scale, the product 
-ould be utlised and marketed to th* 
best advantage In case of dull mar­
ket cundiUons. Inatead of shlppnlg po­
tatoes they could be canned, for which 
there Is a great and Increasing de­
mand at the present time.

A successful metb'Ml has also been 
devised for evaporating sweet pota­
toes. In this condition they will keep 
Indetltvltely. and. owing to their con­
centrated form, can be shlppeil long 
distances at comparatively small coal 
They wouhl. no doubt, be quite pvpu- 

. lar If better known.

'lalry feeds. laut year Colorado ahlp- 
p«-d In fr.im the dry laii'ls of iCaiisas 
and Nebraska dairy prixlucta to the 

-amount of 15,000,000. and p>>ullry 
and i-ggs to the amount of $3,000,000. 
All of which could and sh'tuld have 
h en  pr'uliiceil in eastern Colorado.

The writer spent 2$ years on dry 
lan'l farms and he would not attempt 
to settle on a dry land farm with a 
capital of only $1,000 .Many men 
have finally been aucce.ssful. startirg 
with ev«-n less capital, but they had 
to go through hardships which no 
man has a right to ask these days of 
his wife and children. I would put 
the money Into teams and tools and 
rent an irrigated farm until I had 
made another $1,000.

Pry lanil farming requires constant, 
thorough tillage. A large per cent of 
Ihi- dty lanil farmers fail through too 
little horse power. The first Invest­
ment should be in at least three good, 
heavy horses; five would be safer.

After the necessary horses. Imple- 
m<-nts and harness are seriire'l, to­
gether ■with seed and feed, dairy cows 
and laying hens should hr purchased.

l.ast year on a 320-ai-re dry land 
farm. Burke Potter received from 22 
ilalry cows $1,550. A range cow of 
the dairy type, properly handled, will 
produce from $30 to $50 worth of 
cream In a year. With the forage 
crojis listed above, raised under thor­
ough tillage, 10 cows can be kept on 
150 acres In a dry year. Thia will 
give an annual cash income o f from 
$300 to $500 from the cows alone.

The Colorado agricultural college 
has found that In widely different sec­
tions of the state, ■killed poultrymen 
are making a net profit of $2 per hen 
a year ah<>ve cost o f feed. F'our hun­
dred hens can be kept on a l€0-acre 
farm.

The most money Is In eggs, and a 
special egg-producing strain and breed 
should be selected.

Not over 60 hens should be kept In 
one house, and the best house for the 
plains Is a well-built sod house with 
ranv.qs windows. Thia Is cheap, warm, 
and dry and gives thorough ventila­
tion without draughts.

The hena should be cared for hy 
the farmer and not by hs over-work­
ed wife. They should he fed and 
cared for three timea dally, kept free 
from vermin and the house* cleaned 
dally. I'nder these conditions 400 
hens will give a yearly income of from 
$500 to $$00.

The dairy cows and the hens will 
furnish a comfortable income and en­
able the farmer to pay cash for all 
hla family purchases, no matter how 
dry the year.

Then, the dry land farmer should 
seed aa much land to wheat as h* is 
able to prepare thoroughly with in­
tensive tillage, and when he raises a 
crop, the money from It will b* sur­
plus cash not needed to pay debts nor 
to buy housshold supplies.

TU SAVE LUMBER SUPPLY.

Sitecic o f Tree Iloing I’ ropagotcd lu 
Calironila With (iood lU-sult#.

Technical IVorld: To supply Cali­
fornia, the southern half of which 
has been badly denuded of its original 
foreatratlon, with an abundance of 
timber; to aid In the Increaae of rain­
fall over a dry area which is destined 
In the near future to be called on to 
support an Immense population; to 
Fjpply more than 12,000,000 ties year- 
y to the railroad* of the United 

Btate*. and, laet but not least, to fur- 
nlah a perpetual bee pasturage fur 
hundreds of aplarlea— these, all these 
are the thing* which are beginning to 
be written In the history of one tree 
In southern California.

That tree Is th* eucalyptua, o f many 
species, and the lumber from which 
has but lately l>een discovered to pos­
sess qualiflratlons for use In certain 
Industries, posaesssd by no other tree, 
wild or domestic known to man.

As a mere beginning of thia plan, 
the Ranta Fe Itatiway company has 
bought 16,000 acres o f land in Ban

Diegu county, Cullfornia, and Is plante 
Ing it as fast as possible to young 
eucalyptus trees six or eight Inches 
tall. Bevcral hundred acres of this 
vast tract have been set out already, 
and fully (5 per cent of tha trees have 
taken hold In good shape and shown 
signs of growth.

One o f tho moot IntercKtIng things 
about the eucalyptus is its varieties, 
of which there are at least 150 good 
species, with probably a third as many 
sub-species which are not commonly 
listed in the catalogues.

They grow to be of great sise; lit 
Australia Individuals of soma varieties 
have been known to attain a height 
of 300 feet. In California, where trees 
were planted about some of the old 
haciendas forty years ago, they ars 
still growing and their ultimate sis* 
is entirely problcmatlcaL

At 1$ years of age a tree will eut 
Into at least two railroad ties. A  blue 
gum, 6 or t years old. If cut to th* 
ground, will send up shoots that will 
be seventy-flve or 100 feet tall In an* 
other eight yeara
