COTTON LACKS RAIN.

Teaas Crop Deteriorates on Account
of Dry Weather for Month,

Dallas, Tex., Aug. 22 —According to
information compiled bHy the News
hecause of the continued dry weather
over a large part of Tevas the cotton
erop has deteriorated considerably in
the last thirty days. Conservative es-
timates of the wrop now put it be-
tween 3,000,000 and 2.500,000 bales,
although some estimates given here
are based on the syposzition that no
rain will come in time to increase the
productivity of the plant

The money sityation may be de-
scribed as faiting for the cotton crop
All Texas banks have been accumu-
lating money for the last few weeks
in preparation for moving the werop,
which has caused some tightness.
However, bankers are taking care of
all substantial business and report
that there is now no demand for
maney for speculative purposes. ast
vear the Texas feed crop failed and
much money was borrowed to buy feed
from other states. This year a big feed
‘crop has been m which will have
the effect of ine ing the amount of
money in Texas. Bankers express
themselves as being very optimistic
over the prospects, They say that
-money will be plentiful and easy as
soon as the cotton movement hecomes
general. They are even now feeling
its effect in that the demands for
loans have stopped and deposits are
increasing.

ROYAL AMENDS RULE 12

Exhibitors Need Not Own “Get of Sire
And Produce Of Dam.”

The American Roval board has re-
cently changed Rule 12, to provide
greater latitude in the classes for get
of gire and produce of dam, This rule
requires that all animals exhibited,
except where otherwise specified, shall
be owned by the exhibitor at the time
of making entry, and that animals
must in all cases be owned by ex-
hibitors at the show.
