Only a few cattle arrived today and 
the market waa nothing more than a 
nominal affair. The week closes with 
the trade In unsatisfactory condition, 
but Che show is over and next week 
will be apt to sec lighter supply and 
the market ought to work Into better 
tone. But one^thliig H sure, the west­
erns will keep coming as lung us 
weather In the west Is good.

Tho fat inttle trade here this week 
has been In very unaallHfHCtory condi­
tion. Keroipts at all leallng western 
markets were IWierul, burdensome in 
fact. III view of the bad condition of 
eastern markets and the narrow con­
sumptive domaiid. Coolers are filled 
■with the product wlilch has been ac­
cumulating at all pidnts during the 
week. The situation In a general way 
was decidedly weak and sharp de­
clines fo llow ^ . Prices on the gen­
eral run of western grass cattle and 
medium natives are 25 to 49 cents 
lower than a week ago, L<x:a'lly the 
receipts of t-ettle were over 18,400, the 
largest week’s run of the year, The

Receipts at the live markets for the 
week to date are 489.100, as compared 
with 396,400 a week a.go and 322,800 
a year ago. At the lonal market the 
total receipts for the week to date ng- 
grerate 29,700 and sh«*ws an Increase 
of 6,200 over the same period a week 
ago and Is 12,200 more than the cor­
responding time a year ago. The sup­
ply this week ha.s been practically all 
feeders and this coupled with a slack 
country demand hns resulted In mark­
ed price fluctartloiis, bulk (f t  these 
kinds selling from 10 to 16 cents low­
er through the week and at the close 
shows a dfsllne of twenty-five cents 
compared with the close last week. 
Idaho has (urnLvhed a large propor­
tion of the range offerings and quality 
shows no Improvement a liberal quota 
of the supply arriving in feeder flesh 
and even after sorting no especially 
good kinds were Included In the run. 
Although percentage of fat Iambs In­
cluded In the ■week's run has been 
comparatively small, demand for these 
kinds Is not very urgent and prices are 
off 14 to 16 cents (or tha week. The

Profeaor WUcayBakX who teeebee 
Integral ealoulae. projective dlfleren- 
tlel geometry and adker edvaaeed set- 
Jeets at tbe unlvarstty. announeed tbe 
adranee of tbe ibytbmieel reeolatlim 
In a leeture ea "Foeiry and Math^ 
matlee" tbe otber day at Ryeraen Phy- 
aloal Laboratory. Poets and matbe- 
Biatlclaas. be deeiared. are expert la 
eeeb other's arte, aad by no means so 
dUferant as nninformed peraona may 
Imagine

The university authority defined tbe 
world aa one huge matbematloal prob­
lem. and bis remarka ware full of 
comfoK for those who may have felt 
a lack of the poetleal faeulty. Book 
keepera as well aa tradaamea and kin- 
dargartea puplla may aqueeae them- 
aelTea Into tke poet's kaU of fame by

"Tbe poetle end matheBwtloal as- 
peota of the human mind have much 
more In common than Is usually real 
laed,** aald Frofeaaor WUcaynekl. 
"Thera Is no such thing aa one faculty 
of the mind that la without contact 
with other faenitlee. and It la true ta 
tha case of tbe mathematics and poe­
try. of course.

**A poem and a mathematical eompo- 
altlon are both tha expresalona of 
Ideas Ooetba said that ha disliked 
mathemattclana because they alwaya 
translated everyUiInK Into their own 
language But he would not have ob­
jected bad ha known that their lan­
guage was tha most beautiful, perfect 
and adequate of all.

"Each art has a peculiar language, 
and Us conventional symbola. Be^ 
thoTsn and Wagner spent many years 
dlatrlbiitlng ■mall black dots over 
fire parallel lines, but the dots were 
only the symbols, not tha music. In 
the same way tha mathematical equa­
tion la only the aymbol. but the form 
la tha Important thing This la true 
of both poetry and mathematlca.

'T.lke poetry, mathematlca may ex­
press Its thought In different ways 
and may ba of beauty because o f tta 
formal alemant. Tha peculiar ele­
ment o f ‘ poetry may be said to be 
rhythm and that of matbematloa to be 
sointlon. Arlatotla celled ettaBtion to 
the neceaelty for unity of action In tbe 
drama, aad tbe same aeoeaslty bolds 
f<ir matbematloa.

"Aristotle^ famoes saytag that tbe 
probebledmpttaalttle Is- preferable to 
tbe tmprobaMe-paeelble, Is true In 
mathematles also. We Insist npoa 
caeualtty In matbematloa as we do la 
poetry

“Tba minds of poets and mathe- 
matlclana work la  the same way, both 
poaaaaa Imagination, both bold tha 
Idea Important and Insist that the ee- 
sentlal Ideas must be true. The per­
fect mathematician, than, may be re­
garded as tha perfect poet, and the 
arts are very similar."

The eclentlfle exposition of Frafee- 
aor Hoben's theory la based on the 
fact that boya carry In thalr pockets a 
remarkable aasortment of articles, in- 
eludlag placaa of string, bits of brisk, 
■mall atonea, atteka of chalk, gum, flsh- 
heoka, aouvanir buttons, penkmlraa. 
bird aggii. metal aJuga, whlatlaa and 
mouth organa If tha poasaaaor has 
ao chance to uuload these objects a 
detrimental effect upon hla ayatem en 
auoo.

"A  boy eollecta almost everything, 
following tbe laatlnct of proprteior- 
■blp and aa Idea that he will use tbe 
thlngn for purpoeea of oonetruetlrm,” 
said Professor Hoben. "The amall Bat 
usually has no provision for these 
thinga. and thus tha boy baa no ckanee 
to oaerclae bta taatlneta tn thaae di­
rections Many flats are so email that, 
I understand, tha little dogi have 
learned to wag their tails up and down 
Instead of aldewlse

"Nervoua deterioration from over 
•tlmnlmUon aa the result of many 
fights and experiences le another evil 
of city life for tha boy The city boy 
may have greater swlftneea and so- 
pkisticatlon, but ba lacka tbe ability 
to apply himself to a problem for any 
length of time. Hls health fltea out 
through tbe nerves

"The echoolB and churches of the 
city are also at fault There must be 
places where tbe boy, during hls edu­
cation, can come Into contact with 
thoroughly Tltile men, as It la doubt 
ful If any woman can antar Into the 
chaotic ccmdltton of mind of a boy 
from I I  to 14 years of age. The pea 
tor la worse than uaelaas If ba la only 
to be a polleeman to usurp the prlvl 
leges of boyhood."

New York.—SoTsral Europsaa phy 
sictans and surgvona hava baud axper 
ItiMiitliig wlib lu)aotloas of soluUuiis ol 
radium as a euratlva maaaurs. Dr. L. 
Wlcbaiu and Dr. M Dagrais have a lit  
ten an article on tha aubjact for tb< 
London I.ancat Tba Medical Record 
says of It;

“Thay allude to a paper preseated 
at the Lisbon oongresa by serara 
Franch auihora, the oonolusluns ei 
which are as follows:

** AN hen introduced Into tha anlma 
body the emanation diffuses Itaell 
through tha structure, and may In this 
manner reach deep-aeatad parts. It 
has a predilection for the glands whlct 
form an internal secretion and aape 
da ily  for tha suprarenal eaptulaa. It 
ts eltmlnaiad by the lungs and tb« 
akin, aad to a small extent by ths 
kidneys.'

"Tha authors than pass on to ralats 
thalr own axpertoocaa with this mods 
of therapy. In a case of lupas rnl 
garts of the neck, a ouratlva chaags 
was produced by Injeetlofta of ( 1 ) wa 
tar rendared radioactive tn the proper 
tlon of one millogram of puna sulphate 
of radium par liter, or ( I )  water im 
pregnatad with radium In tha proper 
tlon of one millogram of purs bro 
mida of radium par liter. In this case 
40 Injections of each kind and of froic 
one to two cubic eentimaters wer* 
given In tha coutsa of two monthg.

"Thay bars also prasaoted a case ol 
lupus arythamaioaua, treating for oom 
partaon tha laalons on ths left aide by 
the application of the radium appa 
ratua and those on the right aide by In 
JacUona Un tha left side there wrai 
a sharp reaction wtth destruction ol 
the lupus end a subsequent proceas ot 
repair. Later therv seemed to be a 
strong cicatrix, but attll later ihars 
was a racurrenca of the lesion at the 
margin of tbs tiaauaa of repair. On 
the light elds there was no visible la- 
flauimatory reaction, but there was 
flrst a diminution and than a dlsap 
pvarance of the erythema of the lupus 
the part assuming a whitish cicatricial 
aspect.

"A t tha time the recuirenoa was 
found un tba left aids the recovery on 
the right side was maintained, and 
there had bean no reappearance ol 
lupus since that time In thaaa twe 
caaea tba doses of radium were ex 
tremely small, but tbsy contained ths 
emanation, an element which la nol 
present In tbs rays smlttad by ths ra 
dium apparatus.

"Ths Injection of certain insolubla 
salts of radium suspended in an amul 
Sinn Into structuraa of small absorbent 
powier prolongs ths contact of the salt 
with tbs diseased tissues and Intensi 
flea ths action of the radtstlons and ol 
the emaaatlun This plan was fot 
lowed In traatitig a large cancerous 
nodule, being made In a mixture ot 
paraffin and vaseltn Ths cbject was 
to inject this preparation beneath the 
nodule, ao at to prepare a stratum un 
derlying ths whole of tbs diseased 
part Thus the nodule was exposed 
to a cross fire as It were, diminished 
In tits  and rapidly disappearad. Thera 
was no ulceration and there has been 
no recurrence

"It mast be undei-stood that soluble 
radium whan Injected is in a free state 
In the animal body and carries with 
It gaseous emanations which give rise 
to the phenomenon of radio-activity 
The salt In radium apparatus does not 
supply emanation (or therapeutic pur­
poses. for this gas does not pass 
through any solid body, being In this 
rsspset unlike ths extremely penetrat 
Ing radium rays

"The author! bsllsve that these ex 
pcTlmenta offer much hope for the fu 
lure."

WHALES AFTEe BOAT
School of Seventy-five Follow 

Vessel for Two Hours.

Never Before In Memory of ftklppors 
Woro Huge Mammalo so Rum- 

arous Along Atlantia Coaot 
as at Present Time.

New Tork.—No vessel passing
through tha picket Una ot whaloo 
which haa patrolled tha AtUntIo coast 
from Florida to Mains since July haa 
enootintored such a large school as 
did tha sahooner Ella L. Davenport, 
which arrived tha other day from 
Charleston, 8 . 0^ with lumber. Never 
before In the memory of skippers ma­
king this port were tha huge mam­
mals so numaroua as at tha present 
time. Whalers which formerly were 
forced to traverse Arctic seas In 
search of their quarry merely put out 
to sea nowadays and harpuon their 
prey.

“ 1 hnd seen several small schools of 
whales on ths way up,” said Captain 
John r. Duntna, of the DnvenporL 
“ None of these echoola came very 
close. But about 10 miles southeast 
of Winter Quarter Bhoal lightship, 
down at the Delaware Capes, the larg­
est bunch of 'sm I sver saw bovs up 
from the south. It wasn’t a school. It 
was a big university You oaa’t count 
whales very well, because aa aoon as 
you count one he bobs under, eomee 
np ta another place, dives down again 
and etlcks np his spout for another 
tally.

“ Rut I marked the ocean off Into 
four parte when the whales clroulated 
all around, and gave one quarter to 
the first mate, one quarter to the eeo- 
ond mete, the third quarter to the 
bo'swain and the fourth to my wife. 
I  kept tally on all four. Dividing by 
three to account tor the natural reet- 
leseness of the anlmale. I’m pretty 
sure that there were at least 76 
whales In that univsrstty. My wtfs 
declares there were t(Hl.

"They didn’t do any harm, except­
ing one that scraped the bottom of 
the hull. The schooner rattled down 
below and settled a little to leeward, 
but the whale swung from under and 
the boat righted herself. My wife 
was pretty badly scared, I can tell 
you, but I didn’t think we'd come to 
harm. I know a whale will nerer 
mna<h Into a ship unless It Is attack­
ed first. They're good natured and 
seem to know that there's plenty of 
room In the ocean."

FYir more than two houra the acboel 
accompanied the ship, swimming 
along In twos and threes, turning, 
diving, awlmming below the surface 
tn all directions, but keeping tn the 
general direction of tho Davenport.

After* they had escorted the Daven­
port for nearly ten miles they sud­
denly headed tor the south, and in 
five minutes were out of sight.
