Week Opens On Lighter Receipts, Pag
Steers Strong (o 10 Higher,

There was a heavy falling off in the
arrival of cattle at the several lead-
ing markets for the opening of this
week compared The total
at the five points for today was only
39,000 and Indicates a falling off of
20,000 compared with last Monday at
the same points, bul the number is
sull 5000 in excess of the record for
the corresponding Monday last vear.
At the local market the receipts were
900 less than for last Monday and 500
more than a year ago.

While there was no eall for a heavy
run for today the big shrinkage com-
pared with a week ago at once start-
el the buyers to looking and bidding
for cattle and the sellers got a benefit
of the condition on all grades of of-
ferings. There were but a few loads
of fat steers in the arrivas and none
of them were above a $5.75 grade
In fact the best cattle on the early
market were some just nice kinds of
handy weights that sold at $5.75 and
the bulk of the offerings were of the
kinds of light and handy weights that
sell In a range of $5.25@5.65. The
market was an active one to the ex-
tent of supply and prices were gen-
erally strong to 10 cents higher for all
grades of offerings. The course of
the market suggests that there Is a
demand that will use moderate sup-
plies for this week at fairly firm if
not higher prices but there is nothing
in the situation that calls for a Fush
to unload holdings during the re-
maln days of the vyear. Light
w steers that carried feeder mer-
it met actlve competition from the
feeder buyers and showed full
strength of the market.

The week opened with a moderate
falling off in the numbre of hogs at
the leading market centers compared
with the opening of last week and
sellers went in to the trade demand-
ing a sharp advance in prices. But

Moderate receipts of sheep and
lambs arriving today found a mraket
that was in a vastly improved condi-
tion than at the close last week. Re-
ceipts were estimated at 1570 but a
few late arrivals made a -total of
around 1600 on sale, At the five
principle market centers there was
only 44,800 sheep on sale which com-
pared with the opening day last week
shows a falling off of 27,500, The
early reports from outside points told
