Business has been good In the 
shuviiiK, halr-cutting and massaging 
line and Brawn has prosi>ered. Hear­
ing patrons o f his shop talk o f the 
wonderful returns made on the farm 
he determined to go into farming. Ac­
cordingly not So Very long ago he pur­
chased a farm south o f the city and 
not being overly conlident o f his abil­
ity to master the fine arts of the agri­
cultural game he decided to hire a 
man to put In the cro|>s aod gather In 
the bountiful hurveatw Meanwhile 
Brawn stuck to the barl>er chair. 
With a good crop o f corn and forage 
In sight this fall the enex-ltable ques­
tion of stocking the farm came up. He 
took a lot of the local commission 
men Into hla confldeave and asked 
their opinion as to what kind of st<M-k 
Would be the most protttable to raise. 
The cattlemen, of course, adviaed cat­
tle ; the hog men hogs, and the hand­
lers of the ovine tribe advised sheei>. 
The arguments of the latter sounded

Is some­
thing ner< e nnd that is «  hig roiislder- 
allon when corn and hay are worth 
current prices.

During the past few days the word 
has tweii pasoed around that Brawn 
WHS alatut In (he notion o f sending 
them tinck to market and he has l>een 
“Joshed" quite a lot by stockyarders 
relative to his sheep venture. Several 
of the Commission houses have writ­
ten him letters sollvlting his shevp 
business, all In a joking vein. Among 
his mall this morning was one letter, 
purporting to be front a lirm o f New 
5'ork exporters, but whivh In reuilty. 
It Is said, never got wHhoat the con- 
flnes of the local Btiakyarda. The 
letter reads aa follows:

There was not a Very- 
large or active demand for common 
chunks and thin-llcshed colls, though 
there was little change in prices on 
stock of this deecrlp'lon. Dealers are 
advising that Iheae cbisses be held 
back In the country for the time be­
ing.

The sale, taken aa a w-hole. showed 
better spirit than for some lime past 
and the sale man.xgemcnt was well 
pleased with the results. Traders are 
Inclined to the belief th.nt the market 
for good horses during the winter will 
show pretty goixl form but the out­
look for scrubby slock is more or less 
uncertain.

Retail trade during the past week 
has been rather quiet, as offerings 
have been light, but at that the trade 
■hows betterment over the recent dull 
period. The next auction sale of 
horses at the local yards will be held 
Friday, December 1,

HORSE SCARED BY AUTO; DIES

Farmer's Horse FbUh DeaA After 
Iluxs-W'agon Willises Bjr.

Allendale, Mo.. Nov. 18.— While 
plowing In his field north of Allendale 
some days ago, C. B. Humphrey had 
Just reached the end of the furrow 
next to the publle roiMl when an auto­
mobile came whlxzlng by. Ono o f his 
horses became greatly excited and Mr. 
Humphrey hela him until the ma­
chine had passed. The horse trem- 
hTed from head to foot and suddenly 
fell over dead. There Is hardly e 
doubt but that the hurse died from 
fright.

woman Seeks to I*earn Tln-lr Value 
as Invg'et I>e*qroyer».

Boston, Nov. 18.— Ths most unique 
method yet devised for riding green­
houses of Insect pests is that of using 
hiiinnilng birds as l;ug destroyers. 
This Ideii is being exper1mcnt.-J on at 
Clark I'nlversity by .Miss Katherine E. 
Ikdbear, thv only person In this state 
has a legal right tn keep humming 
birds In conflnenient.

Mian Dolbear h.-is a permit from the 
state of .Massachusetts to cmlleot hum­
ming birds, and Is given this tempo­
rary rele.xae from the law preventing 
their capture In order that she may 
make an exhaustive study of the sub­
ject. It Is expected that their use iM 
pest destroyers will save farmers aa4 
hothouse keepers thousands of dol­
lars a year.

The bird's cage Is cited by Miss Dol- 
hear as a model. I f  all humming 
birds In confinement were kept with 
the same care that this one Is, she 
says. It would not be a diflirult thing 
to use them for commercla! purposes.

‘ Humming birds do nut reqnirs 
such a very great deal uf n rs , either.'* 
■ays Miss Dolbear. "They are not so 
delicate as they appear to be, and will 
stand a good deal of cold. They ean 
nut, of course, be left exposed In win. 
ter weathei. but tn the summer timo 
they naturally thrive tn this ellmatOb 
III the winter they rxiuld easily IlYO 
In greenhouses, which have to bs kopt 
at a temperature well above freeoloff 
in order to prevent tha toss mt ths 
plants."

Washington, Nov. 17.— Felons'
stripes HS a punishment for “ trust 
criminals" In tha United States to end 
"commercial piracy under lienevolent 
‘rules of reasrin' ’’ are proposed In a 
bill amending the Sherman iintl-trust 
law drafted by ftepresentatlve Henry 
of Texas, to be Introduced In the 
house upon ths opening o f congress 
next month. Its Introduction prolialdy 
will mean its passage In (he house.

The bill specifically deflnes just 
what constitutes a trust. legislates 
from the present statute the "rule of 
reason." as Interpretd l>y the su­
preme -court In the Standard Oil and 
Tobacco deelalons, and provides a

referred to the Judiciary committee 
for elahoratlon.

Representattve Henry, who has 
been conferring with Keprcsentatlve 
Clayton of Alabc.ma, chairman of the 
committee, and other Democratic 
leaders completed the draft of the 
proposed changes In the much dls- 
ciissetf statute today. In explaining 
Ills bill Hepresentatlve Henry declared 
that actual Imprisonment of great In­
dustrial olTenders was essential to a 
cure fur the trust evil and that a law 
to be rigid must, of necessity, so de­
fine a trust as to lea ie  no room for 
controversy.

No animal can make good growth 
and the beet development with Ir- 
re^uiar attention and Insufficient or 
Improper feed. This la especially 
true o f the dairy heifer.

The dairy cow le an animal which 
carries a very great load of work, aud 
■he must have a strong constitution. 
If she baa not an excellent digestion, 
strong lungs, aud good circulation, 
she can never stand up to the burden 
of producing very much milk. There­
fore, the heifer which Is to develop 
Into the mature cow needs careful 
attention. It Is essential that she 
have the best opportunity possible 
to develop and become strong.

not supplied, the growth will be 
Blunted. Clover, hay, alfalfa, cowpea 
bay, oil meal, oats— these feeds con­
tain the muscle and bone building 
elements. Some of these feeds are 
absolutely necessary for the growing 
heifer. With good alfalfa bay, the 
heifer will need only small amounts 
of grain. But this should be given 
regularly.

Shelter of some kind should be pro­
vided to keep the growing animals 
out of severe weather. Open air and 
sunshine and cold are all good, but 
in severe weather the animals should 
have a place to keep dry and warm.

High class animas do not "Just hap­
pen.”  In the hands of a careless man 
a good dairy animal is little better 
than a scrub., and neither will be 
worth while But for the man who 
is careful, who appreciates good serv- 
Ico and Is willing to give the iii>ces 
sary time and attention, the good 
dairy animal responds and pays good 
profits. The scrub never pays any­
body, and is of very little use In the 
world.

Wbat are the things necesaary to 
produce a good dairy cow from a 
heifer calf? First, the calf must have 
the right kind of blood In Its veins 
It should be one selected from a cow 
that produced well, and from a pure­
bred bull of good producing ancestry 
The fact that the sire waa registered 
means something, but It is not 
enough. The actual milk records are 
what count, and they prove that there 
are eometlmee registered ecrubs.

Regular feeding and careful feed 
Ing come next. A heifer that picks 
up a living here and there around the 
farm, and receives corn fodder more 
or less regularly. Is not likely to 
make the best growth. The growing 
animal must have the kind of feed 
that builds bone and muscle, and if

U M E  PEIICH TIIEES
BEST TIME TO PLANT IS EARLY 

IN THE SPRING.

By W. H. Chandler, Instructor In 
Horticulture, University of 

Missouri.

In roost of Missouri It Is not beet 
to plant peach trcee In the fall on 
account of the danger from severe 
winters and dry winter*, though tn a 
very favorable year the fall-planted 
trees would make a better growth 
the first summer. In extreme south- 
era Mlesourt. tf the ground Is In good 
moist condition very late tn the fall 
or early In the winter. It would be 
doalrable to piaiit the trees tben. A 
good mutch of some kind would be 
of great advantage.

In most cases the best time to 
plant is as early in the spring as the 
ground can be worked and the plant-

The task ot the farmer Is to 
keep her milking for a longer time, !

me in the fall and burled, root and 
branch. In some blgli. well drained 
soil and dug up at) time to plant in 
very early spring. It Is very impor­
tant. especially, that a peach tree 
be not kept too warm in winter, and 
that it be not dried out. Trees on 
the Kxperiment Station grounds that 
have been kept out In the ground 
over winter have uniformly made the 
beet growth of all, even when plant­
ed at the tame time with other trees 
from the best nurseries in this and 
other states. The trees from the nur- 
stiricB had been kept In a storehouse 
through the winter.

The kind of treee most desirable 
should be known to the buyer when 
be Is ordering and selecting bis trees 
this winter. There Is a difference of 
opinion as to which la the best alse 
of tree to plant.

In the writer’s experience, large 
(4 to 6 feet) or medium (3tk to 4 
feet) trees have given about equally 
good growth the first summer, while 
small trees have given, on an average, 
a poor growth. While some of the 
small ones would do as well as those 
larger, a good percentage of them 
made a poor growth, with most of the 
twigs coming out on one side only. 
This observation was still further 
proved by experiments conducted at 
the station in 1909, when It was found 
by actual measurement that ths small 
trees made a weaker growth.

A strong stock tree will generally 
make a better shaped head and a 
stronger growth the first summer 
than a tall, slender one, especially if 
the tall tree is cut back to below 
where the first branch was left by 
the nurseryman In his pruning In tho 
nursery. In buying trees, if the freight 
factor Is not too great. It is better to 
buy by caliper than by height. If the 
tree Is low and stocky It means that 
It has had plenty of room in the nur­
sery. For that reason there will be 
strong, healthy branches on all sides 
of the tree, while It was crowded 
In the nirsery, as slender trees gen­
erally have been, there would be 
healthy branches on one side, with a 
few weak one* or none on the other 
side. A tree like this Is liable to 
make a bead the first summer from 
one side of the tree only. Soc^ a 
bead would not b e ' bad In pruning 
by the round dents Lead aystem, but 
In pruning (or the open head, whiek 
is the modem way, almost a seaaoa 
must be lost to gat aueb a tree prog- 
orly sbaped.

Herbert Spencer on tfce Proper Bal­
ance That Should Me Main- 

Uined In Education.

Nature le a strict accountant; and tf 
you demand of her tn one direction 
more than she la prepared to lay out 
•he balances the account by making 
a deduction elsewhere. If you insist 
on premature or undue growth of soy 
one part aha will, with more or lees 
protest, concede the point: but that 
■he may do your extra work she must 
leave some of her more important 
work undone. In primitive times, 
when aggression and defense were the 
leading social activities, bodily vigor, 
with its accompanying courage, were 
the great dr-siderata; and then educa­
tion was almost wholly physical: men­
tal education wai little cared for, and. 
Indeed, was often treated with con- 
tempL But now the muscular power 
Is of use for little else than manual 
labor, while social success of nearly 
every kind depends much on mental 
power, our education has become al­
most exclusively mental.

Paris every morning. The malls get 
into Paris at ten minutes to six. If 
the train is very late they sometimes 
do not arrive there before 6 :lh. 
When this happens the letters are 
never delivered until the second post, 
which means that their recipients do 
not get them much before midday. As 
for newspapers and printed matter, 
these are never delivered by first post 
in Paris, no matter how early they 
arrive. The French senate has or- 
dert»d an exhaustive inquiry into the 
matter, but there have been inquiries 
ordered before, and the postofllce 
proml.*es amendments every few 
months. Meanwhile the letters and 
newspapers continue to arrive lata, 
and the trade of the two countries suf­
fers.— Paris Correspondent. London 
Express.
