22 July

We arrived in London yester­
day (Saturday) in the traditional 
fog.

London is much like New York 
City, really not much different 
from the American way of life.

land. They hosted some 275 persons altogether just to 
make an even bigger celebration out of this annual event. 
S ixty-five  M cM urtrvs attended.

" I t  v/as a b -tte r country before they started breaking 
out the land and turning it into sand-blown farm s. That s 
the opinion of John M cM urtry, 71, who’s been around these 
parts for 45 years and has ranched ever since he was a 
littie  bey back in A rcher county south of W ich ita  Falls.

"Too much of what once was good ranch land is now 
being used for cotton and sorghums and some of It isn’t 
fit for crops," is the w ay he sums up the ranch-farm situa­
tion. "Th is makes good cattle  country but poor crop la n d -  
some of ;t an yw ay ."

R O U G H  IN ‘20's
M cM urtry has come up in the ranching business the 

hard w ay. But there was never a time when it was rougher 
than in the late '20's. It was about that time that Johnny 
(everybody calls him that) was stricken with arthritis . It 
put him fia t on his back and almost brought his cow-punch­
ing davs to in  end.

To make it worse ,he owed the bank $30,000 and the 
bottom fell out of the cattle market. The banker said, "John 
you ran decla e bankruptcy and never have to pay a cent 
of that money back ."

But the idea of beating a debt was d istastefu l fo M c­
M urtry . "You take the land," he told the banker, "and I'll

worshippers, but this must be 
said: The healthful effects of a 
suntan aren’t worth the time and 
trouble it takes to get one. After 
al>, a sunburn—like any other 
burn—is a manifestation of a skin 
injury.

True, a sensible bask in the- sun 
makes a fine mental pick-me-up, 
and there is no denying the supple 
appeal of a tawny lifeguard. But 

! to overdo it can lead to trouble. 
In fact it can kill you. More- than 
one person has succumbed to 
prolonged and unaccustomed ex­
posure to the sun.

Even at best, overexposure can 
mean two or three miserable days 

1 when a mere shirt or blouse is 
j torture, and a friendly pat on the 
: bark can end in murder.
I The medical term for sunburn 
| is “erythema Solaris” . It’s the 
1 ultra-violet light in sun rays J  which does the damage. And 
i since clouds don’t remove all ul­
tra-violet rays, it is possible to 
pet burned even on overcast days 
in mid-summer.

Some people are physically un­
able to tan. Known medically as 
“heliophobes”, they could spend 
the entire summer on Padre Is­
land. and all they’d get would be 
blisters on t h e i r  blisters. The 
reason: Their skins lack the pig­
ment necessary to produce the 
tan tint. They never had a tan 
and they never will, so the-y ought 
never attempt one. Each new ex- 

f posure will only mean a new 
burn.

Assuming you are the tvpe who 
can tan— a "heliophilac”, that is 
—the well-known nils about doing 
it by progressivelv longer ex­
posure times is valid and should 
be followed.

Sunshine is a source of Vitamin 
D, as most people know. What is 
armarentlv misunderstood is that 

| rrdinarilv healthv people, can get 
all the D vitamin they need 
through routine activities such as 
hanging out the family wash, 
mowing the lawn, or walking to 
the store. For persons suffering 
from pellagra, lung tuberculosis.

I hieh blood pressure, or hyper-thy- 
| roidism sunlight may be definite- 
r ly harmful.

In case you have wondered 
about the source of freckles 
Fere’s the answer: The color of 
everyone’s skin is determined by 
the amount of pigment in skin 
cells. Dark-comnlexioned people 
Fave considerable, blondes very 
little, and albinos none at all. Un­
der a microscope the pigment in 
skin cells looks like tiny flecks of 
brown paint. Sometimes, especi­
ally in children, it is manufactur­
ed unevenly and collects in the 
snots we know as freckles.

Ultra-violet ravs can be filtered 
fortuna*e!v. by <rnearing a thin 
fitrn of olive oil over exposed 
-kin So if vou're a heliophilac, 
-nH if vou iust Fave to have that 
-rldon shften this summer, it 
might pay vou to try it.

Wollenger and Williams are 
both flyers from ‘way back’ and 
the local pilots enjoyed hearing 
the pair tell of their experiences 
and training in the earlier days.

Williams began flying in 1936 in 
a J-3 Cub with Thorton Oxnard 
and Harold English, Amarillo, as 
his instructors.

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Four Injured in June 
Accidents in County

Industry Seeks Ways 
To Aid Its Alcoholics

Four persons were injured in 
rural accidents in Bailey county 
during June to bring the total 
for the first six months of this 
year to 10 injured and one killed, 
Sgt. D. S. Lawson, patrol super­
visor for this area, announced 
Wednesday.

Property damage from the two 
rural accidents in which two per­
sons were injured totaled $2,050.

So far this year 15 crashes 
have occurred on rural roads in 
this county, L a w s o n’s report j 
showed. Property damage was es­
timated at $13,660.

This figure is considerably be­
low the same six months' period 
for 1961 when 23 rural crashes oc- 
cured in which two persons were 
killed and 12 persons injured. Pro- 
erty damage was e s t i m a t e d  
at $15,050 for that period. Jn 
state-wide comparison, the total 
number of traffic fatalities are 
"practically the same as they 
were this time last year,” Law- 
son reported.

Lawson says that the "Slow 
Down and Live” summer cam­
paign has played an important 
role during the last several years 
in acquainting motorists—espec­
ially vacationists—with the dan­

ger of speed and the ever-present 
hazards of highways during the 
crowded summer months.

In the 20-county district of 
which Bailey county is a part, 
Palo Pinto County headed the 
grim lists of highway injuries— 
21, while Lubbock was in second 
place with 17. Wichita county had 
13 injured in accidents, Wise and 
Dickens counties each reported 
six, and Parker county had eight 
injuries.

In fatal accidents, three count­
ies reported four deaths each— 
Clay, Dickens and Lubbock coun- ' 
ties—for the month of June. Wise 1 
county had three deaths, and 
Hale, Hockley, Lynn, Palo Pinto 
and Terry county each reported 
one de-ath.

Altogether in the 29 counties, 20 
persons were killed and 122 injur­
ed during June when 217 acci­
dents occurred. Property damage 
was estimated at $127,125 for the 
district for the month of June.

EDITOR S NOTE: In addit­
ion to the frightful price com-, 
pulsive drinking e x t r a c t s  in 
t e r m s  of h u m a n  suffering 
and family tradedy, society 
pays another bill—in dollars 
and cents. This fourth in a ser­
ies of five articles examines the 
impressive changes being pro­
duced by industry’s growing de­
bilitation and the economic loss, 
caused by alcoholism.

There’ll never be a monument 
raised to the Allis-Chalmers ma­
chine operator who will retire 
next year at 70. Drunks seldom 
rate public honors.

But this man already has a dif­
ferent sort of memorial—one that 
will continue salvaging lives for 
years to come. His memorial is 
the revolution he caused in a 
mammoth industrial firm’s atti­
tude toward alcoholic employes. 
It doesn’t include magic treat­
ments, it didn’t even happen all 
at once. But this machine opera- ] 
tor was the first alcoholic the 
company set out to help and suc­
cess—his own and the company’s 
—made him the forerunner of 
many others.

Today, there are between 80 
and 100 other companies that 
have similar policies. They range 
from Dupont to the New York ' 
Times, from Metropolitan Life In­
surance Co. to the Great North­
ern Railway, from Consolidated 
Edison to Eastman Kodak from 
t h e  Pacific Telephone a n d  Tele­
graph Co. to Kennecott Copper.

To these firms the alcoholic is 
no longer an unstable bum, too 
weak to resist booze. No longer is 
he summarily sacked.

Seen as Sick Person
Now he is seen as a sick person 

deserving the same consideration 
as a worker suffering from dia­
betes or other diseases.

This remarkable change was 
not made overnight. Nor was it 
inspired by purely humanitarian 
motives. It results from a dollar 
and cents reality.

The hard economic fact is that 
no matter how finely tuned your 
equipment, how automated, how 
modernized your, plant, how ex­
pertly organized, it takes men to 
do things. And the most efficient 
machine in the world can't be ef­
ficient if the man running it is 
operating at only half his capa­
bility.

When alcoholism hits a plant,

it shows up in these ways:
Absenteeism, reduced efficien­

cy, errors, accidents, loss of cust­
omers, loss of training invest­
ment and lowered production.

Sometimes losses are extreme. 
An oil refinery worker came on 
the job with a hangover and turn­
ed the wrong valve—$50,000 in oil 
went down the drain. A utility 
company figured it lost $4,000 aft­
er every binge by a motor pool 
supervisor.

The total cost of alcoholism to 
industry has been conservatively 
estimated at $1 billion a year. 
For Allis-Chalmers, a new aware­
ness of the problem and positive 
action came during World War 
II.

“We needed every man on the 
job and operating at 100 percent,” 
recalls Henry A. Mielcarek, man­
ager of employee relations at 
company headquarters in Mil­
waukee. “When you have men ab­
sent because of drinking, or work­
ing inefficiently, you can’t meet 
that objective. It was decided 
there must be some way of hand­
ling the problem other than firing 
the worker. The dilemma was 
really dramatized in the case of 
the machine operator."

This m a n  then had 37 years 
with the company. He had b e e n  
given 11 disciplinary warnings 
about his drinking. But he didn't 
stop. So he was fired. Even in a 
company with 42,000 workers, 
there was some grief about this 
one man. He was a good worker 
and it was shame to lose him.

A management executive work­
ing with Mielcarek decided to do 
something. They got the man to 
join Alcoholics Anonymous. In 
six months, he straightened out 
and came back on the payroll. 
The union went along, saw that 
his seniority was restored.

Today Allis-Chalmers has three 
AA groups meeting on company 
property, and it maintains a com­
plete counseling service.

“Our absenteeism rate has 
been cut from 8 to 2.3 prcent, 
and our firing for failing to coop­
erate has been cut from 95 to 8 
percent” reports Mielcarek.

Dupont, while it has no AA 
groups, does have on its staff in 
Wilmington, Del., a veteran AA 
who will travel anywhere in the 
company to take care of an indi­
vidual problem or help out in 
some plant.

Other Services
"I just returned from Texas

where we had a janitor who was 
having some trouble,” he says.

Dupont also has two full-time 
pyschiatrists and uses a number 
of other services.

“Our program has been suc­
cessful b e y o n d  expectations,” 
says company spokesman Tre­
maine Robinson. “A survey in 
1961 showed that among 950 alco­
holics in a work force of 87,000, 
complete rehabilitation was achiv- 
ed in 66 per cent of the cases.”

Consolidated Edison decided in 
1952 to use a completely new at­
tack by turning the problem over 
to other hands rather than doing 
it within the company. It gave 
$20,000 to the New York Univer­
sity Consultation Center for Alco­
holism and made treatment a 
private matter between the cen­
ter and the worker. It doesn’t 
even receive reports on patients.

Dr. Arnold Zentner, physician 
in charge of the consultation ^cen­
ter, says followup studies show a 
recovery rate of 80 per cent.

“We have varying ideas of re­
covery,” he said. “ If we can get 
the patient off alcohol we consider 
it a very good result. But this 
doesn’t mean that we have resolv­
ed underlying conflicts.”

Twenty other firms now use 
services of the center.

In sum, a considerable segment 
of industry has gone a long way 
from the days of automatically 
firing a worker with a drinking 
problem.

It wasn’t easy. Nor is it univer­
sal.

“ Few subjects have been sur­
rounded by so much hostility, ig­
norance, confusion and prejud­
ice” explains Dr. Clyde C. Greene 
Jr., medical director of Pacific 
Telephone and Telegraph. “Ex­
cessive drinking has been a pro­
blem ever since man accident­
ally discovered how to make al­
cohol.”

Finding Alcoholic
Part of the problem for indus­

try was in finding the alcoholic. 
The person with a drinking pro­
blem rarely admits, even to him­
self, he has one. Also, his fellow 
workers tend to cover up for 
him. A breakthrough came when 
company orientation programs 
convinced employes that they 
would not be fired or discriminat­
ed against if they asked for help.

That help takes many avenues. 
Sometimes it’s informal with a 
man agreeing to join Alcoholics 
Anonymous. Sometimes he goes 
to the medical department for ad­
vice. If necessary, he may be 
told to see his clergyman, or get 
psychiatric treatment. If in the 
rnd nothing works, not even job 
retraining, he may be put on lim­
ited retirement, or given a disabi­
lity discharge.

“ Industry is in a strategic posi­
tion in this field,” says Dr. Karl

USDA faces are turning red, while some on C ap ito l H ill are 
purple with rage. Farmers are blue when they aren't turning 
white along with the rest of the taxpayers uoon learning 
of some of the huge spending and g ive-aw ay proposals. 
(One of which promises to cost even more than the past 
agricu ltural expenditures while again curbing free enter­
prise ) .

Five-hundred thousand dollars isn't a drop in the 
bucket when compared to some of these proposals. That 
is the cost of one week of land measuring in Texas alone, 
in the 100 counties classified  as minor producers of grain 
sorghums in anticipation of passage of the Feed G ra in s 
Control section of the defeated ( ? )  farm b ill. W e must 
give President Kennedy cred it for being a carefu l spender 
if we can judge by some of the recent developments. He 
doesn't want to " lo se" all that monev which has a lready 
been spent, so " I f  at first you don't succeed, try , try  ag ain ."

If the watered-down version of the bill passes the 
house and goes to the Senate-House Conference for com­
promise, J F K  may still w rite  his own ticke t in the form of a 
compromise that gives him the control program HE w anted. 
Most farm ers didn't want the concoction, nor did the tax- 
paying consumer. Even the agricu lture com mittee that re­
ported it to the House didn't want it.

Congressman McSween of Louisiana wasn't sure what 
he wanted until a fte r an Easter holiday plane trip  wi th the 
President when he decided to change his com mittee vote 
For an 18-17 • n favor.

This was (and is) a most crucial time in the history 
*irm  legislation. Unless the famous 48 Democrats stand 

ja t  on their decision to show the president that writing 
laws is the business of the leg islative branch and not of 
the Executive branch, we may easily loose freedom and 
opportunity to a government-managed agricu lture.

Ju st how much farmers and the rest of Am erica owe 
hese 48 we w ill never know, but we can test assured they 

received the greatest pressure they had ever been sub­
jected to, yet they stood firm  in their convictions. This 
w ill, no doubt, be a campaign issue in Novem ber, and we 
as voters can show our desire for and appreciation of con­
structive conservatism (I love the word) on this issue as 
well as some of the other national issues as Mr Kennedy 
has promised these men the voters w ill do.

This is one promise I believe can and w ill be kept.

.RIGHT OF WITNESSES
By far the most vital people in 

our system of justice are witness­
es. Everyone else in a trial exists 
to hear what they have to say.

Our courts need witnesses. A 
jury to find the facts. The judge 
to apply the law. The lawyer to 
tell his client’s story.

Chances are you worry about 
stepping up, taking an oath, and 
telling your story in court.

On some rare occasions you 
could be called upon to testify 
about something affecting your 
own standing in the community.

As a witness you too may have 
the right, for example, not to test­
ify against yourself in somebody 
else’s lawsuit or crime trial.

If you are ever in such a bind, 
consult a lawyer of your own 
choice on what to do. The lawyer 
who called you to testify has a 
sworn duty to protect HIS client, 
NOT you. But your lawyer is 
sworn to keep what you tell him 
secret and to advise you in your 
own interests within the law.

Wise lawyers tell their witness­
es to obey 12 rules:

1. Go to the place (say, the

scene of an accident). Check your 
memory before you go to court. 
People. forget and get caught up 
on details. But if you check what 
you saw and heard you are on so­
lid ground.

2. Visit a court. Hear how other 
witnesses testify. It will help you 
see your role on the witness 
stand.

3. W e a r  clean, conservative 
clothes.

4. Don’t memorize your story 
word for word. That is the surest 
way to sound bad. But think of 
what you saw and heard.

5. Listen to the questions you 
are asked with care and answer 
thoughtfully.

6. Give a simple, direct answer 
in your own words. Don’t be rush­
ed.

7. If you e rr-  and people often 
do--correct yourself at once. If 
you can’t remember some detail, 
say so. Don’t bluff.

8. Tell the truth. Don’t figure 
which side you may help. Don’t 
identify yourself with either side.

9. Stop when the judge breaks 
in, and don’t try to sneak an ans­
wer in before he can stop you. 
What you might say could end in 
a “ mistrial.”

10. Keep cool and don’t sass 
back.

11. If they ask you: Certainly, 
you have talked to other people— 
the lawyer, for example; and yes,

you may be- reimbursed for cer­
tain of your expenses incurred in 
attending the trial.

12. Remember, without witness­
es our law would fail to do justice. 
If you are called, be a good wit­
ness.

DPS Seeking 
150 Young Men

An invitation has been issued 
state-wide by the Texas Depart­
ment of Public Safety to high 
calibre young men in the state 
who wish to compote for one of 
the 150 positions now available in 
State Law Enforcement. "The 
challenge of the rigid qualificat­
ions for patrolmen in the four 
field services—Highway Patrol, 
License and Weight, Driver’s Lic­
ense, and Motor Vehicle Inspect­
ion—is expected to attract many 
outstanding young men,” Major 
Harry Hutchison, Commander of 
Region No. 5 of the Department 
of Public Safety, Lubbock, said.

Assignment to one of the ser­
vices will be marie on the basis of 
aptitude, interest and ability at 
the conclusion of a period of bas­
ic training, then specialized train­
ing in the assigned service will be 
given in the field and in the class­
room after which a home station 
will be designated.

Applicants must be between 21 
and 35 years old. between 68 and 
76 inches tall, weigh not less than 
2 pounds or more than 3 pounds 
per inch of height, and be in 
sound physical condition. They 
must have a high school educat­
ion or the equivalent and their 
record must be able to stand rigid 
examination as pertains to char­
acter and citizenship. Selection 
procedures will include written 
and oral examinations.

"Any young man who wants to 
measure himself against these 
high standards is urged to pick 
up or write for the necessary 
forms from any D. P. S. Field Of­
fice throughout the state” Major 
Hutchison said. Formerly exam­
inations were given only three 
times per year, they are now be­
ing administered monthly, the se­
cond Saturday of each month, at 
each of 17 centrally located exam­
ination centers throughout the 
State.

"In addition to offering a chal­
lenge which separates the men 
from the boys,” Major Hutchi­
son said, "the Department of Pub­
lic Safety offers a rewarding car­
eer to- men who want to follow 
law enforcement as a profession. 
There is always an opening and 
room for advancement for this 
type of men in the Department,’’ 
he concluded.

PRAGUE (AP) - Communist 

East Europe’s “numbed generat­
ion” of youth is bored, bored, bor­
ed.

Most of them are just apathetic 
and nihilistic. But s o m e  a r e  
searching for ways to express 
themselves. And frequently their 
search leads them to Western 
ideas and culture.

Not surprisingly—for often the 
sons and daughters of the power-! 
ful are restless—it is the child­
ren of the Communist leaders 
themselves who are the most dis­
contented"

“Life is so unexciting, I ju s t! 
i an't stand it,” says a 20-yoar-old j 
Czech student.

What is the problem? Both j 
Western observers and Commit- j 
nists writers feel that youth finds | 
Communism dull and without any 
challenges.

Politically, the revolution i s , 
over and there’s no kick in join- j 
ing the party. Other radical ac-1 
tivities are banned.

They are discouraged from j 
studying obscure religions and be- j 
coming beatniks or existentialists, j 
All they hear about is Commun- j 
ism.

Marxism for Infants
Most teenagers have been 

hearing about Marxism since 
they were infants and Commun- i 
ism keeps them busy with its cult. ; 
They have to attend meetings and 1 
discussions in school, in their nei­
ghborhoods, in the fafctories and 
workshops. They take part in 
party-stimulated sport, and are 
persuaded to attend official films j 
and entertainment.

“ It is this monotonous empha-i 
sis on Communism which creat­
es the problem,” said a Western 
educator touring behind the Iron 
Curtain.

“The boys and girls have no 
outlet for their natural youthful 
rebellion against authority.”

The Communists themselves 
admit it.

“Communism has lost its mag­
ic for our youth,” the Hungarian 
periodical Kortars noted recently.

"If I were to suggest they go 
out and sing revolutionary songs 
they would think I was off my 
rocker,” admitted a writer in the 
Hungarian newspaper Ifja Kom- 
munista.

“We are worried about the poor 
a-political- consciousness on the 
part of our youth,” said the first 
secretary of a North Bohemian 
party committee.

Spoiled Kids
“We take good care of our 

children, we spoil them, in fact,” 
said a schoolteacher encountered 
in a Budapest park. “We teach 
them our Marxist ideas and then 
what happens? When they grow 
up to be teen-agers, they are out 
of control.”

This doesn’t mean they become 
juvenile delinquents, although the 
Communist press complains pe­
riodically of gangs of hooligans.

It appears rather that they are 
“out of control” of Communism 
because of their passive attitude 
toward the ideology.

How do they demonstrate dis­
satisfaction?

A very small number become 
“angry young men” . They seek 
out works by modern Western au­
thors or of controversial Polish 
and Russian writers, like the Sov­
iet Union's Evgeny Evtushenko, 
and try to emulate them.

Young artists toe the party line 
to make- a living painting pictures 
acceptable to the regime. But 
there reportedly is a great deal | 
of abstract art being created in ; 
back studios.

You see evidence of interest in I 
such art, even though it is not on 
display (except in Yugoslavia). A 
Budapest museum, for instance, 
was crowded with teenagers dur­
ing a recent exhibition of works 
which almost approached West­
ern non-representational art.

Way to Independence
For the majority of youth, how­

ever, the way to independent self­
copying Western fads and fash­
ions, or putting on pressure for 
more American jazz.

In the big East European cit­
ies, you see girls with Jackie Ken­
nedy hairdos, or with ponytails, 
flat-heele-d shoes and Paris or Ita­
lian styles. You see boys in slim 
tight. West European pants with 
Roman haircuts or beards.

Here and there a pair of origi­
nal blue jeans and Texas boots 
(smuggled in by friends?), and 
in Slovakia, a black-jacketed boy 
with “ I like Elvis” on his sleeve.

“ Don’t your friends in the party 
tease you,” he was asked. “Why 
no,” he replied. “We all like Pre­
sley.”

Finally, t h e r e  appears one 
dream almost universal through­
out East Europe—the desire to 
travel. There is little chance for 
the average youth. You don’t see 
kids hitch-hiking or scooter bik­
ing from country to country as in 
Western Europe.

Of a group of English-language 
students interviewed in Budapest 
University, the majority said they 
hope to get jobs that will take 
them abroad.

Several Western diplomats re­
port that the greatest youth prob­
lem for Communism is created 
by the sons and daughters of the 
party big-wigs.

“Sometimes they get a chance 
to travel abroad," he said. “And 
they come back and create the 
most to-do.

“They are the ones who want 
the cars and the luxuries of life 
in the West. They are the ones 
who try to create a little excite­
ment in restaurants and who en­
gage in a blackv market in jazz 
tapes.

“And of course they influence 
the less privileged kids.”

In Romania there is not the 
same e v i d e n t  ferment among 
young people as in Hungary, Pol­
and and Czechoslovakia. There is 
not the same emulation of West­
ern fads and clothes.

“The kids here,” said a West­
ern diplomat in Romania, ’’ap­
pear to be more satisfied. A lot 
of them have made good progress 
from what their fathers had. 
There is little contact with the 
West. But the regime probably 
will have the same problem soon­
er or later,”
