Antenna Firm Adds
Mlcro-Wave Service

Muleshoe Antenna Company is
adding micro-wave service here
to “‘give Muleshoe snow-free re-
ception from Amarillo,”
manager James Dow.

To step up the service for “‘big
town” television reception, the
company had to add two new 8 by
12 foot reflectors, each weighing
350 pounds. That job was done
last week by Fort Worth Tower
Company, a firm which holds the
world’s record for speedy tower
construction, 100-feet per hour.

To make the 550-foot tower
carry the huge new discs, ‘“star
mounts’” weighing 250 pounds
each, had to be attached near the
top of the tower to provide four
addtional guy wires to the tower.

Dow explained that the special
guy system is necessary to make
the tower ‘‘absolutely rigid” for
microwave reception.

One of the reflectors will pick
up the signals by microwave
from similar discs installed at
Friona. The other disc on the tow-

Is there any real conflict between science and the faith to-
day? The impossibility of conflict between science and re-
ligion will be more clearly understood if we consider more
particularly the dogmas of religion about which question
might be raised from our present point of view. First of all
those dogmas which are directly concerned with the nature
of God are clearly beyond the range of scientific investi-
gation. The personal nature of God His attributes as reason
deduces them from the fact of His Infinite Being, as divine
revelation make it knowa none of these truths can be called
into question by any scientist who follows consistantly the
methods which science itself recognizes as valid.

Secondly, the dogmas of faith which express the manner
in which God comes into relation with the world are also
beyond the possibility with science . . Science can tell us
much about the world but it tells us nothing whatever about
God. Yet what we know with certainty about God by the
exercise of reason beyond those open to scientific investi-
gation makes it clear that the being of the world is com-
pletely dependent on the Being of God. This means at
every moment of its existence the world is subject to the
wisdom and power of God.

Science carries on its operations in the external areas of
experience in which our progress towards the possession
of truth begins. Science's conclusions are tentative and pro-
visional; it always looks forward to theories and hypotheses
which will work out more successfully than those already
proposed. Religion, on the other hand is concerned with the
supreme truths of man's creation by God, his dependence
on God and his destiny for ultimate union with God. The
truths are clarified and enriched by divine revelation, which
point out ways for our santifization and eternal salvation.
