Why did the Supreme Court up-
set this conviction? Because the
trial court admitted a coerced

confession in evidence. Officers
had arrested the prisoner with-
out a warrant, had held him
without much food for two days,
and had not allowed him to seo
anybody he knew. Finally, the
the police chief had told him that
a mob outside wanted to ‘‘get
him”, but if he “‘confessed”, the
police could hold them off., He
broke down and ‘‘confcssed.”

Such confessions, the court
held, were not an ‘“‘expression of
free choice.”

An extraordinarily alarming report comes from Robert
S. Allen — a leading writer on national and international
affairs. His first paragraph says: "Soviet technicians have
begun installing 'electronic counter equipment' in Cuba
that can be used to interfere with U.S. missiles launched
from our major test center at Cape Canaveral, Florida."

This sampling does not, by any means, exhaust the
list--Senator Goldwater lists at some lengths other im-
portant areas where the unions are given, under law, pri-
vileges denied to other organizations and groups.

The Senator makes it clear that he is not suggesting
that all special rights now enjoyed by labor should be
