Columbus, O,, Dec. 11.—It is Dbe-
lieved that the payment to the state
treasury of $80,881 this year by coun-
ties as 75 per cent of the inheritance
tax under the present indirect inheri-
tance tax law will encourage the en-
actment of a direct inheritance tax
by the next legislature,

The present law has been Iin oper-
atlon since 1908, when collections
were $24,553., In 1909, $45,139 was
collected; in 1910, $18.767, and in
1911, $30,243, It is estimated from
figures returned in these reports that
the taxation of direct inheritances,
such as those of wives and children,
would return an average of $1,000,000
