drought-stricken West Texas and 
parts of the Southwest. 

Though Texans had sought the 
release of the entire 45 million 
bushels of feed grain in the 
emergency reserve, U.S. Sen. Kay 
Bailey Hutchison said she was 
satisfied with the authorization. 

"Relief is on the way for Texas 
farmers and ranchers who have 
been hit hard by the drought. This 
will provide direct assistance for 
those most affected by drought 
conditions," she said. 

The drought has cost Texas 
farmers and ranchers an estimated 
$2.4 billion, making it the second 
worst natural disaster to hit the state 
this century, the Associated Press 
reported. 

Report: Dissolve School Boards 
A new report by the non-profit 

research organization, Education 
Commission for the States, sug-
gests that states dissolve school 
boards, requiring new elections 
and sending tax money directly to 
schools. 

The report, "Bending Without 
Breaking," says that for education 
to radically improve, the system 
governing schools must radically 
change. 

Gov. George W. Bush signed 
the report's foreword but does 
not necessarily endorse it. Last 
week, at an Education Commission 
for the States conference in San 
Antonio, Bush told reporters he 
had not read the report, but said 
he endorsed only the parts of the 
report that agree with the changes 
in Texas, such as the establishment 
charter schools and less power in 
central education agencies. 

Texas Education Commissioner 
Mike Moses, who also attended the 
conference, said that sending tax 
money directly to the schools could 
cause as many problems as it cures, 
the Dallas Morning News reported. 

Moses said that if schools were 
granted such autonomy, there are 
questions about who would sit 
on the committees controlling the 
money and who would hold them 
accountable. 

"Are we going to open up 
6,300 new bureaucracies?" Moses 
asked, and suggested that it might 
cost schools more if they were to 
individually negotiate contracts for 
services, such as food service, bus 
transportation and copy machine 
repairs. 

Rail Merger Plan Draws Fire 
lbxas officials and others last 

week urged the Federal Surface 
Transportation Board to reject a 
plan merging the Union Pacific and 
Southern Pacific railroads. 

"It's going to hurt Texas. It's 
going to hurt our ability to com-
pete," Texas Railroad Commis-
sioner Barry Williamson told the 
three-member board. 

"In Texas, this railroad (merger) 
is about as welcome as the drought 
we're experiencing," U.S. Rep. 
Lloyd Doggett, D-Austin, said. 

Union Pacific and Southern 
Pacific own nearly all of the rail 
lines from Interstate 35, east. 

But the Texas Railroad Com-
mission and other Texas officials 
would be content if the board ap-
proves the merger on the condi-
tion that Union Pacific and South-
ern Pacific sell some of their par-
allel lines to competing railroad 
companies, such as Consolidated 
Rail Corp., the Austin American-
Statesman reported. 

Texas, Mexico to Fight TB 
Because U.S. and Mexican com-

munities along the Rio Grande 
have unusually high rates of tu-
berculosis, Texas authorities and 
their counterparts from the Mexi-
can state of Coahuila are taking ac-
tion. 

Texas Commissioner of Health 
Dr. David Smith and officials 
from Saltillo, Mexico signed an 
agreement last week to fight the 
spread of the disease. 

Officials from both states will 
coordinate and share information 
on TB cases and contacts, work to-
gether to diagnose and place TB pa-
tients in treatment and increase ac-
cess to needed prescription drugs. 

"As my border colleagues and I 
know all too well, disease respects 
no borders," Smith said.

Dan Morales said last week no 
college or university in Texas 
should consider race as a factor 
in admitting students, granting 
scholarships or giving financial 
aid.

Heat is a major sum-
mer killer. Each year it 
takes a greater toll in lives 
than the more spectacu-
lar weather events such 
as hurricanes, floods or 
tornadoes. Texas's Divi-
sion of Emergency Man-
agement and your local 
office of emergency man-
agement encourage citi-
zens to protect themselves 
and their loved ones from 
the health related hazards 
of hot weather. The fol-
lowing may help you edu-
cate your audience about 
these hazards and the 
measures that can help 
reduce health risks. 

•As a rule of thumb, 
when the temperatures 
rise, slowdown. Heed your 
body's early warnings. 

Reduce activity and stay 
in a cool, shady or air 
conditioned place as much 
as possible during the 
hottest part of the day. 
Heatstroke often develops 
swiftly, with little warn-
ing. More than half of 
heatstroke victims be-
come ill less than 24 hours 
before being hospitalized 

or found dead. 
• Beware ofhigh humid-

ity. Perspiration is the 
body's natural cooling 
mechanism. When hu-
midity is low, this evapo-
ration "cools" the skin. Air 
movement, such as a 
breeze or fan, evaporates 
perspiration and cools the 
body. When the humidity 
is high, this evaporative 
cooling process is lost, and 
the danger ofheat related 
illness increases. 

•Do not dry out. Drink 
plenty of water often and 
regularly. Do not wait 
until you are thirsty. 
Avoid caffeine and alco-
hol. Eat small meals and 
eat more often. Avoid 
foods that are high in 
protein, which increase 
metabolic heat. 

•Dress for hot weather. 
Wear lightweight, light 
colored and loose fitting 
clothing to help maintain 
normal body temperature. 
When outdoors wear sun-
glasses and a wide 
brimmed hat, a cap with 
meshed crown, or carry a 
parasol. Avoid sunburn,

M EM OR IA L- - - T h e

Mosquitoes are key 
carriers of heart worm 
disease. When an in-
fected dog is bitten by a 
mosquito, blood is car-
ried away which may 
include tiny, immature 
forms of heartworms 
called microfilariae. It 
takes about three 
months for these larvae 
to travel through the tis- 
sues of the body to enter 
the heart. 

Dozens of these lar-
vae (some of which can 
actually become up to .1.4 
inches long) become 
adults within another 
three months. There 
have been 9 confirmed 
cases of Heartworms 
diagnosed at the 
Callahan County 
Veterinary Clinic 
since January. This is 
a large number for a 
rural area like 
Callahan County. 

Thanks to research 
and modern preventa-
tive medicine, there is 
a lot you can do to avoid 
heartworms in the first 
place-or see that it is 

vae from deve ping 
into adult worms.,'( 

A little prevgntative 
medicine is mach bet-
ter than treating the 
problem. If the warm, 
wet weather continues, 
these parasitesirry be 
a threat for several 
months. 

So the Editor's ad-
vice is to get a pet peeve 
instead of a pet dog.

*A blood test is the 
only way to detect 
heartworm disease in 
its early stages. 

*Since it's possible 
for an infected dog to 
have adult heartworms 
without microfilarae, 
an X-ray examination 
and other lab tests may 
be needed to confirm 
heartworm infection. 

*After the disease 
has progressed, symp-
toms can include fre-
quent coughing, slug-
gishness,(won't want to 
wash the dishes), rapid 
tiring and finally, la-
bored breathing. 

*If caught in time, a 
series of injections of 
an organic arsenical 
drug can be used to kill 
heartworms. Then an-
other drug can be used 
to get rid of the micrfi-
larae. 

*No vaccine is 
available for heart-
worm disease, but we 
can give regular doses 
of a drug which can 
prevent infective lar-_ 

Due to recent rains 
and warm weather, the 
mosquito and tick prob-
lems are continuing to 
cause various diseases 
and illnesses through 
the Callahan County 
area. An infestation of 
ticks can cause great 
discomfort to a dog, 
contribute to general-
ized skin problems, 
create anemia, leading 
to the death of the dog 
and pose a serious 
threat by transmitting 
diseases from infected 
to non-infected dogs. 
Also, a severe mosquito 
problem greatly in-
creases the chance a 
dog will become infect-
ed with heart worms. 

Tick-borne diseases 
have been diagnosed 
with increasing fre-
quency in the last few 
years. With the spread 
of these diseases into 
new areas, including 
the infection of hu-
mans, the frequency of 
their diagnosis is ex-
pected to continue to in-
crease. Suspicious dogs 
(note from Editor: I 
don't think they mean 
dogs will come to you 
and say, "Hey, owner, 
I'm just a little bit sus-
picious of "dog-so-n-
so"...) should be tested 
so that infected dogs 
can be treated to elimi-
nate the reservoir of the 
disease and prevent its 
spread to to other dogs. 

Even though we are 
seeing these new tick-
borne problems, the 
most common compli-
cation in our area is 
sever infestation re-
sulting in anemia and 
occasionally death. If 
dogs become infested 
with ticks, they should 
be dipped, sprayed or

The word, "window," 
derives from two Scandi-
navian terms, vindr and, 
auga, meaning 'winds eye." 
Early Norse carpenters built 
houses as simply as pos-
sible. Since doors had to 
be closed throughout the 
long winters, ventilation for 
smoke and stale air was 
provided by a hole, or "eye" 
in the roof. Because the 
wind frequently whistled 
through it, the air hole was 
called the "wind's eye." 
British builders borrowed 
the Norse term and modi-
fied it to "window."
