Canadian Trapper Surprised 15
Near Arctic Circle.

Discovery of the Animals in Far
Northwest Confirms Theory of
Hunters of Their Existence
in Rocky Wilds.

Edmonton, Alberta —Fifteen Ameri-

can bison, belleved to be part of a
large herd, were stampeded by John |
Ladue, a French-Canadlan lruppe'r.]
said to be the first white man to)
penetrate the Hay river country, in
the hinterland of Alberta. He hu.
come to Edmonton with a two-years |
fur ecatch from the territory several
hundred miles beyond the Arctic Cir
cle. The feeding ground of the buffa
lo, which he reports to be as wild as
those which roamed the western
plains in territorial days, is between
the Peace river and the Beaver hills.

The discovery is of importance, as
it confirms the belief of naturalists
that a herd of buffalo exists somne
where in the unknown north. Ladue,
who has lived north of the fifty-fifth
parallel all his life, is emphatic in
the statement that he has not con-
fused his find with the musk ox or the
wood buffalo, seen occasionally inside
the Arctic Circle

Laduc’s trapping operations, during
the (wo years' stay in the far north,
extended over more than three hun-
dred square miles of territory. From
Peace River Crossing he paddied his
canoe up the Peace river to the mouth
of the Cadotte river, tramping then
across the country to the Clear hills. |
He put out a line of traps and mndﬂ‘
good catches. Afterwards he jour
neyed to the west of the Beaver hills !
to about forty miles from where the
Hay river rises in the Three Hay
lakes. Here is the story in his own |
words: i

“lI was making a long trip over the
country to the north and west of
Beaver hills in the summer of 1912 !
The Heaver hills consist of a short
range, reaching an altitude of two
thousand feet. Beyond there is 3 long |
stretch of rolling prairie, Though it
did not look good to me for fur, |
