Fergusons Wind Up Campaign as 
Others Rap Record oi Governor

Mrs. Miriam A. Ferguson, seekhig 
a third term as governor and link­
ing her political aspirations with 
those or President Roosevejt, rested 
lier case with tire voters today.

Mrs. Ferguson and her husband,
James E. Ferguson, also a former 
governor, clased tlie campaign last 
night at Fort Worth with Ferguson 
cautioning against a “deep-laid 
plot” to win Texas to the republican 
party.

Ferguson, Uie "Farmer Jim" of 
many Texas political campaigns, 
lacked the old-time fervor in his 
delivery but the crowd was an en- 
lliusiastic as ever.

Tlie other candidates continued 
Uieir back-breaking schedules today.

Gov. W. Lee O'Daniel, still in 
West Texas, was giving the crowds 
a new song as rendered by his Hill­
billy band. Played to the tune of “ It 
Ain't Going to Rain No More,” the 
theme was "There Ain't Goin' to Be 
No Runoff.”

O'Daniel introduced the song last 
night at Amarillo where the night 
before Ernest Thompson and Harry 
Hines had predicted there would be 
a second primary.

Obesrvers said the governor drew 
the largest crowd ever attracted by 
n candidate in Amarillo.

Tliompson, speaking at Abilene, 
commented, after the high scliool 
band had played The Star Spangled 
Banner, that "that music sounds 
better to me than any hillbilly song
1 ever heard.'

He asserted that if O'Daniel is 
beaten "you can still have your 
nu;sic,. for he'll be on some sort of 
radio program of medicine show.”

Hines, at Wichita Palls, blasted at 
"Vaudeville and Ballyhoo" of other 
candidates.

" I believe in the dignity of work.” 
he said, "and I built a plan that is 
practical. " He added that his tax 
plan "is sweeping Texas like wild- 
lire."

Jerry Sadler spoke at Port Arthur, 
assailing O'Daniel's record as gov- 

‘ ernor.
" I  was not mad at O'Daniel when 

he took office two years ago and I'm 
not mad at him now," Sadler said. 
"But in his first speech to the leg­
islature I  heard him propose the 
most infamous sales tax ever con­
ceived by man."

80 German 
Planes Take 
Part in Raid

Four Ships Downed 
As Bombing Foroy 
On Shipping Foils

LONDON, July 25. (AP.) — About 
80 German planes swarmed down on 
a merchant convoy off £lie south­
east coast today, but their bombs 
missed and the attackers were driv­
en off by fierce anti-aircraft fhe 
fighter planes which chased them 
back across the English channel.

Eye-witnesses said tlie air “was 
alive with aircraft” during the bat­
tle.
tlie raiders, their whiing motors wide 
France after planthig a half-mile 
long string of bombs near the ves­
sels which escaped damage.

The air ministry announced the 
ground defenses and RAF fighters 
shot down fom- German planes par­
ticipating in the southeast coast 
raid, and, in another attack off the 
southwest coast, a fifth craft was 
downed by defenders off northeast 
Scotland.

At the same time it was amiounc- 
ed that Britain’s home defenses had 
destroyed 262 enemy planes, 188 of 
them over and around the coasts, 
since June 18 for an average of about 
five a day.

Glittering in the sunlight, the nazi 
planes made brilliant targets for 
anti-aheraft guns.

The thunder of the big guns, the 
rattle of machine-guns and the thud 
of bombs set up a terrific din as 
the raiders, their wining motors wide 
open, twisted, turned, dived and 
climbed to dodge the bm’sting shells.

A nazi bomber crashed in a field 
in southwest England after taking 
part in the unsuccessful attack on 
the convoy.

Eye-witnesses said British fighters 
chased the big craft inshore, smoke 
pouring from its still droning en­
gines while the pilot strove desper­
ately, but in vain for a safe landing.

“It seemed to me and my mate 
that it was coming straight for us 
and we tlu’ew ourselves in to '' a 
hedge,” said one spectator.

“The plane hit a low brick wall 
and ploughed across the field where 
we had been standing. I t  burst 
quickly into flames and I saw one 
German throw his comrade out. The 
man had a broken leg.

“The pilot burned to deatlr. A 
third member of the crew who was 
uninjured was seized by soldiers. 
Tliis fellow had a package of Eng­
lish cigarettes in his pocket.”

Ten minutes before the appear­
ance of the bombers, a solitary 
plane, flyhrg so high that it was 
invisible, left a thin trail of white 
smoke.

■When it turned tail for Prance, 
eight Junkers 87’s swept from the 
clouds, cutting loose with bombs 
which kicked up huge geysers of 
waetr. A heavy smoke pall hmig 
over the water sprays, forming a 
multi-colored display in the bright 
sun.

RAP fighters roared to the chal­
lenge and a series of dogfights 
broke out.

A strong force of British craft 
pursued the German bombers to 
the French coast while other British 
planes engaged in a free-for-all with 
the strong force of German escort 
ships.

Watchers along the southeast 
coast said the bombers kept commg 
relentlessly despite the anti-aircraft 
fire which rocked the earth for miles 
around.

The bombers split into three 
groups.

Tlie first attacked the British 
ships hovering near the shore. The 
second and third blasted away at 
land objectives.

PAN-AMERICAN SOLIDARITY IS 
RACKED RY ARGENTINA IN MOVE

HAVANA, July 25 (AP).—Argen­
tina, the big question mark of the 
Pan-American conference on hem­
isphere defense, indicated today a 
desire to retain the spirit of inter- 
American solidarity.

Leopold Melo, head of the Ai’gen- 
tine delegation, said his country 
was ready to present four projects, 
on the following subjects:

1. Foreign possessions.
2. Inter-American neutrality and, 

security zone.
3. Protection of children.
4. Coordination of defense mea­

sures.
The proposals, he said, ai'e couch­

ed in language showing Argentina 
wishes to maintain the present sta­
tus of a unified hemisphere.

A  new United States proposal 
dealing with the menace of “ fifth 
column” activities in the Americas

was also disclosed as the conference 
awaited the text of the Argentine 
project.

This proposal, a companion to an 
earlier proposal aimed at diplomatic 
and consular officials, was describ­
ed as more sweeping in character 
and designed to form a soUd Ameri­
can front against foreign attempts 
to subvert domestic activities, fo­
ment disorder or set up a non- 
American system of government in 
any American area.

Under the proposed resolution, 
the Americas would make suppres­
sion of such activities a common 
concern, warn each other of any 
foreign threats and consult fully on 
all measures.

Proposals adhering closely to 
United States objectives were before 
committees for study on the three 
main problems—European colonies

in this hemisphere, suppression of 
“ fifth column” activities, and relief 
for economic systems dislocated by 
the European war.

However, the Argentine delega­
tion—center of other delegates’ fears 
about lack of unity—worked late in­
to the night on proposals lor in­
troduction before the noon dead­
line.

One of these related to European 
possessions. Some delegates thought 
it might conflict sharply with the 
“ collective trusteeship” plan sup­
ported by the United States and 
several other countries.

In view of Argentina’s silence since 
her delegation head, Leopoldo Melo, 
cautioned the conference Monday 
against precipitate action on “hypo­
thetical” dangers, some delegates ex­
pressed belief her last-minute pro­
posals might produce a controversy.

3.000 PLANES A 
MONTH OFFERED

While Nazi bombs rained 12 miles outside London, the 
United States took two major steps today to help Britain in 
her life-and-death struggle against Nazi conquest.

1. A pledge to extend "every facility" enabling the British

2. Establishment of a virtual United Stotes embargo on 
shipments of oil or gasoline which might reach Germany or 
Italy.

Secretary of the Treasury Morgenthau said a shipment, of
200.000 barrels of oil has already been halted.

the cruiser Trenton.

Joseph E. Davis, former minister 
to the tiny duchy, was assigned to 
meet them, along with other repre­
sentatives of the state and navy de­
partments.

A motor trip to Washington for 
luncheon with President Roosevelt 
was on the day’s program for Prince 
Felix of Bourbon-Parma and his 
six children, before their departure 
for an indefinite stay at Davies’ 
Long Island (N.Y.) home.

The prince is the husband of 
Grand Duchess Charlotte, ruler of 
the state overrmr by German troops 
at the start of the May invasion of 
the lowlands and Prance. The Grand 
Duchess remained in Europe when 
the prince sailed with their children 
from Lisbon on July 15.

British Aircraft 
Plan! Said Hit .
By Nazi Bombers

BERLIN, July 25 (A P )—Bombing 
of the British Vickers aircraft fac­
tory at Weybridge, 12 miles from 
the southwestern outskirts of Lon­
don, and sinking of an 18,000-ton 
armed merchant ship by a German 
torpedocarrying motorboat near 
England’s Portland naval base were 
announced today by the German 
high command.

Tfcn British pjanes were sliot 
down or wrecked in the day’s op­
erations, the Iiigh command said, 
including four which were destroy­
ed on the grounds at the Vickers 
works. The loss of six German 
planes was acknowledged.

Besides the attacks on the air­
plane factory, bombing raids were 
carried out on British industrial 
plants at Great Yarmouth a n d  
Glasgow in Scotland, the Germans 
said.

In a more complete report on yes­
terday’s air attack on an armed con­
voy in the Thames Estuary, th e  
high command said five merchant 
ships, altogether 28,000 tons, were 
sunk.

Three other ships were so serious­
ly damaged, the Germans said, that 
their loss could be counted.

Pierce air battles as a result of 
this attack, said the high com­
mand, resulted in six British planes 
being shot out of the air.

Heal Wave Shows 
Signs of Bracking 
In the Midwest

The prolonged heat wave showed 
signs of cracking today as a mass of 
cool air advanced from the north­
west.

Cooler air began moving eastward 
last night, bringing relief to Mon­
tana, Wyoming, the Dakotas and 
parts of Minnesota.

Forecasters said the air mass 
would overspread the upper Missi- 
sippi valley and Great Lakes re­
gion by tomorrow night and should 
be felt all the way to the Atlantic 
seaboard by Saturday.

Tliundershowers promised tem- 
poraiy relief today for most of the 
middlewest and much of the east. 
TemperatiU'es, however, remained 
abnormally high from the Rockies 
to the Atlantic.

At least 330 deaths were attribut­
ed directly or indirectly to the 
torrid spell, more than a week old 
in some sections. There were 116 
heat fatalities and 201 di'ownings. 
In addition more than a half ^ozen 
persons were killed by lightniiag.

Reich Economics 
Chief Scores the 
U. S. Gold Policy

BFRLIN, July 25 (AP.) — Adolf 
Hiter’s minister of economics, Walt- 
her Funk, today attacked the Unit­
ed States for what he termed its 
discriminatoi'y tactics against Ger­
many, disparaged efforts to evolve a 
Pan-American plan of economy and 
ridiculed the United States’ vast 
stores of gold as useless, '  

Speaking to the foreign press, 
Funk said:

“T f all the gold now accumulated 
in the United States were taken on 
some island and that island disap­
peared, world economy would not 
suffer.”

The United States gold hoard, he 
added, reminded him of the Biblical 
version of man’s fate: “Dust thou 
art, to dust returneth.”—Or para­
phrased in Funk’s words: “First you. 
take it out of the earth and then you 
put it into the earth again, in huge 
safes in the United States.”

Funk said he had a low opinion of 
the Pan-American economic plan 
now under discussion in Havana, and 
in effect warned South America it 
would be boycotted if it entered any 
such united American front ar­
rangement.

“Trade between Germany and 
South America,” he declared, “either 
will take place on a .basis of free 
agreement with sovereign South 
American countries or it will not 
take place at all.”

He also warned the United States 
to abandon its" idea of “forcing 
economic conditions on Germany.” 

“We don’t need North American 
mediation,” he- said.

WASHINGTON, July 25 (A P )— 
Secretary Morgenthau said today 
the United States had pledged “ev­
ery facility” to enable the British 
to buy 3,000 military au'planes a 
month in this country, in addi­
tion to huge orders previously 
placed.

Confirming an announcement in 
London by Lord Beaverbrook, the 
treasury head said the new arrange­
ment was in addition to all previous 
orders, and would require construc­
tion of new factories.

The Bi-itish .have promised to pay 
for the erection of the new fac­
tories as well as to buy their out­
put, Morgenthau added.

The secretary asserted that the 
treasury, war and navy depai’tments 
were in complete accord on the com­
mitment, and that William S. Knud- 
son, production member of the de­
fense commission, had. agreed . to 
undertake to work out the details.

He said the new factories involv­
ed in the program would give the 
United States capacity to build “far 
in excess” of 50,000 planes a year, 
set by President Roosevelt as a goal 
in his May 16 defense message. He 
declined to estimate the exact ca­
pacity planned.

Saying that the British “seem to 
have plenty of money,” Morgenthau 
said that the “sums involved are 
colossal.”

“For our own national defense 
and for the benefit of American in­
dustry,” he continued, “I  believe 
this is the most importat thing with 
which I have come in contact.”

Specifically, Morgenthau explain­
ed, the British proposed Immediate 
action so that they could get de­
livery on 3,000 au-planes during each 
month of 1941 and 194?.

“I  have just lieard the German 
high command admit responsibility 
for this shaking,” Alexander told the 
house of commons.

“The boat was flying the Fr-ench 
flag and had the Preirch colors 
painted on deck and sides, and was 
fully illuminated.

“It  was torpedoed by a motor boat 
at 10:30 last night. Each time she 
tried to signal her name, she was 
again fired on ahd sank in four or 
five minutes.”

About 1,000 men were saved.

The stocky, black-liaired secre­
tary of the state party, who ran for 
goveriror two years ago, refused to 
divulge any information to the com­
mittee staff and asserted he desired 
counsel’s presence when he appear­
ed formally before the group.

At a Beaumorrt hearing, the Dies 
committee investigating un-Ameri­
can activities was presented infor­
mation concernitrg an alleged meet- 
iirg of communist leaders in a lake­
side cabin near Port Worth.

The report mentioned that 
Brooks, in coirversation with a state 
college student and party member, 
had asserted that the president and 
basketball coach of the Institutiorr 
were members of the commmilst or- 
ganizs-tion.

Candidates Start Final Drive 
For Votes in Election Saturday

With only 24 hours left in which 
to contact voters, candidates for 
public office today were “button­
holing” all prospective supporters in 
a last minute drive to secure elec­
tion.

The three races sharing most in­
terest on the eve of the democratic 
primary Saturday are sheriff, tax 
collector-assessor and county attor­
ney. The sheriff and tax collector- 
assessor race are “wide open” in 
that no incumbents are in the races. 
In the county attorney race, incum­
bent Merritt P. Hines is seeking re- 
election, opposed by Joseph H. Mims.

Interest in aU races is probably

lighter than in several years and 
candidates are striving hard to 
awaken the public to the fact that 
election day is only a few hours off. 
A  reflection of the light interest 
is shown in the fact that only 233 
absentee ballots were cast, compared 
with 420 two years ago.

effect upon their natures.”
“I f  such a program were carried 

on for 50 years, the rising generation 
would know no other ideal except 
that of military force.”

Despite the addition of Noi'ris to 
a slowly forming opposition bloc. 
Senator Minton (D-Ind), democrat­
ic whip, predicted congress would 
enact a compulsor service program. 
Minton is a member of the senate 
military committee working on de­
tails of the pending Bm'ke-Wads- 
worth legislation in hopes of having 
it ready for debate next week.

“I  think,” Minton told reporters, 
“that the people are convinced that 
emergency requires it.

“We have been advised by both 
tlie army and navy that x x x they 
cannot build up adequate defense 
forces rapidly enough by voluntary 
enlistments.”

Rapid Dwindling of 
Food Supplies in 
France Is Reported

BASEJL, Switzerland, July 25 (AP) 
—Rapid dwindling of food supplies 
in that part of France not under 
nazi occupation has led even the 
censored press there to report “the 
fate of France for months to come 
is in the hands of the German ar­
mistice commission at ’ Wiesbaden, 
not the government Vichy.”

But those same newspapers hold 
out hope the Germans soon will 
permit food supplies to move freely 
from the occupied to the refugee- 
swollen unoccupied zone.

Other sources, however, assert the 
tragedy of this hope is that the 
German-held areas apparently are 
very little better off, and soon may 
be in. worse condition, than the 
southern zone.

Farmers and inhabitants of rural 
villages have been the first to feel 
the pinch, rather than residents 
of big cities and towns.

In Alsace, hand-picked groups of 
farmers, taken back to their homes 
by the Germans, still are being fed 
and supplied by the German army 
of occupation. In the great central 
northeastern seciicn, overrun by 
refugees and demobilized troops, 
food already Is at a premium.

Farmers sent back to work their 
land were reported in some cases to 
have returned to the cities within 
a few days.

“We cannot plow on empty stom­
achs,” said one who came to the 
Swiss frontier seeking food.

Independent economic experts in 
Switzerland say Germany soon may 
be forced to draw on her own food 
stocks to feed the French.

I f  England still is blockading the 
continent by winter, these sources 
report, all of France’s millions may 
be dependent on axis aid and re­
lief from such outside agencies as 
the American Red Cross.

Although France normally is rich 
in agricultural products, even in 
her best peacetime years, such as 
1937, she imported 7,000,000,000 
francs worth of foodstuffs more than 
she exported.

Interpreting the War

Japan’s new totalitarian govern­
ment under the powerful leadership 
of Prince Konoye as premier has left 
no manner of doubt that it intends 
10 rush its program of expansion and 
extend . its domination over East 
Asia while the western powers still 
are preoccupied with the Eui'opean 
war.

As I  read the Japanese writing 
on the wall, Nippon has made up 
its mind not to allow itself to be 
stymied furtlier by the preroga­
tives of the two most powerful west­
ern influences in tire Orient—Ame­
rica and Great Britain.

It  appears to me that Japan in­
tends. to go as far as possible in 
establishing hegemony over eastern 
Asia before the battle of Britain 
ends. Tlien the western powers—par­
ticularly England, wiyi its vast in­
terests in the Orient—will be faced 
with a fait accompli which will be 
difficult to upset.

This historic hardening of policy 
has been advertised, m naively open 
statements by members of cabinet. 
These officials have indicated that 
Japan intends to cooperate more 
fully with the Berlin-Rome axis, 
and to employ in diplomacy the Hit­
lerian blitzkrieg methods which they 
profess to admire.

Prince Konoye summed the thing 
up by saying Japan is “building a 
new order in East Asia and propel­
ling a change unprecedented in 
world history.” Home and' welfare 
minister 'Wasui has put an exclama­

tion point after the whole disclosure 
v/lth this:

“We cannot doubt that the day 
will come when Japan can share the 
world witli Germany and Italy.”

Now talkativeness isn’t one of the 
failings of Japanese cabinet minis­
ters. When they do start to talk, 
and in such strong terms, my inqui­
sitive nature sets me to searching 
for some hidden meaning. In the 
present instance I  am inclined to 
believe that this advertising is in­
tended largely as a' warning to 
America and Britain to keep hands 
off.

Probably Japan does indeed in­
tend closer cooperation with Ger­
many and Italy. But of this I  am 
sure—The last thing that Tokyo 
wants to do is to give Germany a 
chance to get a strong foothold in 
the Orient.

While Japanese-axis cooperation 
is likely to be limited at present, 
there’s no reason to doubt tlrat 
Tokyo intends to adopt Hitler’s 
methods of strong-arm diplomacy. 
Japanese Foreign Minister Matsuoka 
tried to establish a fascist party in 
Japan in 1934 after he had visited 
Mussolini and come away filled with 
admiration for II Duce. Said Mat­
suoka :

“There is a man who stalks with 
God!”

By inadvertently using “stalks” 
instead of “walks,” Matsuoka un- 
colisciously made an epigram which 
has acquired much fame.

Oil Shipments From 
U. S. to Spain to 
Be Slopped, Reported

WASHINGTON, July 25. (AP.) — 
Government stoppage of oil ship­
ments to Spain in American tank­
ers, an auUioritative federal source 
said today, indicates a virtual em­
bargo against fuel or lubricant sup- i 
plies which might reach Germany or ' 
Italy through an intermediary.
■ The stoppage became known offi­

cially when the maritime commis­
sion disclosed that a few days ago 
i t . had halted the sailing of two 
tankers, bound from a Texas port 
for Spain with 200,000 barrels of 
oil.

“A policy of restricting charter 
approvals to trips mostly within the 
western hemisphere has been adopt­
ed by the commission,” an official 
explained. “This action was taken 
because the commission thought it 
dangerous to allow American ships 
to go so near belligerent activity.”

’The official said the commission 
adopted the general policy without 
being asked to do so by the 'White 
House or state department. He said 
foreign tankers were not affected.

An authoritative source elsewhere 
said the embargo was directed 
against potential go-between for the 
axis powers or Japan, and that it 
was being applied under the recent 
presidential proclamation authoriz­
ing the treasury department to im­
pose shipping control.

In the case of the Spanish ship­
ments, this source said, officials rea­
soned the quantities were too large 
for Spain’s normal consumption.

Stopping of the two tankers was 
said to be the first exercise of the 
new powers. ’Tire tankers were told 
they could not leave port with the 
Spanish oil. Accordingly, the oil 
was unloaded.

’The neutrality act permits Ame­
rican ships to visit only two Euro­
pean coimtries, Spain and Portugal. 
’The maritime commission said it 
had not taken any action to halt oil 
shipments to Portugal, a country 
disposed more to Great Britain than 
to the axis nations.

Talk on Politics

UVALDE, July 25 (A P )—CitizSn 
John Nance Garner will cast his 
ballot in the state primary Satur­
day but he won’t have anything to 
say about politics.

’The vice president arrived home 
yesterday from Washington and said 
he did not know when he and Mrs.

He posed for news photographers 
and was in a jovial mood but de­
clined to discuss politics.

Chaotic Conditions 
In Oil Industry 
Studied by IP A A

OKLAHOMA CITW, July 25. (AP). 
—Directors of the independent pe­
troleum association of America met 
in closed session here today to 
consider what their general counsel 
termed “chaotic conditions” in the 
oil industry.

’The conferences will continue for 
several days.

“Excessive stocks of gasoline have 
undermined the market and prices 
are abnormally low,” said general 
counsel Russell B. Brown.

“In addition to this we are pro­
ducing too much crude oil. ’The com­
pact states, where there is supposed 
to be drastic proratlon of produc­
tion, are producing too much oil.

“On top of all this, the unneces­
sary importation of foreign oil is 
putting the squeeze on the domestic 
producers. Loss of om‘ export market 
with an increase in imports is put­
ting the squeeze on the domestic 
producers.”

'The meeting was called a week 
ago when a cut in crude prices was 
aimounoed by Shiclair Oil Company 
in some Texas fields. 'Tire Texas 
Railroad Commission at first sug­
gested another mid-continent shut­
down and then requested a special 
meeting o f the oil compact commis­
sion.

Governor Leon Phillips, president 
o f the compact, declined to call the 
meeting after discussing the general 
situation with the state’s conserva­
tion officials. Texas called a meet­
ing August 1 of its producers. All 
Oklahoma producers were asked to 
attend the regular allowable hearing 
scheduled tomorrow.

5 Billion in Gold io 
Be Sent to Ft. Knox

WASHINGTON, July 25 (A P )— 
The treasury started packing about 
$5,000,000,000 worth of gold at New 
York today for “mailing” to Port 
Knox Ky.

An army of guards is being mo­
bilized to accompany the metal. 
Technically, Postmaster General 
Parley will be in charge, because 
the gold wil go as “resgistered mail.” 
’The treasury will pay the postoffice 
about $1,000,000 in postage.

Gold has been coming from Eu­
rope to New York so fast—as much 
as $400,000 in one week—that vaults 
in the big city are crowded.

’The treasm'y accordingly obtain­
ed a $1,608,000 appropriation to ship 
some of it to the bombproof depos­
itory located on the army's mechn- 
ized cavalry center at Port Knox.

As soon as arrangements are con­
cluded, special trains will cany the 
metal in about $100,000,000 lots.

■When the new shipments arrive. 
Port Knox will hold about half of 
the nation’s $20,400,000,000 worth of 
gold—about 80 per cent of the 
world’s monetary gold.

THIRD PARTY 
PLANS DISCUSSED

IT  came at a moment when 
thi'eats of a third ticket in the pres­
idential race were coming from two 
directions.

Senator Burton Wheeler of Mon­
tan declared that there would be “a 
new and great anti-war party” if 
the Democrats faUled to put a stiff 
anti-war plank in their platform. 
On the same day, Dr. Francis E.

Townsend threatened the formation 
of a thu’d party if tlie two major 
parties ignored his group’s old-age 
pension planks.

Behind-the-scenes discussions of 
these possibilities took place during 
the llepublican national convention 
at Philadelphia. Coinmonest guess 
was that if a third ticket mater- 
alized it would include the peace 
groups, the old-age pensioners and 
such left-wing labor strength as 
would follow John L. Lewis. There 
was enough of this talk so that a 
number of congressmen returned 
from the convention to Washington 
looking aromid anxiously for the 
first signs of a bolt.

W ILLKIE STAND 
MAY K ILL  THREAT

THE makings of such a move­
ment are at hand, but as of today 
the chances are that it won’t take 
place—five to one against it, ac­
cording to one senator who is allied 
with both the Townsend and the 
isolationist groups.

One trouble is that it would be 
very hard to cement these diverse 
elements together into a new party. 
(For one thing, Dr Townsend him­
self has ideas very much like Roos­
evelt’s on foreign policy).

An even bigger obstacle is the 
matter of finances. One man who 
is close to the discussions that

have been going on estimates 
that such a party would need at 
least one million dollars to make 
an effective campaign; up to date, 
no part of any such sum is in 
sight.

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English Children 
Find U. S. Refuge 
From War-Torn Home

NEW HAVEN, Conn., July 25 (AP) 
—A group of English children awoke 
today to a new life in America— 
safe from the German air raids and 
threat of invasion which drove them 
from then- native laird.

The youngsters, all from Oxford 
University families, were quartered 
at the Yale Divinity school and the 
local children’s center while offi­
cials arranged for their placement in 
the homes of members of the facul­
ties of Yale university and Swarth- 
more college for the duration of 
the war.

The refugees—97 children ranging 
in age from one month to 15 years 
and 23 mothers—were the first to be 
evacuated from England to America 
as a group. They arrived here by 
train last night from Montreal, Can­
ada, where they had been staying 
since Friday when they landed from

England.
Reportser interviewing them aboard 

the train found the youngsters 
tired but happy and in apparent 
high spirits. America was “very nice” 
they agreed, expressing pleased sur­
prise at the varieties and amounts 
of fruit and ice cream they fomid 
here.

One remarked;
“You sp>eak a little different, but 

it’s the same language.”
Stephen Handfield-Jones, 14, who 

described himself as a “supreme 
optimist,” seemed to express the pre­
vailing opinion among the older 
children about tlie war when he 
asserted that England “had noth­
ing to woiTy about.”

Stephen said that he fomid the 
air raid shelters “most uncomfort­
able.”

“You might as well stay in bed”, 
he said. “Only a direct hit can do 
you any harm and then you’re 
blown to pieces anyway.”

Mexico Oil Industry 
To Be Reorganized

MEXICO CI'TY, July 25 (API.— 
Immediate and effective reorgani­
zation of Mexico’s financially-press­
ed oil industry was ordered by Pres­
ident Cardenas in a decree issued 
late last night.

The chief executive, taking action 
alter months of negotiations with 
petroleum workers, commented that 
Lhe “economic situation of the in­
dustry is most grave.”

The reorganization will affect di­
rectly or indirectly 16,000 workers.

Citing collapse of Mexico’s for­
eign oil market, the government’s 
investment of 100 million pesos in 
operating the industry and the m- 
crease of wages and work benefits 
to 75 milUon pesos annually, the 
chief executive instructed the in­
dustry’s executives to institute a 
comprehensive program of specific 
economies.

Among the economies he ordered 
were suspension of payments of 
employes’ savings allowance, reduc­
tion of renC allowances, ten per cent 
reduction of salaries of 700 pesos or 
more a month, reduction of paid 
vacation from 20 to 6 days a year, 
reduction of part time workers and 
suspension of salary and expense 
allowances for various union com­
mittees.

’Tire total savings which these 
steps would effect was not disclos­
ed, but it was estimated today they 
would exceed ten million pesos.

The industry operated last year 
with a deficit of 22,000,000 pesos 
($4,400,000), and for the first six 
months of this year was reported 
to have a deficit of about 16,000,000 
($3,200,000).

Mexico’s chief markets for petro­
leum products—Italy and Germany 
—have been cut off by the war, and 
informed quarters say the two 
countries owe the Mexican govern­
ment about $4,000,000 for products 
shipped before hostilities started.

Of the companies whose proper­
ties were expropriated, Mexico has 
made a financial settlement only 
with the Sinclair interests.

of the reich.
With more than 1,000 mass air 

raids, a London spokesman said, 
the British Royal-Air Force now 
has “made it extremely difficult for 
Germany to organize massed attacks 
on this country from airdromes in 
Holland, Belgium and France, or 
from bases the enemy hoped to es­
tablish in Norway.”

The spokesman said the RAP, al­
though numerically outnumbered by 
German warplanes, had “to a great 
extent succeeded in breaking down” 
Hitler’s scheme for a cross-channel 
invasion of the British Isles and had 
made new air bases “acquired nearer 
our shores practically untenable.”

“These violent, non-stop on­
slaughts are making the enemy reel 
under hammer blows,” he said.

’The British i-eport, taken at face 
value, might at least partially ex­
plain f je  mystery of Hitler’s delay- 
in launching his long threatened 
blitzkrieg on Britain.

Another possible reason was ad­
vanced by the London Daily Tele­
graph. Quoting “ the most reliable 
neutral sources,” the newspaper said 
a serious difference of opinion 
among Hitler’s advisers was hold­
ing up the projected'invasion.

Hitler’s warplanes nevertheless 
kept up the bombing of the united 
kingdont.

Anti-aircraft guns chattered again 
on the southeast coast and the sky 
was reported “alive with aircraft” 
a.s 80 German raiders swarmed 
down to attack a merchant convoy 
iri the English chi-mel. British fight­
er planes quickly sent them fleeing.

“President Roosevelt wanted 
Wallace and as we drafted the presi­
dent he certainly had the right to 
choose the man he wanted to be on 
the ticket with him.”

Wallace, Lee predicted, would be 
strong in the agriculture states.

All 
this, though, seemingly added up to 
nothing so far as market stimulation 
was concerned.

Rails kept their balance fau’ly well 
despite today’s freight loadings fig­
ures for last week revealing a more 
than seasonal decline. Oils were un­
disturbed by the halting of petro­
leum shipments to Spain.
