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IRISH COAST SCENE OF FIGHTING

Largest Air Battle
0f War Is Reported
By Observers Today

By The Associated Press,

A blazing ship-plane battle raged
off the north coast of Ireland today
—the war’s first action there—and
flashes of gunfire between the sur-
face vessels and nazi air raiders

In another slashing raid on Bri-
tish shipping, as reported by Hitler’s
high command, nazi speedboats sank
tons near Brighton, English south
coast resort.”

The battle in north Irish waters
“apparently started when German
planes, roving far from their home
bases, attacked a convoy. British
RAF fighters raced to the rescue.

Italian bombing planes have re-
newed attacks on Britain’s great
rock fortress of Gibraltar—gateway
sentinel of the Mediterranean—the
fascist high command said today.

The heavily-fortified bastion, it
said, was “effectively bombed” after
a long night flight from tIalian bas-
es.

Dispatches from Gibraltar said
unspecified “enemy’” planes bombed
sthe stronghold in a 30-minute raid
before dawn but were driven off by
anti-aircraft fire.

Meanwhile, the German-controll-
£d Holland radio was quoted as say-
ing a Dutch peace committee has
appealed to President Roosevelt “in
the name of humanity” to arrange
a peace conference,

Prime Minister Winston Churc-
hill's government has rejected peace
overtures by the nazi fuehrer him-
self.,

The war in the west started
briskly again today as nazi raiders
droned over the British Isles to be
met by scrappy British RAF planes.

One German plane dumped its
bomb load over a southeast Eng-
lish town when pursued by RAF
fighters, while another sky invad-
er was shot down and three of its
crew were killed. An English farmer
captured the pilot.

* Another flight -of nazi bombers
were  chased off in southeast Eng-
land.

In the Orient, a Japanese foreign
office spokesman said Japanese re-
action to a United States embargo
on scrap iron and oil shipments to
Japan ®*will be very great.”

President Roosevelt yesterday sign-
ed an order requiring licenses hence-
forth for the export of oil and scrap
metals—with power to shut off
these exports when deemed desir-
able.

Germany’s plans for southeastern
Europe claimed attention on another
phase of the tangled international
situation.

Agreement by
Americas Is
Said Certain

Hull Confers With
Argentine Delegate
To Settle Quarrel

HAVANA, July 25 (AP).—Fromi-

nent delegates to the Pan-American
conference optimistically predicted
today an agreement on the trouble-
some question of trusteeship of Eu-
ropean . possessions in the western
hemisphere after Secretary of State
Cordell Hull conferred with Leo-
poldo Melo, of Argentina, in an ef-
fort to iron out their divergent
views.

The Argentine delegate has op-
posed Hull's espousal of Cuban and
Brazilian ideas for joint mandates
over European possessions which
may be threatened with a change of
ownership as a result of the war.
The southern nation took a de-
termined stand against any general
commitments or immediate mea-
sures, asserting it was impossible to
delegate powers in anticipation of
“hypothetical” situations.

Instead, Argentina recommended
use of regular diplomatic channels
for consultation and rapid applica-
tion of measures which might be re-
quired: for defense of the Americas
in any situation that might arise.
Leopoldo Melo, head of the Ar-
gentine delegation, declared last
night the future status of the for-
eign possessions should be deter-
mined by the people involved, with-
out outside pressure—even if they
agreed to transfer to another non-
American power—and that delegates
from these possessions should be
heard at the conference.

Argentina cannot countenance the
application of force over American
Jterritory “even in the, guise of trea-

e middlewest” today, marking “the‘ties«orseonventions ‘etfected “among

the Americas,” he said.

Whether the other nations, in-
cluding the United States, would
proceed without: Argentina on the
“collective trusteeship” idea — ad-
vanced by the United States, Brazil
and other republics—appeared to
depend largely on the decision of
Secretary of State Cordell Hull.

An apparent factor in the Argen-
tine decision was a desire to avoid
any action which might prejudice
her future trade relations with Eu-
ropean countries, where a major
part of her experts went before the
war.

Stabilization of New Lands Is
Staried by Nazi Government

By The Associated Press.

BERLIN, July 26 AP.) — Germany
set her hand to stabilizing the con-
tinent she has virtually mastered
after a 10-months war today, while
continuing to send her waves of
bombers against Britain.

With Rumanian, Bulgarian and
Slovak representatives:journeying to
the reich between now and Sunday
for conferences on the future of
southeastern Europe, informed
sources disclosed some 250,000 Poles,
still held prisoners of war, soon will
be released to contribute their labor
to Germany’s ‘“new Europe.”

But Germany, suspecting French
aims to recuperate so as to strike
back after a year or two, is to keep
French war prisoners.

Foreign office sources denied that
offiical recognition has been given
a separatist movement in French
Brittany, as reported by Germany’s
official news agency, DNB, yester-
day.

With respect to the Baltic re-
gions, where Soviet Russia has all
but formally incorporated the three
states of Estonia, Latvia and Lithu-
ania—(former spheres of German
influence)—authorized sources said
this was purely an affair among the
four states concerned.

As for Britain, the high command
said 23 British planes were shot
down yesterday over the British
Isles and Germany, and that 63,000
tons of shipping had been sunk.

No military damage was done by
continued flights of British bombers
over northern, western and central
Germany during the night, the
communique said.

British radio stations — a new
target for German bombers—were
attacked, as well as airports and air-

craft plants, the Germans said. They
mentioned nine planes as their own
loss.

Informed sources said the releas-
ed Polish prisoners would be free
to work either in Germany or Po-
land—the place of their choice—but
that they must work, and that they
must not attémpt to escape to join
the Polish legion in Britain.

These sources accused a section
of the press in the unoccupied part
of France of calling for release of
German-held French soldiers so that
France within a year or so could
take revenge on Germany.

To offset the French demands
the German press for days has been
bringing eye-witness accounts of
released German soldiers in an ef-
fort to prove that the French were
inhumane in their treatment of
German prisoners of war and in-
terned German civilians.

The foreign office recorded with
undisguised satisfaction, meanwhile,
the conclusion of a trade agreement
with Turkey, negotiated by Ambas-
sador Franz Von Papen, calling for
an exchange of goods worth 21400,-
000 Turkish pounds.

Conclusion of the trade agree-
ment was regarded as coming at a
particularly opportune time while
the Balkan guests are in Germany.

Premie Ton Gigurtu and Foreign
Minister Mihail Manoilescu of Ru-
mania, arrived at Salzburg this
morning for the first of these con-
ferences ~with Foreign Minister
Joachim Von Ribbentrop in which
Rumania’s new pro-nazi political
course will be “acknowledged.”

Germans said the Turkish pact
and this conference show that Eng-
land no longer has any influence on
the European continent.

Excess Profits Act
To Be Drafted by
Senate Next Weelk

WASHINGTON, July 26 (AP).—
Legislation authorizing the presi-
dent to draft money and mafterials
for the nation’s defense program,
placed before the senate by Sena-
tor Lee (D-Okla), drew from Sen-
ator Connally (D-Tex) a statement
the senate {finance committee on
next Monday would begin drafting
an excess profits: tax bill.

“The finance committee is going
to do a little drafting itself,” Con-
nally said. “Next Monday it will
start drafting an excess profits tax.
The people of the United States
might as well make up their minds
we are going to have to tax them,
tax them and tax them.”

Lee’s bill which merely authorizes
the president to draft capital, the
Oklahoman said, is a short form of
a previous measure he introduced
providing for drafting of capital for
war emergency purposes. That mea-
sure, which has been on the senate
calendar two years, would require
individuals to purchase bonds ac-
cording to their ability to buy.

Lee said he had “a feeling that
some captains of industry are get-
ting set for a killing in our defense
program,” adding that just from

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Inferpreting the War

Every day that Herr Hitler with-
holds the blow by which he hopes to
destroy England adds to the defen-

~sive strength of that tight little is-
land, and to British chances in
general against nazidom.

At least that’s what has been
happening up to now. This being
the case, the fuehrer’s delay in strik-
ing with his victorious war-machine
has become one of the wonders of
the world.

Had the Germans attempted their

- blitzkrieg when they had smashed
France, and British defense was
more or less and sixes and sevens the
war might have bheen over now. As
it is, England has developed a
strength which has been producing
-astonishing = results in . the daily
aerial dog-fights over Britain and
the channel, and in raids on Ger-
many. .

The nazi task certainly has piled
up in the past few weeks,

.One reason for the German delay
may-be - the conversations this week
“end between Balkan officials and
nazi foreign minister Von Ribben-
trop. Berlin claims these conferences
are urgent because Britain is trying
to trick the Balkans into war so
that they won’t be able to furnish
the reich with food.

. Personally I shouldn’t be surpris-
sed. It would be a smart move on
England’s part if she could build a
bonfire on Hitler’'s back door-step
now:

Equally disturbing from the Ger-

man standpoint must be the grow-
ing power of the British air force.
A sample of what has been going
forward was seen yesterday in the
violent fighting over England: The
London authorities claimed that 23
German warplanes were shot down
by Royal Air Force fighters and
anti-aircraft guns, as against a loss
of five British machines.

Perhaps more to the point is the
British claim that by 1,000 heavy
air raids against German positions
they have made it very difficult
for the enemy to organize mass raids
against England from. airdromes in
Holland, Belgium and France.

his may easily account in part
for some of Hitler's delay in mak-
ing his big attack. Mass bombing
of England is, of course, vital to” the
success of any invasion which the
nazis might attempt.

Besides home manufacture there
have been very considerable impeorts
of planes from America, and a good-
ly number of French planes went to
England when France collapsed.

It is clear from this program that
England intends to try to carry the
war to Germany in due course.

Just now, too, Britain is moving
to tighten her naval blockade by
which she hopes to strangle Ger-
many and Italy. into collapse. The
latest to be pinched are the Ital-
ians. The government has ordered
a fourth meatless day per week and
ordered sharp rationing of bread in
restaurants. ;

Agriculture News

A hint to farmers cutting tall
cane to be put into trench silos—
tall cane can be cut with a grain
binder if ‘the binder is jacked up
about two feet and only one row
at a time is cut.

Several new trench silos are be-
ing dug in Midland county at this
time. The Whitmire boys, D. W. Mc-
Donald, Fred Mitchell are a few who
.are in the process of digging their
trench silos.

More than one-tenth of all the
people in the United States depend
directly on cotton for their lving.

“It is usual for fall freshening
dairy cows to show higher average
price per pound of butterfat than
cows freshening in any other sea-
son of the year,” says G. G. Gibson,
assistant dairyman for the A. & M.
College Extension Service.

An opening 'only four thousandths
of an inch wide is large enough to
admit a newly hatched clothes moth
larva; according to Wallace Colman
of the bureau of entomology and
plant quarantine. Mr. Colman has
been testing to find the smallest
crevice through which larvae of the
common webbing clothes moth can
pass. His test shows that a larva just
out of the egg can crawl through
any opening no wider than the
thickness of a sheet of good quality
bond paper. Most newsprint is
slightly thinner—about three and
one-half thousandths of an inch.
This explains why woolens packed in

- | poxes or chests tight enough to keep

out flying clothes moths still may
suffer moth damage. Mr. Colman
says when a flying moth finds
the opening to a box ef woolens too
small to get through herself, she
lays her eggs in the crack: The
tiny larvae that hatch in a few
days have no trouble crawling into
the box and getting at their food
supply of woolens. To keep clothes
safe in & chest or trunk, seal all
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cracks with gummed tape. For extra
precaution, keep plenty of moth-
flakes in the clothes.

The carryover of domestic wool in
the United States at the beginning
of the new marketing season, April
1st, was the smallest in recent
years.

15 Questions Face |

Aliens When They
Get Fingerprinied

WASHINGTON, 'July 26 (AP)—
Aliens probably will be asked 15
questions when they go to post
offices to register and be finger-
printed between Aug. 27 and Dec. 27.

An official familiar with the huge
task of signing up 3,600,000 non-
citizens said today plans virtually
had been completed, but the nature
of the questions would not be dis-
closed for several days.

It was reported, however, that
there would be two or three “search-
ing” queries intended to bring out
each alien’s fundamental attitude to-
ward the United States.

Aliens under 14, to be represented
by parents or legal guardians, will
not be fingerprinted but must be
registered.

The .completed forms will be sent
to the immigration service, and
the fingerprints will be sent to the
Federal Bureau of Investigation for
filing in a separate alien file.

League of Nations
Dies as Secrelary
Gives Resignation

GENEVA, July 26 (AP)—Joseph
A. C. Avenol, Frenchman who has |
been secretary-general of the
League of Nations since July 1, 1933,
announced his resignation today,
stating the “realities” of the present
times made his office no longer |
necessary.

Thus Avenol signed what may well |
be the formal death sentence of the |
league as a political body—a death
it has been dying steadily since
1932, when Japan’s armies werel
sent, into Manchuria. 9

Avenol said he would announce
the date when his resignation be-
comes effective after a meeting of
the supervisory committee he is call-
ing for next month.

Avenol was elected unanimously
as secretary-general in October,
1932, and during his term saw
Japan, Germany, Italy and a num-
ber of smaller states quit the league.

The league failed to bring peace
in the Chinese-Japanese war, the
Italian-Ethiopian ~war and the
Spanish civil war, and didn’t try
seriously to save Albania, Austria,
Czechoslovakia or Poland.

Since the outbreak of the war last
September, League activities has
dwindled to almost nothing, for
both Britain and France decided at®
the start the League should sit tight
and say nothing.

Studied hy Solons

WASHINGTON, July 26. (AP.) —
In the wake of a democratic plat-
form pledge, it appeared likely today
congress would act soon on the ques-
tion of suffrage for the District of
Columbia, where everybody talks
politics but where no resident can
vote.

The house judiciary committees
will take up next Tuesday a consti-
tutional amendment authorizing the
election of members of congress from
the capital and permitting Wash-
ingtonians to vote for president.
Surveys indicated a majority of the
committee was' favorable.

If the amendment passes the sen-
ate and house and is ratified by
three-fourths of the states, congress
would fix the number of new sena-
tors and representatives in later
legislation.

Paris Occupations
Declared Resumed

PARIS (via Berlin) July 22 (De-
layed) (AP).—Paris has resumed a
majority of her daily occupations
and her night life only six weeks
after the first nazi forces of occupa-
tion arrived.

In virtually all activities she again
is becoming the “City of Light,” al-
though' air raid precautions still are
in force. With curfew moved up
from 10 to 11 p.m., restaurants, night
«clubs and bars are doing their usual
business, swelled by German sol-
diers who have taken the place
formerly held by tourists.

Here are a few developments
which have returned the city to a
way of life that is almost normal:

Food supplies have improved
steadily with the cooperation ' of
German military and French civil
authorities. Prices are regulated by
decree,

Communications, except for wire-
less and cables, are improving. Mail
from the United States, sent to
Lisbon by clipper, arrives in about
10 days.

Banks have reopened. Factories
are paying their workers wages
which were due before the nazi
occupation.

Theaters and music halls are re-
opening with casts from which Jews
and negroes are eliminated. Movies
are running, though American pic-

Oklahoma Waiched
By 0il Industry as
Production Studied

OKLAHOMA CITY, July 26 (AP)
—The oil industry watched Okla-
homa today for a hint as to whether
state regulatory bodies would heed
the plea of the directors of the In-
dependent Petroleum Association to
slash August allowables 10 per cent
below market demand estimates.
Purchasers of state crude met with
corporation commission officials less
than one day after the association’s
board met in emergency session and
proposed the stop-gap cut to erase
the market burden of huge gasoline
and oil surpluses.

. Chairman Reford Bond of the
commission reported purchasers
sounded out in advance of the
allowable hearing were ready to con-
form to the federal bureau’s esti-
mates or to make slight reductions.
“1f all .the states would follow
suit,” Bond said, “I believe Okla-
homa, could reduce 10 per cent with-
out materially affecting the pro-
ducers.

“But Oklahoma can’t afford "to
make a reduction and have the rest
of the states out of line. We would
lose a part of our market for our
crude.”

He admitted, however, that the I,
P. A. recommendation yetserday to
ask the Interstate Oil Compact to
urgeall campacting states to make
cuts in Augusti might influence
purchase nominations today.
Oklahoma, operating on a 90-day
order, now is followiné' the Bureau
of Mines’ estimate of market .de-
mand with an allowable of 408,100
pbarrels daily. The August estimate,
however, is 402,600 barrels.

Biggest producer of them all, Tex-
as will hold its allowable hearing
August 1 and will feature the ap-
pearance of Harry Sinclair, whose
arrangement with the Mexican gov-
ernment to import some of its ex-
propriated oil struck sparks of I. P.
A. criticism yesterday.

Clint Small, Amarillo, Tex., ex-
pert on Texas proration laws, told
the directors to go slow on' their
criticism of Sinclair, however, and

asserted the oil magnate was go-
ing to Texas “to discuss some of the

' things you have been talking about

here.”

The I. P. A. directors side-stepped
a startling proposal by their former
president, <Charles Roeser, Fort
Worth, to accept a modified form of
federal control to force oil state
co-operation with the Interstate
Compact, prohibit price-cutting,
regulate imports.

Instead they proposed the August
production slashes and a long-term
study of over-production, import
and export problems.

Favor U. S. Ships to
Aid Refugee Children

WASHINGTON, July 26 (AP).—
Chairman Bloom (D-NY) said to-
day the house foreign affairs com-
mittee had approved unanimously
a bill to permit the use of United
States vessels to remove refugee
children from Europan war zones—
an arrangement President Roosevelt
described as possible.

Under the bill each vessel so used
shall have painted plainly on both
sides an American flag “and a state-
ment that such vessel is a refugee-
child rescue ship of the United
States or under United States reg-
istry, so that night or day there can
be no mistake as to the identity of
such vessels.”

Also any American vessel to be
used for child rescue work must
have its safe conduct granted by all
nations at war.

Strange things are happening in
the American League, but not the
least surprising is the sudden surge
of the Chicago White Sox, who
have won seven games in a row.

Jimmy Dykes has been some-
thing of a magician with skimpy
material for years, but the way he
has his club cruising now rates with
his best tricks, except that Jimmy
hasn’t done any playing himself—
yet.

The Sox skidded off to a miser-
able start, not winning a game at
home until the season was a month
old, and never getting as high even
as .500 in won-lost percentage until
this week.

Now the sensation streak has
lifted the Sox to within a game of
the first division and they’ll have a
chance to move right into the up-
per story if they can conquer the
New York Yankees in their series
this week-end. They already have
won seven of the 12 games they have
played with the crumbling world
champions.

The secret of the Sox success is
that they are simply overpowering
their opponents. They haven’t made
less than 11 hits in any game dur-
ing their present winning string.
That was their total in beating the
Boston Red Sox 6-4 yesterday and
it included Joe Kuhel’s 18th homer,
three triples and two doubles.

The Indians had won five games
in a row before folding in front of
the Philadelphia Athletics 7-6.

New York’s Yankees came outf of
a five-game losing streak with a
wild 13-8 victory over the St. Louis

Browns in a 28-hit ball game. Red
Ruffing went the route for his
ninth victory.

The National League program was
a mere two games, with the Pitts-
burgh Pirates putting the New York
Giants through a 2-1 wringer in one
and the Chicago Cubs crushing the
Boston Bees 8-4 in the other.
