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O’DANIEL REMOVES THOMPSON FROM OIL COMPACT COMMISSION
H U TA B T TRAINING 
B IU  FAVORED RY FR

WASHINGTON, .fuly 30 (AP). — Senator Sheppard (D-Tex) said to­
day he had gained the "definite impression” in conversations with Presi­
dent Roosevelt that the president favored enactment of the Burke-Wads- 
worth compulsory military training bill In its present form.

Sheppard, just back from a three-day tour of Norfolk, Va„ defense 
works, a trip he made with Mr, Roosevelt, said he had discussed the bill 
at length with Mr. Roosevelt. The chairman of the senate military com­
mittee added that the president’s comifients were entirely favorable to it.

The measure, receiving final con- * ---------------------------------------------------
sideration from Sheppard’.s commit­
tee today, called for registration of 
all men between 18 and 64 years, 
with local boards to select those be­
tween 21 and 45 who would be given 
a year’s military training.

Sheppard’s statement was the first 
indication of Mr. Roosevelt’s view 
of the bill, although he previously 
had said that some form of con­
scription might be neces.sary in or­
der to provide sufficient personnel 
for an enlarged national defense 
machine.

A movement to modify the Burke- 
Wadsworth conscription bill gained 
strength througli compromise pro­
posals offered by Senator Byrnes 
(D-SC) and Chariman May (D- 
Ky) of the house militai-y commit­
tee.
Byrnes, an administration lieuten­

ant, said lie considered the measure 
too far-reaching, but emphasized 
tliat he had not discussed it with 
President Roosevelt.

The bill up for final approval to­
day by senate militaiy committee, 
would ball for registration of all 
men between 18 and 64, with those 
between 21 and 45 subject to a 
selective draft and subsequent mil­
itary training.

Byrnes said he favored limiting

registration mainly to those who 
might logically be called for im­
mediate army and navy services.

As the house militai'y committee 
resumed hearings on the subject, 
representative May told reporters 
that smce estimates Indicated the 
conscription program would cost 
$100,000,000, he was looking f  o r 
places to reduce it. 'Tliis probably 
could be done, he said, by lower­
ing tlie top age limit of the men 
who might be called mto service.

“I don’t quite see the object of 
laying open to the draft every man 
up to 45,” May said. "Tliat is as far 
as we went in the world war days. 
It might create less hysteria for 
the top limit to be put at 30 or 31.”

Opponents of the measure, mean­
while, sought to displace it with 
legislation suggested yesterday by 
the president authorizing him to call 
out the national guard and the offi­
cers reserve,^corps for active train­
ing.

Senator Norris (Ind-Nebi, who 
has opposed the Burke-Wadswortli 
bill, said he tliought that if tlie 
national guard was called out for 
a year’s training, “that ought to be 
an answer to this proposal to train 
everybody.”

DY ACTION OF ARGENTINE GROUP

Ford More Optimistic Than Ever 
As He Reaches His 7 7  th Birthday

By The Associated Press
HAVANA, July 30.—An Argentine 

reservation on the question of for­
eign possessions in the new world 
clouded today the solidai'ity of the 
21 American reiniblics as theh' for­
eign ministers reached the end of 
their conference on hemisphere' 
economic and political defense.

The unanimity rule of the con­
ference, a Pan American tradition, 
technically was upheld as the dele­
gates agreed one after another on 
the many defense matters, but Ar­
gentina at the last moment of last 
night’s secret plenary session re­
served the right of its goverment 
to pass finally on the merits of the 
act of Havana.

This act declared the deep con­
cern of all American republics in 
the status of European possessions 
in this hemisphere and authorized 
American nations singly and jointly 
to assume temporary control of 
European colonies if deemed neces- 
sai'y to protect the continent.

Hence Ai-gentina’s reservation 
dampened the enthasiasm of dele­
gates who h a d  predicted there 
would be no chink left in the annor 
of continental solidarity.

Some delegates, however, said they 
believed the Argentine action was, 
as the Argentines themselves ex­
pressed it, "academic.” They gave 
the opuilon the conference had tak­
en another, step towards its objec­
tives—to establish firmly a three- 
pomt basis of inter-American de­
fense and collaboration.

With this encouragement in mind, 
foreign ministers Maurico Nabuco of 
Brazil and Miguel A. Campo of 
Cuba touched up farewell speeches 
for delivei’y at today’s final public 
plenai'y session.

They chose as their theme mutual 
congi'at$ilations lor bi-inging* the 
Americas into these declarations:

1. That they would not tolerate 
the menace of a foreign foot on 
American soil nor of a change of 
flags over hemisphere colonies.

2. That they would collaborate 
against the di’eaded “fifth column” 
event to the extent of challenging 
the “packing” of foreign embassies 
and legations and consulates witli 
subversive elements.

3. Tliat they would do theh' best 
to divert United States credits to­
ward a solution of the sm-plus ex­
ports problems and attempt to de­
velop hitherto neglected Latin 
American products of a non-com­
petitive nature.

DETROIT, July 30. (AP). — Henry 
Ford reached his 77th birthday an­
niversary today, at iieace with him­
self and with the world, in excel­
lent physical condition and more op­
timistic than ever about the fu­
ture.

"I was never more confident,” he 
said in an interview," than I am to­
day that the future will bring hap­
piness, contentment and prosperity 
to our people.”

The noted industrialist whose 
philosophy of life centers largely 
upon the idea that “ there never has 
been produced too much of any use­
ful commodity” planned no formal 
celebration.

“Wlien you get to be 77 years old,” 
Ford says today, “you're more oi’ less 
used to birthdays; the years them­
selves don’t,count anyway; it’s what 
you have done with them that adds 
up to success or failure.”

Ford repeated his conviction the 
United States would not be drawn 
into the war, “despite tremendous 
pressure on the pai't of certain sel­
fish interests that would like to see 
all our enormous resources devoted 
to the production of the machinery 
of destruction.”

The extent of the pfosperity he 
sees ahead. Ford said, “depends of 
course, upon om- youtlr and what 
we teach them. We must teach them 
to work and to be self-reliant. The 
sooner we all learn that ‘life is earn­
est and real,’ and that there is no 
short cut to economic or social se­
curity, the sooner will we achieve 
the purpose for which we were put 
on this earth.”

“You know, of com’se,” he added, 
“that the earth doesn’t need us, but 
that we need the earth.”

Ford is teaching self-reliance and 
community responsibility to hun­
dreds of youths in his boys’ farm 
camps and his trade schools in what 
he likes to regard as his own youth 
movement.

The present war in Europe, Ford

HENRY FORD
said, could not have developed “if 
the peoples of all the nations in­
volved had gone earnestly back to 
work after the World War. Instead, 
too many of them were content to 
‘coast along’ taking things as they 
came .and, knowingly or otherwise, 
developing a philosophy of careless­
ness and indifference.”

Ford said he was convinced the 
present conflict would not be of long 
duration and was certain it would 
“settle nothing, socially, economi­
cally or politically, x x x 

"It will make more imperative 
than ever the need for a general re­
turn to work and the production in 
unlimited volume of the things hu­
man beings need.”

O’Daniel said he had appointed 
Thompson two years ago “notwith­
standing the fact that you had been 
a candidate against me and had 
been rather severe and bitter in 
your criticism.”

“I now believe,” O’Daniel contin­
ued, “ that the best interest of Tex­
as would be served by havhig on 
this (interstate oil compact) com­
mission a man who'would devote his 
time to the problem of conserving 
the natural resources of Texas.

“I feel that as the man on this 
commission is my personal represen­
tative, the place should be filled by 
someone in whom I have full confi­
dence.”

The governor did not intimate who 
he would name as Thompson’s suc­
cessor on the commission.

Tliompson, who was not imme- 
diafely available for comment, was 
one of the organizers of the inter­
state oil compact. He has been Tex­
as’ representative on the commis­
sion since its organization and. for 
many years, served as commission 
chairman.

Thompson, also a member of the 
Texas Railroad Commission, an elec- 
tice office, vigorously criticized the 
governor during the campaign. The 
governor also criticized members 
Thompson and Jerry Sadler of the 
Railroad Commission but did not 
mention them by name.

Thompson has two years and five 
months to serve as a member of the 
Railroad Commission.

Oddfellows-Honor '"Busiest Member'
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Stale Employment, Payrolls Show Small 
Declines, Agriculture Conditions Gain

DALLAS, July 30 (AP)—Employ­
ment and payrolls in Texas and 
demand for merchandise showed 
declines, the Montly Business Re­
view of the Federal Reserve Bank 
of Dallas reports today, but offset­
ting these, conditions in the agri­
cultural and livestock industries rec­
orded further Improvement during 
June.

Regardle.ss of a downward trend 
in payrolls and employment from 
May to June, the Review says, these 
barometers of prosperity remained 
higher than the record of one year 
ago. Also, building activity, as meas- 
m’ed by the value of construction 
contracts awarded, expanded to an 
all-time peak as a result of awards 
for a large national defense pro­
ject at Corpus Chrlsti.

Consumer demand at department 
stoes in principal cities of the elev­
enth district fell o ff by considerably 
more than the average seasonal 
amount from May to June and the 
bank’s adjusted index of sales de­
clined 3.5 points to 101.5 per cent 
of the 1923-1925 average. This fig­
ure, the Review says, is about the 
same as that recorded for June, 
1939, but below that for any other 
month us far this year. Cohici- 
dentally, the distribution of mer­
chandise through reporting whole­
sale firms declined to a level four 
per cent below that of a year ago.

Crops in most section, of the dis­
trict made rapid growth in June 
and except in areas flooded by heavy 
and frequent rains, are now in fail- 
condition. The July 1 report of the 
department of agriculture .indicates

that prospective production of feed 
and food crops Is cousiderably liigh- 
er than in 1939, and in a majority 
of ca.ses the indicated yield is above 
the 1929-38 average harvest.

’The Review also quotes the de­
partment as placing the area m 
Texas under cotton July 1 at 8,- 
863,000 acres, exceeding that of a 
year ago by 89,000. On the basis 
of. average annual abandonment, 
the acreage harvested In Texas this 
year should exceed that of a year 
ago by about two per cent.

The indicated production of wheat 
in Texas July 1 was fractionally 
lower tha na month earlier notwith­
standing that per acre yields are 
turning out better than earlier ex­
pectations.

’The prospective production of oats 
in Texas is one fifth greater than 
in 1939, and tlw corn crop for Tex­
as was forecast July 1 at 91,600,000 
bushels, which, if realized, will be 
the largest harvest for any years 
since 1932.

■With good rains, the conditions 
of livestock and their ranges in 
Texas showed further improvement 
and on July 1 was at the highest 
level for that date since 1928. The 
outlook f o r  summer grazing on 
ranges is very good, the Review 
says in virtually all areas except in 
portions of northwest Texas. As a 
result, most cattle available for 
mai-keting this fall will be in 
slaughter flesh. On that account 
the movement of vattle to feed lots 
is expected to be smaller than usual.

Speculation continues as to wheth­

er the long-promised nazi invasion 
of Britain is at hand, and Berlin 
offers no discouragement of an idea 
which serves to keep English nerves 
ragged.

’The concrete evidence on which 
we must judge the trend of affairs, 
however, is that there has been an 
increasingly heavy and persistent 
nazi bombing of England and Brit­
ish shipping. To my mind this rep­
resents a double-edge strategy 
which can cut in these directions;

1. It is calculated to establish a 
counter-blockade which will starve 
Britain into submis.sion if collapse 
doesn’t come from some other 
cause.

2. It is calculated to pound the 
country into a state of helplessness 
which will insure sun-ender and 
make invasion possible.

There is no indication that Herr 
Hitler has abandoned his pet scheme 
of goose-stepping his troops tlirough 
a conquered London. There are 
signs, though, that he is proceedhrg 
cautiously with an operation which 
might easily result in disaster for 
him.

It seems to me, as I have indi­
cated before, that Hitler won’t chal­
lenge fortune to the extent of try­
ing to land troops mitil he thinks 
England has been bombed to a 
point of submission or close to it. In 
other words, the invasion won’t be 
intended so much as an instrument 
of defeat as a mopping-up pro­
cess.

It’s up to Hitler to put his finger 
on the right moment for invasion, 
and his view of the damage being 
caused in Eiigland by bombing 
might impel liim to move unexpect­
edly. But it is to be noted, that 
if he doesn’t try invasion, he stlU 
has the other lines of attack going.

In coimection ■with the counter­
blockade activities the nazis today 
make the startling claim that they

destroyed 257,000 toas of British 
shipping in a single week ending 
July 27. This would far exceed the 
heaviest sinkhigs during the unre­
stricted German .submarine cam­
paign in the world war.

’Tile British don’t admit any such 
sinkings, and claim that the Ger­
mans have been greatly exaggerat­
ing. However, the admitted losses 
represent a threat not to be tossed 
aside lightly. England won’t forget 
that she came close to hunger in 
the world war.

I have before me some specula­
tion by the military con-espondent 
of the Yorkshire (England) Post 
about German plans for an mvas- 
ion.

Asserting that “ the invasion is 
full of hazards for the Germans,” 
the Post’s expert tabulates them as 
follows;

1. ’The attempt to secure naval 
equality has failed. (Apparently a 
reference to the failure of the axis 
powers to get the French navy).

2. Italy, instead of reinforcing, has 
a task to hold her own, and cannot 
aid Germany in the northeast. (I 
judge he suggests the passibility of 
Russian action against the axis).

3. Sufficient naval power to safe­
guard a maritime expedition is not 
available.

4. Raiding is possible but unde­
cisive.

5. The defense of Britam Is 
strong in all three elements. (On 
land, on sea and in air).

6. Fifth colmnn penetration in 
England is a failure. (Many hun­
dreds of people have been interned 
for fifth column activities).

7. Suitable shipping, possessing 
the speed and capacity for landings, 
is not plentiful.

8. If Gennany engaged in total 
war now, the Russians might move 
to fresh strategic points. (The 
writer also said Hitler was worried 
about the French army which is still 
maintained in Syria).

The Legislature shall 
have the power to provide by law, 
for an appeal direct to the Supreme 
Court of this State from an order

Traffic Fatalities 
Show Increase of 
54 in Six Months

AUS’TIN, July 30.—An increase of 
54 traffic fatalities for the first six 
months of 1940 over the same per­
iod in 1939 was disclosed today by 
the State Highway Engineer. He 
stated that this increase can be at­
tributed largely to one fatal acci­
dent—the train-truck collision in 
March of this year at Alamo, Texas, 
in which 29 persons were killed and 
a number injured.

“Head-on” collisions for 1940 re­
flect a 16 per cent increase over ■ 
those in 1939 and “Driving too fast 
for conditions,” as th e  primary 
cause, shows for 1940 a 9.1 per cent 
increase over that of 1939. He stat- - 
ed that strict observance of the 
restricted center-line stripes on the 
highways would reduce “Head-on” 
collisions considerably, and that 
careful, sane driving by the motorist 
would curtail fatal accidents.

The pedestrian problem Is of the 
gravest importance as the increase 
in this type of fatal accident is 
mounting each year. Pedestrians 
are urged to study and obey the 
rules and regulations set out by the 
authorities for them to follow while 
walking in traffic. “Inattentiveness 
to traffic” is the prime cause, of 
most of the pedestrian fatalities.

Of the, 766 traffic fatalities from 
January through June of 1940, 22.7 
per cent were ’’Head-on” collisions. . 
“Angular collisions” and “Vehicles 
with trains” had their share of the 
total with 10 per cent each, while 
the larger part of the remaining 
deaths were from sideswiping, over­
turning on tangent or curve, and 
pedestrian violations.

Our desire, the State Highway 
Engineer said, is to secure the 
fullest cooperation from motorists, 
while extending to them our coop­
eration in an effort to reduce traffic 
fatalities.

Rules Given for 
Choosing Peaches 
For Canning

Mrs. J. A. Mead of Westside home 
demonstration club says, “Don’t let 
‘a skin you like to touch’ mislead 
you m selecting peaches. Break or 
cut one open, and see if it is ripe 
to the seed, for the best peaches 
ripen from the seed out.”

She says she likes tree ripened 
peaches best for any purpose be 
cause the natural sweetness of the 
fruit is brought out in the flavor. 
The Mead family all like peaches, 
and when Mrs. Mead read that 
peaches eaten raw are a good source 
of vitamin C, which is the vitamin 
we eat citrus fruit and tomatoes 
for, and that in addition they also 
contain a fair amount of vitamin 
B, and the yellow fleshed varieties 
are excellent sources of vitamin A, 
she immediately made her prepara­
tions for fresh and canned fruit.

In order to save the most of the 
vitamins and flavor in canning-, 
Mrs. Mead makes a light syrup with 
I cup sugar to 3 cups water and 
boils it five minutes. Sire likes to 
drop her firm halves of fruit into 
the syrup and simmer 4 to 8 min­
utes, according to the firmness of 
the fruit, for she says she wants 
firm pieces to pack into the jars so 
that she can pack the halves m 
overlapping layers, the concave side 
downward. She says that she never 
places enough peaches in the sim­
mering syrup to cause them to stack 
on each other, for then she has 
to stir them and this causes them 
to break, and also they get over­
cooked when too ihany are placed 
in at a time. When the jar is packed 
full of hot peaches, she fills it with 
boUing syrup, runs a knife down 
each side to exhaust air bubbies, 
seals, and processes in water bath 
that covers lid and all for fifteen 
minutes boiliirg time, both piirt and 
quai-t jars.

Granaries of North 
America Overflowing 
As Markets Sought

CHICAGO, July 30 (AP) — Tire 
north American granary promises 
to be overflowing soon, with mer­
chandisers facing the task of find- 
ingl sufficient storage space for 
huge surpluses of bread grain and 
feed.

In sharp contrast, Europe’s gram 
crops are sub-normal, the war-torn 
continent faces an acute shortage 
of aniniai feed, and some localities 
may feel the pinch of inadequate 
food supplies unless available sup­
plies are proportionately distributed.

This, grain trade experts pointed 
out today, offers a strikmg illus­
tration of world economic maiad- 
justment due to the war—a malad­
justment likely to continue as long 
as hostilities or even longer if nor- 
nai international trade cannot be 
restored.

In North America an estimated 
exporatable surplus of wheat alone 
lexceeding 600,000,000 bushels, larg-

"Wartime Jitters'" 
Held Responsible 
In Traffic Deaths

CHICAGO, July 30 (AP)—“War­
time jitters”—the war’s  psycholog­
ical elects on American motorists— 
were held partly responsible today 
for a sharp increase in the nation’s 
traffic deaths.

Reporting an eight per cent in­
crease in traf’fic deaths for the 
first half of 1940 compared with 
the same period last year, the Na­
tional Safety Council attributed the 
rise to greater travel and “war­
time jitters.”

There were 14,740 persons kill­
ed in motor accidents during the 
first six moths of 1940, or 1,040 
more than in the hke 1939 period.

The June death toll of 2,820 was 
15 per cent greater than that of 
June, ;1939, and the largest for any 
montli. since march, 1937. Jime also 
was the ninth consecutive month 
to show an mcrease over the same 
month of the preceding year, the 
council said.

The council found that traffic 
deaths began to increase sharply 
almost simultaneously with the out­
break of war and that the rise 
reached a peak in June when Prance 
sui’rendered.

“Although the basic reasons are 
psychological, rather than physi­
cal, and cannot be adequately meas­
ured by accident reports, the coun­
cil believes that the nation’s traf­
fic habits reflect an attitude of 
recklessness, preoccupation and con- ' 
fusion of values growing out of the 
war in Europe,” the organization 
said.

Motor vehicle mileage was abo’ut

“mileage death rate” for both per­
iods virtually the saipe, the council 
added.

With more than 250,000,000 bush­
els on hand and a 400,000,000 bushel 
crop in prospect Canadian officials 
have been forced to place a partial 
embargo on shipments from country 
to teiminals already crowded.

The United States will cari-y over 
280,000,000 bushels of old wheat 
and have more than 700,000,000 
bushels of the new crop.

Much new wheat and corn is ex­
pected to be sealed up as collateral 
for new government loans.

1926. With only nine holes to 
play, Tm’nesa led the field by six 
strokes.

But on the long 12th, just as 
the pride of Elmsford was at the 
top of his swing on a brassie shot, 
a gallei-y marshal, too anxious to 
give him a chance to play, shout­
ed “Fore!”

P G, A championship . . .  his 
fourth in a row . . . .  when 
Turnesa blew a 10-foot putt in Dal­
las in 1927.

Nulcahy Stands a 
Chance to Win 20 
Games for Phillies

PHILADELPHIA, July 30 (AP.) — 
Hugh Mulcahy isn’t superstitious so 
it’s not “jinxing” the tall righthand­
er to say that he may be the first 
20-game winner the Phillies have 
had in 24 years.

“Big Mul” won his 11th game 
against Cincinnati on Saturday and 
all hands from President Gerry Nu­
gent and Manager Doc Prothro 
down agree he has an excellent 
chance of reaching the coveted 20- 
game mark.

Not since 1916 when Grover Cle­
veland Alexander won 33 games and 
Eppa Rixey 22 have the Phillie come 
up with a 20-game winning pitcher. 
The last time anyone came close was 
in 1934 when Curt Davis, now with 
Brooklyn, won 19 and lost 17.

In 1938, his best year, “Mul” won 
10 games for the Phils.

Mulcahy, who played his first full 
season with the Phils in 1937, mod­
estly credits the Phils ‘kid’ infield 
of Art Mahan, Ham Schulte, Bob­
bie Bragan and Merrill May, with 
his success.

“Sure, I ’ve got better control this 
year,” he explains. “But I ’ve been 
getting the breaks.”

If it’s going to be a poor 
shot, tension, created by delay, 
won’t help.

So Joe Turnesa belts it and for­
gets it. ■

Baseball still is a bruising battle 
in Brooklyn and the Dodgers have 
only three clubs to go to accumulate 
a perfect record of at least one fist 
fight with every team in the Na­
tional League.

It came in the final breathless mom­
ents of one of the whackiest ball 
games seasoned spectators at Eb- 
bets field have ever seen.

For eight innings yesterday, Curt 
Davis held the Pirates helpless with 
four scattered hits and the only ex­
citement, aside from the steady tat­
too of his teammates in thumping up 
a six-run lead, was the banishment 
of Manager Prank Frisch of the 
Pirates for protesting a play at sec­
ond base in the sixth stanza. It was 
the sixth time this season he had 
been chased by an umpire.

But in the ninth the Pii’ates set off 
a dynamite display under Davis, 
scoring six runs before Tot Press- 
nell could stop them. Then when the 
Dodgers came to bat, Phelps was 
thrown out at first and Vaughan 
hustled over to the bag, appar-

 ̂ently to ask Elbie Fletcher, Pirate 
first baseman, if Phelps had tried to 
spike him. Whatever the answer, 
Vaughan and Phelps waded into 
each other and were hard at it be­
fore teammates could intervene.

Tlius the Pirates lined up behind 
the St. Louis Cardinals, Chicago 
Cubs and Cincinnati Reds as fistic 
foes of the Dodgers this season.

Mace Brown nullified the Pirates’ 
comeback by .issuing two walks 
ahead of a single .to Pete Coscarart 
in the last half of the,ninth and was 
charged with the loss.

The Dodgers win enabled them to 
cut another noj;ch off Cincinnati’s 
apparently ample-lead as the Reds 
dropped a 4-3 decision to the New 
York Giants.

B ob  Bowman pitched' sgven-hit 
ball as the St. Louis Cards whipped 
the Boston Bees 8-3 and clinlbed 
back to fifth place.

Another seven-hit pitching per­
formance was turned in by Claude 
Passeau of the Chicago Cubs in beat­
ing the Phillies 7-3.

In the only game in the American 
League the Philadelphia Athletics 
again exercised their jinx over the 
pace-setting Detroit Tigers, getting a 
9-7 verdict that shaved Detroit’s lead 
over Cleveland to one game.

tie oil but a large amount of gas. 
Drilling ahead, it is said to have en­
countered. an estimated 2,000,000 
cubic feet of gas at 1,865 feet. Sul­
phur water was struck at a deeper 
point, then a five-foot streak of 
hard lime was drilled. Formation 
softened below the hard streak, and 
the well started flowing oil at an 
estimated rate of 700 to 1,000 bar­
rels per day, along with an estimat­
ed 3,000 barrels of water from the 
upper zone. It is said to have put 
two feet of oil in a 30-foot square 
pit in 12 hours, and this was figured 
to be approximately 321 ban’els.

American Blow to 
Japan Seen in New  
Licensing Ruling
BY MAX BOYD

WASHINGTON, July 30 (API— 
The new export licensing system for 
aviation gasoline and scrap metal 
was viewed in authoritative circles 
today as givmg the govermnent a 
potential means of dissuadmg Japan 
from pushing anti-American policies 
in the Orient.

Under President Roosevelt’s recent 
proclamation, government licenses 
will be required after tomon-ow mid­
night for exports of aviation motor 
I'uel, aviation lubricating oil, tet­
raethyl lead and No. l heavy melt­
ing iron and steel scrap.

Well-informed sources predicted 
that licenses win be issued for the 
export of “considerable quantities" 
of these commodities. Although 
these licenses will be for one year, 
they may be revoked whenever the 
government decides that national 
defense needs require it.

Thus, continued shipments may 
be licensed to Japan, but it was 
pointed out that they could be cut 
off at any tlme^for instance if 
that country intensified efforts to 
slam shut the “open door” o f equal 
commercial opportmiity in China.

Any such action would have to be 
based on defense grounds, and prob­
ably would require an official find­
ing that defense requirements had 
reached the point where the., gup- 
plies in question should be kept at 
home. - r

Despite Mark Twain, 
Many Do Something 
About the Weather

WASHINGTON, July 30 (AP) — 

Contraiy to what Mark Twain said 
about nobody doing anything about 
the weather, the patent office dis­
closed today that Americans have 
been doing something about it for 
almost 100 years.

Pans, for instance, have intrigued 
the counti-y’s inventors since the 
government began granting pat­
ents.

The hand-propelled fan is 'as old 
as the king who mopped his majes­
tic brow and called to a vassal to 
stir up a parchment decree, but the 
files are full of gadgets to improve 
the original idea.

As early as 1885 a man figured 
out a way to harness a dog, throw 
him a bone and force his gnawing 
to motivate a machine to swish cool­
ing breezes across his master’s bed.

In 1881 a methodical milkman 
gazed on the smooth swinging of 
a cow’s tail and figured out a way 
to make that power cool man.

The world, however, beat no path 
to either door.

In the early 1900’s an inventive 
fellow fell upon a plan for a re­
frigerated, bed—a sort of ice-cooled 
couch which. was guaranteed to all 
but freeze the heat sufferer.

lOnly last year there was an im­
provement of th e  plan — an air 
cooled bed. Tire 1939 inventor had 
cool blasts of air cascading on the 
sleeper from tiny holes in the foot 
and head of the structure.

Just before the world war a farm­
er perfected a ceiling fan that got 
its power from the windmill in the 
yard. He didn’t explain what he 
wanted with a breeze where there 
was one strong enough to turn the 
mill.

Another man had almost the same 
idea, but he made it a little more 
practical—lie hitched his fan to 
the chum on the back porch and 
put his wife to work.

’Tlie fan-cooled room is more 
than 25 years old, but the fii'st Ideas 
were for insulated chambers around 
which the torrid home-owner pack­
ed ice.

'riiere's even been an ice-cooled 
suit and an ice-cooled frock for 
milady, but they didn’t get very 
fai% apparently because it was too 
much trouble and the bulk bucked 
style.

Paint Manufacturing 
Plant Fire Kills 3

CAMDEN, N. J., July 30 (AP)— 
Amid unofficial reports that more 
were missing, "two or tlirM” per­
son were listed officially as unac­
counted for late today In a series of 
terrific explosions and fire that 
wrecked the R. M. Hollingshead 
Company’s block-long paint manu­
facturing plant.

Unofficial reports—coming from 
nearby shopkeepers and employes— 
were discounted by R. M. Hollings­
head, Jr., company president. He 
said. 150 persons were at work at 
the time of the first explosion but 
that all “except two or three” were 
accounted for within a few hours.

At least twenty-seven injured were 
treated at Camden hospitals. A doz­
en were reported in serious condi­
tion.

At least 20 explosions hampered 
efforts to fight the first that fol­
lowed the first blast shortly after 
noon. The walls of the big plant 
caved in two hours later.

Fanned by a stiff wind, the flames 
leaped to adjoining homes and oth­
er structures in the vicinity.

Archer Adds Streamlines 
To Medieval Cross-Bow

ST. PAUL, Mimi. (U.R) — ’William 
McClintock, archery instructor, 
has produced a medieval cross­
bow streamlined to accuracy with 
a 20th-century trigger arrange­
ment.

McClintock’s cross-bow is as ac­
curate as a small rifle and pow­
erful enough to kill a deer with 
a regulation archery arrow. His 
cross-bow still has the same dis­
advantage as the type used by 
men-at-arms in the middle cen­
turies, however. It can’t be shot 
as quickly or frequently as the 
long bow.

’That, McClintick asserts, was 
the reason the use of the cross­
bow died out—because . j.ts users 
died too when facing the m o r e  
rapid-shooting long bowmen.
