Barack 
Obama which increased 
unemployment benefits.

O t h e r  a c c o u n t s 
requiring addit ional 
funds to be transferred 
included $1,587.09 for

For about eight decades, 
the dam held, but one 
day all of the life Francis 
Stegall of Muleshoe had 
experienced was too 
much… the dam burst 
and the words poured 
out.

S u c h  w a s  t h e 
opening paragraph of 
a feature published in 
the Muleshoe Journal 
in April 2006 about the 
local author who will be 
honored in the coming 
days for reaching her

hundredth birthday.

“It ’s mighty nice,” 
S t e g a l l  s a id  a b o ut 
reaching the century 
mark. “God has blessed 
me with so much.

Stegall said her life 
is full, adding that the 
reason she is still around 
is that “God still has 
something for me to do 
for him.”

“He’s still with me 
every day.”

Currently, Stegall is 
working on her latest 
novel, tentatively entitled, 
The Midnight Train.

She began her writing 
career with Grass Roots: 80 
years in Bailey County, in 
an effort to record stories 
about her family during 
the early years in Bailey 
County, but that effort 
exploded into her Grass 
Roots autobiography 
when she was 91 years 
of age.

D u r i n g  t h e  2 0 0 6 
interview, she commented 
about being surprised 
about the number of 
county residents she’d 
included in her book, 
something that pleased 

her readers as well.
Stegall’s family moved 

to Bailey County in 1922, 
when she was 11 years 
old, when northern and 
southern portions of the 
county were divided by 
the availability of water.

She also recounted 
a time when she was 
the only student at the 
Figure 2 School House.

At the age of 16, she 
says she experienced 
what would be a “63-
year love affair,” with 
her marriage to Cass 
Stegall.

Oh, my aching back! 
I knew it would hurt 
today. I spent too much 
time yesterday on a bar 
stool.

Oh, you thought… 
No, I was sitting on a 
stool at the “bar” in 
our kitchen. I like to 
work there, but my back 
doesn’t like it when I 
do.

It was a Monday. I like 
Mondays. I love what 
happens on Sundays, 
but I’m okay with the 
fact that Mondays are 
as far as you can get 
from Sundays. I learned 
ages ago that anything 
“extra” I want to get 
accomplished during 
a given week can best 
be done early in the 
week.

So on the Monday in 
question I spent some 
t ime work ing on a 
kind of grandfatherly 
gift for my kids and 
grandkids.

When our four sons 
were just little guys 
(they didn’t stay little 
in any sense for long), 
more often than not, 
I’d put them to sleep 
by reading to them. 
My wife and I read 
them a bunch of the 
children’s books, Bible 
story books, etc., you’d 
expect. (And, yes, some 
fairy tales. No child 
should be deprived 
of the real-life truths 
found in fairy tales.)

As they got older 
(but way earlier than 
was reasonable) I read 
to them my favorite 
books, J.R.R. Tolkien’s 
The Hobbit and The Lord 
of the Rings. During 
Christmas, we’d read 
Dickens’ A Christmas 
Carol.

Thank God for all
the ways the Father
shows us the Son

But we spent most 
of our time reading 
C. S. Lewis’ series of 
seven children’s books, 
The Chronicles of Narnia.

 I’m glad that The 
Lord of the Rings and 
several of the Narnia 
books are now movies. 
I was afraid Hollywood 
would butcher these 
book s  t hat  I  love, 
but those f ilms are 
amazingly well done.

Still, I’m glad that 
in my head, and those 
of my sons, our own 
images of hobbits and 
centau rs  a nd epic 
voyages and wonderful 
Narnian and Middle 
Earth adventures came 
before Hollywood’s.

My sons loved the 
night-time readings, 
but they wanted more 
and longer readings 
than I could provide. 
(Since they went to 
sleep every night to the 
sound of my voice, they 
tell me that I have no 
one but myself to blame 
if they sleep through 
my sermons.)

But sometime in the 
midst of our reading 
years ago, I decided 
to crank up the tape 
recorder each evening, 
which means that I 
could later play them 
the tape when I got 
tired. I ended up with 
recordings of five of 
those Narnia books 
actually being read to 
my sons.

No gifts, please

Opening a present
There are any number 

of ways a present can 
be opened, but there 
are two extremes that 
come to mind. The first 
can be demonstrated by 
almost any child who 
looks at the wrapping as 
a barrier separating him 
from the prize inside — 
something that must be 
removed as quickly as 
possible.

Then there’s the other 
ext reme,  where  t he 
recipient slowly unwraps 
the present, setting the 
bow, the ribbon and the 
paper aside to either save 
as a memento or in some 
cases for reuse. 

In this second case, 
those gathered about to 
watch may be driven to 
frustration as they suffer 
from the anticipation 
that seemingly leaves the 
recipient unaffected. The 
frustrated onlookers have 
trouble understanding 
that unwrapping the 
present in this manner 
c a n  b e  a l m o s t  a s 
important to the recipient 
as the gift inside.

Years ago, about 40 
years after the Israelites 
left Egypt, God Almighty 
delivered a present to his 
chosen people and gave 
Joshua instructions about 
how the package was to 
be unwrapped.

After the Israelites 
crossed the Jordan River, 
they found themselves 
just a few miles from 
the City of Jericho with 
its immense stone walls. 
While the king of Jericho 
may have been aware 
of God’s promise to 
deliver the land beyond 
the Jordan River to his 
chosen people, Jericho’s 
king — in his arrogance 
— trusted to the strength 
of the walls surrounding 
his city.

Just as Joshua knew he 
had the victory long ago 
in the Valley of Jordan, 
so do Christians today 
know they also have 
the victory through the 
blood of Jesus Christ.

And where Joshua and 
God’s chosen people had 
a gift to unwrap, so to is 
there a gift offered each 
of us by God Almighty, 
a gift that is ready for 
you to accept, ready for 
you to unwrap… a gift 
of grace.

“It is important that the county committee reflects 
the demographics and agricultural interests of the 
community these individuals represent,” Hanlin 
said.

“I strongly encourage all producers, including 
women, minority and beginning farmers and 
ranchers to participate in the nomination and 
election process,” he added. 

County committees are comprised of three to 
five members elected by local producers. All newly 
elected county committee members and alternates 
will take office Jan. 2, 2012.

Nomination forms must be postmarked or 
received in the local USDA Service Center by close 
of business on Aug. 1.

The Texas Department 
of State Health Services 
is urging precautions 
to reduce the risk of 
contracting rabies. There 
has been a higher than 
usual number of animal 
rabies cases in Texas 
this year, particularly 
in Central Texas and the 
North Texas region.

Here in Bailey County, 
according to Muleshoe 
Police Chief Brian Frieda, 
there haven’t been any 
reports.

However, he suspects 
that may have more to 
do with the animals not 
being spotted or if spotted 
not being reported.

T x D S H S  u r g e s 
residents to protect 
themselves by avoiding 
w i l d  a n i m a l s  a n d 
animals acting strangely, 
and by vaccinating their 
family pets.

  The Central Texas 
region is seeing a marked 
increase in animal rabies 
cases, particularly in 
skunks.

For the first six months 
of this year there were 268 
rabies cases compared to 
109 during the same time 
frame last year (January

to June 30, 2010).
Similarly, the North 

Texas region is seeing 
an increase, with 151 
cases in the first half of 
2011 compared with 81 
cases in the first half of 
last year.

The state is seeing 
an overall increase in 
animal rabies cases as 
well. For the first six 
months of this year there 
were 591 animal rabies 
cases compared to 387 
cases for the first six 
months of 2010.

Bats and skunks are the 
most common animals 
found to have rabies 
in Texas. People can be 
exposed to rabies by an 
animal bite or scratch 
that breaks the skin or 
if an open wound comes 
in direct contact with an 
infected animal’s saliva.

People also can be 
exposed if the saliva 
from a rabid animal gets 
in a person’s eyes, nose, 
or mouth.

The most effect ive 
ways to prevent exposure 
to rabies are:

• Avoid  fe ed i ng , 
touching or adopting 
wild animals, such as 

bats, skunks, raccoons 
and foxes.

Report  suspic ious 
animals to local animal 
control.

• Vacc i n ate  you r 
family pets or livestock 
against rabies. If you 
are bitten or if saliva 
from a suspected rabid 
animal comes in contact 
with your eyes, nose, 
mouth or a wound, wash 
the exposure site and 
seek medical attention 
immediately.

R a b i e s  i s  a l mo s t 
always fatal in humans 
once symptoms occur. 
However, a series of 
post-exposure shots can 
prevent rabies if given 
in time.
