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Greek Ships |
Are Bombed
By Iialians

Government Fearful
Declaration of War
Will Be Necessary

ISTANBUL, Aug. 16 (AP).—Pre-
mier Rafik Saydam conferred with
the Greek minister today and then
held long conferences with army
and navy leaders as Turkey took
an increasingly serious view of the
Italian-Greek situation.

The Turkish press hinted strongly
that any open Italian move against
Greece might see this country in-
volved in fulfillment of the British-
Turkish mutual assistance pact.

ATHENS, Aug. 16. — The Greek
destroyers Vasilevs Georgios and
Vasilissa Olga were attacked from
the air today by “unknown” war-
planes as they steamed toward the
island of Tinos where the Greek
cruiser Helle was torpedoed and
sunk yesterday by an unidentified
submarine.

The destroyers, according -to re-
ports reaching Athens, escaped dam-

age by zigzagging at full speed.
They did not open fire on the
planes.

It also was reported that a Greek
merchantship identified as the
‘Frin’ was bombed hy ‘“unknown”
warplanes whiie lying in an uniden-
tified Greek harbor.

The air attacks came amid mount-
ing tension in the relations between
Greece and Italy, following a bit-
ter Italian press campaign against
the little kingdom.

Diplomatic observers expressed be-
lief the secret attacks left Greece
virtually with an undeclared war on
her hands.

Officials, however, declared the
government had not yet taken any
defensiye military measures because
it felt that the poweéer which was
secretly attacking Greek ships was
seeking just such “provocation.”

If the attacks continue, it was
pointed out, and if the attacking
party can officially be identified
Greece would be forced to declare
war or come to terms with the at-
tacker.

The Greek press called the tor-
pedoing of the ship a “disgraceful
and cowardly blow at Greece,” but
no_speculation was permitted as to
the possible identity of the subma-
rine.

The death toll of the incident rose
to five today.

Italian propaganda argans contin-
ued their attacks on Greece with a
statement to the Greek public that
“the day of liberation is near.”

All Greek ships were under orders
to remain in port as the government
sought to protect the nation’s neu-
trality by eliminating the possibility
of further incidents.

Tension, strained last week end
by Italian charges growing out of
the reported killing by Greeks of an
Albanian nationalist, mounted with
the news that the Greek steamer
Appeti had not been heard from for
four days. The last message from the
Appeti said she had heen stopped by
an Italian warship and ordered into
Falermo, Scilian port.

THhe ship was bound from Lisbon
to Piraeus with many American
ciizens of Balkan origin among her
400 passengers.

Rising rivers and' creeks brought
flood threats today to western and
southside Virginia as receding
streams in the lower Appalachian
Mountain area left a total of at
least 35 dead, several missing, a
score injured and millions of dol-
lars of property damage.

The James river was expected to
reach a crest of 19 to 20 feet late
today at Richmond ,Va. Flood stage
is from 8 to 10 feet.

Flooded streams halted traffic in
southside Virginia and yesterday the
Dan river reached 20.5 feet at Dan-
ville Va., the highest in 50 years.

Recession of ‘“flash” -floods in
western  North Carolina, following
heavy rains, disclosed a huge death
toll.

Deaths by states are: North Caro-
lina, 21; Hast Tennessee, 5; Virginia,
5, and Georgia, 4.

Waters, rolling seaward, brought
flood threats in the plateau and
coastal plain sections of the Caro-
linas.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 16. (AP.)—
Overwhelming house approval of
the Nalional Guard mobilization bill
all but cleared the way today for
the calling of an estimated 396,000
men to the colors for a year’s active
service. >

The pasSage of the measure by a
342 to 33 vote late yesterday lefvu
progressive mobilization of the guard
and reservists only two steps short
of actuality—the senate must first
concur in some minor changes in
the legislation it previously approv-
ed, and then President Roosevelt
must sign it into law.

The army meanwhile marked
time, with plans ready to call up
the first contingent of 55,000 guards-
men September 15, and reports from
war game areas where the militia
is: now training said weeding out of
physically unfit already was under
way.

As the mobiii:l tion measure mov-
ed through final legislation stages,
the “destrogers-for-Britain” issue
bobbed back into capital limelight
amid a flurry of reports that Great
Britain had offered to
United States hemisphere naval bas-
es in return for the badly-needed

| war craft.

Proponents of the transfer of
overage destroyers to Britain re-
newed their effortst, concentrating
on attempts to show that the trans-
action could be accomplished legal-
ly, without the necessity of congres-
sional approval.

The reported offer of bases in Bri=
tish . possessians, cas o the'wpurghase
price of destroyers was said to be
under White House study, One
source asserted that the attorney
General ‘had prepared an opinion,
holding disposal of the destroyers
legal if the chief of naval operations

should certify that they were not
needed for national defense.

a series of modifying amendments
decisively rejected. The major res-
triction defeated was a proposal to
limit service of mobilized men to the
continental United States, instead of
permitting their use in the country's
territories and possessions, and in
the western hemisphere.

BERLIN, Aug. 16 (AP).—Europe's
1940 crop prospects were desecribed
as “average good” today by German
agricultural experts, who said the
reich’s food situation was excellent
with record root crops (potatoes,
beets, etc.) in the offing.

These experts said the rationing
system had greatly helped Germany
to reduce cereal consumption, and
declared there was absolutely no
cause for worry since the reich’s
grain supplies were still plentiful.

The German experts declared that
Britain would be to blame if her
blockade caused grain shortages in
countries formerly allied with her—
France, Norway and the lowlands,
for instance. ;

Naval Bases for
Britain in America
Hinted by President

WASHINGTON, Aug. 16 (AP.) —
President Roosevelt announced today
that the United States is “holding
conversations” with Great Britain
on acquisition of naval and air bases
by the United States “with special
reference to the Panama Canal.”

The chief executive made the an-
nouncement. at his press conference
but cautioned reporters repeatedly
not to tie it up wifh any specula-
tion about the release of American
destroyers to Great Britain.

Voluntarily, Mr. Roosevelt author-
ized the following direct quotation
on the negotiations for bases:

“The United States government is
holding conversations with the gov-
ernment of the British empire with
regard to the acquisition of naval
and air bases by the United States
with special reference to the Pana-
ma Canal.”

The president then said that he
had another ‘item of news on ‘which
he also would make a direct, guo-
table statement, which was:

“The TUnited States government
is carrying on conversations with
the Canadian government looking
toward defense of the American
hemisphere.” 2

Mr. Roosevelt did not go into de-
tails on either of his announcements.

The president’s insistence that the
negotiations for naval and air bases
not be linked with British proposals
to acquire American destroyers was
in line with assertions made by a
foreign office spokesman in London.

The press conference threw no
light on reports an opinion had been
received from attorney general Jack-
son to the effect that existing law
would not prohibit releasing destroy-
ers if certified by the chief of naval
operations that they were “not” es-
sential to the defense of the United
States.”

—The
Japanese government will not give
its approval te the Shanghai de-
fense commanders’ decision to split
contro! of the British defense area
among United States and Japanese
forces, a Japanese naval spokesman
aeclared today.

H ; statements made clear that
the :ntire problem created by Bri-
tain’s decision to withdraw her
trcops from Shanghai still is un-
solved as far as the Japanese are
concerned, with the outcome possi-
bly depending on how far the Unit-
ed States is prepared to go to en-
force the defense committee’s deci-
sion.

That decision, which was approved
today by the Shanghai municipal
council, is contingent on acceptance
by the governments concerned. It
was reached Thursday in a four-
hour meeting in which British and
American votes carried over Japa-
neze opposition. Italy, fourth coun-
try represented, failed to vote.

The Japanese spokesman today de-
finitely indicated the Japanese
would be unwilling to accept any
arrangements except their own . “de~
mand” that the entire British area
be handed over to Japanese con-
trol.

He said another meeting of the de-
fense council would be called to
consider “final proposals” and that
in the meantime the Japanese would
consider ~ yesterday’s committee
agreement - “only tentative and not
final.”

But one serious-minded new researcher never did
get it. He viewed the problem gravely. Nobody put him
wise to the fact that it couldn’t be done. So he kept peg-
ging away at it.

One day he came in and reported that he had the
answer. He showed his process. Not only had he devised
a means of frosting the inside of the bulbs, but a process
that etched the depressions uniformly in the glass and
made a stronger and better bulb to boot.

The joke wasn’t so funny then. We don’t know wheth-
er they ever told the young man about the “impossible”
task they had set him. But he hadn’t known it was im-
possible, so he did it.

* *

The large-scale maneuvers this summer, rudimentary
as they are in some respects, ought to give the top com-
mand in the army some kind of a line on which officers
are obsessed with impossibilities, and which go right ahead
with what they have and do the job anyway.

Those who sneer at gaspipe anti-tank guns and shrug
shoulders at antiquated tanks may well remember that
only a few years ago the very German army which today
looks so unbeatable was training with tin-covered touring
cars for tanks and sailplanes for dive bombers.

That’s not to say that we shouldn’t get the new equip-
ment and get it in jig-time. It is simply to say that much
valuable training can be had anyway. General Marshall
didn’t wait for the new equipment to get ready a fast-
moving motorized Marine landing force. He took what
he had and shook it together into a real organization.

From lance corporal to secretary of war we need men
who haven’t been told that “it’s impossible.” Among such
men a number never do find it out. They get the job
done.

Awful Anniversary

3 The hot days of early August are fraught with a ter-
rible significance today for the British. So they were
26 years ago.

It was on Aug. 4 that Britain took its fateful step in
1914 to back Belgium and France and enter the war. On
Aug. 8 the first British “contemptibles’ set foot on French
soil. By mid-month all of them were across, and for the
remainder of August they were being cut to pieces in that
terrible retreat which seemed never to have an end, and
which left searcely enough of them alive to serve as drill-
masters for the others to come.

So now again in another August, 26 years later, Bri-
tain faces an even more terrible crisis. An even stronger
Germany, swollen with the assurance that in view of the
airplane ‘“‘there are no islands any more,” awaits the mo-
ment-to attack the.green island itself. Burn it into the
record: twice in breathless August, the fate of a great em-
pire hung trembling in the balance.

Where Government Is Growing

Practically everyone who has watched the federal
government’s payroll climb from 862,000 in 1929 to 1,-
296,000 the first of this year has been concerned. Of
course it is even higher today, due to the defense pro-
gram.

But we don’t stop to think that local governments are
climbing even faster. The Civil Servic eAssembly has
shown in a new census that the largest proportional in-
crease during the past 10 years (though not the largest
actual number) was in state governments, which now em-
ploy 540,000, as compared to 297,000 10 years ago. City
employes have increased from 718,000 to 940,000, and
8(())L(1)11ties and smaller units from 269,000 to more than 500,-

With the federal government payroll certain to in-
crease tremendously as the defense program gains steam,
the only possible chance of holding down government em-
ployment for some time to come is likely to be in the state
and local fields. :

BATON ROUGE, La., — A poli-
tical revolution has taken place in
Louisiana, and America’s first work-
ing model of a dictatorship has
been thrown into the ash-bin.

The power of the Huey Long
machine has been broken, and one
of the most a&mazing chapters in
the history of American politics
has come to .a close.

The man who broke it is a lean,
dark man with haggard eyes —
Sam Houston Jones, the reform
governor of Louisiana, a political
amateur who now has the job of
clearing away the accumulated
mess piled up by a decade of fan-
tastically dishonest, cynical and
brutal misrule

The job miay break him. He is
nhot too robust; cursed with a del-
icate digestive apparatus, he has
to put in 12 hours a day at his
desk, and in addition must wres-
tle with one of the toughest pat-
ronage problems that ever beset
a governor. The day I went to
see him things had got him down;
he was stretched out in bed, "at
home, trying to get the better of
an attack of nervous indigestion
which had pulled him away from
his desk that morning.

“We're in for four years of the

-hardest work any people ever
had,” says Governor Jones.
“The first task of the new ad-

ministration has been to wipe out
th basis of the dictatorhip by
repealing the laws which made
that condition possible.

“That part of the job has been
done. ;

“Beating these people was an
almost impossible job. They had
the law on their side.. They had
unlimited means of getting fi-
nances. There was a shake-down
on every single thing.

“Take one illustration
printing of state ballots. That
used to cost $116,000; we’re get-
ting it done for $60,000, because
there isn’t any ‘kickback’ on it
now. Or take orders for highway
materials. In the old days 44 per
cent of the total price was paid
in commissions to various parties,
which means that of the money
the state was spending only 56 per
cent was actually buying the ma-
terials.

“When your opposition has un-
limited resources of that kind it’s
hard to buck ’em.”

KNOCKED OUT PROPS
OF DICTATORSHIP.

JONES started in office, as he
says, by knocking out the laws on
which the dictatorship rested, Chief
steps were the following:

1. Wiping out the “legal kid-
naping” law, under which the state
police could (and often did) ar-
rest a man, spirit him off to a far
part of the state, and hold him
without placing any charge. One
such prisoner was held a couple
of days on a lonely, mosquito-
infested island in the gulf, while
his lawyer and his family sought
frantically to learn what had be-
come of him. New laws put
through by Governor Jones com-
pel the state police to lodge any
arrested person immediately in the
jail of the parish where the arrest

took place, with a formal charge
placed against him.
2. Throwing public records

open to public inspection—forbid-
den under the Long regime.

3. Revising the election laws,
providing (among othere things)
that all polling places must be.in
public buildings. Under the old
regime, they ‘had a way of putting
polling places in disreputable
shacks in bad neighborhoods,
where decent people could easily
be intimidate. One pet stunt, for
instance, was to surround such a
place with a dozen or more alley-
bums on election day and instruct
the bums to keep up a  steady
stream of foul talk. Few women
bothered to go to the polls under
such circumstances.

4. Prohibiting the collection of
political contributions from state
employes.

5. Freeing grand juries from re-
strictions which previously made
them mere automatons in the hands
of a machine-controlled judge or
prosecutor.

6. Barring state office-holders
from occupying more than one job
at a time.

DRAFTED MODEL
CIVIL SERVICE LAW.

GETTING these laws through
is only a start. It will take con-
stitutional amendments to estab-
lish the balance of the reform pro-
gram. These amendments come up
for a vote this fall.

Civil service reform is promi-
nent on this program. Immedi-
ately after his election, Governor
Jones had drafted a model law,
based on extensive study of the
best laws in other states.

“This law is unique in one re-
spect,” he says. “The civil ser-
vice commission will be appointed
by the governor from a list of
names recommended by the heads
of five designated colleges and
universities of the state.
select, on a strict merit basis, all
nonpolicy-making state employes.
The bill was drawn up by Charles
E. Dunbar, a member of the Na-

tional Civil Service Association
for many years.
Also pending is an extensive

governmental ' reorganization hill,
which will regroup 168 bureaus,
departments and agencies into 20.
This will not only save money and
reduce the number of employes;
as Governor Jones says, it will
“enable us to know what it's all
about down here.”

Huey Long made every one of
the innumerable bureau heads re-

sponsible to the governor alone,

which in practice meant that only
the governor was in a position to
know what was going on.

“If T spent only one week stud-
ying each one,” says Governor
Jones, “it’s take me three and a
half years to finish the job of find-
ing out how the government of the
state is being run.”

MUST CUT CORNERS
ON FINANCES.

FINANCIAL reform is one of
the administration’s biggest prob-
lems,

“We've adopted a new fiscal
code which, in my opinion, is the

most forward step we've yet
taken,” says the governor. “A
new department, the department

of finances, will control all expen-
ditures. Appropriations will not,
be handed out as in the past. The
legislature used to vote a depart-
ment so much and let it spend the

money as it saw fit; now the de-
partment cans spend only so much
as it can prove to the finance de-
partment -is necessary. At the end
of the.year, all money unexpended
must be turned back to .the treas-
ury.

“We're going to have to cut the
corners pretty closely on finances,
but I don't anticipate any general
tax increase. We've eliminated
the sales tax and reduced the auto
license tax to a flat $3; in the
main, we've tried to shift the bur-
den from the little man to the big
man.

“Our additional revenue is com-
ing from state income taxes in the
higher brackets, and from in-
creases in the severance tax on
oil and the processing tax on nat-
ural gas. The only exception is
in the tax on cigars and cigarets;
we've put in an increase there for
the benefit of the schoools.”

A man had an idea. A newspaper
furthered it. Everybody joined in.
A community enterprise resulted.

Now sunburned necks and blister-
ed hands are marks of civic pride
at San Angelo where citizens are
occupying their spare time at labor
on a new community gymnasium.
The cost thus far has been negli-
gible. Building concerns furnished
without charge materials being pro-
cessed by free labor battalions of
athletes, skilled and unskilled work-
ers and thick waisted business and
professional men.

Furthermore, Sports Editor Blon-
dy Cross who single-handedly pro-
moted the project has gifts of more
than $5,000 cash to be used for ad-
ditional material as necessary.

Foundation work for a 120 by 120-
foot structure is near completion
and concrete buttresses to support
the walls and roof are being raised
rapidly.

Cross conceived the idea of a
gymnasium which he calls “by the
citizens and for the citizens” about
a year ago. He started promotion
of it in his column “Top O Morn”
in the San Angelo Standard-Times.

West - Texas sportsmen responded
enthusiastically. Cash contributions
rolled in with the donors, unless
they preferred to remain unknown,
listed on the “honor roll” in Cross’
column. Lumber yards agreed to
give some materials and sell all
others at cost. Offers of free labor
came from carpenters, electricians,
plumbers,and others.

Cross sketched the plans. for his
“dream gymnasium” and then ob-
tained the assistance of an archi-
tectural engineer  in calculating
weights. ° :

Incidentally, Cross says the gym-
nasium will have the widest roof
span unimpeded by trusses or pil-
lars of any in the Southwest. The
walls will be of type of concrete
manufactured at San Angelo.

From the city commission was
wrangled a lot on which rose a high
rock bluff overlooking the North
Concho river near the center of
town. The county commission
agreed to level the bluff and use
the rock for road repairs.-

Cross proclaimed the call to work
soon after school closed and Mayor
W. A. Halamicek turned the first
shovelful. Football coaches led
their squads to labor and were join-
ed by members of the baSeball team.
Labor unionists worked side by side
with non-union men. The founda-
tion was driven into almost solid
rock by pick and shavel work.

The four Connor brothers pro-
vided a concrete mixer and their
labor. The utilities company strung
lights to enable many who held reg-
ular jobs to get in-a few licks at
night.

For instance, the day - force -of
the police department formed buck-
et brigades one night and filled
two buttresses with concrete. The
Standard-Times force — mechanical
men, reporters, editors and the jan-
itor—turned to. Such organizations
as the Knights of Pythias and the
city recreation department did and
are doing their stint.

“Our idea is to build a gymnasium
which everybody can use at a mini-
mum fee, or free, to the underprivi-
leged,” Cross said. “Instead of seek-

Put 100,000 to Work °

HARRISBURG, Pa. Aug, 16
(AP)—Pennsylvania’s job mobiliza-
tion committee reported today it
found yvork for 100,000 unemployed
anq stimulated $180,000,000 in new
business for 1940 through a coop-
erative “grass roots” re-employment
drive.

_The committee headed by Walter
i).. Eullel‘, Philadelphia publisher,
said it enlisted the efforts of more
than 10,000 volunteer workers in a
cainpaign for more jobs in individual
communities.

.It pointed out that during the
five and one-half month interval
of the job-getting drive, the state’s
relief rolls were reduced hy 154,000
plosons, and the monthly relief bill
dropped $1,500,000. -

The campaign, described as “non-
pariisan,” was started in November,
19&9.

In a final report to Governor Ar-
thur H. James, the committee said:

“An- estimated $100,000,000 in new
consiruction and plant maintenance
work. was developed; probably $80,-
000,000 additional in home modern-
ization was encouraged; many local-
ities succeeded in reopening mines
and factories while others obtain-
ed ilew industries, and the ground-
work- was’ laid for the future re-
training of displaced workers, and
for vocational education.”

ing government aid and floating a
bond issue we went out and did a
lot of work. This is something the
citizens are building themselves and
they can take a lot of pride in it.”

Cross figures the building will
provide floor space for all regular
gymnasium activities including a
basketball court, volley ball - court,
handball courts and facilities for
training work of boxers and wres-
tlers.

€At this time we have plans for
everything in the way of indoor
athletics except a race track and
swimming pool. But if the hoys
keep moving like they are on vol-
unteer labor and money we may
add the swimming pool along with
a croquet, court and bowling alley.”

Cross drew the plans so that the
building can be made 20 feet deep-
er, adding 2,400 square feet of floor
space, whenever money is available.

“The city and park board tell us

of a mile on the North Concho
river,” he said.

“Over a span of time, this thing
is likely to run on down to the river,
which means we can add Boy and
Girl Scout headquarters, more lock-
er rooms and almost anything else
except an indoor football field. Any-
time we get more labor and money
we’ll just move it back.”

Cross estimates the gymnasium
will be ready for use at the open-
ing of the basketball season.

He has been raising money by
sponsoring boxing matches and soft-
ball teams in the name of the gym-
nasium which takes the profits and
absorbs the losses of these ventures.

Cross says he “cried on a lo§ of
shoulders” to get the gymnasium
under way.

He'’s still doing it.

As Psalms is the Old Testament
book most loved by Christian, so
is Psalms 23 the most loved chapter
of that book.

David gives the answer |
without equivocation and refuses to
circumscribe God’s care and help to
particulars, and makes it all-em- |
bracing. By analyzing the 23rd
Psalm, we find that God's care in-
cludes:

1. Abundance. “I shall not want.”

2. Rest. “He maketh me to lie
down in green pastures.”

3. Peace. “He leadeth me beside
the still waters.”

4. Illumination. “He restoreth my
soul.”

5. Guidance. “He leadeth me in
the paths of righteousness.”

6. Courage. “I will fear no evil.”

7. Comfort. “Thy rod and thy
staff comfort me.”

8. Fellowship. “For thou art with
me.,” :

9, Favor. “Thou prepareth a table
before me in the presence of mine
enemies; thou anointest” my head
with oil.”

10. Joy. “My cup runneth over.”

Surely, this is a great testimohy to
the Grace of God, and what more
could one ask of the Divine provi-
dence that the pilgrim seeks along
the way of life? The blessings we
receive from God depend upon the
faith that is exercised. “According
to thy faith be it unto you.” There
is a part which the individual must
do before God does His part.

Writer Counts 400
German Planes at
One English Town

By H. TAYLOR HENRY. .

A TOWN IN SOUTHEASTERN
ENGLAND, Aug. 16 (AP) A mighty
armada of German planes is sky-
rocketing across the English coast
today and military observers in this
area estimated they were twice as
numerous as in yesterday’s 1,000-
plane assault. Some put today’s fig-
ure as high as 2,600.

I counted 400 planes over this
English port alone in the vast ar-
mada and still they came.

The military observers based their
calculations on unofficial reports
that planes in equal numbers had
roared across the coast at four or
five other points. 2

I counted the planes, flying at
20,000 feet and coming in six dis-
tinct waves at- roughly five-minute
intervals.

One squadron singled out this port,
downing two barrage balloons and
spraying small demolition bombs
along the cliff below where I was
standing and machine-gunning th
cliff itself. .

One balloon known as “King Lear”
crashed with its long cable down
on three small cottages at the base

of the cliffs, setting fire to their |

roofs.

Several small children were play-
ing inside, but the fires were put
out quickly and they were unharm-
ed.

. As the plane which bagged this
balloon swept out to sea, it scream-
ed only 200 feet above my head,
spraying machine-gun bullets all
over the cliff where I was standing.

One piece of jagged shrapnel
crashed into the asphalt a bare .10
feet away.

One Messerschmitt fighter ran in-
to a tremendous anti-aircraft bar-
rage during a daring dive on the
balloons. He was bounced about in
the sky, but swept on through and
then back out to sea.

“A cheeky blighter,” commented
one RAF officer watching the fight.
“He’s a damned German, but he
deserved to get away with it. It
was one of the most daring dives
I've ever seen.”

Traces Rise of Dairying.

Dips and double dips are a mod-
ern idea, but the original-ice cream
cone really emerged from the
World’s Fair in 1904. That was the
beginning of a commercial ice cream
industry—measured today in the an-
nual production of millions of gal-
lons—281,939,000 gallons in 1938.

A recent publication by the Bu-
reau of Agricultural Economics
shows: that dairy products are the
largest single source of agricultural
income in the United States; that
40 per cent of the milk is consumed
as fluid milk and cream; that more
than half of the milk is manufac-
tured into butter, cheese, and other
products.

“Production and Consumption of
Manufactured Dairy Products” is by
Edmund E. Vial, senior agricultural
economist. It describes the growth
of the industry through the decades,
discusses changes in the produc-
tion of various dairy products, and
analyzes the relationships between
production, consumption, and for-
eign trade.

The first real cheese factory was
built in New York state in 1851, says
Vial, and the first creamery in 1861.
Butter production per capita zoom-
ed in the 30 years following the
Civil War, reaching a peak of 22.6
pounds in the middle 1890’s. In the
last 15 years—since 1925—production
has fluctuated between 16.5 and 17.7
pounds per capita.

A search of patents showed that
for more than 70 years before 1900
enough patents had been issued to
provide a new style churn every 10
or 12 days.

Arsenal Sends Out
Call for Workers

PHILADELPHIA, Aug. 16. (AP.)—
Faced with a shortage of skilled
workers in Pennsylvania, officials
of the huge Frankford Arsenal sent
out a call today to other states for
the 3,000 craftsmen “lUrgently need-
ed” under the intensified national
defense program.

The arsenal recently advertised
for skilled workers but, said Major
Ulysses J. L. Peoples, Jr., command-
ing officer, a two-week registration
found only 70 qualified men. He de-
clared:

“In spite of the 1ederal govern-
ment’s order to double our capacity
by gecing on 24-hour production, we
haven’t been able to do anything
but remain on a five-day, 40-hour
week.

“So in spite of what some offi-
cials may say, we are going outside
the state for urgently needed help.”

Major Peoples apparently referred
to a statement Wednesday by Lewis
G.  Hines, state secretary of labor
and industry, who urged out-of-
state worker “to stay out of Penn-
sylvania because there are more
than 300,000 available workers here.”
