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Carol Abdicates Throne In Favor Of Mihai
Heavies! Raids 
Of War Struck 
Against London

Invaders Attempting 
To Smash Airports 
Eor Land Invasion

LONDON, Sept. 6.—German war­

planes too numerous to count assail­
ed Britain today m a mightier-than-

• ever offensive which seemed destin­
ed to wear down the Royal Air Force 
and smasli its bases to clear the 
way for land Invasion.

All over the London area and 
southeastern England tlie planes of 
besieged and besiger tangled in a 
series of non-stop battles.

The fourth attack of the day on 
London’s own defenses came in 
early evening, causing a 36-minute 
alarm.

Wave on wave of fighter-escort­
ed bombers swept like a tide aaginst 
the London area, following up an 
all-night attack which lasted seven 
hours and 33 minutes.

* While the fourth London raid was 
under way the Air Ministry an­
nounced RAF attacks last night on 
the Pilat airplane engine works at

• Turin, Italy, on the German-held 
French harbors of Boulogne and 
Calais and on the Cap Gris Nez 
(Fi-ance) replacements of long- 
range guns that had battered the 
Eiiglish Channel coast.
Dogfights Waged

To meet the onslaught, masses of 
British fighters took to the skies, 
setting upon at least one formation 
of 200 bombers and battle planes 
and fenduig' off bomb attacks on 
airports in the London area.

Battles were raging in fully half a 
dogen areas of southeastern Eng­
land, and the Air Ministry said at 
least 28 German planes had been 
shot down in the fighting before 
noon.

'  The London area had its third 
alarm of the day at 12:55 p. m., 
(6:55 a. m., CST) after the longest 
night raid of the war—seven hours

* and 33 minutes—in which strewn 
wi'eckage sliowed the Germans had 
succeeded in getting through to 
drop bombs in virtually every dis­
trict around the London balloon 
barrage. Sewers were hit, a gas main 
wi’ecked, railroad stations hit and 
communications temporarily knock­
ed out, an air raid shelter contain­
ing 1,000 person hit, a hospital de­
molished and houses and shops 
knocked to pieces.

The all clear signal ended the third 
alarm at 1:54 p. m. after 59 min­
utes.
Few Casualties Listed

Officials said there were compar­
atively few casualtias resulting from 
the bomb shelter and hospital hits.

. While London was undergoing this 
non-stop raid, similar alarms and 
attacks were occurring throughout 
virtually the rest of England.

 ̂ Then the raiders returned just as 
Louodners were going back to work.

Anti-aircraft boomed and explo­
sions were heard.

Curls of smoke from the exhaust 
of planes so high in the sky tliey 
were invisible gave spectators the 
feeling of watchmg a ghost combat.

The morning alarm lasted an hour 
and 'll minutes, and then just after 
noon Lonodners were sent to shelt­
ers again by an alann that lasted 59 
minutes.

Squadrons of Hunlcanes were re­
ported to have cleared the sky in a 
sharp engagement wtili a small 
force of raiders over tlie Tliames 
during tills period; One parachute 
was seen drifting toward the soutli- 
east.

Precautions Are 
Taken to Avoid 
Coup by Almazan

MEXICO CITY, Sept. 6 (AP.)— 
Mexicans wondered today what the 
next step would be in the bitter 
political controversy growing out 
of the July 7 presidential elections, 
but rumors that clashes had broken 
out between opposing factions were 
denied officially.

The war ministry said its reports 
from army commanders throughout 
the republic had reported “all 
quiet.” The attorney general’s office 
said its agents likewise reported 
nothing happening.

The Mexican man on the street, 
although evidencing interest in what 
the Mexican press termed a threat 
of revolution by General Presidency, 
patiently awaited developments.

Many expressed the conviction 
there would be no real trouble. 
Others wondered how the claims of 
Almazan, and of General Manuel 
Avila Camacho, administration party 
presidential candidate, ever could be 
adjusted.

Almazan was last reported in the 
United States on a vacation.

Although rumors flew on streets 
here of disorders in one part of the 
counti7  or another, not a one of 
these reports were confirmed.

Both Almazan and Avila Camacho 
have claimed election, and said they 
would take the oath of office Dec­
ember 1.

J. L. Sypert is drilling at 2,800 feet 
in anhydrite. Top of Yates sand has 
not been definitely determined.

Indicating one-half mile west­
ward spread of the Todd Strawn 
pool in north central Crockett Coun­
ty, Amerada Petroleum Corporation 
No. 1 J. S. Todd logged slight staiiu- 
ing of oil from 5,887-95 feet and 
this morning was drilling unchang­
ed at 5,925 feet in crinoidal lime.

Jap Disregard 
For Statement 
By U. S. Certain

TOKYO, Sept. 6 (AP) — Tlie 
newspaper Kokumin reported today 
that a mqeting of key cabinet 
ministers had decided to reject of­
ficial staljsments of the United 
States and Great Britain calling 
Japan’s attention to their interests 
in maintenance of tlie status quo 
in French Indo-China.

Koumin, considered an organ of 
the dominant army faction, said the 
decision had been reached by Pre­
mier Prince F^mlmaro Konoye and 
the foreign, war and navy minis­
ters.

Domei, the authoritative Japanese 
news agency, said the four had de­
liberated on the Indo-Cliina and 
other foreign Issues but did not re­
port any decision.

Some well-informed quarters be­
lieved Japan merely would Ignore 
the British-American statements.

Earlier the forelgir office spokes­
man Yakichiro Suma, told his press 
conference that the United States 
had no cause for alarm concerning 
Indo-China.

The American position had been 
given In a public statement by Sec­
retary of State Hull while Britain’s 
ambassador here. Sir Robert Leslie 
Craigie, had been instructed by Lon­
don to “remind” Japan of Britain’s 
Interest in maintenance of the status 
quo in Indo-China.

Both expressions were evoked by 
reports Japan was seeking drastic 
military concessions in the French 
colony, including use of Haiphong 
as a niilitai'y base and of the Fi’ench 
Indo-China railway for movement 
of Japanese troops into China. 
(Hong Kong dispatches said Japan 
already had been conceded “limited” 
rights of such nature.)

President Acts 
To Speed Passage 
Of Conscription

SpeecJy House Action 
Requested as an A id  
To Defense Measure

WASHlNGl’aN, Sept. 6 CAP) — 
President Roosevelt renewed today 
his plea for speedy congressional 
action on conscription, and the de­
fense tax and appropriation bUls, 
but deciined conunent on the House 
vote to delay actual drafting of men 
for a 60-day period of volunteer re­
cruiting.

Asked at a press conference to 
coimnent on the House actiop, sub­
ject to another vote before the bill 
is finally acted on, the Chief exe- 
tive said he could not comment on 
any of the three major bills pend­
ing except to say tempus figit (time 
flies.)

The excess profits tax bill now is 
pending before the Senate Pinanc^ 
ommittee. The $5,250;000,000 emerg­
ency defense appropriation bill 
awaits final Senate action before 
going to the White House.

Mr. Roosevelt added that tlie 
quicker the three bills go through, 
the quicker the government will step 
up the national defense program.

Wlien the President declined com­
ment on the House vote to delay 
conscription, a reporter noted that 
at a prior press conference, when a 
similar delay amendment was pend­
ing in the Senate, the President had 
read from a memorandum. Mr. 
Roosevelt said that he had given the 
press at that time the comment of 
the army chief of staff. General Geo. 
C. Marshall. (The memorandum had 
opposed any delay in conscription).

He referred reporters to the sten­
ographic notes as to what actually 
was said at the other interview, re­
fusing to become involved in an 
argiunent with the newsmen over 
just what was said.

Negofiaiions for 
More Naval Bases 
Not Slaried---FDR

WASHINGTON, Sept. 6 (AP) — 
President Roosevelt said today that 
Costa Rica and Ecuador were coop 
erating completely with the United 
States in plans for defense of the 
Americas, but he added that no 
negotiations for acquisition of addi­
tional naxal and ah’ bases were now 
mider way with any country.

Asked about reports that Costa 
Rica had offered to tills country 
Cocos Islands, about 600 miles north­
east of the Panama Canal hi tlie 
Pacific, for a base, tlie President 
replied that all lie could say on that 
there was complete cooperation be­
tween Costa Rica and Uie United 
States in the defense of the Amer­
icans.

Another question at Mr. Roose­
velt’s press conference was whetli- 
er the Galapagoa Islands, about 1,- 
000 miles soutliwest of tlie Canal, 
were involved in talks with Ecuador. 
He made the same riply, namely, 
that Ecuador was working wltli this 
country on continental defense.

Mr. Roosevelt emphasized that 
there were no negotiations on at aU 
to a9quire bases other tlian those 
granted by Great Britain on eight 
of its crown colonies from New- 
foiuidland to Brltisli Guiana in ex­
change for 50 over-age destroyers.

Prior to the President’s meeting 
witli the press, it was learned that 
Canada was seeking several hun­
dred obsolete world war tanks and 
large quantities of military supplies 
form the United States.

The bids for the tanks apparently 
was receiving favorable considera­
tion at the war department, but 
tliere was silence on the status of 
the bigger question of military sup­
plies.

The disclosure that negotiations 
were in progress was made yesterday 
by General George C. Marshall, 
army chief of staff, and Mayor 
Florello H. La Guardia, chairman of 
the American section of the joint 
U. S.-Canadian defense board.

Cleburne Protests 
Against Prison for 
Germans Near City

CLEBURNE, Sept. 6 (AP)—Cle­
burne City and County officials 
joined with civic and patriotic so­
cieties today in vigorously protest- 
ng any suggestion that seamen from 
the scuttled German liner Cohunbus 
be encamped In this area.

Reports published in Fort Worth 
yesterday said government authori­
ties favored a site in the.Glen Rose- 
Cleburne area near the Brazos river. 
Previously, the Fort Worth Cham­
ber of Commerce had protested es­
tablishment of the camp for the 450 
stranded Nazi seamen “anywhere in 
the vicinity” of that city.

Mayor T. S. Moon of Cleburne 
called a meeting of the city councU 
to take further action against estab­
lishment of the camp in the Gle- 
burn area tills aftemooii, after the 
city council had been represented 
at the first protest meeting.

“We are absolutely opposed to 
tlie establishment of this camp near 
here,” Mayor Moon asserted.

Floo(d Damage Over 
Three Counties Heavy

BIXBY, Okla., Sept. 6 (AP) — 
Flood damage precipitated by a 
cloudburst in three northern Okla 
homa counties was estimated at 
more than one million dollars today 
as the Arkansas river’s overflow 
plowly withdrew from the little 
bottomland towns of Jenks and 
Bixby.

The Red Cross and the Civilian 
Conservation Corps began a survey 
in the Bixby-Jenks area in southern 
’Tulsa (Joimty, where the loss was 
estimated at $750,000. Some evacua­
tion continued there.

Otlier imofflcial estimates put 
damage by Wednesday’s torrential 
rains at Cleveland, in Pawnee Coun­
ty, where high water nicked off the 
top of the Municipal dam, at $50- 
000; at Sapulpa, in Creek County, at 
$50,00 to HOO.OOO and in the Sand 
Springs-West Tfulsa district at 
$125,000.

Governor Is Held 
Wiihoul Aulhority 
To Enforce Laws

AUSTIN. Texas, Sept. 6. (AP)— 
Attorney General Gerald C. Mann 
said in an opiniqn today the means 
by which the Governor can compel 
state laws to be faithfully exe­
cuted were virtually limted to “moral 
suasion.”

The opinion held constitutional 
an act of the 44th Legislature which 
transferred command of the Texas 
Ranger force from the executive 
depai'tment to the Department of 
Public Safety.

It was sought by Governor W. 
Lee O’Daniel who asked whether 
the law was constitutional, and. If 
so, wliat means he had of carrying 
out his constitutional duty of “caus­
ing the laws to be faithfully exe­
cuted.”

Mann’s opinion said the constitu­
tion does not require or contemplate 
that the Governor is himself to 
execute the laws but is intended 
only to obligate him to see that the 
proper officers of the state exe­
cute the statutes.

The Attorney General added;
“Such general words as are found 

in this constitutional provision 
cannot be made the basis of an im­
plication of want of legislative au­
thority to vest the execution of the 
laws of the State in such offices as 
may seem to the legislature neces­
sary or advisable.

“Insofar as the matter of the 
means by which the Governor may 
compel the laws to be faithfully 
executed Is concerned, there is little 
that he can do save to bring about 
the faithful execution' of the laws 
by moral suasion.”

In the exceptional circumstances 
of an invasion, insurrection or an­
archy, when the ci'vll arm of the 
Government is powerless, the Gov­
ernor can call out the militia, the 
opinion continued.

and gangs of Iron  ̂Guardists roved 
the city beating Jewish shopkeepers.

The new King, MUiai V—who 
ruled the turbulent little Balkan 
kingdom from 1927 to 19'So as the 
world-famed “boy king”—took the 
oath of sovereignty in front of a 
microphone at 7:30 a. m.

His father’s abdication came at 
6 a.m., climaxing a night of stormy 
riots, footings and death as the 
popula!^ clamored for Carol to 
suiTender the throne and his,stem 
new dictator premier, Gen. ion An- 
toiiescu insisted he yield'.

To the handsome, dimpled new 
kinĝ  Gen. Antonescu pledged his 
fealty and at the coirclusioii of the 
oatli-taking e'eremony, while disorder 
still raged in the capital, he shook 
hands witli the new monarch and 
said grimly:

“Sire, a prayer to God to help 
your majesty and me!”

The 46-year-old ex-king Carol, 
toppled li'om his throne by popular 
indignatio;i over We cession of 
great areas of Rumanian territoiT 
to Soviet Ru.'isia and Hungary, was 
expected to join Mine. Magda Lupe­
scu, his red-haired Jewess friend, in 
exile.

Mme. Lupeescu, for whom Caiol 
renounced his throne in 1925, was 
reported waiting for him aboard a 
royal yacht at the Black Sea port 
of Constanta.
4 Raid On London

Amid this .swift-movlnB” drama in j  
the Balkans. London’s 8,009,000 resi- ■ 
dents underwent a series of foiu" 
air-raid alarms—one lasting seven 
hours and 33 minutes, the longest 
of the war—and the RAP fought 
desperately to smash great waves 
of Nazi Luftwaffe raiders.

Berlin’s 4,000,000 were driven into 
underground shelters for the third 
successive morning, but authorita­
tive quarters said British squadrons 
which touched off the alarm were 
turned back by anti-aircraft defens­
es before they could penetrate to 
the capital.

At least a dozen '.big ah battles 
raged over Ekigland during the fore­
noon as a wave of 200 German 
bombers, escorted by Messerschmitt 
fighters, thundered over the south­
east coast.
Italian Cities Hit 

BAP bombers again attacked the 
Turin industrial region in northern 
Italy durhig the night, Mussolini’s 
iiigh command said, inflicting “dam­
age of some imiKirtance” and setting 
fires.

An Italian communique also re­
ported that Fascist “’Picchiatelll” 
dive bombers attacked British gaso­
line depots at tlie Suez Canal and 
destroyed E’ort Deli Mara at Bri­
tain’s Meditcrraneati i?land base of 
Malta.

"Business as Usual" Carried on 
By British Despite the Bombings

LONDON, Sept. 6 (AP.) — A 
nation-wide survey by the Associated 
Press completed today, shows that 
England is tending to “business 
as usual” despite the damage and 
death inflicted by German air raid­
ers.

Prom the white cliffs of Dover 
to land’s end on the southern coast, 
in the industrial Midlands and the 
great harbors of Hull and Liverpool, 
Portsmouth and Southhampton, 
Bristol and Rlynjouth, ,our staff was 
permit,ted to go freely to see for 
themselves the extent of damage— 
and the lack of it.

Will Be Exhibited at 
First National Bank

A historic exhibit of checks of 
famous Americans will be on dis­
play at the First National Bank 
Monday.

M. C. Ulmer, cashier of the baiik, 
said the exhibit includes the checks 
of 72 men who were famous in the 
early business, political, military, 
naval, scientific and literary histoi-y 
of the country.

The checks were lent to the First 
National Bank by the Colonial Trust 
Company of New York City. They 
wil be shown in only four Texas 
cities—^Midland, San Antonio, Bal­
last and Houston.

A span of 186 years is covered by 
the checks, the earliest having been 
drawn in 1733 by Thomas Penn, son 
of William Penn, and the latest by 
Warren G. Hardin, in 1919.
Many Are Simple Orders

Many of the checks are simple 
others on the cashier of a bank, 
written on plain pieces of paper. 
The smalest amount is 75-cents on a 
check signed by President Fillmore. 
The largest is $16,733$, signed by 
Russell Sage at the time he was a 
member of the New York Stock Ex­
change. The only certified check in 
the collection is one for $3,500, 
drawn by "Boss” Tweed.

Among the many collectors’ items 
is a check signed by S. L. Clemens 
(Mark Twain). Another, written by 
Robert L. Livingston to the order of 
Robert Fulton, is said to represent 
part of the capital used in building 
the first steamboat, the "Clar- 
mont.”

A check of Thomas Jefferson car­
ries the earliest date of nine which 
were signed by presidents of the 
United States.

Wallace Slumping 
Corn Bell Area in 
Informal Fashion

SPRINGFIELD, lU., Sept 6 (AP) 
—Henry A. Wallace is stumping the 
com belt hi informal fashion.

Without fanfare, the Democratic 
Vice Presidential nominee is moving 
around lUinois by automobile, mak­
ing speeches in the smaller agric- 
cultural communities, meeting the 
local party leaders and chattmg 
intimately with farmers about the 
corn-hog program.

Mar­
vin Jones of Texas, chairman of the 
House committee on agriculture, and 
Clifford V. Gregory, of Des Moines,

Germans Declare 
Heavy Damage Is 
Created in London

BERLIN, Sept. 6 (A P .)— German 
pursuit planes accompanying bomber 
formations reported back to Berlin 
today that the raiding squadrons 
broke tluough Britain’s ah defenses 
after fierce battles this morning.

Thirty-five British planes were de­
stroyed during these engagements, 
informed German sources said. At 
one airport the Nazi attackers were 
reported to have destroyed 10 planes 
on the ground along with several 
hangars and accessoi-y plants.

Tlie German high command re­
ported German bombers “effective­
ly” bombed British harbors and in­
dustrial establishments last night.

It said several air ports in the 
neighborhood of Lincoln and big
011 depots at ’Thames Haven, in Es­
sex, and dock facilities in east Lon­
don were blasted and set afire.

German raiders engaged in furious 
encounters with British fighters, but 
came out victorious, the communi­
que said.

Other heavy attacks were report­
ed made on Livei-pool, Sunderland,
12 miles southeast of Newcastle; the 
naval base at Portsmouth, Blyth, 
and Hull, on tlie northeastern coast 
and Newcastle.

'Tlie night attacks followed 50 
raids reported yesterday in one of 
the heaviest assaults thus far against 
Britain.

Informed sources said 46 British 
planes and six barrage balloons 
were destroyed in yesterday’s at­
tacks, against the loss of only 16 
German planes,

British planes continued their 
night raids on Germany, and at one 
point were reported to have killed 
five rural residents. Otherwise, the 
high command said the damage was 
“not wortli mentioning.”

For the third successive morning, 
Berliners were driven into air-raid 
shelters by the approach of British 
bombing planes.

No planes appeared over the city 
and authoritative spokesmen de­
clared the British were driven off 
by anti-aircraft defenses.

'Tire Berlin press vented its scorn 
on Prime Minister Winston Church­
ill’s address to the British House of 
Commons yesterday, calling it “a 
miserable echo to Adolf Hitler’s 
Sportspalast speech.’^

Hitler’s newspaper,- the Volkischer 
Beobachter, said the Fuhrer’s ad­
dress was judged rightly by neutral 
observers to be “a final, unreserved 
challenge to the British empire to 
fight.” , ,

Bright C ar Lights 
Dangerous to Owner
By HOWARD W. BLAKESLEE 
Associated Press Science Editor

STATE COLLEGE, Pa., Sept. 6 
—An automobile driver’s own bright 
headlights can fool him into ac­
cidents.

This finding about night driving 
risks, made in a new study at 
Iowa State College, was announced 
to the American Psychological .As­
sociation here today by Dr. A. R. 
Lauer. ’The University set up some 
photo-electric cells, which measur­
ed in terms of light just what the 
drivers were able to discern.

They showed, for example, the 
changing brightness of the beams 
of its own headlights spreading out 
in front of a speeding car.

This brightness, on the pavement 
six feet in front of the car, was 50 
foot-candles. At 20 feet in front 
it was ' only half that brightness, 
and at the safe stopping limit ahead, 
600 to 700 feet, only one twelve- 
hundredths of the close-by bright­
ness.

“Thus,” said Dr. Lauer, “a driv­
er is often fooled by the high, in­
tensity of his light near at hand 
resulting in overdriving the safe 
visible distances ahead.”

’The recent Iowa tests cast a 
doubt, he said, on the safety of re­
ducing the size of headlight lenses, 
which he declared is happening in 
the newer lamps.

Change of Minds on 
Third Term Scored 
By Senator Burke

WASHINGTON, Sept. 6 (AP.)— 
A public invitation went to 18 Sena­
tors today from Senator Burke (D- 
Neb), third term foe, to testify why 
they voted against a “ third term 
for any president in 1928.”

The Nebraska Democrat who an­
nounced he would oppose President 
Roosevelt for a third term; chal­
lenged his colleagues to explain why 
they would, or would not do the 
same.

’The challenge went out as an echo 
to a “ third term” discussion in the 
Senate yesterday as a result of pub­
lic hearings by a judiciai-y. sub­
committee, under Burke’s leader­
ship, on the question of presidential 
tenure.

Recalling that both Democratic 
leader Barkley (D-Ky) and Chair­
man.  Ashurst (D-Ariz) of the full 
Senate judiciai'y committee had 
voted for an “anti-third term” reso­
lution in the Senate in 1928 under 
the Coolidge administration. Sena­
tor Burke invited them to explain 
their change of minds.

Ashurst insisted he had not chang­
ed his mind about a third term, al­
though insisting he had the right 
to do this. Then he - added “but I 
am confronted with such a situation 
that I must vote fpr a third-termer 
or a third-rater and I prefer to' vote 
for a third-termer rather than a 
tlrird-rater.”

Barkley, after observing that a 
“wise man sometimes changes his 
mind, a fool never,” insisted that 
changed conditions now existed.

The Democratic leader said the 
American public would pass upon 
the third term issue in November 
and asserted that any testimony 
at the Burke hearings would make 
no difference.

After the “invitations” to Ashurst 
and Barkley, Senator Burke dug up 
a record of all Senators who sup­
porter the 1928 “anti-third term” 
resolution and included them.
