2500 Planes Daily

Nazi quarters in Berlin asserted 

today that 10,000 plane-loads of 
bombs daily ■ will be unlea.shed on 
I,be London area in the next few 
days, striking from French coastal 
bases in the titanic “all-out” as- 
,sault.

A host of 2,.500 German warplanes 
making four trip,s daily will carry 
out the threatened full-scale blitz­
krieg, they declared, apparently aim­
ed at wiping out the 2,000-year-old 
British capital with its 8,000,000 in­
habitants.

“I wouldn't give a farthing for 
the Houses of Parliament," said a

• German c l o s e l y  connected with 
Reichmarshai Hermann Wilhelm 
Goering,

The informant said Goering had 
. “left open” the question of whether
* troops landings would be attempted 

to conquer the island kingdom, de­
claring:

“It all depends on how well the 
British fight back,

“It ‘ is conceivable that England 
will collapse under the weight of 
our air attacks. Tlien invasion will 
be unnecessary. But we are pre­
pared either way.”
Decision Due Soon.

This unofficial report, if true, 
would indicate that the next two or 
three days may see a decisive turn 
in the year-old European conflict.

The informant asserted that the 
great waves of Nazi bombers were 
scheduled to start the assault either 
late today or tomorrow.

Question of Age 
Blocks Adoption 
Of Conscription

WASHINGTON^Sept. 11 (AP.) 
Although Congressional agreement' 
was still m abeyance on conscription 
age limits, the war department has 
made plans, it was disclosed today, 
to register men from 21 through 30 
years old as a separate group in 
event the broader 21-lhrough-44 age 
bracket eventually receives approval.

The war department's decision was 
said to be in the interest of mini­
mizing delay on the actual start of 
the compulsory military service 
program, once the Burke-Wads- 
wortlr legislation becomes law.

The age question continued the 
major problem today, as the joint 
Senate-Hoase conference commit­
tee sought to compose differences in 
tlic varying drafts of the bill voted 
by the two chambers.

House coirferces were to give their 
answer to a compromiso proposal by 
Senate members for fixing the upper 
age limit at 39, instead of the 44- 
year maximum previoasiy adopted by 
House vote.

Tlie Senate version of the measure 
called for registration of all men 
from 21 thro)igh 30.

Chainnan Sheppard (D-Tex) of 
the Senate militaiY committee said 
no appreciable progress had been 
made by the joint committee on tire 
scond important controversial point 
—the House amendment deferring 
conscription for 60 days while at­
tempts were made to fill the army’s 
initial quota of 400,000 men by 
voluntary enlistments.

Two Men Die in 
Gunfight Held in 
Menard Streets

Woman Is Critically 
Wounded, in Hospital 
At San Angelo Today

SAN ANGELO, Sept. 11 (AP) — 
L. D. Railsback, 24, cafe cook, died 
in a. ho.spital here this morning, 
the second death in a Main Street 
.shooting at Menard 65 mUes south­
east of here, late Tuesday night. 
Ike Willingham, 52, cafe owner, 
died instantly with nine bullet 
w'ounds in his body.

Mrs. L. D. Railsback, 35. ex-wife 
of Willingham, also was shot and 
remains in a critical condition in 
the hospital here. She and Rails­
back were brought hê 'e early this 
morning and Railsback underwent 
surgery. He had been shot one time 
with a .45 calibre pistol, the bullet 
entered his left chest, just below the 
heart, and passed through his body. 
He made a statement to authorities 
here before he went to the operat­
ing room.

Sheriff Cecil Waltson, Menard, 
said the shooting took place when 
Willingham and the Railsback met 
on the street. Two bullets were 
fhed from the large calibre pistol 
and nine from a .22 calibre pistol. 
All shots took effect.

WOlingham and Mrs. Railsback 
were divorced in April, 1939, and in 
May, 1939, Willingham’s ex - wife 
married Railsback, Mrs. Fred Davis, 
Menard, mother of the wounded 
woman, said. The Willmghams 
were married in 1921. Mrs. Rails­
back was the mother of six chil­
dren.

Sheriff Walston and District At­
torney Carlos Ashley, Llano, were 
conducting an investigation in 
Menard this morning.

Rail.sback’s death was the seventh 
resulting from shootings In this sec­
tion during the last five days.

In his statement to officers here 
Railsback told of trouble with Will­
ingham a few weeks ago which re­
sulted in a fist fight. Since that 
time, he said, he had beetn attempt­
ing to avoid meeting Willingham as 
his life had been threatened. He 
said he shot Willingham nine times 
after - Willingham had opened fire 
on him with a pistol. Mrs. Railsback 
told authorities she was sliot by 
Willingham.

10,000 Plane Loads 
Of Bombs Daily for 
London Predicted

Buckingham Palace Damaged as 
•Delayed Action Bomb Explodes

LONDON, Sept. 11 (AP)—A de- 
4ayed-acl.ion bomb liit Buckingliam 
Palace, residence of the King and 
Queen of England, Sunday night 
and exploded Tuesday demolishing 
one corner of the north front and 
.>;ending flying glass over the first 
lloor. King George and Queen Eliz­
abeth were not in the palace at the 
time and a palace spokesman said 
today there were no casualties.

Reporters were permitted to in­
spect the wreckage at the century- 
old royal residence this morning.

The torn-out part was the glass- 
inclosed swimming pool, just under 
the Queen’s sitting room facing an 
expansive shaded lawn where the 
annual July Garden Party was giv­
en in peacetime.
-  Great pillars of white stone were 
toppled in fragments around a crat­
er 15 feet deep and 35 feet wide.

Shower curtains fluttered in the 
preeze beyond a twisted and torn 
steel diving platform in the middle 
of the gaping hole as footmen 
and housemaids peered down from 
.shattered windows of the three- 
story building in the heart of Lon­
don,

A piece of masony about four 
cubic feet in size was thrown some 
50 feet across the lawn, and anoth­
er, weighing approximately loo 
irounds. sailed over the broad roof 
and fell in the imier courtyard.

The pool was a favorite with 14- 
Prmces Elizabeth, who al­

ready has won swimming medals.

and lO-year-qld Princess Margaret 
Rose.

The delayed-action bomb buried 
itself in the earth about ten paces 
from the swimming pool, in a wing 
of the palace which is 80 feet long 
40 feet wide, one story high.

Its explosion smashed at least 
100 windows of the palace. Outside 
walls were scarred by flying frag­
ments.

The wing, in whieh there are no 
sleeping quarters, was a conserva­
tory in Queen Victor’s time. It was 
converted into a swimming pool in 
1936.

Among the windows blown in by 
the concussion were those of the 
King’s study and the Queen’s sit­
ting room.

Glass splinters were imbedded in 
many interior walls, and furniture 
and hangings were coated with soot.

A corps of glaziers and workhmeh 
was busy clearing away the debris 
and repairing the damage.

King George made a special trip 
from Windsor on Monday, after the 
bomb had dropped but before it ex­
ploded, and visited sections of Lon­
don badly bombed the night before.

Court Requested to 
Deny Appeals of 4 
Louisiana Prisoners

WASHING'TON, Sept. 11 (AP)- 
Thc Justice Department urged the 
Supreme Comt today to refuse to 
review the conviction of four men 
on a charge of using the mails to 
defraud Loiilsiana State University.

Those appealing included Seymour 
Weiss, associate of the late Huey 
P.»Long, J. Emoiy Adams and Louis 
C. Lesage. An appeal also was 
pending in behalf of Morte Hart, 
who died recently, but the Justice 
Department said its tliscussion of his 
separate petition “may well -be im- 
necessary.”

Dr. James Monroe Smith, former 
president of the University, also was 
convicted but did not appeal.

The defendants, the department 
said, were charged with “pretending 
and purporting to sell to tlie Louisi­
ana State University a certain hotel, 
including furnisliings'of every kind 
and description ,and then obtaining 
a additional $75,090 for the same 
furiture from the same buyer.”

Hart, one of the favored contrac- 
trs of the state during the admin­
istration of former Governor Rich­
ard W. Leche, also under federal 
sentenced for mail fraud in another 
case, shot himself to death in his 
home in New Orleans last Friday.

Four Carriers Natneid 
For Mail Delivery

Four carriers have been appointed 
to deliver mail to the residential dls.

The morning delivery will consist 
of the mail from the three night 
trains and the afternoon delivery 
will be the mail from the 8:30 morn­
ing train.

Tolbert asked that all residents 
notify their correspondents of their 
street addresses and to advise the 
post office whether to deliver mail 
at the street address or to continue 
putting it in the post office box.

rebel yells.

The strange scenes of Democrats 
booing their own keynoter, of Pres­
ident Roosevelt’s son angrily arising 
to defend his father’s administra­
tion before Democrats, of the pall 
of British tragedy settling over a 
West Texas convention hall lo brmg 
its quietest moments, dotted a rio­
tous day.

Finally, after delegates had 
tramped the hall floors in a wild 
demonstration for President Roos­
evelt, the air settled and all was 
harmony.

One issue went unanswered—the 
final decision of Commissioner of 
Agriculture J. E. McDonald as to 
which Presidential candidate would 
get his vote.

The veteran office holder left the 
convention hall only a few minutes 
before it unanimously endorsed a 
resolution calling for his stand on 
the matter, brought to public at­
tention several weeks ago when he 
said he would vote for the man witli 
the best agricultural program.

Developmenls of Next Week to Be 
Of Supreme Importance to Nation

LONDON, Sept, i i  (AP-via Radio).— Prime Minister 
Winston Churchifl said today Germany is preparing for 
the invasion of England by moving hundreds of self-pro­
pelled barges down from northern ports to the French 
coast opposite Britain’s shores.

These craft and troop convoy.s, the prime minister 
said, are moving into position under the protection of the 
big German guns set up on the French coast.

“No one should blind himself to the fact that this Ger­
man invasion is being planned with all the German ci-aft

“ and method characteristic of 
them,” he declared.

The next week, he said, “must 
be regarded as a vei-y Important 
one for us in our histoi-y."

He compared it with the attempt 
of tlie Spanish armada to invade 
the Britisli isles and the later 
attempt of Napoleon.
Praises Fleet

“EveiY man and woman must 
prepare to do his duty, whatever 
it may be, with special pride and 
care,” he said.

“Our fleet Is veiy powerful, our 
.shore.s are well fortified and well 
manned, and behind these lines wo 
have a better equipped and far 
stronger am y than we have ever 
had before.

Adolf Hitler, Churchill said, “has 
ignited the fire which will burn 
with a steady flame until the last 
vestiges of Na.-i tryranny and bi-u- 
tality have been wiped out and 
the old and new worlds join their 
great forces to build that which has 
been destroyed.”

Turning to the effects of the air 
raids on London, the Prime Min­
ister said, “all the world” mar­
vels at tire coui-agc, the fortitude 
of the people who are withstand­
ing tlrese attacks.
“ Our forces at sea know they have 

a people behind them who will 
never flinch, will never fail them, 
but wUl draw from the sufferings 
a vlctoi-y won, not only for our side, 
but for the better days that are to 
come.”

Chui'chill, in opening his speech, 
said the air attacks so far- had “fail­
ed conspicuously.”
Invasion Imminent 

The Royal Ah Force, he said, 
was stronger' than at the start 
wlrile tire Nazi force was being worn 
down.

To attempt to Invade this coun- 
tj-y without gaining mastery of the 
air, he said, would be “a very haz­
ardous undertaking.”

He added, however, that Germany 
was preparing for such an Invasion.

“It may be lamiched at any time 
now on England, Scotland, Ireland 
or on all three.”

If it is to be tried at all, he 
continued, the invasion must, it 
seems, co:ne soon because of the 
weather. And because, too, of the 
constant bombardment of the Ger­
man vessels.

The next weclt, he said, may teU 
tire story.

The “iirdiscrimlirate” bombiirgs of 
the Nazi air force were part of a 
plair, he said, to cow the British 
people.,

“Little does he (Hitler) know the 
sj.urit of the English people,” he de- 
clai'cd.

LONDON, Sept. 11 (AP)—King
George aird Quecir Elizabeth took 
cover mrder a police station today 
when air ah-raid alarm smrded as 
they were tounriirg bomber areas 
of southeast Loirdoir.

As the sireirs shrieked, the Kiirg 
aird Queeir left their car, iir which 
they had beeir riding with home 
secretary Sir Jolrir Anderson, aird 
walked downstairs into the shelter.

They resumed their tour when 
the “aU clear” signal souirded 10 
minutes later.

In the bleak, dim-lit shelter, Ure 
King saw one of the strangest 
assortments of humanity these class­
levelling air attacks have brought 
together.

Their Majesties sat on bare wood­
en chairs hr the center of the room. 
Ch benches around the walls were 
policemen, court officials, overaUed 
ARP (air raid precautions) workers 
fresh from the ruifilT of a 'couii 
house next door, white-smocked wo­
men from the police canteen and 
others.

As the Royal couple continued 
the toui', the Queen aiipearcd dis­
traught at each new .scone of de­
vastation.

Once, when tlic Khrg and Queen 
emerged from i. bomb crater in the 
middle of a block of workers’ flats, 
men, and women pressed aromrd 
them' cheering and sang, “There’ll 
Always Be An Eirgland!”

Dust gathered oir the 'Queen’s 
shoes and stockings as they climbed 
over heaps of rubbish which a few 
days âgo were a dozen small houses. 
Here, an old woman told the Queen 
that her daughter and grandson 
had been killed, while another wo­
man declared emphatically:

“Hitler can knock our houses 
down, but he can’t get us down.”

Fort Worth 60; Dallas 61; Tyler 60.

In Oklahoma the mercury took a 
dive in many places, touching 39 
degrees at Vinita, Bartlesville and 
Woodward.

14,000 Planes Are 
Ordered by Arm y lo 
Aid Defense Sei-Up

WASHINGTON, Sept. 11 (AP)— 
A basis for type-standardization and 
mass production of American mili­
tary aircraft was laid today with 
the placing of tentative orders for 
14,394 army planes in one huge lot.

All the planes were expected to 
be virtual duplicates of models al­
ready being manufactured for the 
army. One official said a majority 
of them would be procured simply 
by exercising the options in some 
existing contracts. Other contracts 
will provide for the rest.

Representing an eventual expen­
diture of approximately $1,251,000,- 
000, the tentative orders place late 
yesterday cover all of the army 
planes contemplated in th $5,251,- 
000,000 defense act. which was sign­
ed Monday.

The war department did not dis­
close deliveiy dates for the planes, 
contract amounts for individual 
manufacturers or how many of the 
.ships were combat types.

Be.sides planes, which will cost 
an estimated $817,000,000, the or­
ders included 28,282 engines at 
$377,000,000 and an unspecified num- 
ger of propellers at $57,000,000.

The navy is engaged in making 
contracts for 2,400 more planes pro­
vided for in the defense appropria­
tion.

Attempting to standardize pro­
duction the anny does not now in­
tend to call for any new types of 
planes under the expansion pro­
gram. All models which are needed 
are now under contract, an official 
said, and the procedure is merely 
to increase the orders for those 
types.

Included in the list of 21 com­
panies to whom tentative orders 
were sent were the manufacturers of 
the most celebrated American fight­
ers and bombers—ranging from the 
new, 500-mile-an-hour interceptors 
to the forthcoming super-bomber 
with a 7,000-m.ile range.

Pensioners Rejoice 
As Repaymeni Made 
Of 2-Million Loan

AUSTIN, Sept. 11 (AP)—Texas
old age pensionei-s, numbering 119,-

Final repayment of $2,300,000 bor­
rowed two years ago to bolster falt­
ering old age assistance payments 
was only a matter of technicalities.

The state treasury was ready to 
cancel the debt with $180,000 cash 
as soon as wairants were presented.

monthly liquidation payments on the 
loan from a Dallas bank caused a 
flat $6 slash in individual payments 
last October bringing the aver­
age from $14.41 to $8.41.

Board of public welfare officials, 
however, pointed out the entire slash 
coiUd not be reinstated at once due 
to a number of factoi*s, chief among 
which was lack of money in the re­
volving fund which had been used 
to boost pensions to their pre-Oc- 
tobei -1939 levels.

Dem­
ocracy is only degenerate when its 
leaders and its people are degener­
ate.

Steinbeck alive among the
people, and this 

makes for a difference in endur­
ance. That endurance lies here— 
America could lose many hundred 
thousand men and remain a func­
tioning nation while the loss of the 
key men would cripple the Third 
Reich.

WHETHER we like it or not, we 
are faced with a war. The Totali­
tarian discipline, designed for war, 
must continue to expand or it will 
begin to die.

Germany cannot permit the ex­
ample of a free America in the 
same world with her slave conquests 
and slavish citizens.

It will then be with us to prove 
whether or not we are degenerate.

We are not a contented people. We 
never have been. Part of the na­
ture of America has been its rest­
lessness. Only the most fatuous have 
ever considered that we have a per­
fect government.

But we have maintained the right 
and the ability of the people to 
change our government slowly and 
lawfully. All our government has 
been in a constant state of change 
since it was established. We like 
this method. There are very few 
Americans who do not infinitely 
prefer the worst of our democracy 
to the best of Totalitarianism.

THE history of Germany has beep 
the history of magnificent errors. 
Now, because we fight each other— 
party against party, group against 
group, industry against labor—Hit­
ler suspects that we are degenerate. 
He has completely overlooked the 
vitality of this fighting.

It is through such fighting that 
we have kept alive and that we have 
progi'essed socially and economically. 
This fighting is the proof that we 
are not degenerate.

The war will come and then it will 
be seen whether or not a free and 
alert people can coagulate into a 
force to withstand and defeat the 
power of the hypnotized automatons 
of the dictators.

Nearly all Americans believe in 
the same things. They differ on the 
details. I think they are quite cap­
able of leaving these details for the 
moment for the preservation of the 
while. I am convinced that this will 
be done, but I believe that in his 
judgment of America, Hitler has 
made one of the great historical 
Germanic mistakes.« * «

U. S. Embassy Said 
Damaged as British 
Raiders Bomb Berlin

BERLIN, Sept. 11 lAP.) — The 
United States embassy was damaged 
slightly by one of the bombs dropped 
into central Berlin today by British 
night raiders.

Half of the embassy garden, in­
cluding the tennis (murt, was closed 
because of fresh holes suspected of 
containing unexploded bombs.

One such hole at the edge of the 
garden is barely a yard from the 
home of propaganda minister Paul 
Joseph Goebbels, which adjoins the 
embassy propierty.

Tlie holes are being left unexplor­
ed until the danger of handlmg in- 
cendiairies—if that is what they 
contain—is reduced.

Tlie damage to the embas-sy was a 
dent in the wall of the office of 
first secretary Donald R. Heath 
made by a half-pound fragment of 
a bomb which exploded 150 yards 
away.

Otherwise the embassy property, 
in the center of the bombed area, 
which includes the Reichstag, 
French emba.ssy and Kroll opera 
house, was undamaged.

This service culminates months of 
exploratory flying and pioneering 
of the route with mail and express 
loads.

NEW YORK, Sept 11 (AP) — 

What’s your chance of becoming a 
war millionaire?

Wall Street seems to think it is 
about as slim as a Newt’s eyelash 
—maybe i in 5,000,000 under present 
tax laws.

Individual income taxes, Wall 
Streeters figure, wiU plow under 
much or the major part of what 
remains of the war millionaire crop 
after the trea.sury has taken its cut 
of corporate profits from levies 
enacted or proposed.

The federal surtax on a million 
dollars income, it was figured, 
amounts to about $648,000. Ordi­
nary and state taxes add about $150,- 
000. Business reports have increas­
ed since the European war. A com­
pilation by the National City Bank 
of New York'shows profits of 334 
manufacturing concerns in the first 
half of 1940 were up 60 per cent 
over earnings for the comparable 
1939 period.

Multi-billion dollar defense ex­
penditures, plus British war pur­
chases, may bring further expansion 
in earnings.

Yet stock prices on the average 
ended the first year of the war 
at lower levels than when the con­
flict started. Brokers give various 
explanations for the lag in stocks, 
including suspense over the Anglo- 
Nazi battle, but taxes are stressed.

While steel mills hum at capac­
ity or near capacity output arms 
makers get ready for mu.sh room ex­

pansion. Some traders wlio used to 
play for the millions prefer to clip .  
coupons as “investors” rather than 
risk then- capital at going tax 
rates. '

Not even Wall Street traditions 
of millions to be made from “war 
inflations” of stocks and commod­
ities have tempted certain of the.se 
erstwhile big operators to quit their 
retreats for another bout with the 
ticker.

In 1914. before the world war 
speculative boom, there were 60 m- 
dividuals with net incomes of more 
than $1,000,000 in the United States,* 
treasury data shows. Million-dollar 
incomes jumped to 120 in 1915 and 
206 in 1916, then dropped to 141 in 
the first year the United States was- 
in Ihe fray. With the collapse of the 
inflation cycle in 1920, the million- 
dollar income class .shrank to a 
mere 33.

In 1929. at the peak of the post­
war Wall Street bull market, mil­
lion-dollar income returns increased 
to more than 500. Tax changes and 
business conditions held down mil­
lion-dollar incomes in the last de­
cade.

Said a tax authority; “It’s still 
legal to be a millionaire in this 
countiy but not practicall to ex­
pect to be one in face of tax ob­
stacles. When we get tlirough pay-, 
ing for the defense billions, million­
aires may be even scarcer than they 
are now.”

Spots in Oil Industry Now

B y  E d w a rd  C u rt is
TULSA, Okla., Sept. 11 (AP.) — 

Oklahoma and Kansas apparently 
'were the bright spots in the oil in­
dustry today.

Lowering of production in Illinois 
has retmTied some of the lost crude 
markets to those two midcontinent 
states, but outside that area the 
.situation is not too optimistic.

In northern Texas, crude demand 
is brisk, while farther south the 
market grows weak, barely holding 
its pace on the Gulf coast.

The seasonal ebb in gasoline con­
sumption is near, and while gal- 
lonage during the heavy, touring 
summer months has been record 
breaking, there have been some 
grumblings tlrat “gallonage records 
are fine, if they are accompanied by 
profits."

There has been some contention 
that crude production lias been too 
high, with too much moving into 
storage. Tliere also has been some 
agitation against importation of 
high gravity crude from Mexico. 
At the same time, it has been point­
ed out that additional imports of 
heavy gravity oil from Venezuela 
and tlie Netherlands West Indies 
miglit give the U. S. A. a source of 
raw material for winter fuel oils 
which would not force refiners to 
continue piling up gasoline stocks.

In the field the Oil and Gas Jour­
nal reported 601 completions for the 
week, compared with 556 the pre­
vious week and 527 a year ago.

Pool openers in Stafford and Phil­
lips counties were completed in Kan­
sas. An outpost northwest of the 
Frederick field, Tillman County, 
Oklahoma, found the pay . . .

Willkie has 
spoken several times on labor and 
related subjects since his nomina­
tion.

A. V. Alexander commented on re­
ports of “mass concentrations by the 
enemy making his dispositions for 
entrance into this country,” and de­
clared:

“I can promise that if the enemy 
comes across in surface craft, they 
are going to get something to go on 
witli.”
Berlin Hard Hit.

Waves of British RAF dive-bomb­
ers gave Berlin’s 4,000,000 an acrid 
taste of terror from the skies, knif­
ing through a fierce anti-aircraft 
barrage to rain explosives on Hitler’s 
Reichstag, the Potedam railway sta­
tion, the Brandenburg Gate and the 
famous Unter Den Linden—Berlin’s 
Fifth Avenue.

One unexploded bomb was believ­
ed to have dropped barely a yard 
from the home of Propaganda Min­
ister Paul Joseph Goebbels.

Hitler’s high command admitted 
that a number of streets in the cap­
ital "had to be evacuated tempo- 
rai’ily” this morning “because of the 
aanger of houses collapsing.”

Bomb splinters slightly damaged 
the United States embassy, adjoin­
ing Goebbels’ residence, shattering 
a window and denting the opposite 
wall in the office of First Secretary 
Donald R. Heath.

Huge craters pocked Unter Den 
Linden. Incendiary bombs crashed 
to the roof of the Reichstag, set­
ting fires which workmen quickly 
exiinguished. Other explosives hit 
rhe 150-year-old Brandenburg Gate, 
85 feet high and 205 feet wide, and 

i fell on Berlin’s second largest hos­
pital, St. Hedwig’s. which houses 700 
to 800 patients.

The RAF raiders, striking before 
dawn in the most spectacular as­
sault yet on the German capital, 
took a reported toll of five killed,

Increase in Stocks

WASHINGTON, Sept. 11 (AP)— 
The Bureau of Mine^ reported today 
a 7,147,000-barrel increase in the 
stocks of all oils dui’ing July.

July ci-ude petroleum production 
totaled 113,244,000 compared with
111.690.000 in.Jmie and 110,937,000 
in July, 1939.

Stock of motor fuel were 89,609,- 
000 barrels as against 93,276,000 in 
June and 78,947,000 in July last 
year.

Veteran Senator 
From Arizona Is 
Said Defeated
By The Associated Press

Mounting returns from Tuesday’s 
primai’y elections found Senator 
Ashurst (D-Ai’iz), long a colorful 
capital figure, in an apparently los­
ing fight today in his sixth bid for 
renomination, but the prospects 
were happier for three of his col­
leagues.

Senator ’Vandenberg, (R-Mich), 
was assured of renomination by an 
ovei-whelming lead. Senator Sliip- 
stead, Farmer-Laborite who joined 
Republican ranks this summer, en­
joyed a wide lead in Minnesota over 
a field of 8 as the choice of his 
adopted party. And in Vermont, 
Senator Austin received renomina­
tion unopposed.

Ashurst, whose opposition to the 
conscription bill was m-ged against 
him in the Arizona campaign, 
trailed opponent Ek’nest W. McFar­
land by a vote of almost two-to-one. 
Ashurst has been Senator from 
Arizona since tire state’s admission 
to the union in 1912.
Long Supporters Lose

Louisiana returns meanwhile in­
dicated that four members of the 
House of Repi'esentatives had gone 
down to defeat, with three others 
facing the uncertainty of run-off pri­
maries. Gov. Sam Jones, elected last 
winter by the anti-Long forces, had 
urged the defeat of all 8 incumbents 
as supporters of the Long organiza­
tion. One did not seek renomination.

Besides renominating Senator 
Austin, Vermont Republicans pick­
ed Gov. George D. Aiken, frequent 
New Deal critic, for the Senate va­
cancy resulting from the death of 
Senator Gibson (R.) Aiken won the 
short term nomination decisively 
over Ralph E. Flanders.

In gubernatorial contests, two 
well known figures were riding high.

Gov. Harold Stassen, keynoter of 
the Republican national convention, 
had a huge lead in Minnesota for 
renomination over two critics of his 
administration. Stassen’s activity in 
behalf of the Republican presidential 
nominee, ’Wendell L. ’Willkie, was 
stressed in his campaign.
Dickinson. Re-elected

Michigan’s octogenarian Gov. Lu- 
ren D. Dickinson, who got national 
attention some months back when 
he condemned big city vice and the 
evils of liquor, was far out in front 
of six younger rivals.

TlAe .Republican gubernatorial 
race in New Hampshire ended in a 
photo-finish with Senate president 
Robert O. Blood apparently victor 
over national gi’ange lectm-er James 
C. Farmer. A recount here was con­
sidered almost certain.

In Washington the initial re­
turns went against Gov. Clarence D. 
Martin, who seeks to be tire first 
chief executive of the state to win 
a third term. He trailed former U. S. 
Senator Clai’ence C. Dill for the 
Democratic nomination.

The state’s contest for the nomi­
nation of U. S. Senator found Rep. 
Wallgren ahead on the Demcx;ratic 
ticket of five, and Stephen S. Chad­
wick, past national commander of 
the Amei’ican Legion, leading a 
Republican field of fom’. Senator 
Schwellenbach (D) now holds the 
seat but he will vacate it because 
of his appointment to a federal 
judgeship.

In Colorado, George E. Sanders 
led John A. Carroll for the Demo­
cratic nomination for governor. The 
winner will run against Gov. Ralph 
L. Carr, unopposed Republican nom­
inee.

An' attempt by Willkie Demo­
crats to name Arizona’s three Dem­
ocratic, Presidential electors in a 
wi’ite-in campaign apparently had 
failed. Fragmentary returns gave 
the slate sponsored by Democratic 
party leaders supporting Roosevelt 
a two to one margin.

A Willkie electoral victory would 
have insured him tire state’s tliree 
votes in November, whether Arizona 
wont Democratic or Republican. 
Failure of Democratic leaders to 
register* tlieir candidates for elector 
in time to get Uiem on tho ballot 
led to the write-in contes.
